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AMONG THE HORSES.
Electioneer, Though Dead, Is

Still the Premier Among

Stallions.

Mighty Sires Compared by
the Record and Their Mer-

its Discussed.

fiigh Honors Attained in Re-
cent Years by Kings of

the Stud.

Equaling* the Gelding's, and
in Close Proximity to the

Fastest Mares.

With the close of the trotting season
Itis again in order to place another
wreath of laurel upon the grave of the
dead monarch of Palo Alto, says the
Spirit, in a review of the year. The
battle for supremacy among the haling

stallions has been a keen one, but the
premiership goes to Electioneer, who,
though dead, .still lives in the heroic
deeds of his sons and daughters.

Thirty-two of his produce have gone
Into the 3:90 list, including the almost
miraculous Arion, who, at two years
old, has trotted in 2:10% or 7& seconds
less than the previous two-year-old
champion record. His daughter Sunol has
trotted in 2:08^ and become the pos-

sessor of the world's record, inaddition
to holding the three, four and five-year-
old age records. His fastest son, Palo
Alto, has reduced his record to2:0%,
and he is therefore the only stallion
with two in the list with records below
2:10. Electioneer has to his credit
ninety-six performers in2:38.

Close up to Electioneer comes the fa-
mous Bed Wilkes, with no less than
twenty-eight newcomers, a most re-
markable showing when itis borne in
mind that the owner of this great son of
George Wilkes does not train his
colts for records. In that list
will be found Ralph Wilkes, 8:18;
Red Heart. 2:27%; Red Cherry, 2:2<r,;
William Red. 2:29&; Nathalie Wilkes,
2:20}; and Lililan Red, 2:29& all two-
year-olds. Red Wilkes and other sons
of George Wilkes have contributed
their full quota to the marvelous speed
record of the year.

The mighty Nutwood moves next into
the imperial line and his full 2:30 ag-
gregate makes him, by the record, the
greatest of livingsires. He contributes
twenty-two to the list, including the
two-year-old Birchwood, 2:183-1. But it
should also be added that Belmont's
greatest son shares withElectioneer the
honors of Arion, for his daughter, Man-
nette, is the dam of the two-year-old
champion. His five-year-old son Lock-
hart has reduced his record to 2:14?i.
liis three-year-old son Manager has
paced to a record of 2:1114, and his son
.Nutmeg lias reduced his record to 2:IG.
In the light of the magnificent record
which Nutwood has made. In view of
the fact that he is the greatest of living
sires, the breeders of California may
well exclaim: "The stone which th*
builders refused has become the head-
Btone of the corner."

Although the returns are not yet all
in, the gray stallion Pilot Medium is the
greatest producing son of his famous
sire. He is only twelve years old, and
up to the end of last season had eleven
trotters and two pacers in the list. To
this he now adds sixteen, or a grand total
of twenty-nine, a remarkable showing
for so young a sire. The mighty On-
ward has fifteen, which makes his total
a great one. Robert McGregor, Egbert,
Alcyone and Alcantara are all close to-
gether, and willadd about a dozen each
to their respective lists.
v A glance down the list shows that
speed at an early age is the breeders'
motto today, and one of the prolific
causes of the large increase In the 2:30
list is the vast number of twoand three-
year-olds which, a few years ago, would
not have Deen developed or trained till
later on.

STALLION KINGS.

Wonderful Progress in Attaining
High Honors.

The idea which long prevailed that
Etallions could not show the highest
ratio of trotting speed is today a scarcely
debatable point, says the Spirit of
the Times. Inproportion to their num-
ber they compare, in the regions of ex-
treme speed, very favorably with the
geldings and press very closely the
records of the mares. Ittook the 'marcs
from 1859 to1891, a period of thirty-two
years, to get from Flora Teiniile's2:l9%
to Sunoi's 2:0S14. Ittook the geldings
seventeen years to get from Dexter's
2:17' 4 to Jay Eye See's 2:10 in 1883, at
which point the gelding record still
stands, while the stallions have taken
exactly the same time to travel from
Mambrino Gift's 2:20. made in 1874. to
Palo Alto's 2:08%, made in 1891. The
thirst for developed speed in our sires
lias made the occupany of the stallion
throne a short lived honor, the mighty
Smuggler being the only occupant to
hold it over an extended period.

The breeding, development, and all
that pertains to Axtell is a romance
which is still more startling because it
is a reality. Had a turf novelist written
such a story, making a three-year-old
colt trot in2:12 and selling for 8105,000,
he would have been

~
laughed at.

Oct. 11, ISB9, at Terre Haute,
Ind.. as a three-year-old, Axtell
trottea against time to a record
of 2:12, and had the double honor of the
three-year-old and the aged stallion
championships. Itwas also remarkable
that he was the first of the produce of
his sire to enter the list, and, still more
remarkable, that sire, William L,was
only seven years old when his son be-
came the king.

