RELEASING MOUXGAGES.

Kansas Paying Debts With All
Spare Coin.

Topeka, Kan., Nov. 23.— An official
report of the mortgages recorded and
released in fiftyof the eastern counties
of Kansas shovs a reduction of £302,407
indebtedness during October. For five
months the net reduction of farm mort-
gage indebtedness in Eastern and Cen-
tral Kansas was 12.300,000. The excess
of releases on farm property as shown
by the report is proportionately greater
than town property. In Eastern Kan-
sas the per cent of releases is 8 per cent
over new mortgages recorded on city
mortgages, and 5 per cent in Central
Kansas. The excess offarm mortgages
released in Eastern Kansas is7 per cent,
and in Central Kansas 25 per cent. The
total per cent ot farm "mortgages re-
leased in titty counties in Eastern and
Central Kansas is 20 per cent.

INNOCENT PURCHASERS.

A Kansas County Must Pay for
Non-Kxistent Improvements.

Topkka, Kan., Nov. 23.—J. M.Lap-
hatn; W. M. Moore and Alexander Fer-
rell, commissioners of Ilarper county,
werein the city today to answer man-
damus proceedings brought in the
Unitei States circuit court to compel
them to make a levy to pay outstanding
bonds, amounting with interest to $56.-
--000. The county fought the payment of
these bonds through all the courts to
the United States .supreme .court, but
was defeated. The bonds were Issued
to build a court house and make other
improvements before the county was or-
ganized. They were signed in reirular
form by the state auditor and fell into
the hands of innocent purchasers. The
court house was never built or the other
iniDrovements made, but the courts
held that the innocent purchasers
should not be held responsible.•

MINNEAPOL.IS WINS.

Discrimination in Favor of Dv-
luth Will Cease.

A ineetiuz was held yesterday in the
Great Northern offices by the repre-
sentatives of the lines which fixwheat
rates from Minnesota and the Dakotas
to Minneapolis. There was a full at-
tendance this time, all the representa-
tives of the roads interested being pres-
ent. Vice President llipley, of the
Milwaukee, presided. The meeting
was called for the purpose of answer-
ing the complaints of the chamber of
commerce and others, of Minneapolis,
some weeks ago. who charge these lines
with discrimination in grain rates in
favor of Duh'th by making a rate of two
cents per 100 lower than to Minneapolis,
thus enabling the Duluth millers to
off«r better prices for wheat. The offi-
cials were in session a greater part of
the day. but no final decision
was made in regard to chang-
ing the rate for the present.
Vice President liipley said that the
complaints were just and reasonable,
but noaction would be taken at once in
the matter, as he saw no reason for be-
ing in a hurry. A committee was ap-
pointed to meet again some time before
Jan. 1. "Then, 1 think," said Mr. Rip-
ley, "some relief willbe given the Min-
neapolis millers, and they are
entitled to it. Every one at
the meeting seems to look with favor on
changing the rate to Minneapolis so our
northern neighbor willnot offer the in-
ducements that the Twin City millers
claim are injuring them.
