Judjre Locke.

A Man Who Made Friends by
Conscientious Work and

Actions.

Manager Scott, of the City

Knights
Templar. accompanied the funeral cor-
tege, which left for that place last
evening.

A meeting of the Ramsey County Bar
associatiou was held in Court Room No.
:;at 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon. which
was largely attended. W. 11. San born
presided. Cjrroa J. Thompson read the
followingmemorial:

The members of the bar of Ramsey county
have assembled to pay their last tribute o*f
respect to the memory of their deceased
brother. Putnam Webster Locke, and to re-
cord their sorrow at his death.

Though associated withus and known by
us but a f.MV years. Mr. F,ocke had already
gained a high place in the affectionate re-
gard of the members of this bar. The death
nf few among us, save, perhaps, those who
have been for many years connected with
ihis bar, could make so large a gap in our
ranks. Ana it was because there was In him
something which, by itself, placed him
above the average of his feliow men.

He came to us from another state, where
ho had already developed those strong char-
acteristics with which nature had endowed
him. and where he had made for himself a
Dame in the profes-ion. lie came to us to
make a new name at a bar already number-
ingin its well-nighovercrowded ranks many
lawyers. of ability and distinction, and to
whom he was a manger. But he could be a
atranser to no community long. We found
in him all those churncteristics wnich
enable men who possess them to l3avu the
imprintof their names upon trie people with
whom they dwell. He was genial to all whocame. None sotisht him who were uot
cheered by hi;- hearty greeting and drawn to
hirii by the cordial grasp of his hand. But,
while his heart wanessentially warm to all
manlrinA it wns never allowed to warp or
control his judgment of rightor wroiiir.nor
to withhold his condemnation ofinjustice.

nerein, perhaps, wax the strong point iv
his character, that wrong fouud in him a
merciless prosecutor— not one who would
prosecute from anger, but only that good
might result. If there was o:ie thing that
was not to be found In him it was sham.
His judgment was clear, and when his course
whs decided, neither fear nor favor couldswerve him from it. tjo we learned to re-

Kpect him for his houesly and his fearless-ness, as we loved him for the sunshine that
was in bis heart.

This. too. was the estimate in which he was
held in the community at large, and. in all
the paths of lifein which he walked, he hon-
ored his ptofoaaton as it has sought to h injr
him.

His mind was keen, logical and compre-
hensive. His grasp of legal principles was
quick and accurate. Inhis practice, his bat-
tles were fought only along the lines of
right and justice, while his methods were
those of EairneK and Dprichtnesa itself.

lie leaves a imm? untarnished byany act of
nieanness. unkinrlness. or dishonor. His life
is an example which we shall ever cherish
and strive to follow. We sorrow at his un-timely tafcing-off. 15ut we rejoice tha we
have trie lessons, which liispresence and his
•work among us have affordcl us, to treasure
and to profit by.
