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THE BUSINESS SITUATION.

The business situation during the
past week, both locally and throughout
the country, is deseribed in the trade
reports asa medium one. This is due
partly to Thanksgiving day. whieh,
while of some benefit to the retail
houses, has interrppted the regular
course of buying and selling on a large
scale. The same thing has had some
influence, also, on the street, where the
movements have been narrow, although
in the general direction of greater
strength. As heretofore during the
present season, the Waest, both in the
legitimate and speculative markets,
makes the most favorable showing.
The rold weather has held up the job-
bing houses of St. Paul above their
Eastern competitors,and granger stocks,
particularly the Burlington, have exge-
rienced a bullish turn. There are ru-
mors-on the street that the Minneapolis
& St Louis will soon pass out ot the
hands of its receiver, because its earn-
ings are enough to enable it to meet its
interest account, as well as its fixed
charges.

There have been no bad tidings from
abroad,and the common course is now to
regard recent bank failures in Germany
as sporadic instances, and no indication
of wide-spread weakness. The Russian
exports of wheat having been stopped,
and the Indian surplus having been ex-
hausted, an increased demand for our
crops is expected, The prices of grain,
however, do not improve, because the
supply continues uninterrupted. Since
Aug. 1 nearly 84,000,000 bushels of
wheat have been received at Minneap-
olis, Duluth, Chicago and Milwaulkee,
against 38,000,000 ast year, and 49,000,000
the year before. Figures like these ex-
plain why farm vroducts are lower than
they were in 1890, but thev also indicate
the volume of money which is pouring
into the agricultural centers. Carefully
compiied statisties disclose the faet that
about twenty per cent of the mortgages
on Kansas farms have been paid up this
fall, and no doubt thesame thing is true
of our own state.

City real estate is quiet everywhere,
but not more so in St. Paul than in other
quarters. The rental demand here is
strong, especially in the wholesale
quarter. Tenants are found without
difficulty for all structures adapted for
the jobbing trade, and the owners of
property tliere are assured of a zood re-
turn on all improvements which they
may make. The Easiern investment
market aiso shows a better tone. Mu-
nicipal securities are readily floated,
and first-class mortgages can be placed
at low rates. The banks, both here and
thronghout the country, report money
as easy, and regular customers secare
accommodations without difficulty for
the purposes of their business.

THE BIG SILVER PILE.

Hon. DAvip A. WeLLs has the cu-
riosity to size up the pile of silver bull-
ion accumulating in the United States
treasury, and the picture he presents in
Harper’s Weekly is a striking one. The
recent declaration of Secretary FosTER
in favor of the settled and permanent
policy of buying 4,500,000 ounces more
of it each month affords a basis for com-
putations of the absurdity it leads to.
He has in store already $400,000.000 of
this idle metal, and is adding to it seven
tons daily. Piled ina block one foot
square it would reach six and a haif
miles high. A man employed to carry
it away on his shoulder, at the rate of
200 pounds per day, would need to live
110,000 days without a holiday. To the
mind unskilled in the intricacies of Re-
publican financial science, it looks like
an absurdity to go on building vaults
to hold such accumulations. Let the
addition go on for a half-century at the
rate of seven tons daily, and only the
mathematical expert can fabricate the
proportions of its volume.

the mere holding of the national convention
in New York city will conciliate and har-
monize the warring factions in that state?

The West is the more encouraging field for
Democratic effort. Here the prineiples of
Democracy have taken strong root and prom-
ise a generous yield. It must not be neglect-
ed orslighted. The Democratic party cannot
afford to treat it with less consideration than
it has received from the Republican party.
The Republican convention comes West
mainly because the Republican leaders
counted upon the Democratic convention
going East. The Democracy might. however,
decide to invite the territory to which they
have been invited by their Republican breth-
ren, and if they do St. Paul is the place for
the couvention. It is centralas Minneapolis,
as well equipped with railroads as the more
favored city. Minneapolis will stand ready
to take the overfiow from St. Paul, just as
St. Paul wiil do for us when the Republican
convention comes. St. Paul must appeal
strongiy to the national committee,
