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AMERICAN RAILWAYS

The Interstate Commerce
Commission Issues Its
Third Annual.

One Hundred and Sixty-Three
Thousand Five Hundred
Miles of Road.

The Gross Earnings of All
Lines Over a Billion
Dollars.

Seventy-Four Companies Do
at Least 80 Per Cent of
All Business.

WasnixGgrox, Nov. 20.—There will
be issued this week from the statis-
tician’s office of the interstate commerce
commission the third annual report on
the “statistics of railways in the United
States.” This report gives * compre-
beusive statisties covering the oper-
ations  of railways for the year
ending  June 30, 1800, and a
statement of earnings from passenger
and freight service, together with op-
erating expenses and fixed charges for
the nine months ending Mareh 31, 1891.
A marked feature of this report, which
adds greatly to the value of its statisties,
is the division of all statistics into ten
territorial zroups, as shown by a
map, by which the differcnees in eon-
tlitions ot operation in various parts of
the country are clearly brought to
notice. Formerly all statisties have been
masscd for the entire coantry. and the
averages deducted have been for all the
roads in the Uniten States. The com-
parisons rendered possible by this re-
port show marked differences inthe dif-
icrent parts of the country.

Mileage—Railway mileage in the
Unitea States June 30, 1890, was 163,-
537,05 miles: the increase in railway
mileagze brought into operation during
the year was 6,050.60 miles. Michigan
shows the largest increase in railway
inileage during the year, being 439.08

ailes, and Georgia comes next
W th an increased mileage of
45794 miles. Group V, made up of the

Kentueky, Tennessee, Mis-
sissippi. Alabama and Florida, shows an
increased mileage of 1,570.32 miles dur-
g the year. The total length of track
for the United States, includingz all
tracks, sidings and spurs, is 209.060.67
miles.

Number of Corporations.—The num-
ber of railway corporations on June 50,
1890, was 1,797.  Of these 87 are classed
as private roads, with a total mileage

of 816 miies. Nine hundred and
twenty-seven of these corporations
are operating companies and 735
are subsidiary ecompanies, that is
to say, the mileage which they
Oown is leased to other companies
for the purpose of operation. Twenty-

two companies, representing a mileage
of 1,646.10 miles, have been reorganized

during the year, and thirty-four com-
pauvies, representing a mileage of
1,906.87 miles, have merged their

corporate existence into other corpora-

iions. Fifty companies, representing
amileage of 6,196.04 miles have been
consolidated  with other companies.

Thus 8,101.91 miles of line have, during
the year, disappeared as independent
companies,

X railway corporations operate
-G3 miles of line, or 47.51 per cent
of total mileage. The average length
of line for these forty roads is nearly
2,000 miles. There are seventy-
four compsnies in the United States
whose gross income is $837,000,000 out |
of a total gross income of all railways
in the country of £1,051,877.632: that'is
to say seventy-five railway corporations
receive 80 per cent of the total amount
paid by the people of the Umted States
for railway serviee.

Equipment—The total number of lo-
comotives in the United Statesis 290,-
928, of which 8384 are passenger loco-
motivesjand 16,140 are freight locomo-
tives. This shows ten freight locomo-
tives and five passenger locomotives for
each hundred miles of operated line.
The number of cars used on the rail-
ways of the United States is 1,164,138,
of which 28,511 are in the passenger ser-
vice.

The number of cars per 160 miles of
line is 744. The number of tons of
freight carried one mile per freight en-
gine is 4,721,657, and the number of pas-
sengers carried one mile pem passenger
engine is 1,413,142, Figures of this sort
measure the economy of trans-
portation by rail. The larger por-
tion of equipment is found on
railways in the Eastern and Middle
states. Thus in the New England
states. group L., there are twenty-eight
locomotives per 100 miles of line; in
the Middle states, group 1I., forty-six
locomotives per 100 miles of line, while
in the states west of the Mississippi,
group X. excepted,the number does not
exceed  twelve  locomotives per 100
miles of line. The number of locomo-
tives fitted with train brakesis 20,162and
the number fitted with automatic coup-
ler 955. The nnmber of cars fitted with
train brake is 128,241 and the number of
cars fitted with automatic coupler is
114,464. When compared with the total
number of locomotives and ears, it ap-
vnears that much remains to be done in
tie matter of train brakes and auto-
matic couplers.

