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FIELD'S CROOKEDNESS
Half a Million or Ove? in

Losses on Account of the
Failure.

Assignee Gould Says Field Is
Alone Responsible for

the Frauds.

No Assets in Sight, Except
Enough to Pay Off the

Clerks.

The Corner in Corn Was
Adroitly Manipulated All

Through,

New York.Nov. 30.— There was no
material change in the aspect ot affairs
at the office of the suspended firm of
Field, Lindley, Whichers ft Co. this
morning. Assignee Gould said that
personally lie knew nothing: of the
truth or falsity of the published reports
of the alleged "crooked transactions
of Mr. Field. The statement, however,
that he had given any such information
to a reporter, as was stated, was untrue,

lie was trying to get at the facts,
but as yet had learned but little.
There was no bank account whatever,
and only a faint hope remained with
him that there might be some call loans
belonging to the firm upon which he
might be able to realize. There wa< a
report published that a warrant for the
arrest of E. M.Field had been placed
in the hands of inspector Byrnes, and
that he had detertives watching Mr.
Field's house. The inspector today
positively denied that there was any
truth incither of these statements.

Crookcdnes* Admitted.
Assiernre Gould admits that there has

been crooked transactions, but attrib-
utes itall to Mr. Field, and says that
his partners knew nothing of it. He
says Mr.Lindley could have handled all
t!ese bonds on the stock exchange with-
o.it knowing their history. Mr. Lind-
lr-y,on accouut of the serious illness of
his wife, who is now at the point of
death, went directly to the stock ex-
change from his home and did not go to
his orrice for weeks at a time.

Mr.Gould says that he has found only
1500 assets, and there may be *2,000
available, which will be used in paying
the clerks their salary. He denied hav-
ing had a conference with Cyrus W.
Field with reference to helping his son,
but thought that he would naturally
come to his aid. Cyrus \V. Field has
transferred his property, consisting of
two parcels on the southeast cornet of
Lexington avenue and Twenty-first
street in this city, to Isabella F. Jiidson,
of Jrvington, >». V., for$120,000.

Haifa .TillIion Lotus.
This afternoon it was said that a care-

ful estimate of the net loss which will
probably result from the failure of
Messrs. Field. Lindley, Wiechers«fe Co.
is about 1800,000, of which *40\u25a01,000 will
probably fallon the Union Pacific Kail-
road company and the balance scatter-
ing. As an offset to this loss there is
the investment which the firm
had made In the Cuban sugar
refineries, which is estimated at
$300,000. Whatever is realized
from this asset willlessen the loss first
mentioned. The announcement that
tiie Union Pacific company is ready to
take up the bonds from present holders
created a much betier feeling in Wall
street.

Frank J. Sprague has obtained from
Juclire Lawrence, of the supreme court,
a temporary injunction restraining
Field, Lindley, Wiechers &Co., £. A.
Ilussey and others from disposing of
certain stock of the Edison General
Electric company pending a suit for its
recovery.

The I'nioii Pacific Stock.
The action of the stock exchanse in

stopping delivery of the Union Pacific
bonds was severely criticised on Wall
street, and many seemed to think a bad
precedent had been established. Mr.
Ely. the secretary, tried to make it
plain to the kickers that the best thing
had been done, lie said that by the
action of the stock exchange
a speedy adjustment was effected,
whereas, if the bonds had gone on
ehnnsring hands, law suits would
have been Hie result, and the bonds
would have become so scattered that it
would have been difficult to have found
them. It was rumored that Daniel
Lindley would be disciplined or expelled
for selling the bunds on the floor, hut
the president says no such action could
be taken without a formal complaint,
and none has been mad*. S. V. White
denies owinganything to Field, Lindley
»V Co., but on the contrary that firm is
indebted to him.

The interests of the Union Pacific
have been placed in the hands of A. 11.
Holmes, whose orrice is in the Mills
building. Mr.Holmes realized that it
would be impossible for the Union Pa-
cific to gain possession of bonds that
had fallen into the hands of innocent
holders, and requested the committee
on securities to release the bonds from
their order of Saturday. Upon his
order it was done, and "the stock can
now be handled on thcexchange. There
still remains a goodly number of the
bonds, the ownership of which will
likelyhave to be settled in court.

