Herr Bebel's Speech Drove the
Kaiser to Frenzy.

BerniN, Dee. 1.—The kaiser is saia
to meditate a step of severity against
the sociaiists. If he can be assured of
a majority in the reichstag the old so-
cialist law will be revived, and, in any
case, the police have been instructed to
enforce existing laws and regulations
with special rigor against socialist agi-
tation.

But he does
not know how or where to strike. He
considers the speech a direct challenge
to his omnipotence, and not to be passed
without some signal retribution; but
even the kaiser hesitates to take any
step that mght arouse general hostility
to the throne in the reichstag. The
publication of Herr Bebel’s criticisms
on the kaiser has created a sensation
throughout Germany, and it is said that
in some parts of Prussia the local au-
thorities assumed to suppress the sal

KILLING THi KOOLAKS,

Russian Usurers Feel the Venge-
ance of Victims.

St. PETERSBURG, Dee. 1.—Advices
from Sarmatia state that the peasantry,
driven (o desperation by the extortions
of the “koolaks,” as the native usurers
are called, have killed a number of
them and robbed their dwellings of the
money and valuables wrung from the
starving country people. In one Sama-
ria village a koolak, noted for his grasp-
ing disposition, had come into posses-
sion, since the beginning of the famine,
of nearly all the jewelry worn as heir-
looms by the women of the neighbor-
hood. is life was spared on surren-
dering the pledges. The koolaks are
known to be in many cases in collusion
with the officials, who aid them in ex-
torting their exorbitant fees.

THE CHINESE ReBELS.,

Imperial Troops Seem Ready to
Join Them,

SHANGHAT, Dec. 1.—The latest news
from Pekin states that there are alarm-
ing signs of mutiny among the Manchu
troops, on whom the capitol depends for
defense, and it is feared that the ad-
vance of the tartar rebels will not meet
with earnest opposition. The Mongols
at Kalgan, which is the headquarters
of the Northern army, are showing a
rebellious spirit, and the force there,
whicb is the prineipal military depend-
euce of China, is evidently in sympathy
with the Mongols, who have raided and
plundered shops in the Chinese part of
the town,virtually without interference
by the soldiers. The actuating motive
of the Mongol rebellion is as yet a mnys-
tery, even to the Chinese. There are
rumors that a Mongol chief leads the
rebels who is ambitious to place him-
self on the throne of the Manchu dy-
nasty, and that a new era of Mongolian
aggression may be looked for,
