until today, when they will meet in
General Passenger Agent Teasdale's
oflice, of the Omaha.

The case in question is one which in-
volves tlie making of a new rate to De-
troit, Mich., via the Chicago lines, and
the Duluth. South .Shore A: Atlantic
(Son) via Mackinaw, from Duluth. The
latter road has considerable advantage
over the oilier roads in this business,
and their object is to humor the
Soo to such an extent that it
will raise tho Detroit figure ov^r its
line so as to equalize the rate via Chi-
cago. The Soo has been appealed to
before on this business. It holds the
latchkey. The present rate from Du-
luth to Detroit by this line is $10. while
the Chicago lines quote ?21 35, a differ-
ence of15.35. Itis understood that the
Cliicaeo roads willask that the Soo ad-
vance the rate to sotnetbtax near their
own figure. Itis said the Soo intends
to put on a sleeper between the points
in question and hold her own. Ifthis
is the case, the Duluth iines via Chicago
willprobably cut by making the rate to
Detroit ?l:l.V>, which will compel the
Soo to come to terms.

THE ALTON BOYCOTT.

Prospect of liaisinj*ItDispleases
the Road.

Chicago, Dec. 4.— The joint commit-
tee of the Trunk Line and Central
Traffic associations has, according to
private advices from New York today,
referred the matter of the Alton boycott
to a committee of general passenger
agents. This committee is instructed
to make a full report of thu present
status of the boycott and commission
question, and recommend action.

Meantime the Western roads have
lost no time in adopting tiie
pace set by the Burlington. The
majority of them have notified the
Western ticket agents thut they will
resume the payment of commissions in
what liao been known as the forbidden
territory.
It is not the intention of any of

these roads, however, to pay vouchers
tor ticket sales that were made longer
ago than Dec. 1.

The Alton officials seem rather dis-
pleased than otherwise at the prospect
of the boycott being lifted. itis a great

advertisement for their road, and they
have so arranged their business that it
runs smoothly in spite of the hostility of
connecting lines, and without any ap-
parent falling off in revenue. Of all
the roads east and west of Chicago
there is probably none so indifferent as
ihe Altonas to what disposition shall be
made of the boycott.

Fifth—Life iu&Tirance and pension funds

for workingraen.
Sixth—Trade combinations and strikes.
Seventh-— Colonization
Eighth—The evils of drink and the impor-

tance of minimizing the plague.
The preparatory work lias been left

to a committee on organization, of
which Archbishop Feehan. of Chicago,
is chairman, and William J. Onahan,
secretary. They will look after the
preliminary details, and in a few
months call a meeting of the committee
to fix the exact time for balding the
congress.

SKELETON'S WITH TAILS.

Prehistoric Forms With Caudal
Appendages in Mexico.

Philadelphia Time«.
A discovery which will prove of im-

mense interest toethnologists has been
made at the little hamlet of Sinaloa.
Mexico, within the past few days while
breaking ground for a large coffee plan-
tation, which is being established by an
English syndicate. The find consists of
thousands of skeletons either of large
apes or of prehistoric human beings of a
very low order. If the remains are of
apes, they were of a gigantic size and
of a variety no longer extant, while it
they are of men the men were provided
withdistinct caudal appendages, very
thick and short, and curled up like a
squirrel's. That they are the skeletons
of apes can hardly be doubted, judging
from the arms, which reach nearly halfa foot below the knee, and the thumbs,
which are also abnormally large and
curved, with exceedingly sharp and
powerful nails.

The feet, too, show that they were in-
tended forclimbing, rather than walk-ing,and are also provided with claws
and prehensile toes of unusual length.
Itis probable that the large number of
skeletons found is due to a battle be-
tween two bands of the animals having
taken place at this spot, which is fur-
ther proven by the number of broken
skulk)and other bones among them and
the fact that several of the skeletons
were found clenched in a deadly em-
brace. No weapons, however, were dis-
covered, but as these were probably of
wood they have perished in the course
of ruin*.

Trade Center*.

New York, Dec. 4.— G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review willsay: The one sign of un-
favorable character of the business situation
is that collections at some points are blower
and harder than usual, particularly where
the low price ofcotton leads holders to defer
selling as long as possible. But at the prin-
cipal Western points, Chicago. St. Louis
Cincinnati and St. Paul collections are very
satisfactory, the larger trade centers report-
ingmost favorably in that respect, and there
is less difficultyat Eastern cities, though at
the South some embarrassment continues.
Money is not particularly stringent any-
where, though rather close at NashvLle and
Montgomery.

The speculative markets have tended down-
ward 011 the whole, although wheat is un-
changed in price, with sales of 28.003,000 bu
here during the past week, and the receipts
continue at the rate of over 7.000,000 bn for
the week, withexports unabated and at the
rate of nearly 3.u0(>,000 bu for the week from
Atlantic ports alone. At tha expiration of
November corn dropped sharply about tie,
but the market has by no means recovered
its natural condition. Keceipts are increas-
ing, however, and will soon put an end to
purely speculative control. Oats are Vsc
bette* but pork products are a little lower.

At Boston merchandise is fairlyactive.and
the dry goods trade satisfactory. Woolensmove slowly, and sales ot wool amount to
3,718,000 pounds for the week. Boots and
shoes are quiet. At Philadelphia the gro-
cery trade is active, the trade in liquors and
tobacco fair, and in chemicals steady, but
lumber arid carriages dull. Many branches
of the woolen manufacture are thriving, but
sales of dry goods art*hardly up to the aver-
age. At Baltimore retail trade is quite ac-
tive, and at Pittsburg some improvement is
seen iniron, while, nt Cleveland trade is ac-
tive, with more demand for money.

At Cincinnati clothing and dry goods are
active,but leather and carriages "quiet. At
Detroit general trade is fullyequal to last
years'. At Chicago receipts of flour are
slightly more than a year ago, of dressed
beef and oats a third more, of wheat three
times and of rye four times as large. But a
slight decrease is teen ivbarley, a decrease
of a quarter in cured meats, a third iniard
and wool, and one half in cheese. Sales of
dry goods, clothing, boots and shoes much
exceed last year's, and collections are un-
:usually good.
