Crisp’s Election Saved Castle
From a Reprimand From
Minneapolis.

Soldiers Found tha Commer-
cial Bank’s Money and Then
Spent It.

Goodnow’s Idea for the Ap-
pointment of Convention
Committees.

Park Board Meeting--Minis-
ters on Stillwater and Fari-
bault Schools.

The intelligence that Crisp was se-
lected by the Democratie caucus as the
‘andidate for speaker of the national
house of representatives did not bring
any great quantity of joy to the hearts
of Minneapolis Demoecrats last night.
Mills was unquestionably the candidate
of the majority of the Democrats in
Minneapolis. While Congressman Cas-
tle has undoubtedly made himself solid
with the Democratic wajority in the
house by his attitude on the speaker-
ship, he has not pleased all his Minne-
apolis constituents. There was a move-
ment on foot last night, headed by the
prominent members of the Jefferson
club, to send Mr. Castle a telegram
relative to the speakership fight. It
was expected that the telegram would
be signed by at least 100 prominent
Democrars. It would bhave told Mr.
Castle plainly that he was not pleasing
the people up here by voting for Crisp.
But the intelligence of the settlement
of the fight came toosoen. The telegram
was not sent.

THEY LIVED HIGH.

The Commercial Bank Roll Found
by Two Regular Soldiers.
@The police have at last suceeeded in
ascertaining what became of the $1,300
recently lost by the messenger of the
Commercial bank, although the bank
will not recover much by the diseovery,
as much of the money has already been
squanderea. It has been learned that
the money was picked up oun the street
by two young fellows who called them-
selves Harry Wallace and Frank Crary,
and who recently enlisted at Minneapo-
I1s in the regular army as privates. As
soon as they got possession of the money
they proceeded to have a good time with
it. and for several days were to be seen
about town **blowing themselves.”

A fellow recruit in some way learned
of their find and was given $250 of the
roll to keep his mouth shut; but the
balance Wallace and Crary divided
between themselves. The police were
informed ot the facts as related above
by another recruit who was let into the
secret, and a search was at once made
for the festive young men, but too late,
as they had already deserted and taken
their departure for parts unknown. As
the United States authorities are also
after them for desertion, their chances
of escape are slim.

The police have information which, it
is thought, will lead to the recovery of
a small portion of the money: but from
all accounts it would appear that Wal-
lace and Crary lived high and spent
nearly all of it.

HERE’'S AN IDEA,

Local State Representatives to
Look After Their Own People.
John Goodnow, as a member of the

executive committee that will have gen-
eral supervision of the arrangements for
the convention, has come out i favor
of an idea on the entertainment of the
convention visitors that has the merit
of novelty and seems to be a possible
good thing. Mr. Goodnow does not say
whether the idea is his own. It proba-
bly is. Anyhow, he favors it.

“We have in this city,” said Mr. Goodnow
vesterday, *‘people from almost every state in
the Union. We have a large number from
every Eastern state, and that Is the section
from which most of the people will come to
the convention, Why would it not be a good
idea to let the representatives of each state
take care of the visitors from that state? For
instance, here are a lot of New York people
in Minnpeapolis, Let these New Yorkers be
delegated a subcommittee to look after the
visitors to Minneapolis from New York. The
Massachusetts people can do the rame, and
so on down the whole line of states. Each
of these subcommittees can be represented
by its ehairman on the general subcommittee
on entertainment. I think the scheme 1s
worth considering.™

If the idea here advanced by Mr.
Goodnew is deemed of sufiicent merit to
be considered, 1t may be mentioned that
already part of the work has been done.
The representative of several states al-
ready have organizations in Minneapo-
lis. There is a sort of an organization
of Maine people out in the Eighth ward.
The Vermont men and women have an

association. So have the Massachusetts
people. There used to be a New York

association and a Pennsylvania associa-
tion and an Ohio association. There
are several others of these societies that
are not now called to mind. Let these
state associations take care of the peo-
ple from the parent state.

All arrangements still await the com-
ing of J. S. Clarkson. 1tis not known
just when he and his party will arrive.
Thomas Lowry thinks he will be along
in a day or two, but it is believed that
if he were coming that soon he would
have telegraphed for rooms at the West.
Col. West has had no word from him.
Mr. Lowry is backing Col. West in his
determination to reserve no rooms for
any one until Clarkson gets here. As
an illustration of the scramble there
will be for roowns when it once begins;
Hon. Dwight A. Lawrence, who arrived
Saturday, wanted to reserve seventy
rooms for the men from New York. He
must take his chances with other peo-
ple.

