HORRIBLE FATALITY.

An Unknown Man Cut to Pieces
on *'. Railway Bridge.

A terribly fatal accident occurred last
evening on the Kansas City railroad
bridge by which a man whose identity
cannot be discovered was cut to pieces
by a Minneapolis transfer train. En-
gineer W. Wright was in charge of the
engine, No. 100, and started at 11:30
from the West side, crossing the
bridge en route for Minneapolis.
"When half way across the bridge the
engineer heard a sound like a bolt
falling,and the next instant the tender
jumped violently. Wright slopped his
train and called Conductor McCum-mings in order to see what was the
trouble. They were horrified to find
under the wheels of freight car "I).
22028, Michigan Southern," the body ofa man. The wheels of the forward truck
were resting on the body of the man,
and it was necessary for officer Haney
to order the trainmen to procure screw
jacks in order to raise the car before
the horribly-mangled body could
be released. Coroner Quinn wasnotified from police headquarters
and was soon on the spot. All that hefound in the pockets of the unknown
dead was $1.20 and a black canvas pock-
etbook, which contained the addressesof "Harvey Blodge route clerk. Pio-neer Piess, 330 West Third street." and"August Podnitz. University avenue,
St. Paul." The book, which was a cal-
endar book, was of the date ol 1888. No
such person as 'JBlodgett" is known in
the Pioneer Press business office.

The unfortunate man was about thir-
ty-five years old, dark hair and mous-tache, and had a two weeks' growth ofbeard, lie wore a hickory shin, knit
woolen cap and chinchilla overcoat.The remains were gathered tin by order
of Coroner Quinn and placed ina casket
by Undertaker Dampier and taken tohis establishment on West Third street.The engineer of the train, when ques-
tioned by Coroner Quinn, cave ids opin-
ion that the man must have been steal-ing a ride on the cowcatcher of the en-gine, and lost his hold and fell beneath
the wheels. The coroner stated last
night that he did not think an inquest
necessary, as it was a clear case ofacci-
dent.

Scouts a Professional.

found in the room of William Earle, the
diamond thief, was yesterday identified
by a dentist of Nicollet avenue.

LIBERALCONFERENCE.

A Gathering of Vital Import to
Fiigiish Workers.

London*, Dec. 10.—There was com-
menced this morning in this ciiy one of
the most important conferences in the
history oi the Liberal party of
England. It is a conference under
the auspices of the Liberal party
of farmers, village artisans, agricultural
laborers and others directly orindirectly
connected withrural life, a sort of En-
glish Farmers' Alliance, having for its
object the outlining of legislation calcu-
lated to tiring about an improvement in
the condition of out-of-town communi-
ties.

During the course of the first part of
today's session Joseph Arch made a
most eloquent speech, in which he
touched upon and advocated in the
main all points referred to in
the above platform, and particu-
larly urged the granting of ail at-
ments torural laborers and others in
order to prevent them from Socking into j
the already overcrowded towns, and
causing there, by their presence and
demands for work, an increase in the
already large amount of misery exist-
ing.

The first part of the session was de-
voted to the discussion of thequstiou
affecting local government, and the sec-
ond, which commenced at 5 o'clock this
afternoon, was mainly occupied by the
deliberations on overland questions.
Regarding both the. local government
features and the land Questions a num-
ber of resolutions were adopted favor-
ing the reforms advocated.

BARBAROUS 35ARA UDURS.

Chinese Rebels Beaten— Shocking
Atrocities.

Maxohai, Dec. 10.—The report that
the Mongolian rebels have suffered an-
other defeat is confirmed- They were
followed up so closely by Gen. Nidi
alter the battle of Chao-Yang that they
made another stand in desperation and
were again driven with great slaugh-
ter before the imperial troops. Europe-
ans here express the opinion that the
rebels would have surrendered or dis-
persed but for their knowledge that no
mercy would be shown them.

Itis said that at Sanchi the murderers
of the Belgian and native Christians
carried about the mutilated body of a
child in order to further excite the
fury of the populace. The body was
that of a child of Christian

"
par-

ents brutally killedby the rioters them-
selves. It served toe purpose of cx-
c ting the people and urging them on
to further horrors and cruelties. This
belief in the child-slaying propensity of
the Christians appears to prevail every-
where that the missionaries have pene-
trated. The secret societies, it is as-
serted by the missionaries, are not
aimed so much at foreigners as at the
Chinese government, but the Mandarins
are responsible for this. .

