A Texas Steer.

Hoyt's **A Texgs Steer” opens at the
Metropolitan this evening, the engage-
ment being for four nizhis and Wednes-
day matinee. The st laughs at “A
Texas Steer” as a ridiculcusly amusing
caricature; the West laughs at it as a
recogvizable portrait, with slightly ex-
aggerated teatures. The impartial play-
goer, with a lively sense of humor,
Jaughs at it oun general prineipies, but
its truth to political eonditions in Wash-
ington and to the usnal means of get-
ting there is fully realized by those who
have lived at the capital and elever
enough to understand all that congress-
ional life involved. Even if one did not
regard **A Texas Steer” as aremarkably
good satire that should be kept at home
tor the credit of the family, its fun
would tickle the sense of humor of any
unprejudieed American. The misery
of unsuceessful ofilice seeking, the mor-
tification that recognized unconformity
in clothes and manners to the accepted
standard brings, and the change that
often comes over Lonest sentiments and
good principles when these are put to
the subtle tests that are inevita-
bie acecompaniments of official life
—these are the shadows of “A
Texas Steer.” It  seems that
when one sees the play for the first ime
that Mr. Hoyt should have made his
leading character incorruptibie. But,
after a seeond thought about Maverick
Brander, one feels that his reluctant
vielding to temptation is the best argu-
ment in favor of politieal reforin that an
honest politician could urge. ‘I'he moral
of the play is a secondary consideration.
The fun of it 1s obviously delightful,
although 1t is oceasionally as high
pitched as voices of a lot of jolly boys
on a coliege lark. Tim Murphy and
Miss Flera Walsh head the splendid
cast. >
