She
has not yet disearded the piain, simple
skirt and gives no hint of doing so, pos-
sibly because with her supreme good
taste sbe knows tnat now they have
modified their short stiffness with the
demi-train, they are the most becoming
thing a woman can wear. When they
were short their plainnesswas too aggres-
sive and obvious, but now plainness is
rransformed into simplicity and the re-
sult is that we have a garment which in
Redfern’s opinion is a thing ladies had
better wear as long as they caa. The
irimming on these pretty skirtsis either
narrow rows ot fur, a band of passemen-
terie or simply a wide hem with rows of
machine stitchinz. 'The variety of
trimming which gives individuality to

the costume is limited 1o the
front of the Ubodice, and a little
nevelty is  introduced in the

shave and arrangementof the coeat tails,
and the disposal of the belt or sash.
The basque is discarded and In its
place has appeared a bodice which has
apparently no beginning and noending:
its fastenings are not visible, \yhnsc
edges are iost under a charming girdle,
and it is altogether a subtle and dis-
tracting arrangement. The belt is
worn very wuch, Lut not the round belt

that is so disastrous in its effect
cn a2 buxom figure; but the
pointed belt, which starts from the

side seams under the arms, and slopes
down to a point in front, where l.he
dainty enameled flower clasp or the jet
ornament marks its boundary.

The corselet is
much worn, sometimes with a full
blouse, sometimes with a tight bodice,
but it is recommended conly to the slen-
der waisted: hence those who glory in
the absence of a small waist should
choose some other style.

Here isa gown which Redfern declares
to be the only one in this style which
has yet been launched upon the worid
of fashion. The top jacket. which is
mointed in seetions over a tight basqgue,
is made of striped grey and black camel
hair cloth cut on the bias. It has short
Elizabethian sleeves and a high eurved-
out collar, edged with silver-grey fox.
The tight-fitting basque underneath is
of black velvet and an edging of fur is
placed around the hips. The material
of the skirt is cut an the bias in the back
portion and on the straight in the front.
Three narrow bands of fox fur with
biack velvet between form the trim-
ming at the base of the skirt. We have
got so accustomed to seeing the seal
coat made always in the plain nven-
tional form that when we meet with
one shaped in a new fashion we are apt
to regard it as almost toocomplete a de-
parture from the regular style to take
our faney at once,

ROUND DANCING.

The Style of Ten Years Ago Now
Revived.

HERE is no
doubt that round
dancing in gen-
eral is going back
to the style of
ten years ago—
slower and more
graceful than
the dancing of
recent seasons,
which has been
more of the dash-
ing, romping
kind. The waltz
especially is
danced with a
slow, unJdulating
motion, the feet
remainingon the
floor and *'glid-
ing” throughthe

movements. )
One of the new dances is the *Pir-
rouette” which is danced to waltz mu-

sie. Itisof the “Oxford Minuet” style
in its first part—the dance that last sea-
son made one of the most remark-
able successes of all the new dances.
differing, however, in that it -is all
in waltz time, and is much easier to
learn. Already a great favorite, it prom-
ises to take as well as did the Oxford.
Prof. R. F. Thuma, of Pittsburg, is its
author. The Spanish Yorke is another
dance that is easy and graceful. The
Cyele polka, which is dedicated to the
“L. A. W.” bicyelers, will probably be
boomed to success. Both the last
named dances are by George W. Wal-
lace, of New York. La Favorite, by M.
B. Gilbert, of Poriland, Me., is a new
dance of much merit which has been
adopted by the American Society of
Professors of Dancing. Mr. Gilbert is
the gentleman who arranged the popu-
lar *Berlin.” Le Broncho, by
Prof. Davis, of Toronto, is
combination of the old ripple
of Newport, and ° waltz, danced
to schottische time specially arranged,
and makes a unique and pretty dance,
although rather difficulr, except for an
expert in the ripple and waltz. La
Zieka and Polka Polonaise are by the
same author, the latter being in its first
movement similar to the Polka Dot
waltz of H. A. Strassburg, though
danced in different time. The Seaside
polka, also known as the Carlton,
Skaters’ and Russian polka, was new
last season and is still a great favorite.
1t is similar to one of the roller skating
movements and had its origin therein.
It 1s about the only thing left of the
roller skating craze. The Russian is
also one of the new style of minuet com-
binations similar Lo the Pirrouctte and
Oxford.

The fact that many of the new dances
are merely combinations of old dances
makes it an easy atter for a good
dancer to acquire them, and a new
dance or combination must be easy to
catch or society will not take it up.
Very few persons care to return to
dancing school to learn new dances,
preferrin g to depend on **picking them
up” by seeing others who are attending
school d ance them at parties and balls.
If a dan ce is too difficult to *‘pick up”
it usual ly dies of neglect, as few per-
sons will make an extra effort to learn
it. Often, however, a beautiful move-

ment or dance is spoiled by
the people who can ‘*‘pick them
up as fast as they come out,”

not catehing the true meaning of the
dance. The trouble is fast disappearing,
however, the modern dancing schools
having advanced classes at which only
the novelties are taught. The Bon ‘Ton
Gayety, Berlin, Yorke, Skip Schottische,
Polka Dot Waltz, Duchess, The Rve,
Belle Canadienne and an additional few
of the newer dances of the past two
years are still very popular.

