Expiration of the Time for
Farmers to Surrender
Railroad Lands.

Status of the Case Lezally,
and the Relief They Can
Expect.

Six Millions of Chicago &
Northern Pacific Bonds
Floated.

Heavy Freight Shipments to
the East by All Chicago
Roads.

Speclal to the Globe.

WasuiNGToN, D. C., Dee. 14.—To-
morrow will be an anxious day for the
settlers in the Red river valley upon the
lands claimed by the Great Northern
lailway company under their land
grant titles under acts of congress ap-
proved March 3, 1857 and Mareh 3, 1860,
for it 18 the day specified on which they
were notified to quit—in the words—

“possession and occupancy by the
settlers is unlawful and a tress-
pass upon the rights of the
owner thereof.” The settlers
Lhave been trying to obtain legis-

lation in their behalf through their rep-
resentatives in congress. The law of
the situation, briefly summed up, 1s as
follows: *“The Phelps case was sim-
ply an adjudication of the relative mer-
its of the ciaims of two conflicting land
grants where the Northern Pacifie land
grant overlapped that eclaimed by the
old St. Paunl & Pacific near Wahpeton.
The settlers were not represented.
Nothing was settled as to them or their
rights. They are still entitled
to their day in court and can
vot be dispossessed of their homes with-
out due process of law. Mr. Phelps was
not a settler who based his titleon a
United States patent. e was simply
an assignee of the Northern Pacific
Railway company, and his title was
subject to all the infirmities and equi-
ties iq!xcrent in the grant to that com-
any.

p The tand now in dispute in North Da-
kota is understood to lie without the
original ten-mile grant to the St. Paul
& Pacifie, but within the indemnity
belt. Since the decision of the
Phelps case in December, 1890, there
have been adjudicated in the supreme
court of the United States two cases
from Polk county, Minnésota, involving
directly the rights of settlers within this
grant, viz: ‘That of Charles W. Green-
halhe. who settled on the original grant
in 1872, and Charles Winset, who set-
tled on the indemnity belt. Both these
settlers held patents direct trom the
United States, as do all the North Da-
kota settlers, and in each case was the
validity of the titles sustained, both in
the court below and in the supreme
court of the United States, March 2,
1891, 'This is shown by the United
States Supreme Court Reports, 139. It
is learned that the settlers in Walsh
county, the northern part of Grand
Forks county and the southern part of
Pembina county are not included in
the order. An easterly deflection of
the railroad there brings the grant on
the Minnesota side of the river. The
impression prevails here that congress
will undoubtedly make the grant good
to the company,but the matter will first
have to be tested in the courts.

BONDS FLOATED.

Six Million Placed and a Bonus

Given by C. & N. P.
Cnicaco, Dee. 14.— A morning paper
says: The Chicago & Northern Pacific
railroad has floated $6,000,000 of its first
mortgage fives at 7S and accrved inter-
est, and gave the syndicate that pur-
chased them a bonus of 25 per cent in
Chicago & Northern Pacific stock. The
syndicate that bought the tonds is com-
posed of Speyver & Co., Kuhn, Loeb &
Co., Deutsche bank, of Berlin; Dick
Bros. & Co., of Philadelphia, C. B.
Wright, Colgate Hoyt and the Rocka-
fellers. 1t is understood that by a
special provision between the road and
the syndicate the boends are not to be
placed on the market for some months.
David S. Wegg, president of the Chi-
cazo & Northern Pacific road, said last
night that the sale of the bonds was
made to raise money for improvements
that are to be made at ouce, chief of
which is the completion of their termi-
nal system.

FREIGHT MOVING EAST.,

Chicago Roads Handling a Heavy
Business,

Cnicaco, Dee. 14.—The statement of
east-bound shipmeuts for last week
shows that the roads are doing an extra-
ordinarily heavy business as compared
with the same period last year, and that
the Cmeago & Grand Trunk continues
to show a betcer record than any of its
competitors. The total tonnage of all
lines was 98,949 tons, against 93.975 for
the preceding week, a gain of 4,974 tons,
and against 80,796 for the corresponding
period of 1890, a gain of 18,153 tons.

Threough shipments of tlour, grain and
provisions by the lines in the Central
Traffic association, from Chicago to the
seaboard, amounted during the week to
63,114 tons, against 56,036 for the pre-
ceding week, an inerease of 7,078 tons,
and against 43,625 for the corresponding
week of 1890, an increase of 19,489 tons.
The Vanderbilt lines carried 42 per cent
of the total traffie, the Pennsylvania
lines 25 per cent, the Chicago & Grand
Trank 27 per cent, the Baltimore &
Ohio 7 per cent.

The Freight Blockade.

