WAsHINGTON, Dee. 17.—The Demo-
cratic senators held a caucus this morn-

HILL, BRICE AND WHITE.

Alleged Contest of Their Seats Is
Lacking in Detail.

WasmiNgToN, Dee. 17. — The pub-
“lished statements that the Republican
senators have virtually decided to con-
test the seats of Senators Hill, Brice and
White attracted some attention among
the senators today. Careful Inquiry
failed to disclose anything like an or-
ganized movement in tbat direction,
and, in fact, it appears that the Repub-
lican senators have as yet given the
subject little thought.” So far as
Senator Hill's seat is coucerned, 1t
is beheved that when he bresents
himself to take the oath of office,
an objection may be forthcoming from
his colleague, Senator Hiscock, based
on the charge that Senator Hill had lost
title to his seat by abandonment. The
question raised would be purely legal,
and some of the Republican senators who
would be required to pass upon it as
members of the cominittee on privileges
and elections say it would be disposed
of, if presented, without regard to
litical considerations. A Republican
senator today said the contention in re-
gard to Gov. Hill’s case would be sub-
stantially as follows: That his contin-
uing to hold after March 4, 1891
(when he was_ entitied to be
senator), an office admittedly incom-
patible with the senatorship, operated
as a renunciation of the latier, and that
if it has not already done soan im-

rtant question is presented as to how

ong a person thus situated could hold
the governorship and keep the senator-
ship position vacant.

The foundation for the story touching
Mr. Brice’s seat seems, so far as the
senate is concerned, to be confined to
the few remarks made by Senator Sher-
man when the credentiails were pre-
sented.

As to Senator White, of Louisiana, it
cannot be learned that there is any in-
teution on the part of the Republican
leaders to move a contest based upon
the charges of illezal voting.
