The Waterways Convention in
Earnest Words Urges Con-
gress to Act.

Resolutions Adopted Express-
ing the Needs of Western

Business. :
President Gompers Is Again
at the Head of the Amer-
ican Federation.

. Woman Suffrage Is Indorsed,

but Political Action Not
Favored.

BETROIT, Mich., Dec. 18.—When the
deéep waterways convention assembled
this morning the committee on resolu-
tions reporthd a lengthy memorial to
the senate and house of representatives,
setting forth the history of lake navi-
gation, and dilating upon the impor-
tance of the twenty-foot chabnel from
Buffalo to Duluth and Chicago. The
memorial abounds in interesting sta-
tisties, all of which go to show the ad-
vantage to be derived from the proposed
action, and earnestly appeals to con-
gress for such legislation as will pro-
vide for the immediate beginning of
work at each of the required localities,
and as will insure the completion of a
twenty-foote chaunel along the whole
line by the time the works now in
progress on the St. Mary’s river are
completed. The report of the committee
alsoembodied the following resolutions:

First—Resolved, That this conven-
tion does hereby respectfully and ear-
nestly request and urge congress to au-
thorize the immediate commencement
and speedy completion of

not less than twenty feet in depth and
of sufficient width, through the Jakes
and their connecting waters between
Chieago, Duluth, Superior and Buffalo,
and that the secretary of wai be author-
ized to take contracts for the entire
weork, and a sufficient sum of money be
appropriated therefor.

Second—Whereas, Every considera-
tion of prosperity in time of peace and
protection in times of war demands the
construction of a waterway of sufficient
capacity to allow the free passage of
vessels drawimng twenty feet of water
through our own territory from the
great lakes to the Atlantic ocean;
therefore

Resolved, That we further requst con-
gress to authorize the seeretary of war
to cause to be made surveys, examina-
tions and estimates of cost of the vari-
ous practicable routes for such water-
ways with a view to determining the
one which is most advantageous, and to
appropriate a sufhcient sum to defray
the expense of such surveys and exam-
laations,

Third—Resolved, That this conven-
tiow strongly favors the inprovement of
ihe Hudson river to a navigabile depth
of twenty teet, from Coxsackie to Troy.

Fourth—Resolved. That we respeet-
fully urge upon congress tne necessity
for the most liberal appropriations for
the establishment and maintenanee of
all the needed light houses, fog signals,
buoys and beacons throughout the en-
tire chain of lakes to the end that added
seeurity may be given to life and prop-
erty. 3

The report of the committee was
adopted without opposition, after stren-
vous efforts had been made to inerease

. its seope. L. J. Carr then presented the

following
sSheot at Chicago:

"Resolved. That this convention calls
upon the attorney general of the United
States touse all diligence in prosecuting
the ease in the United States court
against the ecity of Chicago for the re-
moval of Canal street bridge across
Chieago river. Further, this eonvention
protests most strenuously against any
attempt to repeal or make less stringent
that part of the river and harbor act of
September, 1890, providing for the re-
woval of unreasonable obstruections to
navigation.

After some discussion the resolution
was referred to the committee on legis-
lation.

Referred to committee on legislation.
Mr. Fareweil, of Michigan, offered the
following resolution:

Resolved, That congress be requested
to tormulate a definite plan whereby
tite conviet labor of the several states
may be coneentrated and utilized in the
construetion of a ship canal from some
point on the eastern shore of Lake Erie,
or Lake Outario, to the seaboard,as soon
as the mmost available route ean be de-
termined upon by the engineer corps ot
the army.

Referred to committee on resoiutions.
1t was moved and adonted that the pro-
ceedings of the convention be printed
in pamphlet form for distribution. The
usual resolutious of thanks were
adopted, and the convention adjourned
sine die.

Legislative Work.

The legislative committee was organ-
ized immediately upon the adjournment
of the convention. 1. M. Palmer was
chosen ehairman, George H. Ely, of
Cleveland, viee president, and C. H.
Keeh, of Buffalo, secretary. It was de-
cided to print all unread papers in the
reguiar proceedings of the convention.
It was also deeided that all matters per-
taining to the presentation of memorial
and resolutions adopted by the conven-
tion to congress should be ready before
Jdn, 10, and that as soon as notitied
every member of the legisiative eom-
mittee should present himself in Wash-
ington on the day speeified to help push
the matter.

GOMPERS RE-ELECTED.

The American Federation Rush-
ing Business.

