Itwas mani-
festly tin*desire of the majority to limit
the meetlUK in this way, and Senator
Tawney stated that he "thought it un-
wise to discuss questions months in ad-
vance of the time they should be settled.
Such questions, Mr. Tawney thought,
were the schemes for fixingthe number
of delegates to the convention, the place
for holding itas well as plans for the
enlargement of the state committee.
These remarks struck the committee-
men very favorably, and the resolution
was adopted by a unanimous vote.

This simplified matters to a gieat ex-
tent, and M. D. Taylor started the ball
rolling in the direction he desired it to
go by moving that the members of the
committee be divided insub-committees,
the members from each congressional
district to compose a separate commit-
tee for the purpose of selecting new con-
gressional committees. This was
amended to allow the members of the
old congressional committees to partici-
pate m the deliberations of the sub-
committee and then adopted. Arecess
for half an hour was taken to allow the
committees time to do their work.

The Fifth and Sixth district commit-
tee-men asked for more time on account

The committee finally got
together again and the new committees
were announced. The old congressional
committeemen were reappointed as fur
as they went, some being placed indif-
ferent districts. The First district com-
mittee suffered the least change, only
one man being added, P. C. Bailey, of
Waseca county, the latter county
being the only addition or change
in the district. The members

WHY HE CHOSE ELKINS.

Clarkson Gives Harrison's Sup-
posed Reasons.

CmcAoo, Dec. 10.
—

Chairman James
S. Clarkson, of the Republican national
committee, this moraine gave what he
alleged to be President Harrison's
reasons for the appointment of Stephen
B. Elkins as secretary of war. The
story as given by Mr. Clarkson nega-
tives the stories that have been printed
about Mr. Elkins "having been a Blame
man and that he consulted the secretary
before he accepted that place.

"Elkins has been a Harrison man
since before the nomination of the pres-
ident," said Mr. Clarkson, "and had he
at that time had a permanent residence
he would have been one of the original
members of ihe cabinet. Contrary to
the popular belief, Elkins led tiie Har-
rison forces at the convention, and he
was the brains, energy and electricity
of Mr. Harrison's supporters, and he
carried with him the promise made by
Mr. Harrison. This may look a bit
queer, but it is true, nevertheless. Mr.
Elkins is one of my wannest personal
friends, and Iknow what Iani talking
about. 1oon'f say that be did not con-
sult Blame before he accepted the nomi-
nation, but 1 should like to wager a
good deal that he did not. He is now a
settled resident of an influential state,
and, being a stmnir adherent of the pres-
ident, itwas natural that he should be
named."

Among the most notable men who
either took an active part in the secret
deliberations today or awaited the re-
sults in the corridors were J. S. Clark-
son, of lowa, chairman of the national
committee and president of the national
league of clubs; ex-Congressman A. L.
Conger. Ohio member of the uational
committee; ex-lJnited States Senators
Sabin, of Minnesota, and Soooner, of
Wisconsin: A. M. Jones, chairman of
the Illinois state committee, and Ser-
geant-at-Arms Meek, of the national
house of representatives.

Among the matters discussed at the
secret sessions were the preparation and
circulation of political literature, and
the disbursement of league funds
from Chicago, as well as from New-
York. The latter could not be finally
adopted by the meeting of today, but It
-is said to be probable that the plan will
be adopted. The representatives
of the Western clubs expressed
themselves as desirous of mak-
ing their clubs more of a
factor iv the work of the National
league. The work has heretofore been
entirely controlled in the East. Itwas
desired to liave Western funds dis-
tributed from headquarters inChicago.

The result of the discussion on politi-
cal literature was that Mr. Clarkson
was authorized to appoint a committee
to prepare such literature fordistribu-
tion as should deal particularly
with the arguments advanced by
the various fanners' organization's
and all who do not hold orthodox lie-
publican views.

Mr. Crisp Has a Hard Row to
Hoe inMaking Up

His List.

