TWO VIEWS.
Itis expected that Speaker Crisp will

Innoune cthe house committees today,
.nd it is said on very good authority
mat the coinage committee willinclude
1large majority who favor free silver.
There willprobably be seven free coin-
ige Democrats, one free coinage Re-
publican, three anti-free coinage Re-
publicans and two anti-free coinage
Democrats. The names of most of
these are not yet reported, but itmay
be safely assumed that the free silver
members will hail from the South or
the mineral belt of the Rocky mount-
ains, and the gold advocates from the

-
East or the new Northwest, of which
we are part.

There never has been a more extra-
ordinary division of sentiment on a pub-
lic question than is presented by the
contemporary agitation of the money
problem. The states south of Mason
and Dixon's line, without regard to
party, seem to be practically a unit for
the white metal. This is also true of
the states which produce silver. In
"Sew England the feeling prevails
among Democrats and Republicans
alike that to open our mints lo silver
means a financial crisis and confusion
terrible to contemplate. In the agri-
cultural districts to the immediate east
and west of us there is no such wide-
spread alarm, but it is accurate to say
that there is no demand here for a free
coinage act, and, while the Siieiiman*
law is severely criticised, most people
would probably prefer that there should
be no legislation at all for the present
about our currency.

The lines thus appear to be drawn
very closely accoiding to geographical
subdivisions, the South joining with the
extreme West, and the Northwest with
the extreme East. On both sides is the
greatest honesty of opinion, and the
friends of a silver standard are as sin-
cere as the friends of a gold standard
in the view that the prosperity of the
country depends on the success of their
present efforts. We are ruined if we
have free silver, say the leaders of both
parties intwo sections of the country.
We are ruined if we do not, answer tiie
leaders of both parties in two other sec-
tions of the country. The Eastern press
talks about the silver craze of

-
the

South, and the most respectable news-
papers of Colorado, edited by the most
stalwart of Republicans, together with
the most respectable newspapers of
Georgia, edited by the most broad-
minded of Democrats, declare that the
East is poisoned by the virus of gold
worship bred in Wall street's idolatrous
temples. If both sides are right, the
country is sure to be ruined anyhow.
If one or the other is wrong, how are
we to account for its errors? Good men
have gone astray before in the history

, of the Union, but never so unaccounta-
bly and so unanimously as in the pres-

. .Nt instance.

ENGIASH "PAUPER LABOR."
A couple of English gentlemen visit-

ing in St. Paul, who are personally in-
terested in the industries ol that coun-
try,express something of amusement
at the references to the "pauper labor of
England," as contrasted with the condi-
tion of the wage earners in this country.
They insist that the organizations
among the industrial classes, espe-
cially those skilled in the arts, are more
efficient and better subserve the objects
sought than the similar bodies in" the
United States. A good deal of pertinent
information on this subject is furnished
by Prof. Bobebi A. Woods, lecturer at
Andover seminary, in a book of his
lectures and papers recently pub-
lished. He spent six months in.the
cities of England and Scotland, gather-
ing information as to the social move-
ments and industrial conditions in those
countries. His account of the condi-
tion of the coal miners in the Xortii of
England does not suggest the stories
given so frequently of the miners in
Pennsylvania. Indiana and other re-
gions. They work but eight hours a

(

day. and have their unions and co-op-
erative stores all in a flourishing condi-

tion. Some of them even have uni-
versity extension lecture courses. This
is but a sample of the statements in re-
gard to most ,of the organizations of
skilled labor. Oflate years organizations
have been effected very largely among
the unskilled elements. The gas work-
ers' and laborers' union has been in ex-
istence about ten years, and has a mem-
bership of 120,000, 93 per cent of whom
have had an iucrease of from one-tenth
to two-fifths in their wages. The dock-
ers' union came into existence as a re-
sult of the great strike two years ago.
It has a membership of 70,000, about
half inLondon, withan income of *.140,-
--000 and a well-sustained paper, ln all
the manufacturing points of any im-
portance there are well-supported work-
ingmen's clubs— 2oo in London alone.
They have circulating libraries and
lecture courses, with co-operative move-
ments in trade. -On the whole, they live
comfortably, and enjoy life to a degree
not surpassed in any country. This all
In a free trade country.

THE AUDITORIUM.
The Democracy has furnished the in-

centive to the construction of our new
auditorium, and this deserves to be
ranked high among the many things
which it has done for St. Paul. We
may secure the convention now, or we
may not. Many considerations enter
into the choice of the site for such an
assembly, and in the hour of decision
itmay appear that some other place has
better claims than we have. It is cer-
tain, however, that without the audito-
rium we should not have succeeded in
our immediate ambition, and with it
even a failure will include some ele-
ments of success. Xo city of our rela-
tive size and importance is so deficient
in this one particular as we have here-
tofore been, and, while all the prestige
ami profit which accompany important
assemblies have accrued to Minneapolis
as a matter of course and without effort,
because of its exposition hall, we have
not been ina position to even seek such
gatherings, because we have . had no
facilities for their entertainment This
barrier to our progress willnow be re-
moved, and all the agitation and effort
expended in this latest movement will
not have been invain, even ifnothing
more substantial results from it than
the building itself. Years of debating
and persuasion would not have accom-
plished what a few short weeks have
done with the help of an excited pop-
ular hope and the general desire to win
the Democratic national convention for
St. Paul.

