The Speaker Announces the

Positions for the New
Congress.

fclembers From the Northwest
Have Been Fairly Well

Placed.

Analysis of the Shuffle of
Names as They Appear on

the List.

ftp. Crisp Disregarded Old
Precedents inOrganizing*

His Forces.

Washington, Dec. 23.—1n the make-
up of the house committees, as an-
nounced today, the Northwest states
fare as well, perhaps, as coald be ex-
pected. Had Millsbeen chosen speaker,
of course Hall and Harries, of Minne-
sota, would have received better places.
A chairmanship of minor committees
has been given to lowa, Minnesota and
Wisconsin.

Hayes, of lowa, is chairman of the
committee on education; Brickner, of
Wisconsin, of expenditures in the treas-
u:v: while Castle, of Minnesota; John-
son, of North Dakota; Land, of Min-
nesota; Perkins, of lowa, and
llauijen, of Wisconsin, are mem-
bers of leading committees. Halvor-
sen, Alliance renresentative from
Minnesota, is on two s:ood" committees.
Haujpeu takes his old position on the
elections committee. Lind is again a
member ot the committee on commerce,
and Johnson, on coinage, weights and
measures, willhave a chance to show
his ability.

Jolley, of South Dakota, and Pickler
•re satisfied with being placed on sev-
eral important committees. Pickler will
have a chance to do jjood work for the
Dakotas on the irrigation committee,
and Jolley can watch the farmers' in-
terests on the agricultural committee,

of which Ilalvorsen is also a member.
Dollfver. of lowa, is placed on several
committees.

Northwestern members, however,
would no doubt have been better
pleased if some Northwestern men had
been placed on the river and harbor and
public buildings and grounds.

Old Itulcs Disregarded.

The prediction that Sneaker Crisp
would do violence to the rule of pre-
cedence as established by years of prac-
tice was verified. Inthe committee on
elections the old rule is observed.
O'Fcrrall. of Virginia, who was second
iv the minority to Crisp himself in the
last congress, goes to the head. "Nils
Ilauxeii. of Wisconsin, is the minority
leader, being the first among survivors
on that side.

Of the ten Democratic members of
the ways and menus committee, all ex-
cept Mr. Stephens, of Massachusetts,
nnd Mr. Bryan, of Nebraska, who are
in their first term of congiess, were
members of the- Fiftieth congress, and
of those eight members all except Mr.
Whiting, ofMichigan, are recorded as
votiiii: for the Hills bill on its final
passage. Mr. \\ hiting made several
speeches favoring the clauses of tlia bill
relating to wool and salt and upholding
the tariff message of President Cleve-
land. Ik- is one of fourteen members
recorded as "not voting"' on the final
passage of the bill, and was probably
paired in favor of the bill.

The fiveRepublican members of the
committee of course all voted against
the Mills lulland in favor of the Mc-
Kinley billin the lust congress. Mr.
Dalzell, of Pennsylvania, is the new
member of the committee from the Re-
publican side of the house, and Messrs.McMillin,Turner and Wilson (W. Ya.i
are the Democratic members who have
in recent years been Identified with
tariff reform as members of the commit-
tee. The three Democratic members
last named aided in framing the Mills
bill.

Location InChairmanships.
Inhis formation of committees the

speaker has apparently been careful to
apportion the chairmanships as nearly
equally as may be ainoiii: the various
sections of the country, having regard.
however, tothe legislative experience
and ability of the members whom he
lias chosen to superintend, and to a
grout extent determine, the business
which willcome before the house of
representatives. While the South se-
rures a majority of the chairmanships,
the majority is so small that itcan eas-
ilybe attributed to tho longer services
rendered by the Southern members—
the great body of the Northern Demo-
cratic representatives being new tillers
of the soil of legislation.

According to states, the chairman-
ships are distributed as follows: Vir-
ginia 2, Illinois 3, Indiana 3, Missouri 4,
Georgia 3,.including: committee of rules,
of which the speaker is ez-officio chair-
man; Alabama 3, North Carolina 8, Ar-
kansas 2, Texas 3, New York 4, Louis-
iana 2, New Jersey l. Pennsylvania 2,
lowa 1, South Carolina 2, Kentucky 2,
Tennessee 2, Mississippi 2, Rhode*is-
land 1, Wisconsin 1, Ohio 3, Massachu-
setts 1, Michigan 2,Connecticut l.Mary-
land 3, Minnesota l.

