The Speaker Announces the
Positions for the New
Congress.

flembers From the Northwest
Have Been Fairly Well
Placed.

Analysis of the Shuffle of
Names as They Appear on
the List,

Ir, Crisp Disregarded O0ld
Precedents in Organizing
His Forces.

WAsHINGTON, Dee. 23.—1In the make-
up of the house committees,” as an-
nounced todayv, the Northwest states
fare as well, perhaps, as could be ex-
pected. Iad Mills been chosen speaker,
of course Hall and Harries, of Minne-
fota, would have received better places.
A chairmanship of minor committees
has been given to Iowa, Minnesota and
Wisconsin.

Hayes, of Towa, is chairman of the
committee on education; Brickner, of
Wisconsin, of expendituresin the treas-
urv: whiie Castle, of Minnesota; John-
son, of North Dakota; Lind, of Min-
nesota;  Perkins, of Jowa, and
Haugen, of Wisconsin, are mem-
bers of Jeading committees. Halvor-
sen, Alliance reoresentative from
Minnesota, is on two good committiees.
Haugen takes his old position on the
elections committee. Lind is azain a
member of the committee on commerce,
and Johuoson, on covinage, weights and
measures, will have a chance to show
his ability.

Jolley, of South Dakota, and Pickler
are satisfied with being placed on sev-
eral important committees. Pickler will
have a chance to do good work for the
Dakotas on the irrigation committee,
and Jolley ecan watch the farmers’ in-
terests on the agrieultural committee,
of which Halvorsen is also a member.
Dolliver, of lowa, is placed on several
committees,

Northwestern members, however,
would mno doubt have been better
pieased 1f some Northwestern men had
been placed on the river and harbor and
publie buildings and grounds.
¢ Old Rules Disregarded.

The prediction that Speaker Crisp
would do violence to the rule of pre-
cedence as established by years of prac-
tice was verified. In the committee on
elections  the old rule is observed.
O’ Ferrall. of Virginia, who was second
in the mnority to Crisp himself in the
Jast congress. goes to the head. Nils
Haugen. of Wisconsin, is the minority
Jeader, being the first among survivors
on that side.

Of the ten Democratic members of
the ways and means committee., all ex-
cept Mr. Stephens, of Massachusetts,
and Mr. Bryan, of Nebraska, who are
in their first term of congiress, were
members of the Fiftieth congress, and
of those eight members all execept Mr.
Whiting, of Michigan, are recorded as
voting for the Mills  Dbill on ‘its final
passag Mr. Whiting made several
speeches favoring the clauses of the bill
refating to wool and salt and upholding
the taniff message of Precident Cleve-
land. lHeisone of fourteen members
recorded as “not voting™ on the final
passage of the bill, and was probably
paired in favor of the bill.

The five Republican members of the
committee of course all voted against
the Mills ili and in favor of the Me-
Kinley bilt in the last congress. Mr.
Dalzell, of Pennsylvania, is the new
member of the committee from the Re-
publican side of the house, and Messrs.
MeMillin, Turner and Wilson (W. Va.)
are the Democratie members who have
in receat years been identified with
tarfl reform as members of the commit-
tee. The three Democratic members
last named aided in framing the Mills
bill.

Location in Chairmanships.

In his formation of committees the
speaker has apparently been careful to
apportion the chairmanships as nearly
equally as may be among the various
sections of the country, havinz regard,
Lhowever, to the legislative experience
and ability of the members whom he
has chosen to superintend, and to a
great extent determine, the business
which will come before the house of
representatives. While the South se-
cures a majority of the ehairmanships,
the majority is so small that it ean eas-
ily be attributed to the longer services
rendered by the Southern members—
the great body of the Northern Demo-
cratic representatives being new tillers
of the soil cf legislation.

According to states, the chairman-
ships are distributed as follows: Vir-
ginia 2, llivois 8, Indiana 3, Missouri 4,
Georgia 3, including committee of rules,
of which the speaker is ex-ofiicio chair-
man: Alabama 2, North Carolina 3, Ar-
kansas 2, Texas 3, New York 4, Louis-
fana 2, New Jersey 1, Feunsylvania 2,
Jowa 1, South Carolina 2, Kentucky 2,
Tennessee 2, Mississippi 2, Rhode Is-
land 1, Wisconsin 1, Ohio 3, Massachu-
setts 1, Michigan 2, Connecticut 1, Mary-
land 3, Minnesota 1.

Specific Tarifi' Bills,

Mr. Springer, the chairmau, has al-
ways voted for tarilf reform measures.
but has, by publisiied interviews, re-
corded himselt as in favor of passing
specific Lills to put a few articles on
the free hist and against a general re-
vision of the tariti by the house at this
session. A majority ot his Democratice
colleagues have stated in public that
they were in favor of this line of policy
at the present time. Mr. Dingley is
transferred to the committee on appro-
priations. Instead of promoting Mr.
FYorney, who headed the minority in the
last congress, Speaker Crisp hos made
Mr. Holimaun chairinan of the committee
on appropriations, Mr. Forney second.
All other Democratic members are re-
tained and Messrs. Breckenridge,Comp-
ton and O’Neill, of Massachusetts,
added. Livingston represents the Alli-
auce membership.

