WHOSE WIFE IS SHE?
A Singular Case From- the

West Side Goes to the \u25a0*•

Grand Jury.

Under a Unique Agreement a
Wife Regards Herself >'

Free.

AMissing Special Agent Turns
Up to Account for Him-

self.

Treasurer Bobleter Carries a
Fortune Down to New

York.

Annie Paul and J -hii Long were ar-
rested on Delos street, West St. Paul,
at an early hour yesterday morning
upon warrants by Sergeant Charles
Ilar.ft. The woman is charged with
bigamy and the man withadultery. It
seems that the coupe were living to-
gether .under the supposition that they
are married. The woman is in an in-
teresting condition, and claims she was
married a few months ago at Duluth to
John Long. The warrants were sworn
out by Edward Paul, of New Canada,
who was married to Annie several
years ago. Assistant County Attorney
Pierce Butler appeared for the state
when the arrested parties were taken
before the municipal court yester-
day morning. The woman claiming
that she had been divor ced fromE-
dward Paul, Oct. 20, ISM,and was mar-
ried to Long, the parties were sent to
jail indefault of $1.00;) bail, until the
matter could be inquired into. During
the morning it came to the ears of the
assistant county attorney that articles
of separation had been signed by Paul
and his wife which the latter believed
were, in fact, a divorce. On motion of
Mr. Butler the parties were taken into
court at 2 p. m., and allowed to depart
on their own recognizance until Jan. 20.
by which time the grand jury
will have had an opportu-
nity to investigate the matter.
The agreement of separation, signed by
Annie Paul and Edward Paul, was pro-
cured by Capt. Walsh from John Long.
Itis dated Aug. 29, 1899, and was ac-
knowledged before Walter Holcombe, a
notary public, who is an attorney ofSt.
Paul. The agreement is a lengthy and
rather novel one, which has the appear-
once of being drawn up by a lawyer.
The woman agreed by it to release all
claims on her husband or to his real
estate or personal property, and to re-
frain from calling him her "husband, or
alluding to him as such, or to ever ap-
ply to him for aid in any way.
The husband relinquished all
claims upon his wife,and hound him-
self not to refer to her in a slander-
ous way and not to call her his
wife again. He also agreed not to in
any way interfere with her in case she
should desire to associate or consort
with any other man, child or- person.
The concluding portion ot the agree-
ment is to the effect that they should
thereafter be to each otjier as a new
and unread book— uncut, unopened ami
untouched— and in so far as in law
practicable, to operate as an absolute
divorce. This agreement was acknowl-
edged before Walterllolcotnbe as notary
public, Aug. 29, 18M. The agreement
is typewritten, folded and indorsed on
the back, "Annie M. Paul vs. Edward
Paul— Articles of separation. Copy
divorce. Walter Holcombe[orinted]. at-
torney for Ed Pain, St. Paul. Minn."

Mrs. Paul says that when the agree-
ment was handed her Ed Paul told her
she was free to marry any one she
pleased. Paul owns nine or ten acres of
valuable land at New Canada. It is
stated that he lias begun an action for
divorce from his wife through Walter
Holcombe, his attorney. It is claimed
that he wants to dispose of some of his
property and found that he could not
give a clear title without the signature
of his wife.

There is a disparity in the ages of Ed
Paul and Annie M.Paul. He is about
fiftyyears old, while she is only about
thirty. The complications in the ease
are such that the case may grow inter-
esting in the event the grand jury takes
thenatter up. Mr. Holcombe is out of
the city, and an opportunity has not j
been had to learn Iroin him the under-
standing between the parties at the
time the agreement was signed before
him. The woman claims she is inno-
cent of any willfulviolation of the law.
and itwillremain to be seen whether
ignorance of the law willallow her to
be leniently dealt with.

DE LAMBERT TURNS UP.

A Government Agent Not Lost in
Rainy Lake Country.

Telegrams in the evening papers an-
nounced that great anxiety was felt in
Washington concerning Special Agent

I*.W. De Lambert, ot the general land
office, who was in the Rainy Lake river
country, and had not been heard from
forseven weeks. Great was the aston-
ishment of Agent De . Lambert, last
night, when a GLOBE reporter congrat-
ulated him, at the government building,
upon being found. He never knew
he had been lost, and could not ac-
count for the belief at Washington
that he was "the man who could not be
found." He only reached St. Paul
yesterday, having come down from the
Rainy r Iyer region, where he lias been
investigating timber trespassing on
government lands. He is preparing his
report on the situation, and especially
with reference to the advisability of
establishing a post near the border, for
the purpose of preventing the taking of
timber by Canadians. .

FORTUNE INA GRIP.

Treasurer Bobleter Carries $1,-
200,000 to New York.

State Treasurer Bobleter left St. Paul
Monday evening for New York. There
was nothing especially inteiesting in

this single statement, and only two or
three attaches of the capitol and a vigi-
lant reporter knew that the little yellow
grio which the treasurer carried in his
hand eontatued $1,200,000. This almost
inconceivable sum was in the shape of
bonds duly attested and signed by
the governor and secretary of the
state of Minnesota, and Was folded
in a small package about the size of an
ordinary law book. Rather than trust
to the uncertainty of an express com-
pany in this age when the train robber
is abroad seeking whom he may touch.
Col. Bobleter concluded to personally
convey the precious package to its des-
tination, where itwill be used to liqui-
date other bonds of a like sum, the ad-
vantage of the transfer lying in the fact
that those v issued will bear, only
3}.2 per cent, while the old ones bore
/_. Col. Bobleter's errand, of course, is

a secret one. and had the fact of his go-
ing, been advertised, the errand would
have been by no means a desirable one,
as the bonds in -their present shape are
negotiable paper. But now, that he is
practically at his journey's end, no
harm can be done by the publication of
the facts. Besides, the gallant colonel
carried withhim certain forcible argu-
ments, which he would readily use to
the best advantage were he molested in
discharge of his duty; and wouldbe a
very bad man, as well as a very dead

man. who would undertake to monkey
with that little yellow grip as long as it
was in the colonel's charge.

