POULTRY POINTS.

Gathered for ithe Readers of the
St. Louis Republic.

Grit is good for pouitry.

Lazy hens generally take on fat.

Kerosene is a good cure for scabby
legs in fowls.

Master the details in management if
You expect sucess.

The poultry house should be snug
and tight now.

Now is a goed time to buy fowls cheap
for spring breeding. E

With poultry. as with other stock,
nothing ecan be accomplished without
work.

All the best breeds have been built up
by caretul selection and breeding.

Full-grown fowls will fatten on what
is necessary to keep the younger fowls
growing.

Ground oats and bran can be used to
zood advantage in making up a ration.
Make the hens scratch for at least part
of what they get; they will be the
healthier. Vegetables cooked in some
form can always be used in making a
change of diet. The breeding stoek for
next year can be mated up now; cull
out all except the very best. Breed up
instead of down. Kerosene is one of
thie best materials to apply in the roosts
to clear them of lice; applyit liberally
with a brush.

Near a good market duckslcan often
be made more profitable than chickens,
especially when an incubator is used in
hatching.

A Dbreed “that may be best in one lo-
cality will not always prove best in an-
other. Seleet according to locality as
well as purpose.

Coal ashes are good to scatter under
the roosts. The objection to wood
ashes 1s that they are too caustic, often
injuring the feet.

In nearly all cases a combination of
early chickens for market with eggs in
season will pay better than either one
alone.

While ducks will usually begin to lay
early in the season, it is not best to have
them hatch wntil spring. They do not
thrive in cold, camp weather.

On the farm, under average condi-
tions, it does not cost any more to raise
a pound of turkey than it does to raise a
pound of pork, and the turkey brings
the best price.

Unless they are provided with quar-
ters something better than the average,
it is a positive cruelty to pick either
ducks or geese during the winter. ¢

Pasting two or three thicknessesof
paper over the eracks on the inside will
add considerably to the warmth of the
poultry house. It is cheap and effect-
ive.

‘While meat seraps are good for poul-
try, especially the laying hens, better
results can beé gbtained by cooklﬁem
thoroughly and thev chopping up
fine before feeding.

He
is apt to be wrong there. He
can afford to charge a fair
price and give new chimneys
for all that break in use.
