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DUBLIN DYNAMITERS.

The Irish Capital Excited by
an Explosion at *‘the
Castle.”

Nobody Hurt, Little Damage
Done, and Gas May Be
the Cause.

Elundering Police Magnify
the Affair and Spread
Terror.

Travelers Under Grave Sus-
picion of Being Bombs in
Disguise.

DureLin,Dec.31.—A decided sensation
was caused in this city today by a re-
port that the “*physical force” party h:\.d
resumed operations here, and that their
first attempt had been made against
Dublin Castle, the official residence of
the Earl of Zetland, viceroy of Ireland.
1t transpires thata nuvmber of morkmen
have been emplpyed in making alter-
ations lately in and about the castle.
One of the places which was being
overhauled was the oftice directly under
the rcom in which the privy council
bolds its meetings. The workmen were
being hurried in their labors, so that all
the changes proposed might be com-
pleted in time for the opening of the
“*(astle season.”

Whether or not it was the object of
those who caused the explosion to origi-
nate a scare that would put-a damper
on the viece regal festivities® is not
known. The fact remains, however,
that while the workmen were pursuing
their occupation there was suddenly a
tremendous report in - the office above
referred to, which shodk thé building
and caused every one Lo

Turn Pale With Fright.

Fortunately no one was hurt, but the
force of the explosion was so great that
several of the windows of tbe castle
were badly shattered. The police were
immediately notified of the cceurrence,
and began a close and searching investi-

gation. ‘The mystery would be readily
cleared up were it not for the
obstinate  manner in  which the

police refuse to give any explanations

on the subject. Theydeclare that striet
erders have been issued from the high-
est guarters to refuse all information as
to the cause of the explosion, until the
oflicial report has been drawn up, sub-

mitted
upon.
This means that only the eastle’s
version of the affair is to go to the pub-
lic. Naturally, under these eclrcum-
stances the wild rumors circulated im-
mediately after the explosion to the ef-
fect that it had bLeen caused by dyna-
mite, and that the Fenian organization
was at the bottow of it cannot be demed.
One officer declared that the explosion
was caused by dynamite, and that the
police in their investigation have not
found anything which Uears outthe
theory that it was a simple gas explo-
sion. This statement seemsto settle
the matter definitely. -1t is asserted
that the explosion was of far greater
lmportance than at first supposed,
‘Two Floors Shattered.

The floors and ceilings of the two en-
tire floors have been blown to pieces,

to headquarters and passed

and some of the heavy beams of the
building have been torn from their
places and are now in small pieces.

Several almost miraculous esecapes from
death are recorded upon the part of the

clerks and others emploved about the
buildings, and much consternation pre-
vails throughout the city.

Rumor has it that the explosion was a

dehiberately planned plot to blow up
the Irish privy council, which was to
have met this evening inregular session
in the rooms immediately above the one

which is now a shell of splintered woot,
laths and mortar. The story is strength-
ened by the additional rumor that the

explosion was premature and that only
a portion of the explosives had been
conveyed to the cellar wheén the actual
explosion took place.

It is said also that the disaster was
only one of aseries planned to take place
tonight ata given signal, and thata
number of publie buildingswere to have
been blown un. This report is not be-
lieved by the cooler portion of the pop-
ulation, but tonight all alarmist reports
spread with startling swiftness.

ALARMIST RUMORS.

Revival of Fenianism Alleged to
Be at Hand.

Dueriy, Dec. 31.—Sir Charles Cam-
eron, government inspector of explo-
sives, has carefully inspected the de-
bris and declares, offizially, that there
is no room to doubt that gunpowder or
guncotton were the explosives used in
shattering the finance oftice. This an-
nouncement tends to give strength to
the alarmist rumors already circulated,
and to increase the number of wilg
stories told in counection with the at-
fair. .

