2,
has the following: There seems to be
nothing here at the present to indicate
the necessity of having a large Awmeri-
can squadron in Chilian waters: Owing
to the pressure which was brought to
bear by the United States government
the Chilian authorities are making a
more serious investigation of the attack
on the Baltimore’s sailers on Oct. 16
last. This investigation is still in prog-
ress before the judge of the court of

Corroborative Evidence.

The result of those experiments were
{aid before the court yeste.day, and the
appearance of the cloth which had been
fired at with a rifle corresponded ex-
actly with the appearance of Johnson’s
clothing. DBoth Dr. White and Dr.
Stitt, of the Baltimore, have deseribed
before the court the character of the
wounds received by the men and have
shown that a number of the wounds
were made by tiie bayonets carried by
the police, and the testimony of the
men themselves shows that the police
did use that weapon en them.

There has been nething of special im-
portance at Santiago for several weeks
past. Affairs at the Ameriean legation
are practically in the same condition as
they have been since the eclose ot the
war in August last. The Chilian gov-
ernment has given no intimation that it
intends to release thie refugees or grant
them safe conduct.

Aun incident occurred a few days ago
which shows with what zeal the retu-
gees are being watched. One of the
men, who had been living in an asylum
at the American legation for several
months, left-there last week and went
to his home, which is only two doors
from the legation. The spies around
the legation discovered this, and, while
they made no immediate attempt to ar-
rest him, they

to prevent his escape. A few evenings
ago he received a triendly call from a
member ot the chamber of deputies who
is a supporter of the present govern-
ment. As the deputy was leaving the
house he was arrested by a spy in front
of the door. The man informed him
that he was a spy, and that he had
orders to make the arrest. All the
members of congress in Chili are ex-
empt from arrest, and the deputy im-
mediately retaliated by arresting the
spY.

A half dozen other spies came to his
assistance and quite a disturbance arose,

but the deputy established his identity, i

and gave his prisoner in charge of a
policeman, who took him to the station,
after which the disposition that was
wade of him is not known. A few hours
later the man who had left his asylum
at the legation requested Minister Egan
to escort him back. But Minister Egan
notified him that he had left the lega-
tion voluntarily and he was unable to
escort him back to it, as tle right of
asylumn did not extend that far.

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DYING IN THESTREETS

Deadly Epidemic Raging in
the Brazilian Seaport of
Santos.

Yellow Fever and Small-Pox
Quickly Killing Many
* Vietims.

A Vital Electoral Contest is
Engaging the Attention
of England.

The Dublin Explosion Still a
Mystery to the Alert
Officials.

Loxpox. Jan. 1.—Lord Salisbury re-
ceived today a speeial ecable dispatch
from her majesty’s consul at Santos.
confirming the recent alarming reports
in regard to the terrible state of affairs
there gtowing ont of the ravages of
combined yellow fever and small-pox.
Eighteen captains of merchant vessels
have died, either from the black vomit
or small-pox within two months.

On some vessels the entire ship’s com-
pany, officers and crew, have perished
from these awful maladies. Seven sail-
ors died in the streets, so quickly fatal
has been the shafts of disease.
timated that at least two-thirds of the
persons attacked have died. The great
majority of the vietims are emigrants
and sailors. The consul writes thata
much greater mortality than now ex-
ists is looked for during the hot months
of January aud February.

A VITAL ELECTION.

Lord Hartington’s Seat Will Be
Bitterly Fought For.

Loxpox, Jan. 1.—No bye-election dar-
ing the existence of the present govern-
ment has approached in interest and
vital importance the coming contest for
the Rossendale seat, vacated by Lord
Hartington. Both parties, fully alive
to the faet that the loss of this
seat will be accepted throughont
the country as an almost decisive
test of the fate of the ministry in the
coming elections, will strain their re-
sources 1n money and loeal influence
and bealert in the use of every known
electioneering art in order to compass a
triumph.

Lord Harrington held the seat parily
in family interest, partly on account of
personal popularity and partly as a
unionist. The vote will decide whether
the electorate, which is fairly repre-
sentative of the whole of Lancashire,
is on purely political grounds Gladston-
ian or dissident. "The dissidents will
throw their fuil strength into the con-
test. Sir Thomas Brooke, the dissident
candidate, is Lord Hartington’s own
choice. The Gladstonian candidate, Mr.
Melden, is a young and fluent speaker,
almost an orator, with strong family
connections in the district.

