Canadian Pacific Inaugurates

a Series on Its Freight
Business.

Ten Classes Specified, With
Particulars Touching the

Exceptions.

A St. Louis Ferry Company
Gets Damages— The B. &

0. AllRight.

Chicago, Jan. The Canadian Pa-
cific railroad put into effect today a
series of differentials on ban Francisco
freight business. From Chicago and
Milwaukee common points these differ-
entials are as follows: First-class,' lT,I.^
cents; second-class, 14 1... ;third-class, 12;

fourth and hfth classes, 10; classes A
and B,8; class C, 7; classes 1) and E, 5.
On all rates of$1.20 or under the differ-
ential is 5cents per 100 pounds.

Kates to San Francisco from points in
Mississippi river territory through
which traffic from any Chicago common
point passes in reaching St. Paul will
not be higher than the differential rate
from Chicago. When a commodity rate
is the same as some regular class rate
the same differential willapply. When
it is not the same the class rate next
below willapply.

THE CONTRACT VAIiID.

A St. Louis Ferry Company Enti-
tled to Damages.

Washington', Jan. 4.—The supreme
court today reversed the decison ot the
court of the United States for the south-
ern district ofIllinois in the case of The
Wiggins Ferry Company, appellants,
vs. The Onio & Mississippi Railway
Company. The predecessor to the Ohio
&Mississippi Railway company (which
was the Ohio & Mississippi Railway
company) made a contract with the
ferry company to give itall of its ferry
business inconsideration for the use by
the railroad company of an island oppo-
site the city ofSt. Louis.

Afterreorganization the railway com-
pany began to divertbusiness to rival
ferry companies. The court holds that
the agreement between the ferry com-
pany and the railroad company consti-
tuted a contract which was binding on
the patter's successor, the Ohio & Mis-
sissippi -Railway company. The court
directs that steps be taken below to es-
tablish damages the ferry compan v is
entitled to for breach of contract.

FREIGHT GOIXGE AST.
Showing of a Week's Shipments

Froni Chicago.
Chicago, Jan. East-bound ship-

ments of freight from Chicago last
week, exclusive of live stock, aggre-
gated 134,(376 tons. During the cor-
responding week last year shipments
only footed up 77,394 tons, so that, by
comparison, marked improvement is
shown over the business of a year ago.
The grain shipments alone amounted to
75,5)60 tons. .

THE BLOCK SYSTEM.

Mr.Depew's Roads Will at Once
AdoptIt.

POTJGHKEEPSIK. N. V., Jan. —
Chauncey M. Depew, president of the
New York Central & Hudson River
railroad, has sent a letter to the rail-
road commissioners showing that in
September last, after consultation with
the third vice president, he directed the
extension of the Sykes system of sig-
nals from Spuyten Duyvil to Yonkers.
In October the executive committee
confirmed the order and authorized a
still further extension to Oscawana,and
inDecember, before the accident oc-
curred, the committee further directed
that the system should be extended
from Peekskill to Poughkeepsie. Mr.
Depew also says in his letter that the
contracts have been let for the work
named, and the company is also taking
bids for equipping the road from Phila-
delphia to Albany, all the work to be
completed as rapidly as possible. A
block system willalso be extended from
Albany to Buffalo, but what kind has
not yet been decided upon.

The B. & O. AllRight.
The statement made iv the Globe

last Thursday to the effect that the B.
&O. road treated the Republican dele-
gation ofMinneapolis ina very shabby
manner on their recent Washington
trip was entirely incorrect. The story
originated in the brain of a reporter
who had some grievance against the
railroad's representative, and took this
opportunity of showing his spleen. The
Glouk regrets very much the publica-
tion of this falsehood.

Cheap Rates to St. Louis.
Chicago, Jan. The Chicago &

Alton company has decided to make a
rate of one fare for the round trip from
allpoints on its line to St. Louis and re-
turn for the People's party convention,
which will open there Feb. 22. The
Alton takes tnis action independently
of the lines in the Western Passenger
association, some of which are opposed
to making so low a rate. Chairman Fin-
ley willauthorize all the roads to meet it.

Freight Blockade Raised.!
Caicago, Jan. 4.— The freight block-

ade on Western roads is now entirely
raised. The Atchison, Chicago, Bur-
lington &Quincy and Rock Island roads
have issued orders to agents to accept
all business offered for Chicago and
points East.

