Pool seilers and book-
makers are always on the alert against
such impositions, but even their watch-
fulness is sometimes thwarted by sharp
practice. One of the most genera! and
successful swindles ever perpetrated in
line oceurred yesterday, and
the St. Paul and Minucapolis
pool rooms were among those victim-
ized.

It was not until the last race was over
that the fraud was discovered. The
Tremont operator then received word
over liis wires from Chicagothat a fraud
had been perpetrated:; at the same time
a correct list of winners was promul-

gated. There was consternation in the
pool room. Frank Shaw had Dbeen
coolly confidenced out of about

£7,000, and the information was received
that the DMinneapolis exchange had
similarly suffered. The whole scheme
was then developed, and in ten minutes
the police were in possession of the
facts. Detectives scoured the city. and
before dark the four gentlemen froin
Dakota were located at the Ryan hotel.
Pool selling is licensed under the laws
of Minnesota. and it was necessary to
show that this quartette had guilty
knowledze of the fraud, but Frank
Shaw tackled the men, made a shrewd
bluff and got his money back, after
which the wmen sneaked for Chicago.
Shaw announces that all bets on the
correct winners will be paid today.

SAFE AT 'FRISCO.
Bookmakers Grew Suspicious at
an Early Stage.

SAX Francisco, Jan. 5.—Heavy bet-
Sing at the pool rooms in Oakland today
on two Eastern races led to dis-
closures that apparently show East-
ern bookmakers have becu vietimized to
the extent of many thousand dollars.
In a race at Guttenberg, Congress, de-
spite the faet that odds were Stol
against the horse, was backed heavily
to win by a couple of sporting men, who
also placed considerable money on Rosa
C, a4to1l shot, in S.. Louis.

A local bookmaker found that these
two men stood to win 4,100 if Congress
and Rosa G tock first place. This
aroused suspicions which were not al-
layed when cipher dispatches were re-
ceived from those points announcing
that both horses had won. Inquiry was
made by telegraph to New York
and the replv received by tbe
*“bookies” was to the effect that an
organized effort had been made to swin-
dle the poul roems by means of bogus
dispatches aund it was stated among
others that the Omaha bookmakers lost
£6.000, and Kausas City and Denver
$3,000 each in this way. Full details of

BALKED AT OMAHA,

Pool Sellers Suspected the Crook-
edness.

OmaAma, Neb., Jan. 5.—A clever
scheme to rob the pool rooms here and,
it is alleged in many other places, was
discovered this afternoon before much
money had beenlost. Several strangers
at the Diamond pool rooms just
bLefore the Guttenbarg races started
layed $200 on Congress, a 7 to 1 shot.
Y hen the result of the race came in
Congress was announced as the winner
and the strangers cashed their tickets.
On the second race they played their
money ou Rosa G at 7 to 2. When
the message came in saying Rosa
G had won, the Diamond proprie-
tors became suspicious and refused to
pay until they had wired New York.
A message was at onee sent and a reply
was received showing the horses named
had not won. In the meantime the
strangers had disappeared, leaving the
money played on Rosa (¢ in the pool
seller’s hands, Just how the scheme
was worked is not known here, but it is
evident that the wire wastapped on the
sender at the New York race bureau.

DENVER HIT HARD.

Bets faid and the Skin Sports
“etid.”

DEXNVER, Col., Jab. 5.—Two strangers
giving their names as Perry and Rog-
ers nave been in and about Austin &
Co.’s pool roomn for the past few days.
They have laid an ocecasional bet on
several races, with indifierent »res-
ults until today. This afternoon Con-
gress, a horse in the Guttenberg races,
was put on the board as aten to one
shot. Perry invested £300 on this horse,
and great surprise was caused when
the returns were received showing that
Congress had won. Mr. Perry pocketed
his £3,000 and quietly disappeared.

Shortly afterwards the man Rogers
placed $100 on Rosa G at 15to 1. Strange
to say, this horse proved a winner also,
and the cashier of the firm paid the
man, who lost no time in leaving the
room. This last extraordinary luck set
the pool sellers to thinking, and tbey
requested the race bureau in New York
to verify these winners. lmmediate
answer was received showing that these
horses had not even got a place in their
respective races, and that the pool reom
had beenr duped. The wire had been
tapped somewhere east of here, and
false returns sent. Detectives are after
Perry and Rogzers, who lost no time in
getting out of town.

