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NO MONEY GRANTED,

"Washington*. Jan. 6.—The attend-
ance in the house this morning was not
ns large as that of yesterday, many of
the members whose states had been
called taking advantage of this fact to
absent themselves and to attend to de-
partmental business. Mr. McMillin.
speaker pro tern..took the chair prompt-
ly at noon, and the journal of yester-
day's proceedings was read and ap-
proved. _MB

The speaker pro tent. having laid be-
fore the house the senate joint resolu-
tion authorizing

-
the secretary of the

navy to transport contributions for the
relief of the suffering poor of Russia,

Mr. Blount, of Georgia, asked that
it be referred to the committee 0:1

naval affairs, ami lie further re-
quested that that committee have
leave to report at any time. To this
_\lr. Kilgore, of Texas, objected,
contending that tho resolution under
the rules came under the jurisdiction
of the committee on appropriations, and
that itshould be referred to that com-
mittee.

The speaker pro tern. thought in the
absence of rules, the house could dis-
pose of the resolution as itsaw fit, but
that the first motion in order was one of
reference. Thereupon Mr. Kilgore
moved its reference to the committee
on appropriations.

AliTake a Hand.
Mr. Bryan, of Nebraska. hop*-d that

the appropriation of ""10.J.000 would be
stricken from the resolution. If con-
gress was not emDowered to aid the
people of its own country in Nebraska,
duringa drought, how was it empow-
ered tocarry corn raised this year in
Nebraska to people of another country.
His Republican friends were claiming
that the McKinley billhad been throw-
ingout ot einyloyment many laborers
inother countries and they were now in
distress, Ifitwas our duty to aid those
whom the. wisdom of God had brought
to distress, how much more would it be
our duty to aid those whom the follyof
an American congress had brought to
distress. [Applause and laughter.]

Mr.Raines, of New York, strongly
advocated the resolution, and Mr. Gates
made a constitutional argument against
the proposition. Mi.Boulelle said the
house owed it to itself to emulate the
senate and pass the resolution unani-
mously and promptly. Mr.Pendleton,
of West Virginia, aigued that Russia
was perfectly able to aid her own sub-
jects if she desired to do so. Russia
was a menace to modern civilization
and a threat to peace.

Mr. Kilgore withdrew his motion to
refer (he resolution to the committee on
appropriations, and Mr. Herbert moved
to refer itto the committee on naval
affairs with instructions to that commit-
tee to report it back within ten days.
Lost—70 to 90. ;

\Vur.__li___ Up a Bit.
Mr. Blount's motion to proceed toim-

mediate consideration was then agreed
to, and the resolution was considered in
the house as in committee of the whole.

Mr.' Ilolman, of Indiana, moved to
strike out the appropriation clause. Mr.
Breckenridge, or Kentucky, sincerely
trusted that a Democratic house would
not be guilty of drawing a distinction
between using public money for run-
ning a public vessel and using public
money for the chartering of a private
vessel. Ifthe government was going to
offer this relief in good faith let it load
the ships out of the public treasury with
the contributions ot the teeming North-
.vest. Itwas constitutional; itwas hu-
manity; therefore it was American and
therefore it was Democratic, and for
one he was willingto take Democratic
responsibility for it. [Applause.]

Sir. Dockery. of Missouri, called at-
tention to the fact that the report of the
secretary of the treasury showed that
the expenditures of the government
were exceeding the revenues. The ex-
cess of expenditures over revenues for
the first half of the present fiscal year
has been $273,000.

Appropriations Unpaid.
And an examination of the official re-

port disclosed what the secretary had
not stated— that more than *?6...000.000
of the appropriations made for the last
fiscal year and for the first half of the
present fiscal year were unpaid. The
present administration had been coerced
by the condition of the treasury to re-
fund more than §25,000,000 of the bond-
ed indebtedness of the government due
on the Ist of last September. The ad-
ministration had been constrained
by the depleted condition of the treas-ury to suspend the sinking fund for the
present year, requiring $\u00840,000,000 ofour revenues. The Democrats, whose
seats had been gained on the issue of
retrenchment and reform, must realize
that they were confronted by more than
5140,000,000 of existing aud matured in-
debtedness for which there was forpayment today only an available cash
surplus (excluding subsidiary coin) of
§20.000,000. After further debate, Mr.
Holman's motion to strike out the ap-
propriating clause was agreed to; yeas
160, nays 70. Mr. IJreckenritlge. of
Kentucky, remarking that the resolu-
tion was now a useless one, moved to
postpone its consideration indefinitely.
-Tills motion was agreed to, 93 to 87,
which is equivalent to a defeat of the
measure. The house then adjourned
until tomorrow.

