rhe annual meeting of theFarmeis'
.alliance of Minnesota which has just
been held was a surprise to everybody.
Itwas a surprise to the Republican poli-
ticians! who were quite sure that the
movement had died out. Is was a sur-
prise to the conservative members of
the order in the many rash things the
body did, during its three-day session,
and, last of all, it will be a surprise to
the great mass of the Alliance men in
the state as soon as they have had time
t<> digest the platform that was adopted,
as well as the proceedings.

The radical element joined hands
\\nh the demagogue and the result was
Eiiuply astounding. The advent of the
female agitators from Kansas was a bad
thing for the convention. The history
of the Alliance in this state proves that
the members :>re most easily reached
by the ladies. No statement, however
wild,made by Mrs. Lease failed to re-
ceive loud applause. The staid old
farmers heard her words and they at
once indorsed all she said. When they
have had tune to consider those matters
nt their homes they will see exactly
where they made their mistakes. Ifthis
does not prove the case, the farmers of
the country willlose the reputation they
have won as the most conservative
class in the. country. The subtreas-
uiy scheme, for example, is one of the
schemes indorsed. Itis the most vio-
lent piece of class legislation ever pro-
posed, and yet it was indorsed by the
Alliance right in the face of a declara-
tion of eternal opposition to all class
legislation. The 2 per cent loan scheme
Is not demanded by the fanners of the
state, many of whom are lenders of
money and not borrowers.

The worst feature of the whole matter
Is that this platform, with its

Contradictory and Absurd
planks, serves to alarm the business in-
terests of the state, and cannot fail to
be disastrous to the Alliance movement.
There are many good planks in that
Jong list, and itis unfortunate that they
should be rendered of no avail by the
radical and wildschemes that are in-
dorsed.

? The convention fellinto the hands of
the element headed by the editor of the
Great West. The design of Fish was to
make itimpossible for men like S. M.
Owen, Gen. J. 11. Baker and others ns
able to remain in the party, and the
plan appears to have carried. Fish is
determined that Mr. Owen shall not
head the People's party state ticket next
year, apparently not being satisfied with
the efforts he made to defeat him in
ISOO. The position of Fish was clearly
revealed at the Merchants' on Friday
evening. A reporter asked him, in a
room filled with Alliance men, whether
he thought Mr. Owen would be nomi-
nated for governor this year.

"Owen,"' answered Fish. "Certainly
not. He is not an Alliance man and
uever has been, and besides he is

honesty and good sense, the Great West
man passed out, leaving his lieutenant.
Kobert Eckford. to continue the denun-
ciation of Mr. Owen. ilr.Eckford de-
clared that under no circumstances
could Mr. Owen have the nomination,
liis reasons were the same as those

Given by HisChief.

WORK OF XKJHT SCHOOLS.

Students Availing Themselves of
Educationalist Facilities.

The night schools are doing a noble
work in affording tbe children of the
industrial classes toprepare for a higher
education or to litthemselves for an in-
telligent struggle withlife's problems in
a business sphere.

The term started out witha very large
attendance, but naturally the busy holi-
day season was responsible for a good
many to drop out prior to the holiday
vacation, and not all have returned to
their studies, although quite a number
of new pupils have been enrolled the
past week. Fhe curriculum is some-
what abbreviated. The aim is to teach
only the most necessary and useful
studies that can be profitably introduced
ina school that is intended to do the
most good in the shortest space of time.
Hence the course of the graded school
is not taken as the standard. Mathe-
matics and language are the two princi-
pal features.

There are seven night schools inSt.
Paul at present, and itmight be bene-
ficial to iucrease the number so that
many pupils will not be compelled to
walk such long distances. For illustra-
tion, where the scholar lives equi-
distant between two schools he is
obliged to walk from a mile 10 a mile
and a half or over, and this is a hard-
ship in cold weather that may tend to
cool the ardor of the young aspirant to
scholastic qualities, and only the most
determined are likely to avail them-
selves of the opportunity under such
circumstances. These schools are the

Cleveland, corner ofJcnks street and Walsh
avenue; Franklin, ooriier Broadway and
Tenth streets; Van Buren, Bates aveiiue be-
tween Couway and the ravine; Madison,
coiner Central and Park avenue; Humboldt.
corner Delos street and Livingston avenue;
Adams, corner View and Armstrong avenue;
MeClellan, Hramnton, near Oakdale.

These, of course, include neither the
night high school nor the manual train-
ing school, which are doing excellent
workiv their respective departments.

LIFERS WILL. DINE.

Insurance Men to Culture Each
Other's Company.