The year 1800 witnessed the triumph
of the bay stallion Nelson, who carried
the stallion record to2:10%, and brought
the championship back to the New Eng-
Jand states, where Smuggler had once
been king so long. Nelson has been a
trotter from colthood up, and when.
Oct. 21, IS'.K), he trotted in 2:10%, at
Cambridge City. Ind., he only fulfilled
the expectations of all who Knew him.

This year brought two possessors of
the royal honor to the front in Allerton,
2:09^, and Palo Alto,2:GS%. Allerton
at the close of last season held the four-
year-old championship with a record of
2:13}.<. This season he has reduced this
mark by a series of wonderfully fast
luik's. and Sept. lit. lSul, he trotted in
2:O9J£, and for the first time carried the
stallion record down below 2:10.

With the patience and ability of a
master in his craft Marvin during two
mouths successively reduced Palo Al-
to's record from 2:12% to 2:09)*, and
Kov. IT he achieved the crowning hon-
or of liis life by trotting in 2:oS;'.j, and
addiug the stallion championship to
Palo Alto's imperishable rollof fame.

For the iirst time in trotting history
the stallion record is within half a sec-
ond of the world's record, and itis.the
first year ina long period that the stal-
lion record is faster than that of the
gelding. As an evidence of the rapid
advance of the last two years, up to ISS'J
only one stallion had trotted in 2:12 or
better, now we have seven: Palo Alto,
nine years, 2:05%; Allerton, live years
old. 2:09^; Nelson, nine years, "2:10;
Arion, two years, 2:10%; Stamboul,
eight years; 2:11: Deimarch, seven years.
2:11) \u25a0\u25a0;", and Axtell, 2:12, at three years.

THE KITR TRACKS.

Not the Shape So Much as Care in
Making.

J. C. Sibley is ot the opinion that the
unusual speed attained on kite-shaped
tracks is not due to the shape, but to
other causes. "You know," he says,
writing to the Turf. Field and Farm,
"that 1do not think there is much in
the kite-shaped track? My personal
judgment is that the shape has little to
do with it. Ihave seen our horses
driven over different tracks kite-
shaped, and 1 am convinced that it
is inoro the character of the soil
and the way the track is kept than
its shape. Mr. Williams has unques-*
tionably the fastest track on earth, not
because it is kite shaped, but because of
the manner in which he cares for it. 1
think that with any pood prairie soil
other tracks can be niade just as fast. .
He has, as 1understand it, two ditcbes,
running clear around it. In this way
the water penetrates through the prairie
soil and makes itas soft as a sponge
anl as elastic as a rubber. Given a
good, hard surface,the rebound acquired
by a horse when troing at speed acceler-
ates and eases tiie motion. Myjudtr-
ment is that many other tracks may be
made equal to Independence ifthe same
care is given.

mules. Because, of allthings that men
are deficient in, the most" prominent
teature is that of horse sense. And
what we mean by horse sense is not the.
general acceptance of that term, but a
man who knows a horse knows what lit;
can do, knows when he is distressed,
knows when he is out of fix,knows in-
stinctively after a few minutes' drive
his disposition, knows the effects of
pavements on his feet, knows how to
water him,knows when to nurse him on
the road and when to press him.

ItWill Kill Three Times as Fast
as the Old.

Berlin,Nov. 22.— extraordinary
credit of over 100,000,000 marks asked
for in the budget for artillery is intended
for providing the army witha new kind
of field gun, having a new limber,
a new carriage and new ammun-
ition. The new gun has been perfected
under the direct surveillance of Em-
peror William, Count yon VValdersee
and Gen. yon Schlieff, their experi-
ments having been conducted insecrecy
and with the utmost rapidity. It is
estimated that the peace effective force
wlilbe supplied with the new weapon
within one year, and the was
effective within three years. Germany
will thus be placed in a position of su-
periority to France,the work of improv-
ing artillery in the latter country being'
still in the experimental stage. The
Krupp works alone willsupply the cast
steel of which the barrels of the
new gun are made. Herr Krupp
was informed by the emperor
personally that he would receive the
contract. The new gun willbe lighter
than the present weapon, and willbe
firedinone-third of the time and with
double the effect. Instead of the vari-
ous projectiles formerly in use a univer-
sal cartridge willbe used with smoke-
less powder.

The exposition management will as-
sume all obligations for tlie lease of the
grounds over which the tracks pass.
The negotiations for such a right-of-
way have been carried on by James
Walsh, who is the real estate agent ot
the B. &O. railroad, and at the same
time a representative of the world's
fair directors. The right-of-way will
furnish room for four tracks, it will
begin at the intersection of the B. & O.
at Seventy-fifth street, running north
to the southern boundary of Jackson
park and entering; the grounds about 350
feet west of the Stony Island avenue.
Here terminal facilities willbe afforded
by the exposition management for the
loading and unloading of passenger
trains.