Men Employed—The total number of
men employed on the railways of the
United States is 749.301. being an in-
crease of 45,538 over the number em-
ployed in 1880, The average number of
men employed per 100 miles of line on
all roads is 476. In the New England
states, group I,,the average number per
109 miles of line is 716: in the
Middle states, group I1., it is 1,167: in
group I'V., covering the states of Vir-
ginia, North Carolina, South Carolina
and part of West Virginia, it is 386, and
in the various sections of the Western
states the number ranges from 250 to
$28 per 100 miles of line. These figures
indicate the increased density ot traffie
in the Eastern and Middle states,
groups 1. and 1L respeetively.

Value of Railway Property—The 156,-
404.06 miles of line, which is made the
basis of statisties in this report, is rep-
resented by railway ecapital to the
amount of $£9,459,444,172, which is
equivalent to $60.481 per mile of
line. Assuming that the remaining
mileage is capitalized at  the
same rate, the total capitalization
of railway property in the United States
would be $0,804,483,400. Theincrease in
railway capital for the year ending
June 30, 1860, over railway eapital for
the previous vear, is £444,268.798: of
this amount, $2s0,000,600 at least is due
to the increase in capitalization of lines
already in existence. The proportion of
railway capital represented by stocks is
46.82 per cent of the total railway cap-
ital. Tie amount of stock per mile of
Iine is 228,522, and the amount of out-
standing obligations, including bonds,

equipment, irust obligations, ete.,
is §20.262. _There are marked dif-
ferenees  in the capitalization of

railway wreperty in  various see-
tions of the country. In the middle
states—uzroup 11., for example—railway
capital is outstanding to the amount of
£118,636 per mile of line. In California,
Oregon, Washington and other states
and territories constituting group X.,
railway capital is outstanding
to the amount of £87,104.

The roads which econverge in
Chicago, lying east of the Missouri
river, that is, group VI., are capitalized
at $47,645 per mile of line, which fairly
represents the capitalization in the other
sections of the country, exclusive of the
middie states and the Pacific slope.

The capitalization of railway prop-
erty is largely in excess of its market
value. The interest on railway bonds
and the final net earnings available for
dividends may be accepted as the
amounts accruing to the owners of
railways on their investinent. The
amount paid in interest was $226.-
417.937; the final net earnings were
$106,967,984. 1f the sam of theseamounts
be capitalized at 5 per cent it shows that
the value of railway property consid-
ered as an investment, estimated on the
operations of railways for the year end-
ing June 30, 1890, was $0,667,718,420,
which is equivalent to #42,631 per mile
of line.

Public Service of Railways — The
number of passengers carried by the
railways of the United States during the
year was 492,430,866. T'he number of
passenger miles, that is to say. the ag-
gregate number of miies traveled by all
passengers, was 11,847,785,617. This
shows an average journey of 21.06 miles
per passenger. DPassenger train mile-
age for the same period was 285,575,804,
showing the averaze number of pas-
sengers carried in a train to be 41.

The number of tons of freight carried
by the railroads of the Uuited States
during the year covered by the report
was 636,441,617: the number of tons
carried one wile was 76,207,047,298.
This stows the average earry per ton
to have been 119.74 miles. Freight
train mileage was 435.170,812, showing
the average number of tous per train to
have been 174.05.

The number of passengers earried
one mile per mile of line for the rail-
ways of the entire country was 75.751,
The number of tons of freight earried
one mile per mile of line was 487,245,
These figures measure the density of

traffic. ~ If corresponding  figures
ve given for the various
groups into which the territory

of the country is divided, it shows that
the number of passengers carried one
mile per mile of line inthe New Eng-
land states. group 1., was 233,530, and in

107 and in Indiana, Ohio and in the
southern peninsula of Michizan, Group
ITL., it was 793,762; in the Guif states,
Group V, it was 304,365, and on the Pa-
cific slope, Group X., it was 191,506.
These figures show how diverse are the
conditions, so far as density of trafficis
concerned, under which the railwaysin
the various sections are operated.

The revenue per passenger per mile
of line for all the railways in the United
States was 2.167 cents: the average cost
of earrying one passenger one mile was
1.917 cents. The revenue for carrying a
ton of freight one mile was .941 cents;
the cost of carrying a ton of freight one
mile was.604 cents. The revenue froma
passenger train run _one mile on all the
railways in the United States was
$1.08.041; the cost of running a passen-
ger train one mile was 80.984 cents.
The revenue from a freight train run-
ning one mile was $1.65.434; the aver-
age cost of running a freight train
one mile was $1.05.711. TIhese fig-
ures show the margin from whicn
railways must secure their profit in the
business of transporting passengers and
freight. The revenue per ton and per
passenger per mile differ greatly in the
various sections of the country. The
lowest receipts per ton per mile are in
the states of Indiana,Michigan and Ohio,
group 1IL., being .695 cents. The