At the produce exchange there were
no new developments. It is believed
that all the outstanding obligations of
the suspended firm have been fullymot.
There was a considerable flurry this aft-
ernoon over November corn. Itclosed
Saturday at 75 cents, opened today at
7(j cents; shortly after 1 o'clock it
jumped to DO cents, the highest point
reached in years. It is not thought,
however, there are many outstanding
deliveries, most of them being already
settled around 80 cents.

THE CORN CORNER.

ItWas Shrewdly Manipulated AH
Through.

Chicaoo, Nov. 30.—The Evening
Journal says: The wind-up of the No-
vember corn deal would seem to prove
the assertion that the Chicago end was
nothing but a side show to a big corner
i;i New York. There are some who
favor the belief that Cudahy'a heavy
shipments of corn to New York to
cover his contracts there were the
cause of the pinch here. The advance
in the price to $1.10 in New Fork against
To cants inChicago is also evidence that
some persons were having the screws
turned on them in the former city to-
day rather mercilessly, and speculation
was rife tothe fortunate and unfortunate
parties.

The receipts today were 701 cars
mostly new corn, only 135 cars inspect-
ing as contract grade. The cash grain
was in splendid demand to fill con-
tracts. Th<; manipulators of the
•'corner" had to buy. too, in order
to keep up the price, 72 to74cents being
the range. Taken all inall, it has been
a very quiet but very strong •'corner."
shrewdly manipulated by parties here-
tofore unsuspected of ability to success-
fully carry out a pinching scheme, but
that they were favored by circumstancesevery one acknowledges. It is not
improbable that the, courts may be
called upon to adjudicate the differ-ences of parties to the deal, as it is ru-
mored that several operators on the
wrong side have defaulted on their con-
tracts.

Nkw Yoiik, Nov. 30.—After the clos-
ing of the produce exchange to-day a
well-known Chicago grain operator
briefly reviewed the corn situation. He
said: "The whole tacts of the case are
just these: There has been a bigde-
mand for corn forexport for the last
thirty days, and the White corner

[ caused the supply of old corn, which is
i the only that November contracts could
be filled with, to fall short. Owing to
the high price at which Mr. White put
corn in the Chicago market, when the
price broke, the corn shipped to New
York was shipped abroad. The re-
maining corn In Chicago jell In the
hands of a few buyers there who
shipped itas fast as possible to fillthe
New England demand. The consequence
was itleft the Chicago market short of
corn. The stock had been run down to
300,000 bushels. The demand continued,
the market was heavily oversold and
the holders of cash corn became holders
of options as well

"mere was ttd manipulation "in the
matter at all. It was just a natural
corner, and the three or four people
who held the corn discovered each
other and made a combine. The jump
corn made in the market today was due
to the blockade inBuffalo. Some of the
Western shippers had sold corn down
here for November delivery, but. owing
to the large amount of grain in transit
on the lakes, there are 10.000.000 bushels
of grain of all sorts for which they can-
not find an outlet." .

One hundred thousand bushels of No-
vember corn were defaulted this after-
noon at the end of the session on the
board of trade. F. J. Ryan & Co. are
defaulters to the extent of60,000 bushels,
and it is rumored that Blum &Eggles-
ton are among the firm* making up the
other 40.000 bushels. The reason
that Ryan & Co. are defaulters
is an injunction issued by Judge Tuley
restraining them from filling the order
of Harry B. Schloss. Mr. V. Schloss
contracted to deliver November corn
when the price was 4'.)}^ cents. He did
not have the corn stored, and when it
became necessary for him to pay 75
cents a bushel for the 40,000 bushels he
brought an injunction suit on the
grounds that a combination had been
formed and the price advanced to an un-
lawful figure. Th« corn was contracted
tjLamson Brothers, and in turn sold
by them. They expected to pay this
shortage am! bring suit against F. J.
Ryan. The firms who «re supposed to
be in the deal are Bartlett, Frazier &
Co., who are credited with being the
engineers; C. M. Armstrong, E. An-
drews and Coster & Martin, the New
Yorkhouse.

THE MAILCARRIERS.

Snpt. Pollock Makes Report and
Suggestions.