Supt. Dougan, of the union depot,
says that there will be no trouble about
the depot men being able to nandle all
the people who come. He says that
Minneapolis has more waiting room
space in the umion depot than any
other depot in the country. lle does
not think it will be necessary to have

any more room for handling the baggage |

of the convention comers, but says it
will be provided if necessary. Ie
thinks it probable that the company
will be called upon to take care of 9.000
pieces of baggzage daring the conven-
tion. The delegates, he says,will bring
all they want in a valise, The people
who come out for a trip and to see the
country will be the ones that wiil earry
the trunks. They bhad no trouble about
handling trunks and people during tne
Christian Endeavor convention, and do
uot auticipate any next June.

THE NEW RULES,

The Park Board Committee on
Rules Submits Its Report.

The park board met in regular session
vesterday afternoon and transacted a
Jarge volume of small business. Will-
iam Blaisdell, who purchased one of the
houses on the new portion of Powder-
horu park, was granted further time to
remove the building. A petition from
the residents of North Minneapolis ask-
ing that Todd’s pound be converted into
a skating rink occasioned considerable
discussion. Commissioner Dehn wished
to have a house erected and the ice
taken care of,the same as in other parts
of the city. A.J. Boardman thought a
bad precedent would be established and
objected to any expense being incurred
outside of flooding and caring for the
ice. Prof. Folwell favored the erection
of a suitable house.

Supt. Berry sald the cost would be
from $£400 to 500 for the season.

The secretary was instiucéed 10 se-

cure if possible a Jlease of sufficient
rround for the erection of a house.
The president of the board suggested
that hext summer the hoard maintain 2
system of transportation for the pur
pose of enabling visitors to see the park
system, the vehicles to go at frequent
intervals from the center ot the city.
Mr. Haugan suggested that arrange-
ments be made to store the water from
Lake Amelia next spring, so as to in-
sure a supply of water for Minnehaha
falls during the summer, and that steps
be taken looking to the ultimate acqui-
sition of the east bank of the Mississippi
river for park purrosss. Both matters
were referred to the committee on desig-
nation of grounds.

1t was decided to apply to the state
auditor for a rebatement of taxes on
land from the time acguired until the
Ist of January, 1892. A communication
from the attorney of the Bryn Mawr
syndicate set forth that the association
had advaneed £900 to the fund to grade
Superior and Groveland avenues,this be-
ing the amount of fifteen or twenty sub-
seriptions, and asked authority from the
board to sue the delinquent subseribers.
The request was granted.

The finance committee reported that
there were plenty of funds on hand to
meet all obligations to Jan. 1, excepting
interest on bonds to the amount of $15,-
086,36, and the officers were authorized
to execute a note in the sum of $15,000
to cover thig requirement. In this
connection Commissioner Boardman in-
troduced a resolution providing for a
special committee to ascertain whether
the board or the city is required to pay
the interest on the bonds of the board.
The resolation was adopted and Com-
missioners Boardman, Lawrence and
Bradish were named as the committee.

The special committee to investigate
tne Berry matter asked for and was
rranted further time, as Commissioner
Boardman had been absent from the city.

The special.committee on rules sub-
mitted a printed report, in which ap-
peared several important changes from
the old set of rules used by the board.
Some ot the more radical of these
changés are as follows:

The superintendent and timekeeper
are to be elected annually and not to
hold office indefinitely, and the former
will be required to devote his entire at-
tention to the serviee of the board and
not allowed to do any work for outside
parties.

The committee on improvements must
report monthly. and ecannot expend to
exceed $100 without the approval of the
board.

No member or officer of the board may
be interested in a pecuniary way in any
of the work, and all possibility of nepo-
tism is precluded by the following sec-
tion:

No commissioner shall cause to be
employed or employ for this board any
relative of a commissioner, but in case
1t is deemed advisable to employ any
relative of a commissioner the same
shall be reported to and authorized by
this board.

The rules will be considered at an
adjourned meeting to be held for that
purpose on Monday next.