BROKE THEIR RECORD.
Senators Hustling in Bills

and Resolutions at Light-
ning Speed.

Senator Paddock Introduces
the First Bill,to Stop

Adulteration.

Postal Saving's Banks Have a
Friend in Manderson, of

Nebraska.

Plumb to the Front With a
Free-Coinage Bill—Pub-

lic Health.

Washington, Dec. 10.—The senate
today broke the record in the way of
measures introduced in a single day,
there having been 012 bills and eight
joint resolutions presented. This i
about 100 more than ever before intro-
duced in one day.

Senator Paddock, of -Nebraska, has
the distinction of having introduced the
first bill in this congress. Itprovides
for the organization of a section in the
department of agriculture to be known
as the food section of the chemical
division, whose duty it shall be to pre-
vent the adulteration and misbranding
of food, drugs, etc. This proposition
failed ofadoption at the last session as
an amendment to the agricultural ap-
propriation bill, and was introduced to-
day by the senator as an original bill.

Senator Manderson today Introduced
a biil which was introduced in the
house last session to establish postal
savings banks and to encourage small
savings. The bill authorizes the post-
master general to designate as deposit-
aries such postoflices as he may think
proper, whichshall keen for sale stamps

of the denomination of ten cents and $1
to be known as postal savings stamps.
Also

Postal Savins Card*,
upon which such stamps are to be
affixed when sold, the amount of the
stamo purchased to be deposited insuch
banks to tiie credit of the purchaser as
the secretary of the treasury may direct.
The billprovides that a small amount of
interest shall be paid depositors.
SenatorManderson reintroduced his bills
of last session appropriating $200,000 to
establish a branch mint at Omaha, Neb. ;
increasing from (800,000 to 82,000,000 the
appropriation tor the erection of a pub-
lic building at Omaha, Neb.; also a bill
appropriating $100,000 for the erection
of a public building at Norfolk, Neb.
Another bill introduced by Senator
Manderson appropriates (00,000 for the
eontruction of a military store house
and office quarters at the militarydepot.
Senator Manderson also reintroduced a
bill similar in purpose to the one intro-
duced by him last session to increase
the efficiency of the infantry of
the army. The bill provides for
the increase os infantry regiments
lo twelve companies officered as at
present with the addition of junior
officers for the two proposed additional
companies. The bill also proposes to
increase the enlisted force of the army
to 30,000 men.

Mr.Mitchell, of Oregon, presented a
petition of a large number of citizens of
Oregon praying congress to take what-
ever action may be necessary to invite a
conference of the governments of the
world to sit during ami inconnection
with the world's Columbian exposition,
for the purpose of devising, discussing
and recommending measures by which
the principles of arbitration may be in-
corporated in treaties, conflicting inter-
national laws, harmonized, and an in-
ternational court established having
jurisdiction incases which governments
shall fail to settle by negotiations.

Plumb's Free Coinage Bill.
By Senator Plumb, to provide for the

retirement of national bank notes and
the free coinage of silver. This is the
same bill introduced in the senate by
Mr.Plumb last year, with a few amend-
ments increasing from 20 to 'M per c.-nt
the gold and silver reserve fund for the
redemption of United States notes, for-
bidding the free coinage in the United
States of foreign coin and authorizing
the secretary of the treasury, in his dis-
cretion, to call for payment of customs
dues in gold or silver, in whole or in
part.

Senator Stewart also introduced a bill
providing for the free coinage of gold
and silver bullion. Itis a copy of a bill
introduced by Mr. Plumb in'the last
congress on the same subject, with cer-
tain amendments. One of these is that
the bullion deposited in the mints shall
be coined into standard dollars only,
and not in pai t made into bars. An-
other amendment provides that the cer-
tificate issued Inexchange for that bull-
ion shall be ofdenominations of not less
than ?1 nor more than $10,000, instead of
not less than £1 nor more than $100.

By Senator Piatt, appointing three
commissioners to revise the statutes re-
lating to patents, trade and other marks,
so far as the statutes relate to matters
contained in or affected by the conven-
tion for the protection of industrial
prosperity, concluded at Paris in 1883.