Not many years ago—before the flood
of new dances—three or four consti-
tuted the limit of variety at the grandest
ball and evervone danced the same dance
at the same time. Now, when the
orchestra plays a schottische dif-
ferent couples will dauce at
the same time the Gayety, Skip
Military, I'wo Step, ete., or a waltz will
produce the Poika Dot, the Pirronette,
the side step waltz, ete. To pelka musie
can be danced the Seaside, Rush, Heel
and Toe, Detroit. Duchess, Berlin, Fas-
cination, ete., altheugh nearly all these
dances have special music to fit them,

Many of the ovjections to round dane-
ing have been done away with,especial-
ly the just one of gentlemen holding
their psrtners too close. Now the only
proper way is to hold your partner al-
most at arms’ length, It produces bet-
ter dancing, as the position gives more
freedom of movement, and does away
with the stiff and stilted style.

QUIET IN GRAIN PITS,

Changes in Prices Were Very
Narrow on 'Change at
Chicago,

Ream, Cudahy and Pardridge
Maintaining a Pronounced
Bear Sentiment,

Shorts in Corn Appear to
Have Evened Up on Their
Late Scare.

Good Demand for Bonds, but
Light Stock Trading on
Wall Street.

Cuicaco, Dee. 12/--Wheat was extremely
quiet today, price chanzes very uarrow, and
while a firm tone was mainwained 1ost of the
day, there was at no time any decided
strength. Cables, while quoting a steady
toue abroad, did not fail to note that trade
there was exceedingly slow, with buyers
holding off in view of the weakness in
America. The report that Germauv had re-
duced the duty on wheat 30 per cent helped
the market some, though more by preventing
a decline than any other way. The duty has
heretofore been 321 cents per bushel, and
the reduction amounts to 93; cents per
bushel.

The bear sentiment is still pronounced and
is lead by Ream, with Cudahy. Pardridge and
other vear plungers acting in line with him.
Ream stood in the pit and sold generously
on al) firm spots, but covered a good deal of
the big line sold yesterday and previously,
whenever be could do so at a good profit.
The bulis had no leader and acted in a cau-
tious, balf-hearted and discouraged way.
Milmine-Bodman took back some of the
¢wheat they sold yesterday. Giffora, Baxter,
Linn and the New Yorkers were good seilers.
Geddes, Kirkwood and Dunn made liberal
purchases,

The seaboard clearances were rather light,
aggregating about 300.000 bu. Late cables to
the board were ail dull and lower, both in
Great Britain end on the continent. These
advices and continued selling caused the
market to weaken during the last hour. May
opened at 98¢, sold to 98¢, eased off to
9i%e, back to 983ge, off to YTSse, up to 98¢
again, weakened and closed at {i3gc.

Corn shows very little life for seller this
vear, and Kkept steady at 34@sSc. There is
but little demand, and it begius to look
as if the shorts had pretty well evened
up on the big scare of Wednesaay last.
The nervousness seems to be extending into
January, and that future was higher, with
shorts active buyers. The receipts of con-
tract corn are still light, only 19 cars today
out of 243, and there is a growing apprehen-
sion as to how shorts will be filted. May was
steady within a range of bee and closed at the
bottom. Oats were quiet and steady during
most of the session, but weakened, and
receded some during the last hour with other
cereals,

Hog products quiet and steady. Cudahy
was a hiberal seller of pork, which was weak
early, but improved somre. In the afternoon
Ream and Cudahy joined in an attack on
prices, which yielded the more readily be-
cause of the weakness in grains, going to the
bottoin prices of the day. There was a par-
tial recovery, however, and the close was at
medium figures.

session. Easy money rates in all the impor-
tant financial centers seem to be driving the
mvestment elass into good investment bonds
and stocks as the only available means of
using their money. This condition of affairs
is looked upon as’ a forerunner of better
prices,

The continned strength in
change and the interpretaticn
selling of American securities by foreign
nolders renders two parties possible in the
stock market, and the bears are both active
and aggressive from time totime. Today

Condition et Money Markets
Across the Atlantie.

Loxpox, Dec. 13.-—Discount was without
demnand during the past week: quoted at 2
for threz months, and 112 for short. The re-
duetion of the Bank of England rate did not
affect the money market, discount houses
having lowered their rate a week before.
The abundance of supplies has led to a gen-
eral expeciation that the bpank rate at the
n[]:eninz of the new yvear will be 3 per cent.

But
for these considerations the official rate
might have been lowered now to 2ta. On
the stock exchsuge during the week deal-
ings were moderate, but the tone generally
wasgood. The case with which the settle-
ment was arranged, the searcity of favorite
investment stocks and the cheapness in
money strengthened quotations. though
dealers complain of the absence of orders.

High-class investment stocks were
in good demand. British  funds
rose '» and rupee paper %.