Cnicaco. Dee. 14.—Though the
freight blockade is not so serious as it
gave promise of being last week, it is
still bad enough to keep the general
freight ageuts  growling. Horace
Tucker, general freight agent of the
Illinois Central, says: **‘The shortage
of cars for the transportation of grain
and coal will continue at least thirty
days yet.”

Foolish Talk by Foreigners Has
Flattered Chili.

VarrAraiso, Chili, Dee. 14.—There
is growing excitement over the situa-
tion between Chili - and the United
States, aud the local authorities are tak-
ing precautions to prevent any renewal
of insult or injury to Americans. The
foreign residents generaily regard the
prospects as serious and are not san-
guine of a peaceful outcome of the con-
troversy. The beuter class of Chilians
appear impressed that the United States
will not fight, and that Valparaiso would
be protected from damage, should war
break out, by the English and Germans,
on accountof the large interests of those
nationalities in Valparaiso.

For this assurance they are depend-
ent on loose talk of English and Ger-
man offhicials at social gatherings in
Santiazo and Valparaiso, when the
wine flowed freely. So far as concerns
the British minister, there is no author-
ity for any such stotement. These
promises of foreign « d are chiefly the
outecome of Europeaa rivairy for the
trade of Chili, merchants and other un-
authorized persons making assertions
without foundation in order to flatter
Chilian pride and gain some advantage.
Well informed Chilians share to a sur-
prising degree in the illusions thus
created and some of them express
anxiety for a echance to thresh the
Americans. The departure of the Bal-
timore is viewed with regret by Amer-
icans, who are hoping for the early ar-
rival of the Boston.

Judge of Crimes Foster is said to be
preparing his finding in the case of e
Baltimore sailors. No publie staten.ut
has been made about it, butitis re-
ported that it will exculpate the Chilian
police, charge the Americans with hav-
ing provoked the encounter through
drunkenness, and impose nominal pen-
alties on a few insignificant Chilians
arrested in connection with the af-
fray. Chiiians here assume in advance
that the result will be satisfactory to
the United States.

New German Ironclad.

BeruiN, Dec. 14.—Ewperor William.
accompanied by Prince Henry of
Prussia, attended the launching of a
new ironclad at the Vulean ship yards
at Stettin today. Iiis majesty chris-
tened the war ship and named her
“Weissenburg.” The emperor said he
had named the new vessel in memory
of agreat epoch and of his father, who
won the first victory for German unity
on the field of Weissenburg.

Victoria’s Memorial Service.
Loxpox. Dec. 14.—Today is the an-
niversary of the death of the prince
consort, who died at Windsor castle
thirty years ago. Memorial services
were held at the royal masoleum. They
were attended by the queen, Prince and
Princess of Wales and other members of
the royal fawmily.

France’s Religious Strife.
PAwnis, Dee. 14.—The archbishop of
Bordeaux has arrived here for the pur-
pose of conferring with the government
with the view of bringing about a satis-
factory settlement of the religious ques-
tion, which is now agitating political
and church cireles.

BALMACEDA'S SUICIDE.

A New Yarn as to the Reasons for
the Deed.

Port TowxsExD, Wash.,, Dec. 14.—
J. Perkins Shanks, an American en-
gineer, who for the past twenty-two
vears has resided in Chili, and who ar-
rived herea few days ago, tells the story
of how Balmaceda was betrayed. He
said: *‘Baimaceda was betrayed by the
Argentine minister, Senor Uribirru. in
Santiago 1 this wanner: When Bal-
maceda sent his minister torequest hos-
pitality, and ask Uribirri to shelter him
against the attack of insurgents, it was
agreed that Balmaceda should arrive at
the Arzentine lezation at 4 o’cloek in
the morning, When he arrived he was
met by the senor, and on entering he
met, face to face, the wife of his most
bitter enemy, Mrs. Carlos Walker-Mar-
tines, who had taken refuge in the same
legation, fearing an attempt on her life
on the part of the Balmacedans.

“Great confusion followed the meet-
ing and the lady was compelled to take
a solemn oath not to divulge the where-
abouts of Balmaceda. But she entered
into an intrigue with the Argentine
minister to betray Balmaceda to George
Montt. Word was sent notifyinz Montt
of Balmaceda’s hiding piace. Montt im-
mediately took steps to induce the ex-
dictator to surrender himself peacefully
to the newly constituted authorities,
promising every guarantee of a fair and
just trial. Balinaceda agreed to surren-
derafter the holidays. From the day
Balmaceda received the first word from
Montt he commenced preparing for
death and began writing instructions,
disposing of all his personal affairs, and
when the time arrived for him to sur-
render he killed himself, knowing he
could not receive justice.”