BmmMiNGHAM, La., Dec. 18.—At the
meeting of the American Federation of
Labor today the woman sutfrage amend-
ment to the constitution was indorsed.
It was recommended favorably con-
eurred in that the resolutions on na-
tional legislation be printed, and a copy
be sent to each member of congress.
The convgntion refused to adopta reso-
lation recommending political action on
the part of trades unions. A resolution
was passed demanding that no further
subsidy be paid the Pacific Mail Steam-
ship company uniess the company dis-
charge all Chinese and .Japanese in its
serviee. Also aresolution 10 amend the
shipping act of 1890 so as to make ves-

sailors at the handsof officers.
The report of the committee com-
mented favorably on President Gomp-

resident
question, said as long as be was
president of the Federation, no organi-
zation having the color line in its con-
stitution could obtain a charter from
the American of Labor.

At the opening of the afternoon ses-
sion, Miss Ida Van Etten spoke in favor
of appointing a woman organizer for
women’s organizations. She took oecea-
sion to criticise Delegate Leman for op-
posing the proposition. Mr. Leman de-
nied herstetement as false. Intense ex-
citement followea, but the matter was
soon laid over.

__When election of officers came up,
“there was a lively time. Mr. Delabar,
Mr. Burt and Samuei Gompers were
nominated for president. Mr. Delabar
received 120 votes, Mr. Burt 35, and
President Gompers 1,386. President
Gompers was declared re-elected. Del-
egate Harding wished to be recorded
against Gompers, so the re-election was
not unanimous. P. J. MeGuire, of Bos-
ton, was elected first vice president, and
William A. Caruey, of Pittsburg, second
vice president. Chris Evans was re-
elected secretary unanimously, and
John B. Leman was elected treasurer.
There was a strong opposition to Pres-
ident Gompers, and especially among
the Southern delegation. President
Goempers made a brief speech thanking
the Federation for the honor and piedg-
ing himself to do his whoie duaty.

Raise Your Own Cows.
Galen Wilson, in National Stockman.

It is known that nervous excitement
will cause a cow to seerete milk almost
devoid of cream, and nothing can much
more excite her than removal from her
old home to a new one, especially if her
ettendants are also strange to her. It
requires several months for cowsina
strange pilace to get over the nerv-

ous excitement irneident to the
change. They  shrink in the
quantity and quality of milk, and

some never reach their maximum again.
I know a valuabie Holstein cow which
changed owners three years ago, and
the change reduced her value perma-
nently about oue-third. This is the
strongest, as well as sufficient, ar-
gument why one should raise his own
cows. According to Gov. Hoard’s
theory the best cows are the most nerv-
ous, and therefore most liable to de-
preciate by removal. The quiet, un-
disturbed cow makes gooa use of all
its surplus food in milk production.
How very impertant, then, that the
feeder should rear all s animalsin
tiie atmosphere of kindness, that no un-
gentleness be shown them, in orderthat
they may ever regard his presence with
pleasure. Home-bred cows, treated
with this full measure of kindness, and
fed intelhgently, will produce all that
it is in them to do: but those removed
{o new homes will deteriorate more or
ess.

Eggs in Dry Packing.

A few of the methods of packing egzs
dry for keeping have been tried at the
New York experiment station and re-
ported upon. With these the egzs were
all wiped. when fresh, with a rag sat-
urated with fat or oil in which had been
mixed some antiseptic, and were packed
tichtly in salt, bran, ete.

Eggs packed during April or May in
sait, and which had been wiped with
cottonseed oil, to which had been added
boracid, kept from four to five months,
with a loss of neariy one-third, the quai-
ity of those saved not being good. kEzgs
packed after the same preliminary hand-
ling in bran were ail spoiled after four
months.

Eggs packed in salt during Mareh and
April, after wiping with vaseline, to
which salicyle aeid had Dbeen added,
kept four and five months without loss;
the quality after four months was much
superior to that of any ordinary limed
eggs. These packed ezgs were all kept
in a barn cellar, the ordinary tempera-
ture of which varied from 9 deg. to 70
deg. Fahrenheit, and each Dbox was
turned once every two days.

Little difference was observed in the
keeping of the fertile or infertile eggs,
and no difference was noticecble in the
keeping qualities of egas from different
fowls or from those under different ra-
tions.

How Sugar Is Made From Beets.