Washington. Dec. 19.— 1t is quite
certain that pressure Is being brought
to bear upon the speaker, by persons not
heretofore identified with Mr. Mills'as-
pirations, to cause his appointment to
the chairmanship ofthe ways and means
committee, as far as can be learned,

the speaker has not yet committed
himself to the appointment of any
member to this chairmanship and
as Mr. Mills' reply to his tender
is couched in such terms as to warrant
the assumption that he would not reject
the place, the entire matter appears to
be still subject to harmonious agree-
ment. The speaker today said that he
expected to be able to announce the
committee appointments when the
house meets next Wednssday. Follow-
ing is the text of Uu correspondence be-
twees Speaker Crisp and Representa-
tive Mills in regard to the latter's com-
mittee service:

A report was- current today among
Mr.Mills' friends that Gov. Hill and
other New York politicians, alarmed by
the sentiment aroused over the reported
intention of the speaker not to place his
old chairmanship at the disposal of Mr.
Mills,had sent an envoy to Washing-
ton to present to Mr. Crisp their argu-
ments why itwould be bad party policy
to thus treat the former leader of the
majority in the house. Itwas also said
that this envoy was no less a personage
than ex-Secretary Whitney. Mr. Crisp
and his friends express the opinion that
no such person can be found in the city.

AHARD ROW TO HOE.

Mr. Crisp Cannot Possibly Please
o Everobody.

Washington, Dec. 19.
—

Speaker
Crisp's plan to put Northern men at the
;head of the ways and means and appro-
priation committees is meeting with
considerable opposition. The effort at
the displacement of one of the proposed

!chairmen seems to be directed more
against Mr. Hoiman than against Mr.
Springer, although itmust be acknowl-
edged that the friends of Mr.Millswere
candidly asserting that he would riot
only be offered the chairmanship of the
ways and .means committee, but he
would accept it.
It was said that Mr. Mills had been

offered the chairmanship under a pledge
that he would not submit any general
tariff bill, and this fact alone tended
somewhat to discount the story. No
foundation could he found for the story,
and, indeed, it was denied most emphat-
ically by those who are known to be in
the speaker's counsel. They say that
Mr. Crisp had not deviated from his
original intention in regard to these
chairmanships.

Atleast two prominent Southern sen-
ators labored for some time with the
speaker yesterday morning, iv order to
induce him to appoint two Northern
men, but their visit was not sufficient to
induce the speaker to change his mind.
Another interesting development in the
situation yesterday was the the presence
in Washington of ex-Kepreseiitative
Collins, of Massachusetts. Mr. Collins
is understood to have told the speaker
that it would be ruinous to the Dem-
ocratic party in New England and
throughout the East ifany free silver
legislation passed the house at this ses-
sion.

There is no question but that the
New England Democrats In congress
feel that not only their election, but
the continual success of the party in
their section depends upon the absence
of any silver legislation daring this
session. The feeiing against the pass-
ingof a silver bill is growing in the
house, and it is doubtful whether one
would be passed ifit were to bo report-
ed. A plan is now being formulated
and quietly discussed among the

\u25a0 members, which, if it meets with
favor, willbe introduced with the end
inview of practically disposing of the
eutire silver question.

CHANGING THE RULES.

First Appearance ofthe New Com=
mittee.

Washington, Dec. 10.— It being un-
derstood that there would be but a
short session of the house this morning,
the attendance of members was very
small. The committee on rules
held a brief meeting and

[determined to report to the*boose a
rule empowering the speaker to appoint
the committees of the laet house with
the following changes: The member-
ship of the committees on ways and
means is increased from 13 to 15 mem-
bers; the quadro-eenteniiial committee
from 9to llmembers; the committee
on Indian depredations claims to be dis-
penser! with.