As the casual observer looks back
over the last month, the path to our
present position does not appear to have
been an especially difficult one, and it
would seem as though the promoters of
the project had only to suggest inorder
to accomplish. But this isa superficial
view. The city's heart has been so
thoroughly set on the idea that the
opposition which has existed has
not shown itself openly where it
might be seen and marked. It has
worked in secret, and has embraced
many factors, some influenced by self-
interest and some by indifference." Ag-
gregated they have presented a strong
front, and it has taken many hours of
thought and much alertness toovercome
them. Itwould not be possible to name
all the citizens who have co-operated val
iantly and skillfullyin this preliminary
skirmish, but ifany one stands out con-
spicuously among them, it is Mr. Op-
i'imikim. He was the first to publicly
propose the market house plan and to
show from what source the necessary
funds could be secured. He has been
present at every meeting, armed with
statistics and information. He has met
every argument advanced by the oppo-
sition, analyzed every pretext under
which it has been sought to defeat the
project, imparted energy to the body
of advocates and pushed the matter
through to a speedy actualization. He
has proved himself a tactician and
leader of a high order, and the city's
thanks are due to him, as well as the
many others who have worked with
him.

HEARD IN HOTELS.
Hon. Judson La Moure, the well kuowu

North Dakota Republican leader, who has
been spending several days in St. Paul with
Mrs. LaMoure and Judson La Moure Jr.,
has returned tohis home in Pembina county.
Senator La Moure, who in former days was
tall and slim, has in the last year added about
fifty pounds to his weight, and is looking
better than he has inyears. He is, however,
as much of a humorist as ever, and could not
pass through or spend a few days in St. Paul
without haviug a little fun. This time he
satisfied himself by giving his political op-
ponent in tho last campaign, CoL Dan Mar-
atta, the Democratic chieftain of North Da-
kota, a sly poke.

"Did you notice that Dan Maratta has
turned prohibitionist?" asked Ju_, with a
smile. "Well,he has. Idon't know whether
he proposes towork up a fusion with the cold
water people inour state next year or what
other deep, dark aud devilish scheme he may
have in view, but ho attended that prohibi-
tionconference in Chicago, and Iam expect-
ing something of the kind. The Democrats
and Prohibitionists in North Dakota are on
excellent terms; at least the Prohibitionists
play into the hands of the Democrats so
nicely that they deserve a larger place inthe
affections of the latter. Ihope Col. Maratta
has fixed the deal up at Chicago, and Ishall
await his return anxiously."

"Have the farmers inyour vicinity finished
threshing:"
\u25a0"No, they have not," answered the Pem-
bina statesman, "but they are in good shape
and business was never so good before. The
farmers are all feeling good and are kept
busy delivering their wheat. Of course in
Pembina county we never have had failures,
and so a great big crop is nothing new for
us, but the general prosperity of the balance
of the state has had a good effect on our peo-
ple. Ianticipate a wonderful rush to North
Dakota next year and the most rapid settle-
ment the state has ever known. Our people
are not talking politics or thinking about
questions of government. "The only thing
they have time for is business. The farmers
are planning to do a great deal of spring
plowing—you know there was but a small
amount done last fall, and unless a great
deal of spring plowing is done the crop will
be less than this last year. An early spring
willbe a good thins for the wheat growers
of the eutire Northwest"

Senator T.C. Power, of Montana, passed
through St. Paul yesterday on his way back
to Helena, where he willspend his Christmas
vacation in attending to business matters
that have accumulated since h» went to
Washington a month ago. Senator Power is
a talkative man.and is always able to talk en-
tertainingly inregard to politics. When he
reached St. Paul yesterday morning he found
a crowd composed of some of the leading
men of this state at the Merchants', among
wnom were Dan Floweree and Conrad
Kohrs, the cattle king. Agood part of the
afternoon was spent talking to these gentle-
men, and at 4 o'clock the journey to the West
was resumed. Senator Power was well ac-
quainted with the late Senator Plumb, of
Kansas; perhaps better than most members
of th I senat', and, in discussing his sudden
death, the Montana statesman paid him a
high tribute. BiS

"Senator Plumb,'* he said, "was a thorough
Western man. and his publiclife did a great
deal for the West. He was an indefatigable
worker, and he fairly forced the seuate to
accept his views. He was an able man. tco,
and may be said to have worked his way to
one of the most influential places in the sen-
ate. He was a man of decided views and of
the strictest integrity. His death means a
great loss to his stale and the Republican
party. Perhaps other men have bad the
ability to accomplish as much as Senator
Plumb, but they have not had the disposi-
tion."