Spo« lli«- J.iliHBilU.
Mr. Springer, the chairman, lias al-

ways voted for tariff reform measures,
hut has, by published interviews, re-
corded himself as iri favor of passing
specific bill*;to put a lew articles on
the free list aud against a general re-
vision of the tariffby the bouse at this
session. Amajority ot bis Democratic
colleagues have stated in public that
they wore in favor of this line of policy

presenl time. Mr. Dingley Is
transferred tothe committee on appro-
priations. Instead of promoting Mr.
Forney, who beaded the minority inthe
last congress, Speaker Crisp hos made
Mr. lloli:>au chairman of the committee
on appropriations, Mr. Forney second.
Allother Democratic members are re-
tained and Messrs. Ureckenridge.Comp-
ton and O'Neill, of Massachusetts,
added. Livingston represents the Alli-
ance membership.

Mr. Outhwaite, of Ohio, is a notable
example of the appointment of a chair-
man from outside the old membership
vfthe committee. He is placed at the
head of military affairs and loses his
place in the elections committee. David
li.Culberson,of Texas, goes to the head
of toe judiciary, being the ranking
member of the okl minority. Mr. Gates.
of Alabama, is second, andl3ynuin, ofIndiana, third. This is the best place
Bynum gets. Henry Bacon, of New
York, a new man, gets the chairman-
ship of the committee on banking and
currency, instead of Covert, of Xew
fork, who did not vote forCrisp.

Blaitd'K Committee.
An inquiry into the records of the

house committee, on coinage, weights
&udmeasures shows tl'Sc by past utte

ar.ccs or votes, in and out of congress,
eight; out of thirteen have declared in
favor of free coinage. The members in
favor of free coinage are Messrs. Bland,
ofMissouri; Williams, ot Illinois; Kii-
gore, ofTexas; Robertson, of Louisiana;
Tierce, Tennessee; Epps, Virginia; Mc-
Keighan, Nebraska, and Bartine.Nevada.
Those opposed are Messrs. Tracey, of
New York: Williams, of Massachusetts;
Taylor, of Illinois; Stone, of Pennsyl-
vania, and Johnson, of North Dakota.
Of the free coinage members. Messrs.
Bland, Williams, of Illinois; Kilgore,
Robertson. Pierce, of Tennessee, and
Bartine, were in the last congress and
recorded themselves as in favor of the
passage of a free coinage bill. Of the
new free coinage members, Mr.Epps, of
Virginia, was elected on a free coinage
platform; Mr.McKeighan is an inde-
pendent, elected largely by Alliance
votes, and committed to free"coinage of
silver.

The silver men are very well pleased
with the constitution of the committee,
and regard itas significant of the speak-
er's purpose to afford an opportunity
for the passage of a fiee coinage meas-
ure. The selection of Mr. Bartine, of
Nevada, as the leader of the Republican
minority on the committee, was strongly
urged because of his efforts in the last
congress inbehalf of tree coinace, and
regard the fact that Mr.Bartine" heads
the list of Republican members as an-
other indication of Mr. Crisp's friend-
liness toward a liberal silver policy.

POPE LEO'S DEATH.

London, Dec. 23.—The Lancet's cor-
respondent at Koine, who has on a num-
ber of former occasions given informa-
tion regarding the pope's health which
subsequently proved to be absolutely
correct, telegraphs today confirming a
rumor which has heretofore been
treated as doubtful, that his holiness
was seized with a fainting fit after
presiding at the last consist-
ory. It was thought for a
time, the correspondent states,
that death had supervened, but the
efforts of the physicians attached to the
Vatican, who were hastily summoned,
sufficed to restore animation, and the
sufferer rallied, though his condition re-
mained critical for several hours.

The tact that the pope had tainted
was kept a profound secret at the lime,
incompliance with a standing order
strictly imposed upon the personnel of
the Vatican, according to which, even
in the event of the pope's death, the
tact is not to be divulged until the car-
dinals present in Rome at the
time have completed certain acts
preliminary to the conclave which
is to choose the new pontiff.
These acts are prescribed by a secret
bulletin lately issued by the pope, and
their exact nature is not known outside
of the uope ?s baring collapsed on the
occasion referred trained currency.
Itwas impossible to obtain any con-*

ruination of the story at the Vatican.;
and for the same reason the world will
not learn authoritatively of the pope's
death until some time after the event.

The Alliance was unan-
imously in favor of the erection of an
elevator at Duluthor West Superior for

A new Alliance paper will be estab-lished, probably at Grand Forkß. Presi-
dent Shortridgo says the Alliance will
not be used for the furtherance of any
political scheme* whatever. At an in-
formal meeting held atter adjournment
it was agreed that delegates should be
sent to represent North Dakota in the
national convention of the People's
party In St. Louis in February. Walter
Muir.ex-president of the Alliance, edi-
tor of the Alliance organ of North Da-kota, Independent, submitted drafts of
bills that he will present to the nextlegislature in the fanners' interests.