Mr. Outhwaite, of Ohio, is a notable
example of the appointment of a chair-
man from outside the old membership
of the committee. He is placed at the
head of military afairs and loses his

lace in the elections committee. David
3. Culberson, of 'T'exas, goes to the head
of the judiciary, being the ranking
member of the old minority. Mr. Oates,
of Alabama, is second, and Bynum, of
Indiauna, third. This is the best place

ynum gets. Ilenry Bacon, of New
York, a new man, gets the chairman-

ship of the committee on banking and

eurrency, instead of Cover{, of New

York, who did not vote for Crisp.
Bland®’s Committee.

ances or votes, in and out of congress,
cight out of thirteen have deciared in
favor of free coinage. The members in
favor of free coinage are Messrs, Bland,
of Missouri; Williams, ot Iliinois: Kil
gore, of Texas; Robertson,of Louisia
Pierce, Tennessee; Epps, Virginiaz Me-
Keighan,Nebraska,and Bartine,Nevada.
Those opposed are Messrs. Tracey, of
New York: Williams, of Massachusetts;
Taylor, of Illineis; Stone, of Peunsyl-
vania, and Johnson, of North Dakota.
OF the free coinage members, Messrs,
Bland, Wiiliams, of [lineis; Kilgore,
tobertson. Picree, of Tennessee, and
Bartine, were in the last congress and
recorded themselves as in favor of the
passagz2 of a free coinage biil. Of the
new free coinage members, Mr. Epps, of
Virginia. was elected on a free coinage
platform; Mr. McKeighan is an inde-
pendent, elected largely by Alliance
votes, and committed to free coinage of
silver.

The silver men are very well pleased
with the constitution of the committee,
and regard it as significant of the speak-
er’s purpose to afford an opportunity
for the passage of a fiee coinage meas-
ure. The selection of Mr. Bartine, of
Nevada, as the leader of the Republican
minority on the committee, was strongly
urged because of his eftorts in the last
congress 1 bebalf of free coinage, and
regard the fact that Mr. Bartine heads
the list of Republican members as an-
other indication of Mr. Crisp’s frieud-
liness toward a liberal silver policy.

The Star-Eyed Goddess of Re-
form Alert to the Meeds of

the Hour.

An Incisive Review of the
Work Before Mr. Crisp and
Congress.

Springer Sized Up in Connec-
tion With His Recerd in
the House.

No Uncertain Sound Lingers
in the Kentucky Editor’s
Utterance.

Naturally the construetion of
the ways and means committee mnonopo-
lizes publie opinion. The selection of
Mr. Springer for chairman would not
be a happy one if there were nothing
back of it. But, with the incidents of
the caucus fresh in the minds of the
people, it is positively unfortunate,
exposing both the speaker and the
chairman to whatever the ill-dis-
posed see fit- to “say aboutl them,
and thus giving the cause of tariff re-
form a black eve on the the threshhold
of a presidential campaign. For Mr.
Springer, personally, as we have re-
peatedly observed, we entertain noth-
ing but friendly sentiments. He isa
man of exceeding earnestness and ae-
tivity. He is a Democrat without a
flaw. Two elements of leadership he
uudoubtedly  posses — intrepidity and
self-confidence. But Mr. Springer has
not, during his sixteen years of service
in congress,shown the peculiar capacity
to lead the house.

Lacking in Welght.

Energetic, courageous, honest, he has
been, but he has lacked, or has seemed
to lack, the weight- which commands a
following. He has never been a mem-
ber of the ways and means committee:
it is not suspeeted that he has any large
and luminous view of the issue which
has become the absorbing aim of his
party. His selection shows too much of
the discharge of an oblization and a
pretext to turn down and degrade a
man who has done eminentand efficient
work in a great movement, and who has
engaged the confidence of Democrats
everywhere. Whatever Mr. Springer
can do he has yet to do. We hate to
prophecy evil against him. On the con-
trary, it is our purpose to render him all
the aid we can in his difficult undertak-
ing, and to support, if possible, his plan
of campaign.

They cannot be made
to surrender their convictions
to temporizing polities, no mat-

ter how practical; Mr. Crisp should
from this time forward keep ever be-
fore his eyes the awful specter of
Keifer, and, if he has any hope of an
honorable future, should steer clear of
tie breakers. In conclusion, the fol-
lowing may be considered as a tender
of compensation to the new speaker: It
is our duty, not our choice, to say these
things.

POPE LEO'S DEATH.

It May Ccceur at Any Moment and
Not Be Known.

Loxpon, Dec. 23.—The Lancet’s cor-
respondent at Rome, who has on a num-
ber of former occasions given informa-
tion regarding the pope’s health which
subsequently proved to be absolutely
correct, telegraphs today confirming a
rumor which has heretofore been
treated as doubtful, that his holiness
was seized with a fainting fit after

presiding at the last  consist-
ory. It was thought for a
time, the correspondent  states,

that death had supervened, but the
efforts of the physicians attached to the
Vatican, who were hastily summoned,
sufliced to restore animation, and the
suffererrallied, though his condition re-
mained eritical for several hours.

The fact that the pope had fainted
was kept a profound secret at the time,
in compiiance with a standing order
strietly imposed upon the personnel of
the Vatican, according to which, even
in the event of the pope’s death. the
fact is not to be divulged until the car-
dinals present in Rome at the
time have completed certain acts
preliminary to the coneclave which
i1s to choose the mnew pontiff.
These acts are prescribed by a secret
bulletin lately issued by the pope, and
their exact nature 15 not known outside
of the pope’s having collapsed on the
vccasion referred gained curreney.

It was impossible to obtain any con-"

firmation of the story at the Vaticang;
and for the same reason the world will
not learn authoritatively of the pope’s
death untii some time after the event.
Few lieve that his holiness ean survive
much longer, but in reply to the ap-
peals which are made to him to abandon
his activity, the pope simply says: *1
am in the hands of the Lord.”