CIGAHMAKIiKs'COUNCIL

Move to Control Local Coninnip-

The cigarmakers' union held a large-
lyattended and interested meeting last
night. The occasion was the semi-an-
nual election of officers, which resulted
in the choice of E. E. Allen as presi-
dent; John N.- Schmidt, vice president;
Max Fichteuau, redording secretary;
J. F. Kreiger. financial sec-
retary; A. "Gleeser, treasurer;
J. G. Sneider. sergeant-at-arms.
The trustees are Otto Rehfeldt, John
Peuser and John Bertram: auditing

committee. Otto llarpke, Fred Yaiesh
and Henry Feyder; additional dele-
irate to the trades and labor assembly,
Henry Heckman. The membership of
the union has been increasing lately,
and iij.viiuu'vr.-Dl. Frank Valcdt
talked on the work done at the conven-
tion of federated labor held at Birming-
ham. Ala.
Itwas decided last night to give a

mask ball under the auspices of the
union at Market hall Feb. 1. The com-
mittee to arrange for the eveut are
Louis Allen, John Krieger, Max Fich-
tinau, A. Gisenheimer and Henry
Heckman. The agitation committee
reported that ithad made inquiry into
the state of the cigar trade and found
that 1*",G0J,000 cigars are made in St.
Paul and 75,000,000 sold ivthe city. To
make these cigars would require over
1.400 cigar makers, of whom only
200 live in St. Paul. If all
these cigars were made in the city it
would mean an outlay of $1,000,000 for
wages. This report was received with
manifestations of interest, and the com-
mittee was instructed to use efforts to
encourage additional cigar manufac-
tories in the city. This committee will
also go before the Alliance convention
which meets in Minneapolis early in
January and urge the farmers to buy
union label cigars.

The painters and decorators union
held a short session last night, hut
transacted no business of importance.
The painters are in.good humor over
the prospect of abundant work and an-
ticipate no trouble with the bosses over
the nine-hour question the coming sea-
son. If the point is not conceded the
co-operative shop will furnish work to
union painters and the union will be
backed up by the international brother-
hood. «

The Patriot Organizing the
IrishNational Federation ]2

inThis Country. *^j

Dr. J. F. Fox, a member of the British
parliament from Kings county, Ireland,
and one of the leaders of the National
party for the last six years of the home
rule struggle, arrived in the city yester-
day morning, "and is now at the Ryan.
Dr. Fox is a large, handsome man, with
a lull,black beard and expansive brow.
He is a man of fine presence and great
education. He was born inIreland. and
received his education there, taking the
degrees of M. A. and M.D. in Dublin,
and becoming a Fellow ofithe. Royal
College of Physicians and Surgeons.
After gaining experience in some
of the leading hospitals of
of London, he settled* in New
York and began the practice of medi-
cine. He continued this for six years,
during which time he took an active
part in behalf of the cause of Irish free-
dom on this side of the water, and in
1885 he was invited to go over to Ireland
and represent the Irish-Americans iv
parliament. He accepted the invitation
and was elected to represent Kings
county in the house of commons. Since
his election he has been almost con-
stantly on the stump in various parts of
the United Kingdom, and has won a
leading place in the councils ot the
party. He left Ireland Oct. 1. and has
since been visiting the principal Amer-
ican cities in the interests of the Irish
National Federation, the organization
which was started in New York in-
March last, the objects of which are to
give moral and material help to the
home ru'te cause.

"The president of the. federation,"
said Dr. Fox; "is Dr. Thomas Addis
Emmett, of New York,one of the best
known physicians in the country and a
grand

Nephew or Robert "Rminett.
"Eugene Kelly, the hanker, of New

York, holds the office of treasurer. The
organization has a vice president in
each state, and these, with the presi-
dent, constitute the governing body.
There is also a board of sixteen trus-
tees, who have charge of the funds.
These gentlemen are scattered alt over
the United States, and are. as a rule,
men of wealth.

The matter of
leasing the old reform school building
was brought up, but it was found im-
practicable, as the repairs would cost
too much, and besides the board has no
money that can legally be u^ed for this
purpose. After a short discussion it
was decided to instruct the architect to
draw up plans lor an extension to the
Fergus Falls asylum large enough to
accommodate 503 patients. The "plans
are to bo prepared and submitted tothe
board in time for itto advertise for
bids at the February meeting, so that
the contract may be let in March, and
the wing is to be ready for occupancy
early next fall. The St. Peter asylum
now has 100 patients more than there
are accommodations for, and the
Rochester asylum is overcrowded to the
extent of 150. The Fergus Falls asy-
lum has all that can be cared for at
present, but the new wing will In-
ready to accommodate 150 additional
patients inFebruary.

In the afternoon the board met at the
;Merchants aud confirmed the action'
taken at the morning session."