If only a portion of them are founded
on trath, Dublin is to be shaken by
more than one such disaster, and the
terrorism of the days of the old Fenian
brotherhood, when Loudon may be said
to Lave trembled in her shoes, are to be
revived on a much larger scale, Itis
said, among other things. that the old
physical force has determined to show
the British government that it is still
alive, and to back up both the members
of the Liberal party and of the Conserv-
tive party, who are_planning home rule
measures in Ireland, with evidence of
the fact that Ireland will no longer rest
content under the present state of
aflairs. .

Of course, only the wildly enthusiastic
of the admirers of the advanee portion
of the Irish parly put any faith in these
reports. Nobody knows better than the
level-headed Irishmen that dynamite
explosions tend to postpone the grant-
ing of a home rule measure to Ireland,
Instead of advancing the interests of
such a policy. d

EXCITING IDLE FEARS.

Blundering Police Preparations
Have This Result,

DusriN, Dec. 31.—Chief of the Fi-
nanee Office Cullinan, who had been
summoned two minutes before the ex-
plosion oceurred to a consultation with
the under secretary for Ireland, Lieut,
Col. Sir J. West Ridgeway, C. B., is of
the opinion that the disaster may
have resulted from an attempt made
upon his life. The police are not in-
clined to believe this, and yetseem to
have no theory of their own to work
upon.

The lord lieutenant, the Earl of Zet-
land, was presiding ata fete, given at
the vice regal lodge to a number of
children belonging to the different char-
itable organizations of Dublin whey; tne
fiuauce ofiice was shattered py fhe ex-

revolver,

plosion. When informed of what had
taken place he was much shocked.

1n consequence of the explosion all
the public buildings are guarded by
extra watchmen and by extra police to-
right. A feeling of uneasiness and
alarin prevails in all quarters. Nobody
seems to be satisfied that the explosion
of today is mexely the work of a erank,
or of some isolated members of the
Fenian brotherheod.

The entire detective force of this city
is ferreting about "Dublin and its sub-
urbs, and, aceording to report, the force
of Scotland Yard detectives who did
duty in this country at the time of the
Loudon dynamite scare has been sent
for. Secret instructionshave been tele-
graphed all over the country, and es-
pecially to the seaports. All the rail-
road stations are carefully watched, and
the gtroops are held in readiness to turn
out at the first signal of further trouble.

These preparations have caused the
citizens of Dublin to retire to rest with
the expectation of hearing of additional
occurrences before morning, but it is
likely that these are only the ordinary
precautions which the auttorities would
take under the circumstances.

VERY SMALL DAMAGE.

Cool Search May Show Gas to Be
the Cause.

DusrLiN, Dee. 31.—Evening- -The ecas-
tle officials state that after the first feel-
ing of alarm had passed away the con-
sequences of the explosion were found
to be less serious than they had feaved.
An expenditure of a few pounds, they
say, will repair the damage. ‘I'he privy
council met as usual after the explosion,
Chief of Police Mallon says that the
force of the explosion was exerted
chiefly in an outward direction, and
that it was possibly an explosion of gas.

All recent arrivals trom England are
being watched, however, and travelers
from the United States have again fallen
under the ban of police suspicion.
Should the explosion turn out to be the
work of the Fenian brotherhood,it is be-
heved that it will do wmost serious injury
to the home rule prospeets, which have
recently seemed so bright.

It is hoped that the police investiga-
tion will show that the disaster was
caused by some crank suffering from an
imaginary grievance. But people reeall
the London dynamite explosions, and
the worst is feared. People had-begun
to look upon the **physical torce” party
as a party of the past, and it was hoped
that dynamite would never again be
employved in Irish polities.

Since the time the explosion was ex-
plained to the authorities here there has
been an almost constant exchange of
telegraphic messages with London, and
it is reported that the police of this city
have obained an important clue to the
mystery.

A LUXURIOUS MAHDL

Extension of Power Shunted for
the Harem.