Victor Cavendish, who will sueceed
to the dukedom of Devonshire if Lord
Hartington does not marry, and who
was recently elected without opposition
to the West Derby seat, vacated by the
death of his father, Lord Edward Cav-
endish, was the first nominee for the
Rosendale seat, but his youth and the
danger of risking his present seat led to
the withdrawal of his name. The re-
port that the new duke will now marry
the dowager duchess of Manchester is
discredited in his own circle. Intimate
triends hold that the duke will never
marry.

DYNAMITE NOT IN IT.

British Inspectors Undecided on
the Castle Blow-Up.

LoxpoN, Jan. 1.—The exvlosion at
Dublin castle yesterday has led to a re-
vival of reports that Fenianism is again
in active force. An American emissary
is said to be reorganizing the country
circles and centers. The McCarthyites
have aitributed the regrowth of secret
societies to the prompting of the Par-
neliites, but no prominent Parnellite 18
known to be associated in the move-
ment.

Regarding the cause of the explosion,
there is no official decision. Mr. Can-
dell, the mspector of explosives, and
Sir Charles Cameron re-examined the
place of the explosion today, but failed
to discover anything upon which to
base a definite opinion. The workmen
who were repairing the rooms are sus-
pected because they were refused a
holiday yesterday. ‘The balance of offi-
cial opinion remains entirely against
the theory of a serious plot. The sus-
pected workmen will be examined to-
MOLrow.

RUSSIAN SCANDALS.

Infl uential Rascals Certain to Be
Exculpated.

St. PETERSBURG, Jan. 1.—The muniec-
ipal scandal arising out of the recent
purchase of adulterated flour for the
purpose of regulating the price of
wheat in the St. Petersburg market
and affording relief to famine
sufferers has  been the subject
of a stormy debate in the
municipal council. Many members de-
manded the resignation and the prose-
cution of the mayor and the purchasing
committee. Ultimately, in spite of the
strenuous opposition of the majority,
who declared that it was a half measure
irtended to facilitate the escape of the
culprits, the council decided 10 appoint
a committee cof revision. The news-
papers denounce this'decision and urge
that a judicial inquiry be instituted.

PEACE AND GOOD WILL.

President Carnet States France
Desires These.

Paris, Jan.1.—M. Farrara, the papal
nuneio here, on behalf of the diplomats,
made a felicitous speech at President
Carnot’s New Year’s reception to-
day. The president responded to
the New Year’'s greeting of the
pope’s representative, and thanked all
the distinguished callers for the com-
pliment of their visit. He hoped the
year of 1892 would be a year of peace,
and said that in’its period France wounld
devote full efforts in aid of economie in-
terests and social progress. President
Carnot requested the diplomats to re-
assure their governments that the pol-
icy of France was that of peace and in-
ernational concord.

Guatemalan Elections.

GUATEMALA,Jan.1.—The presidential
elections are taking place today. It is ex-
pected that they will pass off quietly.
President Barillas has requested that a
denial be made of the reports that he is
trying to incite a rebellion in San Sal-
vador and that he intends to deelare
himself dictator of Guatemala.

PAris, Jan. 1.—The Bishop of St.
Brienne today received New Year’s
greetings from the municipal council,
with which he has for a long time
had strained relations. Cordially shak-
ing hands with the mayor, the bishop
said: *“For some time past the ques-
tion of the separation of church and
state has been in the air, but I favor
union.” His remarks were considercd
important, as an indieation of a change
of attitude on the part of the Catholic
bishops.

AFRICAN WITCHCORAFT,

Stecklemann Saw Some Strange

Sights in the Dark Continent.
Chicago News.

Carle Stecklemann, the young in-
dianian, is in Africa on his third trip.
In a recent letter Mr. Stecklemann gives
some facts about witeheraft among the
natives that will prove a revelation in
America. He says:

“*The natives firmly believe in witeh-
ery, and are much excitea because the
white men will not allow innocents to
be murdered. They elaim that, now
witches are protected by the powerful
white man, everybody will soon be
killed by witchery.
tain that this kind of religious execu-
tions will to some extent cease now, at
least in the immediate neighborhood of
a European station.