J. M. Allen's New Job.
Chicago, Jan. 4.—J. M. Alien has

been appointed general agent of the
Rock Island road, with headquarters at
Peoria, 111., taking effect Jan. 1.

BARDSLEY'S BONDS.

The Convicted Treasurer's As-
signee Sues for $100,000.

Philadelphia, Jan. 4,--Edward W.
Magill, assignee of John Bardsley, this
morning entered suit In common pleas
court No. 4 against the Keystone Na-
tional bank to recover 1100,000.'. Mr.
Magill says that on Nov. 25. 1890, the
bank received from John Bardsley, as a
loan for the use of the bank, 100 bonds
of the Baltimore Traction company, val-
ued at $1,000 each, the bank . promising
at the same time, in consideration of
the loan, to either return the bonds or
give face value for the same, and that
on Nov. 25, G. W. Marsh gave Bardsley
a receipt for the bonds. Mr Magill

STILLWATER.

News From the Track, the Prison,
the Courts and Elsewhere.

A valuable discovery of a fine grade
oflimestone has been made in C. U.
Cadi's stone quarry, situate within the
city limits. The discovery was acci-
dentally made a few weeks &co. and
further examinations have proven that
there is over 1,000,000 cubic feet of this
stone in the quarry. A sample of the
stone is now being assayed, and a re-
turn is expected some time this week.

Warden Garvin has received a sample
of binding twine from Worcester, Mass.,
which is made from paper. The iwine
is very smooth and nice in appearance,
and it is said can be manufactured
cheaper than hemp or manilla twine.
Anobjection to its use ivbinders, how-
ever, would probably result from the
fact that Itis too stiff to knot well.

and the total of letters and other mail
matter handled was 1,774,174.

The Washington County Farmers' Al-
liance met yesterday at the court house
and elected delegates to attend the Al-
liance state convention, instructing the
delegates to vote for Ignatius Donnelly
for president.

WHEAT SLOW, WEAK.
Chicago Traders Engaged in

Election Hustling- Nearly
AllDay.

Grain Pits Deserted, and in
Consequence Prices Went

Downward.

AllCereals Lacked Strength,
and Some Heavy Losses

Are Noted.

New York Stock Market Is
Still Booming, Strong-

and Active.

Chicago, Jan. 4.—Unusual interest was
manifested iv the annual election of officers
of the board of trade today, and, as a conse-
quence, the tradiug pits were more or less
deserted duringa considerable portion of thesession, and the business transuded was ofa
holiday character which has prevailed for
the past two weeks.

Wheat was slow and weak and lower'
prices were made. Cables were lower; for-
eigners were reported selling in New York,
domestic markets all ruled heavy and de-pressed and the shipments from India last
week were 840.000 bushels against 320,000
bushels for the previous week. An increase.in the visible supply of about, 500,000 bushels
was estimated last week, but as the reports
began to ccma initbecame evident that this
was too low and that it would be double that
amount. Longs were generally disposed to
uulo&d, but there was only a moderate de-
mand and the pressure was sufficient tocause a general decline.

George Ford and Harry Lester were among
the best buyers of the day while nearly every-
body seemed to be selling. Schwartz-Dupee
and some other commission houses withforeign connections had European conti-
nental selling orders for wheat futures heldby them which had been bought in anticipa-
tion of the Russian prohibition of exports.
May opened We lower at 95%c, strengthened
to 94%c. sold off gradually to 94V«c, reacted
and closed easy at 04%c. Corn was dull and
weak. The heavy feeling in wheat, the gen-
eraLapathy in speculation, and the distract-ing influence 01 the pending election were
all weak factors. The receipts were 333 cars,
with29 cars of contract, and the offerings
were free with the demand limited on buyers
hesitating and cautious. January was rela-
tively weaker than the more distant futures,
due, itis, said, to deliveries on contracts. The
tendency of the market throughout the day
was downward and the close was at bottom
figures, with January showing a loss of lc,
while May is only 14c lower.Heavy selling by longs and some hammer
ins: by bears caused a bad break in oats. Thedepressers of the market were aided by the
weakness in theother cereals. the unexpected
heavy receipts and the estimated large re-ceipts for tomorrow. The tendency through-
out the session was downward, its speed be-ingaccelerated as the day progressed. The
close was nearly nt bottom prices and at a
loss of 2\*c for January and lc for May, com-
pared with Saturday's close.