PLAYERS PINCHED.

Pool Rooms Lost $4,000 on the
Tickets.

Kaxsas City, Mo., Jan. 5.—-Five men,
who were evidently in collusion with
confederates in the East to swindie the
pool rooms of C. L. Malby and Gleason
& Co.,, out of $4.000 this after-
noon. They placed their money on
Rosa G and Congress, botn being long
shots in the races at Guttenberz, and
when the ticker recorded those horses
as winners their money was paid to
them. When the proprietors discovered
that Brookiyn and Insight won, they
bad the men arrested. Their hearing
will eome up tomorrow.

FORAKER'S LAST HOPE

His Partisans Now Scheming
for a Ballot Under
Cover.

On a Public Roll Call It Is
Conceded That Sherman
Is a Winner.

The Alarm-Gong Politician’s
Friends Charge Coercion
By His Enemies,

Great Bitterness Developed’
in Ohio Against President

Harrison. P

CoruvMsus, 0., Jan. 5.—The night be-
fore the great senatorial battle finds the
nevitable still staring the Foraker
forces ominously in the face. Turn
whichever way they may, they cannot
escape it. To them all the indications
of the political situation point to but
one result—defeat. But they have made
a gallant battle, and their struggle has
established beyond contradiction one
significant fact—that J. B. Foraker is
the unshaken idol of the young Repub-
licans of Ohio.

His magnetic qualities of leadership
have bound to him a loyal following
whose enthusiasm knows no test, and,
despite the strenuous efforts that are
being made by Sherman to break his
ranks and create a stampede to the ven-
erable leader, his followers find pride
in rtemaining steadfast to their leader
;fmdt going down with him to glorious de-

eat.

The declarations today of Represent-
atives Dunn and Daughertv for Sher-
man add two more to the senator’s ma-
jority, and his friends are now claiming
that he will have fifty-eight votes,while
they give Foraker but thirtrfour, the
remaining two being doubtful.

No Surrender.

Of course the Foraker people do not
concede these claims. They maintain
that Shermnan has not now positive as-
surances irom more than forty-five
votes. and that the ex-governor has still
a good fighting chance. 1t is generally
believed this evening that the Foraker
managers are basing their hopes upon a
secret ballot. They think that shoula
the ballot be secret, many of those
members who are confessedly for Fora-
ker, but have gone over to Sherman in
obedience to the will of their constitu-
ents, might break away from their
pledges and vote for the ex-governor,
thus possibly effecting his nomination.

The Sherman people are loud in their
demands for an open vallot by roll call,
and maintain that everyvthing should be
fair and public. To.this argument the
Foraker people reply that the Sherman
forces found no objection to a secret
ballot in the speakership caucus Satur-
day, aud in support of the argument for
a secret ballot cite the fact that all the
ballot reform laws strictly provide that
the private voter’sballot shall be secret,
and maintain that what is good tor the
public at large is Zood for a senatorial
caucus. 3

Coercion Charged.

Their chief argument for a secret bal-
lot, however, is based upon their claim
that many members are being coerced
into voting for Sherman, and that they
should have an opportunity to secretly
vote their preference. To all this the
Shermav managers reply that the com-
parison drawn is misleading; that the
private voter repsesents himself aloue,
while the assemblvmanrepresents his
constituents; that the Foraker men who
have come over to Sherman have ac-
knowledged that they did so in obedj-
ence to the will of their constituents.
and these constituents have a right to
know that their representative is car-
rying out their will. This public knowl-
edge, they maintain, can ouly be given
through she medium of an open ballot.

1t looks tonight as though the open
ballot idea would prevail, as the Sher-
man people apparently have votes
enough to carry it through the caucus,
even though the Foraker people should
make a fight for secrecy.

The state trades and labor assembly
met in this city today, and, as was an-
ticipated, attempted to solve ihe sen-
atorial question. The president, in his
opening address. recommended that the
assembly do not interfere in the matter,
but despite this a resolution was this
afternoon introduced denouncing Mr.
Sherman’s senatorial record. It was
defeated after considerable wrangling,
but it is understood the Foraker men
will revive the controversy tomorrow.