TALKED OF SILVER.

Senator.? Morrill and Teller Get
to the Front.

Washington, Jan. 6.—The vice pres-
ident took the chair at noon. Mr. Pas-
coe presented a memorial from the state
of Florida asking that pensions be
granted tothe survivors of the Seminole
Indian war,and said that at a future
day he would introduce a bill for thispurpose.

Mr.Allenpresented resolutions adopt-
ed by the chamber of commerce of Se-
attle praying that congress, by someliberal appropriations, enable the war
and navy department to place our coun-try in a thorough condition of defense,
and made a few remarks calling atten-
tion to the unprotected condition of the
Northwest coast. The resolutions were
referred to the committee on military
affairs.

Mr.Morgan offered a resolution di-
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reefing the committee on foreign rela-
tions to inquire Into the

-
progress, that

has been made in the work of the mari-
time canal of Nicaragua, and report
what the interests ol the United States
may require in the matter of inter-
oceanic communication. The resolution
was 'Ridon tliets'-Jp,^, Morgan stating
t hat lie would call it tip tomorrow.

The senate bill introduced by Mr.
Stewart to provide for the lree coinage
of cold and silver bullion was taken up
and Mr;-Morrill proceeded to address
the senate, lie said be was now and
ever had been in favor of maintaining;
both gold and silver in circulation, and
silver to the extreinest boundary that
could maintain iton a parity with -.old.
It would be a real joj for"him to have
silver greatly increase In actual value.

Mr. Morrillhad not voted for the sil-
ver act of IS'W for the reason that a full
price would be paid for -a_» commodity
which the government could neither sell
nor part from, to any considerable ex-
tent, without a tiuancial revolution and
serious loss. No expedients had been
untried and no cost withheld to push or
carry silver dollars into circulation; but
it had demonstrated that no more than
about 160,000,000 of over 5400,000,000
coined could be coaxed or kicked out-
side the treasury. The weight was ob-
jected to as too heavy and the value too
light.

No silver certificates.or treasury notes
issued for silver bullion, had been pre-
sented for payment in silver, but they
were paid in gold when so demanded.
Standard .silver dollars as money were
known to lie not worth their face value.
As security for silver certificates or
treasury notes, which were to circulate
at par withgold, they were notoriously
inadequate, as -1214 grains of silver,
nine-tenths tine, would fetch no more
than 74 cents, it would be hardly less
safe and certainly equally honest, to
base such certificates and notes and cir-
culate them as good money upon iron or
copper, orupon wheat or tobacco, pur-
chased and accumulated inlike manner
at 33 l-"5 per cent above the market
value, as to base such circulation upon
the so-called standard silver dollars
under free coinage.

We have paid off more than three-
fourths ofour great war debt in gold,
when our resources were far less than
now, and Iam unwillingto forfeit our
well earned reputation ami lose public
confidence and the ancestral prestige of
our history by.paying the sorry remnant
of this debt ina legal tender of much
less value.

Mr.Teller took the floor, and, after
quoting a sentence from th.3 president's
message to the effect that the bill had
been expected to bring the price of sil-
ver up to$1.29 per ounce, lie challenged
the executive for proof of that statement
and asserted that only one senator
(alluding to Mr. Jones, of Nevada) had
intimated that the act of 1890 would
bring silver up to par. On the other
band more than twenty senators had
asserted that itwould rot brine silver
to par. He had declared when that bill
was under discussion that it was not
acceptable to the silver people. It
would not do to say that that legislation
had been put on the statute book by sil-
ver people.

Ifdisaster came (as it would come if
that policy was persisted in), it would
have to be laid at the door of the .men
who had for fifteen years steadily re-
sisted the general public demand for
the use of silver on equal terms withgold.
But there was another proposition-
that the United States should accumu-
late all the gold or the world, and then
the money centers of Europe would say
that, the United States having got all
the cold, they would join the United
States in the work of using silver
money.