Social attributes have been but little
cultivated among the insurance men of
tlie Northwest. Rivalry has been sharp,
aud ithas often led to things that have
scarcely been conducive to good fellow-
ship. But a chancre is creeping over the
spirit of the dreams of the represent-
atives of the different regular life in-
surance companies. A meeting was
held in the Endicott arcade yesterday
afternoon, witha view to establishing
closer social relations. The proposition
was made that a banquet be held at the
West hotel, and it was informally dis-
cussed by all present. E.W. Peet spoke
at some length upon the plan,
and commended it in warm
terms. He argued that the regular
insurance men of the Northwest owe it
tothemselves to establish more cordial
relations and closer social intercourse,
and he believed in frequent conferences
that men engaged iv the business may
exchange views upon important topics
connected with the business. He
thought it would cement friendship un-
til they became a band of brothers,
working inharmony or sympathy, the
same as they are inNew York and Bos-
ton at the present time. He saw uo
reason why insurance men should not
be on the same relative position with
each other as the bankers are, and he
said he was in fullaccord witlithe ban-
quet movement.

Remarks were made by others pres-
ent, and itwas agreed that the banquet
be held at the West on the evening of
Jan. 23.

Dr. Sharp's Lecture of a Highly
Interesting Character.

Greenland illustrated is scarcely the
most inviting topic to discuss or toeven
think about when the thermometer is
sporting iv the vicinityof the zero mark,
and itmay be lor that reason that Prof.
Sharpe and his lecture on "Greenland
and Beyond" failed to attract a large
audience to the People's church Jast
evening. The lecture was interesting
to one of scientific bent and one
fond ot adventure and perils.
Prof. Sharp's lecture was pro-
fusely illustrated by stereoptican views
of all the points in the frigidzone that
he visited, but there was really little
opportunity in the subject to afford the
raconteur a very wide scope. Of neces-
sity the lecture was largely descriptive
ot the icebergs, ice floes and the dangers
encountered by the explorer. The prin-
cipal inhabitants, other than the indi-
genes, are the hardy Danes, who are at-
tracted thither by the profit they reap
in the fur of the polar bear. Itis a cold,
dreary waste, where nothing grows, and
the views make one shiver. But they
are well made, and are interesting to
the gatherer of scientific data.

WAS HIGHLY ESTEEMED.
Death of H. S. Ogden, of Donald-

son, Ogden &Co.
The death of Henry S. Ogden, of the

firm of Donaldson, Ogden & Co., is
deeply deplored by the members of the
jobbers' union, of which he was a mem-
ber. Mr. Ogden was fifty-nine years of
age, and in business here he was very
active both as buyer and as a salesman
of the house with which he was
connected. He was esteemed very
highly by his colleagues, and a large
circle of friends and acquaintances.
Numerous relatives of the deceased live
at Pennington, N. J., and Three Rivers,
Mich., where also he was well known
and bore a high reputation. The fu-
neral services will be held at his late
residence, 805 Dayton avenue, tomorrow
afternoon at 2:30 o'clock, and willbe
attended by many friends, including a
large delegation ofbusiness men. The
cause ofhis death was pneumonia.

MAYBE SETTLED.

The Charges Leveled Against Ex-
Assessor Harroun.

Ex-County Assessor Edward R. Har-
roun, arrested Friday evening for ob-
taining money under false pretenses by
cashing a check for $50 with McCor-
mick, Behnke &Co., was not arraigned
in the municipal court yesterday, but
left in care of Sheriff Bean. Yesterday
two other cases were discovered where
Harroun had cashed checks for small
amounts, but had no balance at the
bauk to meet the same. Harroun will
be arraigned in the municipal court to-
morrow morning, and his friends will
make strenuous efforts to settle the
matter by depositing money to Har-
roun's account in the Germania bank
sufficient tomeet the checks. Harroun
had an account at the bank until last
month.

AN UPWARD BOUND.
Bright Prospects Continue to

Be Reported by All Lines
of Trade.

Railway Magnates Contem-
plating BigExtensions of

Their Roads.

Railroad Stocks Never More
Stronger or So Good An

Investment.

Breezy Interviews With Busi-
ness Men Giving the Ex-

act Situation.