figures represent theaverage of charges,
and not the rates on any particular com- |
modity or for any particular trip.
Accidents—The total nwumber of per-
sons reposyted by railways as killed dur-
ing the yvear was 6.320, and the total
number reported as injured was 29,034,
Of the total number killed, 2,451 were
employes, 255 passengers, and 3,584
were classed as other persons. In
this latter figure are included
the large number of suicides.
Of the total number injured 22,390 were
employes, 2,444 passengers, besides
4,200 unclassified. If the number of
employes killed be assigned to the total
number, it apperrs that one death oc-
cnrs for every 306 men employed on the
railways,and one injury occurs for every
35 men employed. The largest number of
casunalties oceur to men engaged directly
in handling trains. Thus while train-
men represent but 18 per cent of the
total number of employes, the casuai-
ties sustained by them account for 58
per cent of total ecasuaities. A pas-
senger riding continuously at the
rate of thirty miles an hour
might expect immunity from death
by railway accident for 1,700 years, but
an engineer, brakeman or a coenductor,
under the same conditions, is liable to
fatal accident at the expiration of forty
years. The most comwmon aceident to
which railway employes are liable re-
sults from coupling and uncoupling
cars. ‘Thetotal number of ecasualties
that can be traced to this source is
8,210, of which 369 were fatal.

PARNELL IS DEAD.

Balfour Shows That the Conserv-
atives Realize the Fact.
EpINBURGH, Nov. 28.—Hon. Arthur
J. Balfour, first lord of the treasury,
attended a Conservative meeting here
today, and in the course of his remarks,
referring to Ireland, he said that Great
Britain would never again see a gigan-
tic agrarian counspiracy. fed by Amer-
ican funds, raise its head in freland.
He did not believe that ever again
would be seen anvthing like such ob-
struction and defiance as was thrown
mto the teeth of the British parliament
by a few Irishmen. Mr. Balfour said
that the country had sunccessfully
emerged from its greatest difficulties.
All that Ireland uow wanted., he de-
clared., was a firm, liberal and Kkind
government. 1f only Mr. Gladstone
abstained from advocating impossible
legislative remedies, Mr. Balfour was
coufident that a permanent care of the
1rish troubles was effected.

Catholics Gather at St. Louis
to Celebrate a Great Man'’s
Achievements.

Yesterday Marked His Fiftieth
Year as the Bishop of
St. Louis.

More Distinguished Catholies
Together Than Ever Be-
fore in Amevriea,

Archbishop Ireland Takes a
Prominent Part in the
Day’s Festivities.

St. Louis, Mo., Nov. 29.—Of all the
days in the calendar year this has been
the day of days for the Roman Catholics
of the United States. From the Atlantic
to the Pacific, and from the lakes to the
gulf, dignitaries and laymen of the
Catholic church in America have come
to celebrate the achievements of a great
maun’s life. Today began the celebra-
tion of the goiden jubilee of Peter Rich-
ard Kenrick, bishop of the archdiocese
of St. Louis for the past fifty years.
Solemn services of thanksgiving were

held in all the Catholic churches
of this ecity. In most of them
visiting prelates officiated and ser-

mons germane to the occasion were
delivered by visiting orators. At the
cathedral Rt. Rev. John Hennessey, of
Dubuque, pontificated. At St. John’s
church Arcnbishop Ryan celebrated
pontifical mass, and Bishop Keane, of
Washington, preached the sermon. At
St. Francis Xavier’s chureh Archbishop
Janssens, of New Orleans, said mass,
and Bishop Moore, of St. Augustine,
Fla., preached the sermon. At St. Al-
phonsus Archbishop Gross pontificated.
Archbishop Feehan, of Chicazo, cele-
brated wmass at St. Bridget’s, and Bishop
Hogan, of Kansas City, delivered an
Oratiion on Archbishop Kenrick.
Bishop Heunessey. of Wichita, Kan.,
pontificated at St. Leo’s, and Fathier
Nugent, of Cape Girardeau, preached;
Bishop Rodemacher, of Nashville, pon-
tificated at St. Joseph’s church and the
sermon was delivered by Bishop Marty,
of Sioux Falls; Bishop Scanlon, of Sait
Lake City, celebrated hizh mass at the
Church of the Annunciation and Father
Head, the pastor, preached; Bishop
Stephen Ryan, of Buffalo, N. Y.. offi-
cialed at St. Vincent’s churen; Arch-
bishop Katzer, of Milwaukee, at Peter
and Paul’s, anda DBishop Fink at St.