Washington, Nov. 30.— W. J. Pol-
lock, the superintendent of the free de-
livery system, postofhee department,
has made to First Assistant Postmaster
General Whitfield his report for the
fiscal year ended June 30, 1801. Itshows
that the number of free delivery offices
in operation at the close ot the year was
519, an increase of05 over the preceding
year. The cost of this service was
$9,072,0(50. which is $22,424 less than the
appropriation for that purpose. The
number of carriers employed on June
30 was 10,130. which is an increase of
1,0(>4 during the year. The local post-
age for the year amounted to 11,174, 754.
The umber of pieces of mail handled
was 3 00t;.354,820.

Considerable attention is given in the
report to the subject ofovertime claims
ofletter carriers, under the act of May
24. 1888, limitingthe hours that carriers
shall be employed per day. The practi-
cal result of this act, the report states,
has been the filing of an enormous
number of overtime claims, aggregat-
ing nearly half a million dollars, and
this does not by any means represent
the maximum amount of claims that
are already prepared and willbe filed
as soon as an adjustment of the legal
questions pending has been had. So
many important questions relating to
the construction of the act have arisen
in attempting to adjust these overtime
claims that it has been deemed best, in
the interest of the service, and also as
an act of justice to the carriers, to
await a construction of the law by a
court having competent jurisdiction.

The report then goes on to say: "In
view,however, of the tendency ofthe
law to create these over-time claims,
and the certainty, judging from past ex-
perience, that they will arise as long
as the existing system continues,
and with the further unfortunate ex-
perience that the law puts a premium
on loitering and inefficiency rather than
affording an incentive for active and
efficient work,Irespectfully suggest a
modification of the existing law that
shall provide:

First—That no carrier shall be required to
work in excess of fifty-one hours in any
week of seven days at "offices having neces-
sary and unavoidable Sunday service, and
not in excess of forty-eight hours in any
week of six days where such Sunday service
is not required.

Second— That in addition to the salary pro-
vide by law. letter carriers, after four years'
(service, may, upon a certificate of the re-
spective postmasters that they hare been
especially faithful and efficient, be promoted
from $1,000 to $1.2:0 per annum, and that
when letter carriers become unfaithful and
inefficient or unfitted for active work, they
shall, upon the certificate of the respective
postmasters to that effect, be reduced to a
lower grade commensurate to their service,
or removed, as the equitcs of their case may
suegeft.

Such an amendment would not only
provide a just recompense to faithful
and deserving carriers now in the serv-
ice, but would tend to enlist some of
our ablest and best young men and
stimulate all the carriers to earnest ef-
forts in this important branch of the
public service. In many of our offices
a large number of men impose on the
younger .men, who are working at a
minimum compensation, doing the
great burden of the work.

Woman Burned to Death in View
of500 People.

New York, Nov. 30.— Mrs. Edward
Lyon, the wife of an elevated railway
employe, went to the basement of her
home to-day to thaw out ;a frozen water
pipe. While thus engaged the woman's
clothing took tire, and she ran scream-
ing up stairs to the second floor and
rushed through the window to the fire
escaoe balcony, where she shrieked
wildlyfor help,the strong wind fanning
the flames, which blazed madly about,
causing a great crowd to collect in the
street below. No one seemed able to
aid the woman, and she stood inplain
view of500 horrified people while her
clothing was .consumed to the last
shred, her hair burned close to the
scalp, and her blackened, crisp-charred
form exposed, a, horrible, sickening
spectacle. Mrs. Leitch. an occupant of
the adjoining apartment, heard the
commotion and rushed to the window
in time to catch the body of Mrs. Lyon• as she fell forward dead.

The elevator was worth $70,000 and had
from 33.000 to 50,000 bushels of wheat- init.
We saved the records and can Veil exactly iva day or two. The flour shed was worth $£V
000 and had from 8,000 to 10,003 barrels of
flour inside. A vessel was loaded from It
Saturday night, so that we can't tell how
much flour was left until we check up. The
coal dock had six hoisting engines and was
worth 540,000. It held somewhere in theneighborhood of 5.000 tons of coal in theupper Dockets, and this with the hoisting
engines went into the water as the pos swere burned from under. The fall was fort-