The special committee on right of
way for Minnehaka boulevard submit-
ted a plat showing that title to thirty-
six acres had already been secured, that
deeds to twenty-six acres more had been
promised, and that there still remained
sixty-seveu acres, to which it was rot
expected that title could be secured
without condemnation proceedings.

The report of the committee suggested
that the entire tract needed should be
designated as a park, ana that George
R. Chipman, John B. Eustes, Ole By-
arum, C. W. Wells and M. D. Ridgway
be appointed as appraisers to assess the
value of the property condemned. ‘The
report was adopted.

The commitiee on entertainment and
winter sports reported favorably upon
the motion providing for skating facili-
ties at Elliot park, and the report was
adopted. A report from the same com-
mittee, stating that 127 pairs of skates
had been purchased from Alphonse
Berry for £170, and that Mr. Berry had
been appointed cashier at the Loring
park skating pond at a salary of £100
per month and allowed two assistants
at £60 per month. FEach was approved.

The committee reported unfavorably
upon the idea of a tobaggan shde at
Fairview park, and the report was
adopted. The special committee on
Hennepin avenue traffic was instructed
10 prepare a new ordinance covering
that point, the old one having been pro-
nounced untenable by the attorney. A
motion by Commissioner Lawrence pro-
viding that no more money be expended
for winter sports and amusements until
the expense of maintaining those al-
ready provided for shall have been ascer-
tained, was adopted. This motion was
re-considered upon motion of Commis-
sioner Ryan, who wanted a skating rink
in the Ninth ward,between Jackson and
Quiney streets, facing on Sumter, but it
again carried.

NORTH STAR MATTERS.

A New Club Organized—Objects of
the Association Plainly Stated.
State Organizer Kynaston, of the

North Star Association of Democratic
clubs, returned trom Northfield Suaday
morning, where he succeeded in organ-
fzing Club No. 5, consisting of sixty-
nine members. 1n speaking toa GLOBE
reporter in regard to the sentiment in
that locality, he said:

**A harmonious settlement of all fae-
tional differences within the party, if
there be any differences, is the avowed
purpose of that portion of the Rice
county Democracy. 1 believe they cast
147 Democratic votes in the village ot
Northfield at the last election, and those
already enrolled in the North Star ciub
include the active workers of the party.”

As to the object of the association of
which the Stillwater statesman is presi-
deut and C. A. Moody is secretary, Mr.
Kynaston said:

““I'he impression is abroad that the
North Star Association of Democratic
clubs has been brought into existence
for the purpose of crushing certain men
who managed the party’s affairs in the
past. There is mno truth in that
statement. The state central com-
mittee Is, in a measure, charged with

the responsibility of managing the
campaign. There are twenty-oue mem-

bers in that committee, and, as a major-
ity of them are identified with this
movement, that fact disproves the
charge that any compiaint has been en-
tered against them. Our only object is
to organize the party .in every commu-
nity in the state for the purpose of get-
ting the workers into line. These clubs
are being formed neither for nor against
any individual, but in the interest only
of the Democratic party. And by co-
operating with the state central com-
mittee the various congressional and
county committees, we can conduet one
of the most vigorous campaigns known
in the history of Minnesota. A
just  such information

obtained through these
clubs regardicg the situation in
various localities. doubtless cost us the
last election. If properly organized
auring that campaign, the weak points
iv the enemy’s line could have been dis-
covered and defeat would have been
turned into victory. Every Democrat
in tne state will cheerfully accord the
fullest measure of praise to the old and
gallant leaders who fought our party’s
pattles in the past, and it is not the pur-
pose of this organization to retire them
now, but to enroll as many workers as
possible to share with them the labor of
future campaigns. And. furthermore,
if there is any pleasure to be derived
from the labor, incident to the dissem-
ination of Den.ocratic principles, this
plan will give a greater number the
privilege of sharing in that pleasure.”

Mr. Kynaston is glad to notice that
the Republican papers have found out
that he stands a good chance of being
elected state orzanizer of the North
Star association. Ilnasmuch as Mr.
Kynaston’s appointment was announced
by the GLOBE several weeks ago, this is
news.

Crushed by a Train.