By Senator Faulkner, to authorize the
secretary of war to cause to be investi-
gated, and to provide for the payment
of all claims for the use and occupation
of church, college and school buildings
for government purposes by the United
States military authorities during the
late war.

By Senator Dolph, appropriating
$1,000,000 to establish a gun factory oh
the Pacific coast. Also, to continue in
force the Chinese exclusion act of Octo-
ber.1888, withan amendment requiring
Chinese illegally in the United States to
be removed to China. Also appropriat-
ing $525,000 for the improvement of the
lower Columbia river.

Public Health.
Senator Sherman introduced a bill to

establish a department of public health,
under the charge of a medical officer to
be appointed from civil life by the pies-
dent. This department shall obtain
from consular officers at foreign ports
all information available in regard to
the sanitary condition of such ports and
places, and also all information accessi-
ble from state and municipal authorities
of the sanitary condition of places
within the United States, all informa-
tion gathered to be embodied in the
form of a bulletin and transmitted
weekly to the marine hospital service,
collectors of customs and to state and
municipal health officers.

The department also shall, as far as
it may be able, procure and tabulate
statistics relating to marriage?, births
deaths. the existence *of epi-
demic diseases and all informa-
tion relating to climatic and
other conditions affecting public health.
The department shall co-operate with
state boards of health, the signal serv-
ice, the medical department of the army
and other branches of the government
and utilize the results, so as to make
the department a repository of public
sanitary comfort. All rules governing
the service are to be framed by the med-
ical officer in charge, and are" to serve
for the instruction ofconsular officers
abroad, and for masters of sailing ves-
sels bound for the United States from
foreign ports.

Mr.Pfeffer offered a resolution, which
was referred tothe finance committee,
directing that committee to inquire and
report as soon as practical as to the
actual expenses attending the business
of money lending, as conducted in the
United States by bankers and other per-
sons (both as to short loans and long
loans), the object being, as declared in
the resolution, "to ascertain approxi-
mately tho actual and relative cost of
conuuetine the business of lending
money without reference to the value
or the amount loaned."

Mr. Plumb offered a resolution declar-
ing that "congress desires the removal
of the remains of the illustrious soldier
and statesman, Ulysses S. Grant, to and
their interment in tho Arlington na-
tional cemetery; and that the president
be requested to convey to the widow of
that lamented man such desire, tender-
ing to her, on the part of the nation, all
necessary, facilities for such removal
and interment." The resolution was
laid on the table. Mr. Plumb glviug no-
tice that he would call itup at a con-
venient time.

On motion of Mr. Sherman, the senate
went into executive session, ac whicli
the recess appointments were laid be-
fore it and were appropriately referred,
and then, at 2:30, the senate adjourned
tillMonday.

TWO UNFORTUNATES.
Harry Miller Tells the Story

ofHis Neglected Life and
Wanderings.

Stage Robbery Attempted on
the Inspiration of the

Moment.

Mrs. Maybrick's Dreary Life
inPrison Relieved by

a Visitor.

The Beautiful Convict Melted
to Tears by Her Mother's

Message. -
I Sax Francisco, Dec. 10.—Harry
Miller, the young son of Joaquin Mil-
ler, the poet, who was arrested on the
charge of holding up the mail stage in
Mendocina county, has been brought
here, and in an Interview in which he
told the story of his life he claimed tint
hunger had driven him to the crime.
He said up to the age of ten years he
lived with his mother, Minnie Myrtle,
in Portland:

"She gave me into the keeping of my
aunt at Goose Bay, N.D., and went East
after my sister, who was being educated
in a convent. A year after she left they
told me she was dead. The next seven
years of my life was passed on my
aunt's farm. Iattended a little
country school at Gooso bay, but the
taste of education 1received there only
sharpened my appetite for more. I
wrote to my father and he scut for me
to work on his ranch. 1was satisfied
to do this, because Ithought with the
money ha promised me for my labor 1
could educate myself in the higher
branches.