The Sugar Beet contained a descrip-
tion of the process of sugar making at
the Oxnard factory at Grand Island,
Neb., where the industry has been sue-
cessfully developed, says the Indiana
Farmer. The supply of beets is ob-
tained from a very extended area, and
they are delivered at the factory by
special arrangzements with three rail-
roads at a low freight rate, several cents
per ton per hundred miles. A beet
sugar factory, as shown by the illustra-
tions, requires a good deal of very
complicated machinery, Ilabyrinths
of steam coils, pipes, cvlinders,
ete. The beeis are received by rail or
wagons in special sheds of 1,000 tons eca-
pacity. Their interior is V-shaped, and
at the bettom is a continual flow of
water through a narrow canal. The
roots are thus fleated to the factory,
where thev are raised by a bucket
wheel into the washer, then elevated by
an endless apron to automatie register-
ing scales, thence to the slicer. Then
begins the extraction of the juice, the
defecations, filtering, evaporation and
boiling down in vaeuum pans. and the
final separation of the centrifuzals, all
a loug and elaberate process.

American Draft Typa.

The draft horse is highly commended
by the American Express company, of
New York, in a report published in the
Rural New Yorker. This report evi-
dently refers to a type of draft horses
becoming noted as distinctly American
breed. Ifsays: *“I have investizated
the matter regarding the best type of
horses for our use, by obtaining the
opinions of our stable superintendents
in the principal cities at which
we have large interests in horsetlesh.
One and all agree that, of the two
types of draft horses. a medium between
the tall, long-legged and the low down,
block horse, is the most desirabie for
our business. He can haul heavier loads
longer distances with greater vase and
in quicker time than a horse of either of
the two extremes.”

Our American breeders, in ail lines of
live stoek, have been able tv produce a
better tvpe than thatimported as a ruie,
and this is but another testimony to this
fact.

Hitching the Horse.

One of the best methods of hitching a
horse that is uneasy, or has the habit of
pawing 1n the stall.is to pass a rope over
a smail pulley and attach about a pound
weight to it, and fasten the halter intoa
ring ov loop on that rope upon the inside
of the stall,sothat when the horse stands
up to the manger the halter will bedrawn
up short. and the weight rest upon the
floor. When he lies down the weight
will come up enough to give him all
the rope necessary. Some do this and
have the heifer fastened to a ring upon
the top of the head, instead of under

‘the jaw, and when they desire to lead
him out by the halter pass the loose
end down through the other ring.

Advice of an Old Shepherd.

Two hours a day spent in standing
the ram for a month will save more than
two hours a day next spring in fussing
with weak lambs. Besides thata ram
properly regulated, will zet, without in-
jury to himself, fifty lambs where the
ram turned into the flock ought not to
be allowed to get over thirty. Still
further. the fifty lambs will be worth
fully twice as much as the thirty, even
if you succeed in raising all the thirty.

Inodorous Milk.

Perfeetly pure and inodorous milk ean
not be had unless the skin of the cow is
kept clean. As with human Dbeings,
there are certain secretions that must be
thrown off, first through the skin, it itis
in its normal condition, but if not, then
through the milk glands. Clean stalls
and a slight rubbing with the card every
mornmg are necessities in the high
class dairy.

How to Use Your Team.

Exercise skill and judgment with vour
team when hauling a heavy ioad. Some
drivers when taking aload toa given
point will exbaust both wind and mus-
cles of a team ; while another by taking
advantage of the ground or by giving a
rest where speeially needed will get
extraordinary service out of a team with-
out injury.

Breeding Ewes.

Ewes that are to be bred this fall
should have their lambs weaned early as
possible, so as to have ample time for
rest and recuperation from the debili-
tating effect of nursing young before
they are again turned with the ram. A
handful of grain to each ewe each day
will also be of good effeet just now.

= Remedy for Lice.

A mixture of lard and snuff is the
California remedy for lice on stock.
This ointment does not need to be ap-
plied to the entire animal, but a ring of
it two or three inches wide made com-
pletely around the neck will have the
desired effeet.

POINTS FOR FARMERS,

In cross-bred voigs, especially in the
second cross, there is mueh variation in
the progeny. 1f the sow is pure-bred
Chester county, and the boar a pure
Berkshire, the sow will control the
color, while the pigs will “*split the dit-
ference” in general make up and fat-
tening and maturing qualities. Select
across breed sow and breed again to a
Berkshire and there is likely to be three
kinds of pigs in the litter, and the ap-
parent types will mature aceording to
outside appearances. They are Chester
eounty, Berkshire and haif-breeds dis-
tinetively. This second ecross should
never be attempted unless an exception-
al farmer is searching for sports to use
in trying for new strains.