The journal having been read and ap-

proved, on motion of Mr. McMillin.of
Tennessee, a concurrent resolution was
agreed to, providing for a holiday re-
cess from Wednesday, 23d inst., until
Tuesday. sth proximo. Mr, McMillin,
from the committee on rules, reported
the rule designating the committees of
the house and the membership thereof.
He made a brief statement in explana-
tion of the report. The membership of
the committee on ways and means was
increased from thirteen to fifteen. The
reason for this was the fact that since
the number had been fixed at thirteen
there had been a large increase in the
membership of the house. The com-
mittee on quadro-centennial had been
increased trom nine to eleven, and a
similar increase had been made in the
committee on immigration. The com-
mittee on Indian depredation claims
had bean abolished for the reason that
at the last congress a law had been
passed submitting these claims to the
courts. The committee on commerce
had been changed to the committee on
interstate and foreign commerce.

The method of designating the chair-
man of any committee was changed in
this: Formerly in the event of death of
a chairman the second member suc-
ceeded to the office. This was changed
by giving the appointment of the chair-
man to the speaker.

Mr. Springer, of Illinois, suggested
that the designation of the quadrocen-
tennial committee should be changed to
the committee on the Columbian expo-
sition. Mr.McMillinjocularly remarked
that itmight be called the committee en
the Chicago exposition; but he had no
objection to the change proposed; and
the change was agreed to. The report
was then adopted.

Mr.Enloe, of Tennessee, offered a
resolution for the appointment of a spe-
cial committee of five members to in-
quire into the charges made against the
commissioner of pensions. Referred to
the committee on rules.

Mr. Chipman,of Michigan, announced
the death of his colleague, Melbourne
H. Ford, and in respect to the memory
of the deceased the house adjourned un-
til Wednesday with the understanding
that on that day no business shall be
transacted except that referring to the
recess, resolution and to the announce-
ment of committees by the speaker.

IH'XXKLLFOR SANBOR.V.

The Ex-Congressman Puts in a
Word for Walter.

Said he: "We just arrived a
week ago, and 1haven't talked politics
withany one. Isaw the president nnd
verbally ratified my recommendation of
Walter H. Sanborn as United States cir-
cuit judge yesterday. No intimations
are made by the president about the
judicial appointments, where they
will go or when they will be
announced. The entire Minnesota
delegationilast winter, all Republicans,
recommended Sanborn, and those of
that delegation who are now incongress
are strongly supporting him. Ithink
the Alliance movement Is on the wane
in Southern Minnesota, ana that the
presidential election will bring the
great mass of voters to the Republican
and Democratic columns."

ARBITRATION TREATY.

Extension ofTime for Ratification
Desired.

Washington, Dec. 19.—The Brazil
minister has formally not ilied the sec-
retary of state of the desire of his gov-
ernment for an extension of the time
for the exchange of ratifications of the
arbitration treaty formulated by the in-
ternational-American conference. This
treaty has lapsed by reason of the fail-
ure to fully exchange ratifications with-
in the specified limit of time. Other
South American countries have also ex-
pressed a desire for an extension of the
period of ratification and the proposi-
tion is warmly indorsed by this govern-
ment. The president advocated such a
course in bis recent message to congress.
The extension of time can be secured
oiily by the concurrence ot all the coun-
tries concerned, and the diplomatic
agents of this government are now
striving for that object.

SEAL ARBITRATORS

Named and Awaiting Completion
of Details.

Washington. Dec. 10.—The pres-
ident and secretary of stale have held
several consultations recently in regard
to the seal fisheries. An agreement
having been reached with the British
government as to the basis of arbitra-
tion, all that now remains to com-
plete the convention is an agreement as
to the arbitrators. This, too. has prac-
ticaily been done, so far as the number
and powers of the arbitrators are con-
cerned, and it is confidently expected
thHt their appointment and the terms of
arbitration willbe officiallyannounced
in a few days. The nominations have
been made and wait only the concur-
rence of the governments interested.