Senator Power is a Republican, and docs
not pietend, as most Republicans do. that he
knows exactly the course the opposition will
pursue. He frankly stated that he does not
know what the house will do in regard to
fr_>e coinage and the tariff. The Crisp-Mills
controversy he does not think willcut much
figure, as the Demecrats wiilunite on what-
ever line of policyis decided upon.
"Ido not know anything," he (-aid, -'about

the contest for speaker as reflecting the
choice of the house on the question of the
nominee for president next year, and so I
cannot discuss it. Mr. Crisp seems to be a
fair-minded man, and Ithink will make an
excellent speaker. He has a judicial mind
and a disposition that cannot bo ruffled
easily."

Senator Power docs not partake of the
feeling of antagonism toward Congressman
Holman's appointment as chairman of the
appropriations committee that is common
among Republicans, which may be due to
the fact that he does uot believe in appro-
priations being made as lavishly as they were
by the trillion-dollar congress.

"Mr.Holman," said Senator Power, "is a
Western man, ana Ido not believe he will do
worse by us man dia his predecessor, the Re-
publican chairman of the appropriations
committee. There was five times as much
money appropriated for government surveys
in the Western states by the Fifty-first con-
gress as had ever been appropriated before,
and yet they refused to iucrease the
amount appropriated for office work."
The result of this is • that the
work has been delayed, the field notes
have not been sent in promptly, and a num-
ber of contractors have been ruined by the
delay in getting their mouey. This has
damaged all the new states, but Montana
most of all. Mr. Holman has traveled
through the West and understands the situ-
ation. He has always been friendly to the
settlers of the West, and Ibelieve he willbe
disposed to treat us fairly."

NEW QUEBEC CABINET.

Considered Exceptionally Strong
as a Whole.

QuEßEC,Dec.22.— The new De Bouch-
erville cabinet, appointed to succeed
the Mercier administration, is composed
as follows: C. B. De Boucherville,
premier and president of the council;
T. C. Caserain. attorney general; S. J.
Hall, treasurer; E. J. Flynn, commis-
sioner of crown lands; G. A.Nantel,
commissioner of public works; Louis
Beaubien, commissioner of agriculture;
L.P. Pelliter, provincial secretary; L.
It.Mason, L.E. Otailon and J. E. Mc-intosh, ministers without portfolio. The
new government is considered excep-
tionally strong. It is now stated that
the Quebec legislature willnot be sum-
moned for the 20th inst., but that the
lieutenant governor will immediately
issue a proclamation dissolving the
legislature and ordering a new election.
Premier De Boucherville will form aroyal commission to inquire into the
doings of Mercier's late government.
Alldepartments will be investigated.
The commission will be composed of a
French Canadian judge, a superior of-
ficer of the civil service and an account-
ant.

IS SOPER OUT?

The Michigan OfficialNow Desires
.to Remain.

Lansing, Mich., Dec. 22.—Daniel
Soper, who tendered his resignation as
secretary of state to the governor
a few days ago, when charges
of malfeasance were preferred against
him, today addressed a letter
to Gov. Winar*s. in which he states that
his resignation was tendered upon the
advice of others and without mature de-
liberation on his part, and that, having
received no notice of acceptance of his
resignation, he now wishes to withdraw
itand submit himself to a thorough In-
vestigation of the charges against him.

Mr. Soper says he did not intention-
ally commit any wrong in the discharge
of his duties, and protests that the gov-
ernor is without authority to receive or
accept his resignation.

The governor
was seen tonight and said that the re-
signation was accepted on the 19th, and
that he would appoint Soper's successoras soon as possible.

THE PLUMB FUNERAL.

Special Train to Meet the Remains
at Kansas City.

Indianapolis, Ind., Dec. 22.—The
funeral train bearing the remains of
the late Senator Plumb arrived at the
depot at1:40 this afternoon. The twocars
composing the train were detached here
and sent as a special to St. i^ouis. The
party was composed of Senators Dolph,
Peffer. Paddock and Palmer and Con-
gressmen Funston, Peel, Cole, Broder-
ick and Gorman. The other members
of the party were Senator Plumb's
three children, Preston. Dale and
Carrie, and his private secretary.

Emporia. Kan.. Dec. 22.—A special
car draped inmourning left for Kansas
City tonight with a large committee
from this city, who will receive and ac-
company the congressional party to
Emporia, where the remains will be
taken charge of by the Grand Army of
the Republic, assisted by the Knights
Templars and other societies. After
the services here Thursday the body
willbe laid to rest in the family bury-
ing ground at Maplewood cemetery.

TROOPERS INDANGER.

Garza Said to Have Entrapped
American Soldiers.

Washington, Dec. 22.— The secre-
tary ofstate has received a dispatch
from the United States consul at Laredo
saying that Capt. Hardee, Third caval-
ry, and his troop, together with a
United States marshal, were
surrounded near Fort Mackintosh,
Tex., by a large body of Mexican in-
surgents under Garza. No details are
given, and itis not stated what followed
the action of the insurgents. It is,
therefore, not known whether the Amer-
icans are at liberty or are stillprisoners.
The matter was referred to the war de-
partment. A telegram of inquiry
was sent to Gen. Stanley, command-
ins the department of Texas, and
a reply was received saying that he had
ordered troops to the scene of the report-
ed trouble and would report later in the
day. Army officials do not attach much
significance to the consul's telegram.
They think he was deceived by a rumor
of trouble that had little' foundation in
fact. _•