CAro. Dec. 3l.—Father Ohrwalder,
who recently escaped from Omdurman,
is strongly in favor of reconquering the
Soudan. In an interview today he de-
clared that Mahdlsm has been expiring
ever since the death of the so-called
mahdi, the latter’s followers realizing
that lle was not the trué mahdi, and
that kis successor, Mahdi Khalifa, pre-
tended to be a believer because he
had been nominated to power. Mahdi
Khalifa, who is now forty-three years
old, is losing his energy. He leads a
luxurious life, possessing a haremn with
150 inmates. He has abandoned all de-
signs to extend his power northward.
Ohrwalder attributes the failure of the
mahdi’s operations beyond Dongola
solely to the presence of the British in
Egypt. The mahdi means to attack the
Italians at Bishaw, flrst organizing an
exlpedition of 4,000 troops to take Kas-
sala.

DIED OF LA GRIPPE.

A Nephew of Queen Victoria Falls
a Victim.

Loxpox, Dee. 31. — Prince Victor
Ferdinand Hohenlohe, nephew of the
queen of England, died today. He had
been suffering for sometime past from
a cancer, but the immediate cause of
death was influenza. Hohenlohe was
born Nov. 11, 1£82, and was a retired
admiral in the royal navy and governor
of Windsor castle. Prince Hohenlohe’s
mother was the half sister of Queen
Viectoria, the Duchess of Kent. His
father was Emich Charles, Prince of

Leiningen, first husband of the Duchess
of Kent.

PAris, Dee. 81.—The chamber of ep-

A MALICIOUS RUMOR.

Unfounded Report of Pope Leo’s
Assassination,

MONTREAL, Dec. 31.—There was agi-
tation in Catholic circles here tonight
over a report that Pope Leo XI1I. had
been assassinated. The rumor was
traced to the house of the Jesuits,
and Father Drummond was appealed
to. He admitted having heard it from
an old and intimate friend, who would
have no motive for deception. Tele-
graph and newspaper offices were be-
sieged by anxious inquiries, and appar-
ent creait for the rumors was received
in two or three quarters. It is not
known how the report originated.
Drummond has since received an official
denial of the report.

FAVORABLE TO CHIL.

Chilian Minister Matta’s Ac-
count of the Valparaiso
Killing.

Only Two North Amsricans
Accused the Police of
Brutality.

Minister Montt Anxious to
Gain Time for Peaceful
Settlement.

Reports of Murder of Gen.
Garcia Unconfirmed and
Denied.

W AsHINGTON, Dec. 31.—Senor Montt,
In an interview with Secretary Blaine
today, laid before the secretary the fol-
lowing translation of a telegram from
Mr. Matta, the minister of foreign
affairs, bearing on the inquiries between
the Chilians and the sailors from the
United States vessel Baltimore:

Santiago, Dec. 31, 1801.—To the Minister of
Chili, Washington—Dear Sir: From the
summary of proceedings it appears that the
struggle commenced between two sailors in
a tavern at the Ward Arrain: that it was con-
tinued in the street with the accession of
numbers of inhabitants and transient par-
ties from the streets called Del Clave, San
Francisco and Alamos. The disorder con-
tinued and extended to the streets Del Ar-
s2nal and San Martin, where the police force
succeeded in restoring order.

All the North Americans except two state
that the police did their auty, and from the
voluminous proceedings it appears that the
court has done its duty. Whenever the pros-
ecuting attorney renders his opinion and the
time for producing evidence shall have ex-
rlrcd sentence will Le given, and the estab-
ishing of how many are the guilty parties
may only be presumed at present. Whoever
they may be, they will be punished: The
lezal proceedings are being actively carried
torward to their proper termination.

MATTA,
Favorable to Chill.