“*About three weeks ago, one evenipz
between 9 and 10 o’clock, I was in-
formed that a woman of a near-by vil-
lage had been accused of having caunsed,
by witchery, the dearh of a recently de-
ceased neighbor. ‘I'he woman was poor
and oid. Therefore public sentiment
was all against her, and a conviction
certain, I called upon the French cus-
tom house officers, and, with him and
one of my assistants, was soon on the
way to the village. On our arrival we
found the customary dances had ceased:
dead silence reigned in the village.
Overcome by the excitement and fa-
tigue of the fetich dances, everybody
was sound asleep save the poor victim,
who, by a clever medicine man, had
been doomed to die on the following
morning. We found her securely fast-
tened to the middle pillar of the ‘M uar-
sa,” or palace house,fastened in a kneel-
ing postore in such a way that no
limb nor the body could be moved. She
was surrounded by about thirty to forty
men, strangers in the village, who were
aroused trom their sleep by the loud
cries of the poor woman, who alone had
poticed us coming and no doubt in her
fricht over the sudden appearance of
the ghastly faces (the average African
trader looks more dead than alive)
thought the devil himself had come to
feteh her.

*‘Having carefully inquired, I found
the ringleaders and fetich doctors were
known to me: so, aided by lantern heht,
we caught one before he had fime to es-
cape to the bush with the others. We
found him to be an old chief froma dis-
tant country who had eome as prose-
cutor, this woman having been
accused of baving witched one of
his family. The village chief him-
self was found in his hut and soon
overpowered. The fright over the sua-
den appearance of white men was_so
great that no one even offered resist-
ance. Without even the stroke ofa
whip we had secured the desired chiefs
and would-be murderers. All the oth-
ers fled. After a thorough search of the
village for arms and other articles of
value to the natives, wherewith we
hoped to entice some of the Porte to
give evidence, we arrived vear midnight
with the two prisoners, the supposed
witch, ten loaded flintlock guns and
numerous idols, ete. The fetich doetor:

was absent from the village at the time,,

and fled atterwards, on  hear-
ing what occurred. to the woods,
but was captured later on by .our

men. The two chiefs and feticheur are
kept in chains at the Porte as a warning
to others. The poor womau, whose own
sons are said to have been participants
of the fetich rites, was sent to the mis-
sion in Loando, for in her native coun-
try her life is not safe. g i

“White women are often sacrificed as

witches where there is no restraint, and’

while their tortures are severe, they
rarely commit suicide. Suicide is not
much known among the natives of these
parts of Africa. While one hears oe-
casionally that a man committed .the
rash deed, 1t is unknown that ever a
woman killed herself intentionally.”

That dif-
ficult art has been developed best in the
fine Freneh fans that are for sale at
prices ranging from $50 to $500 a piece.
In a folded fan the edges of all the
sticks should be parallel and even, the
shoulders should be of equai height,
and the silken body should be snugly
and evenly disposed within the inclos-
Ing sides. A French fanmaker, unique
among his fellows, having mastered
the whole art of fanmaking, eame
to this country not many years ago
and was employed by a famous firm to
make fans. He took charge of a factory
and was told to go ahead. He was sup-
plied with skilled workmen, and not
uncomfortably limited as to expend-
iture. TFor a few years the faclory
turned out excellent fans. Even che
folding was well done. Then the head
workman died, and it was feared that
with him had almost perished the art of
fan folding in this country, but he left
his secret behind him. 1t was a very
simple secret, the tools bemg primitive
enough and the process apparently not
difficult, but as the whole art lies in the
delicate manipulation that comes of
long practice, his plaze has never reaily
been filled by those to whom he impart-
ed his seeret.

Fan painting of the finer kind is al-
most as little practiced in this country
as fan folding, according to the New
York Sun. - The same firm that em-
ployed the French workman sought
high and low in New York for a fan
painter until a young woman with un-
doubted artistic genius was found. She
had just sold a painting for a large
sum and was asked to paint three fans.
No limitations in regard to subjeet,
time or place were fixed. 1n the course
of time the work was done, but it never
saw the light, Her genius was not for
fan painting. .