Bitter Toward Harrison.

The bitterness of the Foraker people
toward the national administration is
intense, and Hon. W. 8. Cappellar, of
Mausfield, one of the ex-governor’s
leading managers, and a man whose
prominence iy past state conventions
gives weight fo his words, today says:

“\Whether Mr. Sherman be nominatea
or not, beyond that time he is a political
blank in Ohio polities for the reason
that he will have no future upon the
political carpet, state or national, and
while the outrageous interference of
the federal administration, so conspicu-
ous to all, is admitted, it must also be
admitted that if the Harrlson adminis-
tration hopes to succead itself and to
carry Ohio, it will climb a barbed wire
fence, if necessary, to be friendly with
Foraker and his following in this state.
The senatorial contest will leave sore
places in [every county, township and
school district, and if Mr. McKinley,
the incoming governor, can comprehend
and realize the situation and be able to
heal up the wound and bridge the
chasm, he will have ﬁerfotmed a very
creditable feat. Bot there are those who
believe that 1f Sherman is nominatea
for the senate it necessitates the nomi-
nation of Mr. Blaine as president to
swing Ohio into the Republican col-
umn.”

This statement of Mr. Cappellar is be-
ing received as an admission that the
Foraker people purpose to array them-
selves against President Harrison and
carry the state delegation to the national
convention for Mr. Blaine, or in the ab-
sence of his eandidacy, for Senator Cul-
lom, of Illinois, or some other declared
candidate for the presidency.

Giving Names.

For the first time in the contest the
Sherman people today gave names and
figures. Chairman Hahun, of the state
central committee, says: ‘Mr. Sher-
man will have 56 votes, beyond all ques-
tion.

A FRIGHTFUL WRECK.

Six Men Killed and Five of
Them Cremated in the
Horrible Debris.

Two Cannon Ball Trains in a
Head-End Collision and
Fire Follows.

In Addition to the Dead, Two
Mangled Firemen Are
Dying.

Four Meet Death in a Fearful
Plunge From a High
Trestle.

JACKSONVILLE, Ill., Jan. 5.—A terri-
ble collision occurred at 1:45 o’clock
this morning on the Wabash railway,
at Alladdin, a smallistation east of Han-
nibal. Six men were killed outright,
two probably fatally injured, and many
others badly hurt. The killed are:

A. S. BoUCHARD, engineer.

James WILSON, engineer.

Four Italian emigrant passengers,
names unknown, killed and cremated.

Henry Warbogs, fireman, of Spring-
field, Ill.; fatally injured. Ed Con-
well, fireman; not expezted to live.
The trains were the east-bound and
the west-bound Cannon ball trains,
The east-bound train had the right of
way, and was waiting at Alladdin for
the other to take the siding. The night
was foegy, and Engineer Bouchard was
not very well acquainted with the run
and failed to stop at the switch, and
went rushing into the station at a high
rate of speed. He was unable to see
anything ahead of Lim, ac least this is
the supposition.

The engines came together with a
terrific crash, and in an instant all was
confusion. To add to the horror of the
scene, both trains took fire, consuming
the baggage and smoking cars and one
chair ear. The remainder of the cars
were detached and saved. The body of
Bouchard was found pinned to the
ground under his engine, and his fire-
man was fatally injured. Charles Wil-
son. the engineer of the east-bound
train, was buried in the wreck. and his
body has not yet been found. His fire-
man was verﬁ severely injured, but
may recover. Besides the four Itahian
emigrants killed and cremated, several
more were wounded.

General Manager Hays was deeply
moved by the disaster. ‘It is terrible,
terrible,” he said, **and I can account
for it but in one way. The engineer of
the west-bound train, Bouchard, was
‘lost,” that is to say, he did not for the
momont know where he was. He had
bzen running on the road for five years
and his father was an engineer before
him. He was acareful man. I have
looked up his record aud it is good. He
was a man on whom we had a right to
depend, and yet he failed us for a
moment and the wreck resulted. The
east-bound tramn had the right to be
where it was. It was Bouchard’s duty
to turn to the side track. Both men are
dead and we will never know why
Bouchard ran by the switch.”