The United States was a debtor na-
tion, owing to Europe more than two
thousand million dollars; more than
live thousand millions the senator from
Nevada (Mr.Stewart) said; more than
two thousand millions, certainly, to be
conservative. How was the United
States to get Europe to unload her cot-
ftrs and to send her gold here? lie
wished some friend of the new method
would tell the senate how to get the
gold from Europe.

He entered a protest against the dec-
laration of the executive and of the
senator from Vermont that the silver
men were responsible for tiie legisla-
tion of lS'.iO. He himself had voted for
it with extreme reluctance, but did so
because he believed that itwould bring
hope and courage to the people of the
United States. A certain puolic man,
who had not yet taken his seat in the
senate (meaning Mr. Hill, of New
York), had announced that the act of
July, 1893, had to be repealed; but he
(Mr. Teller) asserted that itwould not
be repealed. There was no considera-
ble number of public men in the coun-
try who would date to repeal it. It
might be repealed ifthe. same anion nt
of money was given to the people; and
that could only be don-, by free coinage
or by an unlimited issue of money at
the option of the government. The
latter would never take place; and so
the act of July, 1890. would not be re-
pealed. It was on the statute book to
stay, fraught with all the dancers that
attended it. 4__B_P

Atthe conchioion of Senator Teller's
speech Mr. Dolph sent to the clerk's
desk and had read an extract from a
speech of Mr. Stewart to the effect that
the purchase by the government of
4.500,000 mines of silver per month
would use all the silver produced in the
United States, and would put up the
price of silver to par. Mr. Stewart ad-
mitted that his prophecy had failed, but
pleaded that the conditions had
changed, and that it had been proven
conclusively that nothing would do but
free coinage. No action was taken on
the bill, and after a short executive
session the senate, out of respect to the
memory of the late Representative
Gamble, of South Dakota, adjo urued
until tomorrow.

CROP RECORDS BROKEN.

Figures of Uncle Jerry Rusk on
. Cereal Products.

Washington, Jan. 6.— The estimates
by states and territories of area, prod-
uct and value of the principal cereals of
the United Stales for 18111, made by the
statistician of the department of agri-
culture, are given to the press tonight.
The crops of corn, wheat and oats, in-
cluding allbut 2 or 3 per cent of the ce-
real aggregate, are reported. The total
for corn has only been exceeded once.
The wheat product is the largest ever
reported by the department of agricult-'
ure. The total for oats was slightly ex-
ceeded in1889.

The aggregates are as follows: Corn,
area, 70,204,515 acres; product. 2,060,154,-
--003 bushels; value, $836. 439,22_.. Wheat,
area, 30,910,897 acres; product, 611,780,-
--003 bushels; value, "5513,472,711. Oats,
area. 25,581,861 acres; product, 736,394,-
--003 bushels; value, 8232,312.267. The
aggregate of all cereals is the largest
yet produced, and willbe probabiv forty
to fifty-fivebushels per unit of popula-
tion. The wheat supply is the largest
ever reported in proportion to popula-
tion, averaging 0.4 bushels to each per-son, against 9.2 for the largest previous
crop, in 18.4. The average value to the
tanner is 40.6 cents for corn, 83.93 for
wheat ami 31.40 cents for oats. The
value of wheat is greater than in any
year since ISB3, that of the short crop 01
ISSS alone excepted. The productsare, ot course, inmeasured bushels.

CnicAoo. Jan. 6.—The speculative markets
were all bullish today, with hog products
leading the upward movement. Armour,
who openly sold about| 503,000 bu ofwheat
yesterday, is reported to have bought quietly
yesterday and today about 000,000 bit. There
was no change to speak of in the relative
positions of bulls and bears in the wheat
market when trading commenced this morn-
ing,but in the course of the forenoon sev-
eral items of news which came to hand re
ceived a bullish interpretation, and created a
good demand from the shorts. The early
cablea were more encouraging to holders,
and some of those dispatches acknowledge
the improvement in English markets to be
due to advices from here. This consid-
eration taken together with the fact of
European stocks now becoming reduced is
beginning to weigh with the speculators and
has created .a change of sentiment Inthis
market. Very cold weather was reported in
the West and extending gradually over the
winter wheat belt, and the deliveries in the
Northwest were light,with the local receipts
also very small, only 103 cars. The strength
in pork was felt sympathetically ivthe wheat
pit also.

These things did not make their effect ap-
parent, and sellers by New YorKers and St.