Railway extensions in the Northwest
willattract much attention during the
coming season. The present satisfac-
tory situation regarding earnings inthis
grain-raising section will surely en-
courage construction. The profits
in railroad securities during
the past uvo weeks Indicate
the intrinsic value of such collaterals
and the strong stock markets have
aroused ?i renewed confidence in the
shares. This has been the most pros-
perous season the Union has had for
years. Inthe near future many people
will wonder why they found fault with
the business situation, and yet, within
the past six months, there have been
times when heavy holders of securities
quaked with the fear of financial dis-
turbancei that might have made them
poor. The contrast between now and
then Is both striking and surprising.
Six months, and less, ago railway stocks
laid almost dormant, mostly in the
hands of railway men. Itwas difficult
to Infuse life or vigor into the stock
markets, and the broker's occupation
wellnigh gone. During the past week
there have been sales of over half a
million shares per day in New York,
and the greatly improved prices have
sharpened the spirit of business to suchan extent that a million shares a day
willsoon not be a surprise. Such activ-
ityencourages railway managers to fur-
ther extensions of their lines and to the
buildintr of new roads. When the pub-
lic bears a good share of the work of
holding stocks new railwayprojects and
general improvements are natural re-
sults. Toward the close of the week an

Incipient Bear Uovcnnni
was felt nifthe stock market, but its ef-
fect can be judged from the following
comment by the New York Evening
Post Friday evening:

Not being built upon the sand, this mar-
ket endured the strain of such an episode
aud rallied from it. The market has beenhoneycombed with stop orders in the stocks
referred to, and the bear raiders captured the
greater part of them yesterdty. But they
caught very few iv the standard stocks, and
this morning the market began tomove again
iv the directions where its real strength lies.

Prominent among the new roads
planned for this section and which will
lay considerable track this year are the
Duluth & Winnipeg, Winona & South-
western, and Duluth, Red Wing &
Southern lines. The Great Northern
willcontinue its extensive construction.
The Northern Pacific has perfected
branches, is doing a good deaf of new
work and willincrease its scope.

The Montana Central, the Burling-
ton and other Northwestern roads will
reach into new Northwestern territory,
and as the agricultural prosperity in-
creases the farmers again find the rail-
roads more welcome. The fact must
not be lost sight of, that good crops
brought about this prosperity and pleas-
ing prospects. The comforting balm of
comparative affluence makes men over-
look the past and take new

Courage for tlie Future.
The abundance of grain this year in

the United States has caused the bear-
ish views on grain prices that have
appeared so often in these columns, and
but little hope of sharp advance can be
offered at present. The combined prod-
ucts of the farmers make such an enor-
mous aggregate that manipulation on
the bull side of the wheat market con-
tinues to be decidedly risky. The gov-
ernment crop report for tho year just
closed far exceeds all previously pub-
lished estimates of the yields of*wheat
and other grain.

A source of future wealth to this sec-
tion willbe the immigration during the
coming year. Railroad men appear to
be ina peculiar position onthe question
as to where the new settlers are likely to
locate. Should they advise in favor of
one section, another section would ob-
ject. Should our transcontinental lines
favor Idaho, then Dakota might
be displeased. It rather looks
as though the railway men
are depending upon each district to
print its own statements, tell'its own
peculiar features and laud its own
special advantages. The railroads will,
most likely, do ail they can toward dis-
tributing such information among those
Eastern people who are likely to be-
come settlers somewhere in the West.
It behooves Minnesota to look into
this question and present her grand and
varied advantages in the most attract-
ive manner. Then ithe settler with
mind made up to come here will buy
his ticket without having to seek ad-
vice from the railroad man as to which
is the best? Minnesota, Wisconsin, the
Dakotas, Idaho, Montana or Washing-
ton. There is one thing certain, that
the competion for settlers by the Pacific
coast states will not be as sharp as it
has been.

The St. Paul merchants are making
preparations for the greatest business
ever known here. They are imbued
with the snap and energy that grew
out of

They are young, ambitious, strong,

experienced and well equipped, men-
tally, physically and financially. They
are organized for continued winnings,
and their ability make rivals won-
der where they were schooled.

The
railways, as a resu.it of increased earnings,
have begun to make long-needed purchases
of rollingstock and material,and the car and
locomotive shops and the manufactories of
all lines of railwaysupplies are fiudingorders
coininginrapidly. While the mileage of new
track actually laid during the past year
was comparatively small, the number of new
roads under way or proposed is large, and if
financial conditions continue as favorable as
they now seem the disbursements for new
construction iv1802 willbe a very important
element In the industrial activity'of the year.
Manutaeturers, merchants, contractors* and
all who look foremployment have reason for
hopefulness at tho outlook for the coming
year.

Lumber sales have been large and at
steady prices. Live stock firm, with
hogs advanced 10@15c per 100 lbs. dur-
ing the week. Iron products steady to
strong, although the production has in-
creased.