Mary’s: Bishop Rourke, ot Chey-
enne, and Rt. Rev. Fenton Mend-
weiler officiated at St. An-

thony’s church, Bishop Bronacum at
St. Patrick’s, and Bishop Spalding at
the Immaculate Conception. The cele-
bration which began this morning will
be in keeping with the noble character
of the venerable and venerated prelate.
No event in the Catholic chureh in
America has brouzht together so many
distinguished diznitaries. All the
church ecclesiastists will be present.
and his hoiiness, the pope, has sent a
representative with a gift. InSt. Louis
the interest has uot been confinea to
Roman Catholics. Many prominent
citizens of ail creeds have given
of their time and means to aud
in ‘making the occasion one of
the grandest of its nature ever
witnessed.. The Christian brothers
gave an entertainment today in honor
of the most Rev. Archbishop Kenrick at
their college. Various prelates and
churchmen were present. The euter-
tainment was of a musical and literary
character, and was given under the di-
rection of the Kenrick Literary society.
Music was rendered by the college
orchestra and several essays were read.
After the recitation of an ode by Gris-
wold Smith, entitled *“Our Archbishop,”
the orchestra concluded the exercises
with the jubilee march.

Archbishop Ireland’s Lecture

at Music hall tonizht was a prominent
feature of the festivities., The dis-
tinguished preiate isone of the most
forcible speakers in the Catholic church.
All sorts and conditions of men were
anxious to hear and see this prince of
the chureh, whose name has become a
by-word in American publie life, and
therefore the hall was crowded. Ile is
known to the politician by reason of the
vast influence he wields, to the Grand
Army through the ties of loyalty and
comradeship, to the temperance man by
his unflinching stand for the principle
of total abstinence, but above all he is

known to the workingmen, to whose
cause¢ he has devoted much of
the energy of his mind and the

eloquence of his tongzue. His subject
was *The Church and Workingmen.”
A feature of additional interest was the
fact that Cardinal Gibbons attended the
lecture. He was introduced to the au-
dience and occupied a seat on the stage.
At the close of the lecture the cardinal
and Archbishop Ireland held an infor-
mal receplion for about half an hour.
Ihe jubilee mass will take piace to-
morrow morning in the old cathedral
on Lower Walnut street, which has
stood there since 1834. Owing to his
advanced age—eighty-five years—Arch-
bishop Kenrick will not officiate as
celebrant, that duty being assigned to
his eminence, Cardinal Gibbons. The
jubilee sermon will be delivered by his
grace, Archbishop Ryau, of Philadel-
phia. He is familiarly known here,
where he resided many years and was
much beloved, as Father Ryan.
A Jubilee Banquet

will take place tomorrow afternoon at
the Lindell hotel. ‘The banquet will be
in ionor of Archbishop Kenrick and his
guests, the visiting clergy. Invitations
have been issued to the archbishops,
bishops and other leading dignitaries of
the church, and will be a clerical affair
throughout. Speeches will be made
after the courses are finished. The
grand torchlight procession Monday
night is expected to be a splendid affair,
every effort having been exhausted to
make it memorable. Between 25,000
and 30,000 men will participate. Tues-
day morning at Music hall several thou-
sand children will raise up their voices
in hymns of rejoicing and praise, and in
the evening at the same place all the
Catholic choirs in the city will unite
to render one of the most signifi-
cant musical compositions ever pro-
duced. The main social event of jubi-
lee week will be a reception at the Mar-
quette club Wednesday morning. The
reception is given 1n honor of Archbish-
op Kenrick and the visiting clergy. The
Catholic Knights of America will ten-
der a reception to Archbishop Janssen,
of New Orleans, the supreme spiritual
director of the organization, Wednesday
evening at Musie hall, in the Exposition
building. The Knights intend to make
the occasion one of the features of the
week as a demonstration. They pro-
pose to show that the recent trouble
which disturbed their ranks has not in
the least tended to produce discord
among them.

Very Rich in Ore.

SALT LAKE, Utah, Nov. 20.—An ore
body, struck on the 1,500-foot level of
the Ontario a few days ago, which, it
was found. averaged eighteen inches
wide, has been constantly broadening
until now it extends the whole width of
the dritt. It is also of better grade
and richer than ever before encoun-
tered. The body of waterin the On-
tario drain tunnel has within the past
few days decreased about four inches at
the face of the drift. The water in the
tunnel is now thirty-three and a half
inches deep #and five and a half teet
wide. The damage done by the flood is
not as great as at first expected. Men
are busy repairing the damage, but the
work cannot proceed till the flow de-
creases.