Serious Charges Made Against the

Northern Legion of Honor. '
*

Itis possible that a case against the
Northern Legion ofHonor, a secret or-
der withinsurance as the fundamental
principle, willbe begun in the courts of
liennepin county. County Attorney \
Thian has inhis possession the report i
of the assistant insurance commissioner,
which makes some ugly charges against
the officers of the order. Edward 1).
Titus, the grand secretary ol the order,
lives inMinneapolis. Against him and
H. F. Hlisted, the ex-treasurer, the
charges are made. The language of the
insurance commissioner's report on
these questionable points areas follows:

"Ihave made, a thorough investigation of
the books aud records of the Northern Le-
gion of Honor of Minneapolis, aud report as
follows:
Visible assets. None

Liabilities-
Due reserve fund $3,572 04
Due benefit fund 1,228 66

Total $4,800 TO
"Itook no cognizance of the general or

expense fund, as the by-laws provide that
all moneys belonging to the fund shall be
applied for the management expenses; con-
sequently, the members have no interest in
or claim upon the same. The by-laws provide
that one-fifth of all moneys paid into the
benefit fund shall be set aside for
a reserve fund, and no portion
thereof shall be applied to the pay-
ment of current death losses until the same
shall exceed an amount equaling §.~>oior
each degree or $1,000 of risks carried by the
order. * » *

j<o portion of the reserve
fund shall be used for any other purpose
than the payment of death losses, except in-
terest whichmay be applied to the general or
expense fund.

\u25a0•My examination shows that the total
amount increased on accouut of the beuetit
fund from commencement of business iv

to Oct 30, 1891, is 517.550.21. Of this one-
fifth,0r5 {,572.01, belongs to the reserve fund,
leaving $14,283.17 in the benefit fund with
which to pay losses. The total amount paid
for losses up to Oct. 'A), MM,is $13,050.51,
leavinga balance to the credit of the benefit
fund of$1,22(5.06.

"These two amounts make a total of $4,-
--800.70, for which the society has practically
not a dollar to show, the same having been
illegally used or disposed of by the officers
in charge. Under the laws of the state they
are liable to criminal prosecution for misap-
propriation of moneys entrusted to their care
by the members of the Northern Legion of
Honor, 'lhere is not a single record to show
that even $1 of the reserve fund has ever
been invested in accordance with the by-
laws, but the records do show that t very
dollar of said fund has been disposed ofin a
flasrant violation of the by-laws and consti-
tution, which in the eyes of th» laws of Min-
nesota is nothing more or less than highway
robbery.

"The parties responsible for this ugly con-
dition of affairs are Edward D.Titus, secre-
tary, and 11. F. Hulsied. ex-treasurer. My
examination shows that when Mr.Hulsted
retired as treasurer in February, ISBD, there
was in his bands 1513.03 belonging to the
revenue fund, and $183.70 to the benefit fund,
no part of which has ever been turned over
to the order. This leaves $1,029.01 in the
revenue and $l,o:w.!Hiin the benefit fund to
be accounted forby the secretary, Mr. Titus."

The report closes with the statement
that Titus is also secretary of a new
society called the lonian League of
Minneapolis, and that he is attempting
to transfer to that society the members
of the Northern Legion of Honor. He
recommends that the deficit in the ac-
counts of the Northern Legion of Honor
should be made good to the old mem-
bers of that order before the transfer.is
effected. -o.; jti

The strong features of the day, however,
were the industrials, especially Chicago Gas
and Distillers.and the former is the only stock
which finallyclosed st an improvement over
its last week's prices. The market finally
closed quiet but firm,generally at something
better than first prices, and most of the act-
iveBlocks tonight show small gains for the
day, notwithstanding the setback in the fore-
noon. Chicago Gas. however, witha gain of
1V« per cent, is the onlyone of importance.

The Post says: Such prospect as there may
have heretofore been of immediate specu-
lative activity on the bull side of stocks— and
there never was much— has probably re-
ceived a final quietus from the Field-Lindley
episode. Sentiment rules favorable to spot
sales. Fortunately, the relations of the
fallen firm to other firms were ofsuch anat-
ure that neither business bouses nor corpo-
rations are likely to experience critical em-
barrassment: but that contingency as Wall
street is wellaware, is only halfof the favor-
able possibilities so far as the market is con-
cerned.