Jacob Dietz, an old man who resides
at 59 Sixteenth avenue nortbeast, was
run over by a Soo passenger train, and
seriously if wnot, fatally injured while
walking along the track near Second
street northeast at 6:30 yesterday morn-
ing. Dieta’s right leg was cut off below

the knee, and his left foot severed at
the ankle, beside which he received a
severe cut on the head and internal in-
juries, He was taken to the city hospi-
tal, and when he arrived his condition
was such that it was not thought advis-
able to amputate the injured limbs. He
was sixty years of age, and itis not
thought possible that he can survive his
injuries. Dietz was employed by Bard-
well & Robinson, and has a wife and
several children. At a late hour last
uight he was still alive, but very low.

ORTHODOX MINISTERS SPEAK

LTheir Opinion of the Faribaunlt
and Stillwater School Arranze
ments, i

i

Several weeks ago Rev. G. L. Morrill
presented to the union of the orthodox
ministers an outspoken set of resolu-
tions, protesting the action taken by the
school boards of Faribauit and Stilk
water, relative to the Catholic parochial
schools in those cities. The resolutions
were shelved at that time. The minis-
ters did not feel that they knew enough
about the subject to take a firm stand.
At that time a committee was appointed
to investigate and to report on the mat-
ter. The committee had its report
ready yesterday. It had more—a man
to speak on the question who has been
close enough to the center of action to
see the workings of the experiment.
Rev. L. H. Morey was invited to ad-
dress the ministers of Minneapohs on
the subject. He did so yesterday morn-
ing.

Mr. Morey epitomized his address as
follows:

There are two points which have to be saf-
ficiently blunt to be easily seen by the naked
eye:

1. We havea Roman Catholic parochial
school, pure and simuvle, supported by local
taxation and state appropriation.

2. As the teachers in this school are nuns,
whose ecclesiastical vows bind them to ab-
stinence from ali worldly possessions, we
have A Roman Catholic church practically
aided by civic taxation 10 the extent of over
$2,000 per annum.

The chief, if not the entire animus of the
new movemant is to convert the parcehial
schools into so-called publie schools, so as to
get hold of public money for the better prop-
ogation of the Romau Catholie faith.

Some ‘mims were dwelt upon at
length. He was particular to state that
the Catholic chilaren received all the
Catholic education that they would in a
distinetively Catholie school, receiving
it before 9 in the morning and after 4
at night. At all hours during the day
except between 9a, m. and 4 p. m. the
school property is as much the property

~of the Catholic church as it ever was.
The board of education rents the prop-
erty at an annual rental of 1 per year.
Mr. Morey does not think the Catholic
church would rent so mueh valuable
property for such a small sum were it
not receiving what it deems a great fa-
vor. Mr. Morey also spoke of the fact
that the money that is paid the teach-
ersn the publicized Catholic schools
gZoes to enrich the church. All the
teachers are nuns, and they are not al-
lowed to own anything. The money
they draw from the board of eduecation
must be turned over to the chureh.

Rev. G. L. Morrill read a letter from
Superintendent of Schools Wilson, ot
Stitlwater, in which that gentleman
said that he did not believe the Cath-
olics would gain any permanent advan-
tage from the arrangement,

Then the committee reported. Rev.
S. L. B. Speare read it. T'he report took
substantially the same ground as the
address of Mr. Morey. All through it
exception was taken to the presence in
the school room of teachers who wear
the garb of a religious order, and who
have about them constantly an emblem
of the chureh to which they belong.
The report concludes:

Your committee brings no charges of bad
faith azainst the Roman Catholiec chureh or
any school boards of this siate. Thisisa
broad question of public duty and interest,
and after most thorough and candid inquiry,
we are compelled to the conclusions em-
bodied in the following resolutions, viz:
© Resolved, That the joint arrangement of
the school boards and Roman Catholic priests
of Faribault and Stillwater use public moneyvs
and property tor the support of schools
wherein the distinctive doctrines, ereed and
tenets of a pariicular seet are promulgated;
such arrangements are therefore a violation
of the constitution of the state, and should
be discontinued.

Resolved, That were those sehools con-
sistent with the constitution, the instruction
given in connection with them, and an in-
variable part of them, does not cultivate due
appreciation of and loyalty to the state,

Resolved, That while thus objecting to the

COUNCIL COMMITTEES,

More Crematory Talk—Unsanitary
Condition of Hospitals.