••When he declined to pay, auger and
disappointment overcame me and 1left
him. Itraveled about the state doing
odd jobs, working inSan Francisco as a
messenger for the telegraph company.
1drifted back to Oregon, and

Hungry and Desperate,
Ijoined a stranger In break-
ing into a house, but we
were caught and sent to the
penitentiary. Iescaped and assuming
the name of Joseph McKav resumed my
wanderings. One day while tramping
in search of work 1came upon a house
which had been left unguarded. 1 was
famished and ate my fill, then stole a
gun and cartridges and some other
articles and went on. Nextday Isud-
denly came upon the stage coach toil-
ing up the hill. The idea of robbing it
came to me as an inspiration and I
stepped behind a tree and ordered the
driver to stop.

"Had he shown fight Ishould prob-
ably ran away, because Iwas fright-
ened anil shaking like a leaf. When
the stage disappeared and 1had opened
the treasure box which the driver threw
me 1 found a pair of baby's shoes, a
couple of money waybills.'but not a
cent of money. 1shall plead guilty and
suffer the penalty. Ibear mv father no
illwill,and all 1ask is that he keep
away from me. IfIthad not been for
my brother's letter my identity would
never have been known, and Iwould
have gone to prison as Joseph McKay."

Miller was held this afternoon by
United States Commissioner Sawyer in

1,000 bail on the charge of attempting
to rob the United States mails.

A GLIMPSE OF JOY.

Mrs., Maybrick Allowed to See
,y-
: Her Mother.. London, Dec. 10.— of the seldom

granted privileges to life prisoners in
British-.prisons was allowed today to
Mrs. Florence Maybrick, the American
woman who is serving inWoking prison
a sentence of life imprisonment on the
charge of poisoning her husband, James
Maybrick. a Liverpool merchant. This
privilege was permission for her to re-
ceive a visitor from the outside world.

For months this young woman has
been immured in her dreary prison, and
her feelings may be better imagined
than described as the time approaches "

for her to gaze into the face of a friend
and to hear something of what is going
onloutside of the walls which are to her
a livingtomb. The time allowed by the
prison regulations is but an hour.

As the time for a friend to visit tne
prisoner approached, Baroness Caroline
De Rogue, the mother of Mrs. May-
brick, lefther home in Rouen. France,
and came to England. She at once pro-
ceeded to Woking, and as soon as offi-
cials allowed her to do so she entered
the prison, and in a short time
was permitted :

to see her daughter.
Their meeting was most affectionate,
and though the visit was iw.de In the
presence of a prison officer, the baron-
ess conveyed to her daughter intelli-
gence of the efforts being made to re-
store her to her children and the world.
She told her of the money that had been
contributed by the people of the United
States to pay counsel to attemDt to pro-
cure her release, and of the Manchester
fund which has been raised tor the
same purpose.

The pale face of the beautiful convict
lighted up with joy as she heard of the
sympathy of the women of America for
her in her dire distress. Much passed
between mother and daughter that
does not concern the outside world.
When the prison officer notified the Bar-
oness de Rogue that her hour was up and
that she must leave the prison, she and
her daughter, amid tears and sobs, ten-
derly embraced and kissed each other.
The baroness then withdrew, and Mrs.
Maybrick resumed her usual prison em-
ployment. After the Baroness de Rogue
had left the prison she said she found
her daughter looking ill. She is in-
tensely weak, and is frequently an in-
mate of the prison hospital. She is
unable to sleep, or to eat the coarse food
given to the prisoners.

During the*course of their short con-
versation today Mrs. Maybrick said in
despairing tones to her mother: "1have
done nothing. Nothing has been proved
against me. Why do they keep me
here? Is it because Iam a poor, little
American girl? Icannot understand
why they willnot give me mercy and
pardon, and let you take me away; 1
am deeply grateful to my American
friends for all they have done Inmv be-
half."'

Baroness De Rogue said that Mr. Mat-
thews, the home secretary, and the
prison officials always gave her the
greatest facilities when she visited the
prison. She declared that Mrs. May-
brick is treated with the utmost courtesy
by those in whose charge she is.

Mr. Lumley, the solicitor, has had and
is still having many conferences with
Sir Charles Russell to discuss new
points inrelation to arsenic and arsen-
ical poisoning. These points were not
submitted at Mrs. Maybrick's trial.
They are regarded as having such an
important bearing on the case that Mr.
Lumley and Sir Charles Russell believe
that they will be sufficient to bring
about the release of Mrs. Maybrick.