The dairyman shouid be to some ex-
tent a veterinarian, at least enough to
be able to teil when his cow is sicik and
what is the matter with her. Many
times milk is sold from a sick cow for
days before the owner is aware that
anything is the matter with her. Thus
the germs of tuberculous and other
deadly diseases become scattered
through the community, and there is
no knowing how muech sickness and
death have been caused by this ignor-
ance.

Experience in California and other of
the newer settlements in other parts of
the Union of late years established
fruit growing as a most profitable indus-
try, so that there is now no danger that
it will be negleeted in the future. There
is nothing the new settler at the South
or West can better do, as soon as his
newly-purchased pieeeof land is cleared
and prepared, than to plant liberaily of
pears, apples, cherries, quiaces, grapes
and small ifruits.

A good yield for the large fowl is 150
eggs in a year, and for Leghorns and
othier smalil breeds %) eggs a year.
Fiocks seldom exceed these figures, but
individual fowls often do, and when
such can be selezted they are the ones
to breed from if egz produection is the
object. Ifthey can be induced to give
one-quarter of that during the winter
months it will pay for the whole year’s
feeding.

It is asserted by a California paper
that a Swiss savant has made a discov-
ery which seems almeost to reverse
known natural laws. He reduces milk
to a dry powder in such a mauner that
by the addition of water it at once as-
sumes all its natural properties. Itis
claimed that milk in this form is muen
better than canned or condensed milk
for one reason—it has no sugar in it.

Tuarnips are not very valuable feed tor
cattle. but they are easily and cheaply

produced, and help out largely. They
are “‘good for a chanze,” and we are

told by scientists that they assist in di-
zestion of other foods, Turnips fed to
milk cows in moderate quantities, just
after milking, will not flavor the wmilk.
Turnips should be planted now, antl for
a sueeession next month also.

There are recorded m the United
States alone over fifty distinct species
of fungi which have been found grow-
ing upon the grapes. While many of
these grow only upon dead canes or
leaves, numerous distinetly parasitie
forms live upen the living tissue. All
fungi are plantsjand not insects,anddiffer
from common fowering herbs in the
absence of green leaves, stems avd
flowers.

Many years ago a Scotchman carried
a thistfe to Australia, and he was ban-
gueied by his e uutrymen for the aet.
He planted it in his garden, and the
seeds were soomscattered far and wide
by the winds. Reports say that now it
has surptanted the native grasses on
millions of acres of land, destroved
sheep-runs by the hundreds, and is
causing a great deal of trouble.

Milk set in milk pans in a pantry at
a temperature of sixty to sixty-five de-
grees will raise more cream and butter
than milk set in cooler pails at a tem-
perature of fifty-six degrees. Milk to
which 50 per cent water has been added
will raise more cream when set at fifty-
five degrees than the same to which no
water has been added.—J. N. Muncey.

The sheep business, like dairying, is
a business that cannot be made success-
ful by picking it up one year and drop-
ping it the next. 1t is a business that
needs study, and, like dairving, the de-
tails of it cannot be learned in one year.
It 1s the man who goes into itand sticks
to it who wins; and he cannot be breed-
ing for mutton one year and wool the
next, neither can he keep his tlock on
the feast or famine pian during the
winter and raise a crop of healthy lambs
in the spring.

The Christmas turkey will bring a
good price, and the demand is usually
great at that time. There will be higher
prices and more weizht if the turkeys
are given all the grain they can eat
twice aday. Sell only the young ones,
if the old ones are not over two years
old, as the old turkeys are Dbetter for
breeding purposes next year, they pro-
dueing stronger and better young ones
than can be obtammed from pullets,

An inquirer wishes to know the breeds
of fowls that are considered the best
winter layers. The Asiatics—Brahmas,
Cochins and Leghorns—are entitled to
that distinetion, being hardy, well feath-
ered. and adapted to confinement, though
the Plymouth Rocks and Wyandottes
are also excellent winter layers. Much
depends, however, on warm quarters and
the mode of management.

Apples that do not Keep well in win-
ter should be converted into cider, and
then into vinegar. Some variety of ap-
ples will not keep over the winter un-
der any system of storage, and, unless a
market is found for them at the time
they are harvested, they will be a less.
Good cider vinegar, however, is always
in demand, and it will keep until a fa-
vorable time for selling arrives.

A fewsheep will serve as scavengers,
and clear away much food of a kind
that is not relished by cattle. The mut-
ton breeds will always thrive in small
flocks.