G. A.R. Statue ofGrant.
Washington, Dec. 19.-The Grant

memorial committee of the O. A. R.
has decided to employ A. S. Simons, of
Maine, the sculptor, to complete the
statue of (Jen. Grunt to be placed in the
United States capitol building. The
work is to be finished and the statin:
placed in position by June S. lb'Jl. Itis
to be of fine Italian marble, and will
cost §10,000. The statue is the giftof
the Grand army.

"Will Oppose Woods.
Washington, Dec. 19.—The Post to-

morrow willpublish an interview with
.Senator Voorhees in which lie says that
all the Democratic senators have agreed
to assist him in preventing the confirm-
ation of Judge Woods, of Indiana, as
a circuit judge, on the ground that his
action in the Dudley "blocks ot five"
case proved him unfit for a judicial po-
sitiju.

New National Park.
Washington, Dec. It).—The commis-

sion to appraise land to be taken for the
national park in the District of Colum-
bia today made its report to the court.
The total amount of the awards is 11,105,-
--1*57. which, with §240.000 already paid,
aggregates §1,350,000. The amount of
the appropriation for this purpose is
$1,200,000.

BLUE COATS ON GUARD
The Steam and Street Railway

Row at West Superior Be-
coming Serious.

Cars Purposely Ditched at a
Crossing by the Eastern

Minnesota.

The Chief of Police Arrests
the Foreman, Engineer

and Fireman.

An Injunction Against the
City—Further Serious

Trouble Expected.

West Superior, Wis., Dec. 19.—The

fight between the street railway and
the railroads on Ritchie avenue took a
new turn today, and all night squads of
men and police guarded the crossing,
and rumors of trouble were about the
city. In the morning the Northern Pa-
cific acceded to the terms of the street
railway to maintain crossings on the two
tracks already in. Yesterday the East-
ern Minnesota announced the recall of
its agreement with the road, and at-
tempted to put a third track
across the street, tearing up tbe
paving blocks and street railway
tracks. Chief of Police Paden ordered
the work stopped on the ground that
the road had no permit to tear up the
paving. Yaramaster Brennan and a
laborer were arrested, but released on
bail. This afternoon the street railway
company prepared to make the cross-
ing of the Eastern Minnesota, and at 2
o'clock a gang of thirty men, headed by
President Norvell, went out. A permit
from the board of public works was
shown Chief Padeu, who was about to
interfere, and the work was commenced.
Inless than five minutes a switch en-
gine came down

At Terrific Speed
and was ditched. Aiterwards it was
pulled on, and a box car was ditched di-
rectly at the spot where the crossing
was to be made. No sooner had this
been done than another engine with
fifteen cars came tearing down on the
main track and stopped directiy on the
crossing. Chief Paden stepped up and
gave the engineer five minutes to re-
move the cars from the crossing. When
the time had expired they were still
there. Fireman Brown, Engineer Mc-
Carthy and Fireman Ryan were placed
under arrest. In the evening the East-
ern Minnesota swore out an injunction
restraining the city and the street rail-
way from preventing Its interference
with them inconstructing and operating
the track. Thus the matter stands. It
is expected that during the night an at-
tempt wiilbe made to forcibly lay the
track. Police are stationed at the cross-
ing and great excitement prevails.

TlieInjunction Unheeded.
President Norvall. of the street rail-

way, tonight telegraphed President Alt
exander, of the Eastern Minnesota, re-
peating the terms on which he pro-
posed to make the crossing. No reply
was received. Forces of men are gath-
ering, and it is thought an attempt will
willbe made to remove the obstruction
on the street under the police protection.
Itis thoueht the railroad has secured no
service on the city, for Mayor Patteson,
President Matchett, of the council, and
City Clerk Dargis are out of the city,
and the Injunctions were served on the
chief of police and Deputy City Clprk

Rawiey. The street railway company
willnot heed the order.

HE WANTED LIGHT.

An Escaped Maniac Makes a Live-
lySensation.

Ciiatfield.Doc 19.—Thomas O. Scen-
son was committed to the Rochester in-
sane asylum four years ago for a mild
form of insanity. He was a religious
maniac.