The minister, when asked for an opin-
ion respecting the statements made in
the telegram, called special attention to
the statement that all the North Amer-
ican excepting two bhad said that the
police did their duty. He regards this
as favorable to the Chilian s’de of the
controversy. It is noted i atthe Chil-
ian minister of foreign affairs promises
that when the due process of law ac-
cording to Chilian jurisprudence be ob-
served, those found guilty will be pun-
ished, and says that these judicial pro-
ceedings are being carvried forward act-
ively.

This, in connection with the state-
ment that the police did their dnty, is
significant in showing that the Chilian
government does not wish that the
action of individuals belonging in Chili
shall be confounded with the actions of
those connected with the government
and having official station. These law-
less acts on the part of individuals,

as - the dispatch says, are being
inguired into under the judicial
proceedings of Chili, which are

conducted secretly and it is said with
the cumbersomeness attaching to all
courts deriving their aathority and
precedents from Spain.

This government has never asserted a
right to interfere with the ordinary
judicial ethods of other nations. It
15, however. watchful to see that
customary judicial methods are fol-
lowed, regarding, of course, the extra-
ordinary character of the offense, and is
meantime making provision for the ai-
ways possible occurrence of some un-
toward event, such as undue delay or
a final response not consistent with the
dignity of the Unitea States,

WAS GARCIA KILLED ?

Rumors of Murder and Desertion
Unconfirmed.

WasmiNgTON, Dec. 31.—No confirma-
tion of the reported assassination of
Gen. Garecia, the commander of the
Mexican forces operating azainst Garza,
the revolutionist, have been received at
either the state or.war departments or

by Senor Romero, the Mexican
minister. Senor Romero had a
lengthy  conference with Secre-

tary Blaine today on the matter. He
says he places little credence 1n the re-
port that Garcia was killed by his own
men, or that they have joined the forces
of the vevolutionists, Ex-Congressman
Hare, of Texas, was asked if the Garza
emuete would amount to anything., He
replied: *It will amout to nothing, un-
less to the premature ending of Col.
Garza by means of a hempen necktie.
The movement is only a border foray,
with nothing back of it worthy so digni-
fied a name as a revolution. There have
been very hard times on the Mexican
side of the Rio Grande for many months,
occasioned by an almost total failure of
the crops, and this condition has stirred
up the discontented element. The re-
bellion ecannot last long. President
Diazis aman of blood and iron and
prompt to quell such outbreaks, It
won’t take him long to put a quietus on
Garza and his gang.”

The officials at the war department
are watching the situation on the Rio
Grande with deep concern, but are
without news from Gen. Stanley this
morning. They.are apprehensive that
Capt. Bourke’s force may be very much
outnumbered by the revolutionists, but
they feel confident that the officer will
conduet himself with all necessary pru-
dence, and that he will soon be rein-
foreed.

City oF MExIco, Dec. 31.—Gen. Es-
cudero, assistant secretary of war, said
last night the report that the govern-
ment was moving troops from interior
garrisons to the frontier was true. 1n
reference to the whereabouts of Garza
the general said he was crossing and re-
crossing the frontier. which made it an
impossibility to- capture him and his
band with the present troops in the
field, but with the soldiers that are now
being moved to the border he expects
that if Garza crosses into Mexico again
he will be captured. It is now estimated
that there are fully 3,000 soldiers guard-
ing the long frontier from Laredo to
Matamoras- The extra troops are be-
ilyz sent to further protect it from Garza

SAN ANTONIO, Tex., Dec. 31.—The
anxiety at military headquarters here
today over the situation with regard to
the United States troops was very
great. There was no official dis-
patch of any Kkind received from
the seat of war. The telegraph wires
between Fort Ringgold and Browns-
ville are still down,;and itis impossible

Kentucky’s Chief Executive Has
Some Ideas.

LovuisviLLg, Ky., Dec. 81.—In his
message to the legislature today Gov,
Brown points out the probability of a
“defieit of nearly £500,000 at the close of
the fiscal year and indicates that it will
be met by using «he $600,000 of -war tax
to be returned to the state by the fed-
eral covernment. This money belongs
to the public schools by enactment
of last winter and a bond for
it will be issued in favor of the schools.