Most of the finer fans sold here are
made in Paris and in three or four
suburban villages near by. No fan-
maker knows the whole art. All the
workers in one village make sticks;
those in another fold; those in a third
supply the bows that hold the sticks to-
gether. The making of the upper sticks
1s a trade by itself. After all the parts
have been made they are sentto the
great factories in Paris to Dbe put to-
gether. A fan maker begins his ap-
prenticeship in childhood. The tools
are few and simple. Most of the carv-
ing and filigree work ismade with chisel
or scroll saw. The pattern, traced on
paper, is pasted on the piece of bone or
ivory or wood from which the fan stick
is to be made and the filigree is rapidly
cut with a saw. Tortoise shell sticks
are made by special workers in shells.
‘That 1s a difficult, delicate and well paid
art. A few skillful shellworkers arein
New York ana they are among the best
pald artisans.

The costly part of fine fans is the
painting. Nc wonder the American
young woman failed in her untutored
attempt at the delicate art. Only a few
very clover artists in Paris have attained
reputation as fan painters, and many
a great master in oils would not dare
risk his name in such work. Detaille
has painted a few fans with his charac-
terisuc military figures, and one of the
tans was sold in New York for a great
sum. But Detaille seldom essays such
work. Le Loire painted a fan that was
sold in New York for £6,0600. Madeleine
Lemaire occasionally paints a fan, but
it is seidom used except for wall
decoration. Her: prices for such work
are from £3,000 to $5,000.

‘There is a host of comparatively un-
known artists whose work, excellent in
its way, is seen on fans that cost from
$10 to 3150. Some of them sign assumed
names to their work and-all are the hacks
of the Parisian trade. The really famous
fan painters of Europe are Albert,
Chesseviere, Houghton, Eugene Cicerl
and Lassallez. Albert isa painter of
miniatures, and his training shows in
his work on fans. His figures have a
remarkable beauty of finish. Chesse-
viere is strong in costumes. He delights
in depicting gay groups of Parisians.
Houghton’s work is noticeable for deli-
cate finish. Ciceri is almost alone in
painting Alpine scenes. He will cover
the whole face of a fan with a great
Alpine landscape and one easily recog-
nizable by those familiar with the Alps.
Lassallez is peculiarly rich in coloring.
Fans £ainted by these artists are sold
for €125 to $500 each.

MRS.GLADSTONE’S MINCE PIES

The Joy of Mr. Gladstone's Youth
and the Delight ot His Old Age.
St. Louis Republic. :

Mrs. Gladstone is famous for her
mincemeat pies, and the school girls at
Newnham often reveled in those dain-
ties sent direct from Hawarden by Mrs.
Gladstone toher daughter. The follow-
ingisa copy of the recipe from the
original document prepared by Mrs.
Gladstone’s own hand:

*For mince meat a round of beef or a
lean piece of the shoulder is the best.
The suet to be used should ve taken
from the kidney. After the beef has
been Dboiled. it should be chopped with
the suet as finely as possibie. Peel and
core a sufficient number of good cook-
ing apples, to weigh three pounds when
thus prepared for shopping. Mince
these up with the meat and suet.

Then add three pounds of currants, a
pound of seedless raisins and two
pounds of- stoned Malaga raisins, to-
géther with a quarter of gan ounce
each of cloves and cimmmou,‘one pound
of powdered sugar, half an ounce of
mace, half an ounce of grated nutmeg,
a tablespoon of allspice, a liberal tea-
spoonful of salt, three-quarters of a
pound of shredded ecitron, and
French brandy.
Stir  the mincemeat thoroughly
after pouring on the brandy, put it on
the fire and heat it just to the boiling
pvoint. Take it off the fire and pour it
into a well covered earthen jar. Put it
into a cool place,where it will constantly
be as near freezing as possible. Let it
stand for three or four weeks before
using. In order to have your mine2 or
Christmas pies as near perfection as
possible make a rich puff paste, and as
you fill this with the mincemeat add
candied orange in small pieces.”