The council committee on health and
hospitals met yesterday afternoon and
devoted the usual amount of time to the
discussion of the crematory question.
The bid of the Brownlee Garbage Fur-
nace company, of Dallas, Tex.. propos-
ing to put in a erematory of the size or-
iginally decided upon,with brick stacks,
for §5,000, or one of nearly three times
the capacity for £13.000, was taken up
and discussed at some length. A circu-
lar from the Rider Garbage Crematory
company, in which no price was named,
was also presented. Dr. Kelly explained
that the Brownlee

furnace  was
practically the same as the Engle,
and, as the Dbid was $2,250 less
than that of the Engle company,
it was looked upon with favor. The

Brownlee bid, together with the Engle
bid and the Rider company’s circular
was placed on file and the commissioner
of health and hospitals was nstructed
to write the latter company for prices.

A report was presented by Dr. Keily
upon the condition of St. Anthony hos-
pital, in which he states that the build-
ing occupied by that institution is not
suitable for hospital purposes. owing to
the fact that it was originally designed
for a private dwelling, and alsothat the
presence of a slop sink under the rear
portion of the building detracts
from its sanitary advantages. This
was accompanied by a report from
the building inspeetor, who also
calls attention to the slop sink.
Dr. Kelly, in his report, states that in
view of the miserable condition of the
city hospital very little can be required
of the other hospitals of the city in the
way of change. The report was ae-
cepted.

The committee on fire department
met at 10 o’clock yesterday morning
and adopted the suggestion made by
Chief Runge, that a carload of Oregon
pine for laaders be purchased. Several
ladders were destroyed at the North
Star Boot and Shoe company’s fire.

The committee on publie grounds and
buildings met at 2 o’clock yesterday aft-
ernoon, and considered the matter rela-
tive to the leasing of the building on
Fourth street, between First avenue
north and Nicollet, belonging to the
city. The matter was settled by refer-
ring it back again to the counecil,

LOWRY IS CONFIDENT.

He Thinks St. Paul Will Get the
Other Convention.

One by one the Minneapolis people who
strayed from home after securing the
convention, are finding their way nome
again. Thomas Lowry arrived last night.
Since leaving Washington after the
national convention had sent the con-
vention to Minneapolis, Mr. Lowry
went to New York. His business there
was of a purely private nature. He
said: *“l don’t believe I can say any-
thing about the Minneapolis: conven-
tion that has not already been
said, It is a grand thing for
Minneapolis that the convention is com-
ing here. We™ cannot appreciate the
value of it. It will not ouly bring o
this city large crowds from all over the
country, prominent men who hava not
realized what sort of a country we have
up here, but it will bring an army
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of newspaper writers. Those are the
men who will do us some good, for
what they see and think will go into
every newspaper of cousequence in the
coantry. No, I don’t think that politi-
cal motives controlled the national com-
mittee to any great extent when they
decided to give Minneapolis the con-
vention.

“What about St. Paul’s chances?

many influential Democrats 1n the East,
and 1 tell you there is a decided feeling
i favor of holding the other big con-
vention in St. Panl.”

JUDSON CROss IS HOME,

But Will Not Talk About Immigra-
tion Afifairs.

Jndson N. Cross came home vester-
terday. Capt. Cross has been in Europe
since June, He went over as a member
of the United States immigration com-
mission. The commission met m July
in Londan and organized. The work of
visiting all parts of Europe was divided
up. Sometimes the members of the
commission traveied in pairs and threes,
but often they went alone. Capt. Cross
refuses to discuss what he saw and what
he learned about the workings of the
bureaus in the old country for shipping
peonle who are practically paupers to
this country. He does not want to fore-
stall the report made to the secretary of
the treasury. Nor would he say any-
thing about the information gained by
Commissioner Schulties. He is the man
who disgnised himself as an  emi-
grant, and in that way learned
all about how paupers are dumped
upon the shores of the Western
continent. He came over from the old
country in the steerage of a liner, and
associated with plenty of immigrauts
who had been **assisted” to come over
here to make American citizens and
lawmakers. Much of what Mr. Schul-
ties learned, especially about the way
his information was treated by the im-
migration officials of New York, has
already been published. The minutes
will not be made publie until the secre-
tary of the treasury has acted upon the
report. Capt. Cross says that he did
not see much, and did not look for
much outside of the business of the
government that took him to Europe.