SOPER’'S SHORTCOMINGS.

No Evidence for a Successfal
Prosecution.

ILANSING, Mich., Dec. 31.—The com-
mittee appointed to investigate the con-
duct of ex-Secretary of State Soper
made an exhaustive report this morn-
ing, finding that Soper had distributed
contrary to law 942 volumes, costing the
state §1,613. He made purchases of
folding beds. springs, mattresses, rugs,
towels, blankets, typewriters and desks
to the amount of §921, all of which is
declared unnecessary and extravagant.
There is practically no evidence show-
ing that he has profit:d personally by
these purchases or received any money
for distributing the books.

Soper bought 61,199 pounds of paper
at a cost to the state of £3,112.89, which
will not be used uptil after the legisia-
ture of 1893 meets. He took §200 for
expenses of a trip to the upper Penin-
sula as a member of the state board of
equahization, while other members drew
but $88.30. He charged and was WIong-
tully allowed per diem compensation
while upon business of the state. The
demand upon Deputy Rowley for €500
was in fact made, but no examinatiou is
made as to whether it was the result of
agreement or not. It is said there is
nothing in the result of the investiga-
tion upon which to base a probable suc-
cessful eriminal prosecution.

THE EMPIRE CITY.

Figures of General Interest From
Keports.

NEW YoRK, Dec. 31.—With the close
of the old year the various departments
of the city government rendered their
reperts. The net funded debt of the
city, up to Dec. 33, 1890, was $97,857,230.
Today the net debt is $97,521,003.93; a
decrease of $336,226.09. The general
tax rates for the closing year was 1,90
per cent, the lowest sinee 1860.

The health board handed in a report
with the following statistics: The es-
timated population is 1,680,716, against
1,631,232 in 1800, The police census in
1800 was 1,710,715, ‘There were 834
deaths due to the grip during the clos-
ing year, against 314 in 1890. In the
supreme court 4,555 persons deelared
their intention of becoming citizens and
9,068 persons were naturalized.

FIVE ACREsS OF FLAMES.

An Immense Barrel Works Is Re-
duced to Ashes.

BAYONNE, N. J., Dec. 31.—The great
barrel works of the Standard Oil com-
pany at Constable Hook® are burned
down, The fire started at 9:30 last
night. The night watchman said it
seemed to spring up in all directions.
The building was filled with barrels,
both completed and unfinished, there
belng hulidreds of  thousaudsof thery.
_There were also great stacks of cut lum-

“ber ready to Le converted into barrels.”

" It is estimated that there were between
one and two million barrel heads in the
building, aad from ten to fifteen million
barrel staves. The structure was about
360 feet long, 200 feet wide and three
stories high. When the firemen, the
police and the crowd reached the scene
the structure seemed wrapped in flames.

A dozen streams were immediately
directed upon it, but the contents
burned like tinder, and the buildiug
went, too. Over 500 men, including the
police and firemen, were fighting the
flames, but they soon found out that
they could not control them. The
building stood in an inclosure of about
six acres, and great stacks of lumnber
were piled about. These caught fire
and burned fiercely, -and soon there
were five acres of flame lighting up the
surrounding country. Next to the bar-
rel factory were, the chemical works,
aid all efforts were directed toward say-
ing them. After a long and hard fight,
during which the firemen worked in
constant peril of their lives, as a single
spark falling among the chemiecals
would have been enough to have caused
an explosion whicih would have blown
them all into eternity, their efforts were
successtul, and the chemical works
were saved. 7

The machineryvin the burned building
was most complete. There was a fine
Corliss eugine worth §50,000, and forty-
eight other pieces of machinery, some
of them having been putinin Septem-
ber rast. This was very valuable, £150.-
000 being hardly sufficient to pay for it.
The loss is stated at £500,000. The com-
pany carries its own iusurance,
