Only repre-
sentatives of
six cities ap-

awl 2 peared at Chi-
cago. 'These were St. Paul, Minneapo-
lis, Omaha, Kansas City, Milwaukee and
Columbus. Telegrams were sent to
Toleao, Indianapolis, Detroit and Grand
Rapids, but no very satisfactory answers

were received. The faet is  that
there is a great big  struggle
going on under cover, the out-
come of which is problewatical. In-
vitations had been sent most of the

cities for two meetings, one issued by
Speas. of Kausas City, for Chicago,
Jan. 7, and one issued by Williams, of
Columbus, for Columbus, Jan.17. A

representative of Columbus attended
the Cliicago meeting for the double pur-
pose of looking the ground over am{ se-
curing a pledge from Milwaukee not to
commit itself nntil after the Columbus
meeting. It is also stated that

the Columbus influence was brought
to bear to keep Toledo, Indianapolis,
Grand Rapids and Detroit away
from the meeting. Nothing very defi-
nite will be known until after the Co-
Jumbus meeting, and the snccess of that
meeting will depend very largely upon
the {mslxiuu taken by Milwaukee. If
the Wisconsin coquette elects to stand
with the Western contingent the new
Central league will contain the T'win
Cities.  It, on the other hand, Milwau-
kee chooses to join forces with the
towns of the Middle Western states the
Central league will be composed of
towns ot which Milwaukeo is the most
western, and St. Paul and Minnneap-
elis will be out in the cold.
* -

The probabilities are, however. very
strongly that the Minnesota, Nebraska
and Missouri cities will all be in the
league. 1t is plain that with them the
rew organization would be much
etronger than without them. Milwau-
kee seems inclined toeast its fortunes
in favor of the Twins, and it is thought
Columbus can be brought around by
giving the secretaryship to Willlams.
Krauthoff is likely to be made president.
If it is settled that the six towns shall
be parts of the league. it will be an easy
matter to fix upon the other two
towns. One of them will doubtless
be Indianapolis and the other mav be
Sioux City, Toledn or one of the Michi-
gan tows. Figuring on population, of
course, Detroit would be the natural
seiection, but it is said that the ecity at

the straits is extremely tired of sport for
a time,
ﬁ"

The Minneapolis inbroglio between
Hach and Morton is an unexpected
tangle. One has groands and money
and the other has money and an option
on grounds. Their echances are, there-
fore, about even.  Mr. Hach and Mr.
Larrabee, his secretary, returned to
Minueapolis from Chicago yesterday.
Speaking of the work done Mr. Hach
said:

*Yes, we did a good deal—in the way
of conference. In the first place, we
considered at length the salary question.
We have hitupon a plan which I be-
lieve will solve the whole question. We
propose to establish a salary limit. It
will probably be from $£10,000 to $12,000.
No club in the assoclation will be al-
lowed to go beyond this limit. This
will bring salaries up to about $175a
month. Of course some of the men may
draw more than others, but the total
will not raise the limit. The secretary
of the general association will have the
power to sign all men. He will know
exactly what is paid to every man in
the league. At the beginning of the
season the clubs wiil have, say teun
or twelve first basemen, the same
number of second, and so oOn.
These men will be apportioned to the
various elubs in such manner that no
club will be given a stronger team than
any other club. 1In this way the teams
will be kept at comparatively the same
degree of excellence, and all will be
strong and vigorous. Supvpose, though,
the Minneapolis manager has aman
who does not do geod work or who isin-
subordinate. Such a man wmight get in,
of course. Why, the Minneapolis man-
ager will send word to the general sec-
retary— *I know of a man out in Iowa;
I wish you would go and sign mm for
me in place of— The secretary las
the power to make the change and he
sizns the man. But in no event will
any club be allowed to go beyond the
limit. This is the plan we considered
and 1 may say that I believe this will be
unanimously adopted.

“*Morton and I both appeared at the
conference. 'T'his committee of investi-
gation will visit Minneapolis and make
an investigation into the backing of
each applicant, and then they will de-
cide which one to recommend.”

“‘In regard tothe two-season projeet,”
said Baron Hach, I am satisfied 1t will
be tried. 1 think it wiil add interest to
the game to have two seasons. 'The
plan most in favor is to have one sea-
son begin, say Aprii 15 and end July 1.
Incase the winning ciub in the first
season wins in the second season that
will end it, and this club will be the
champion of the year. In case <some
other club wins inthe last season, the
two clubs will play off.”

“*How will the schedule for these
played off games be arranged?”’

**Probably in this way: Suppose Min-
neapolis should win in the first series
and Columbus in the second. A series
of seven games would be played to set-
tle the year’s championship. The prob-
ability is that two games would be
played in Minneapolls; then possibly
Milwaukee would want two games, giv-
ing us a percentage. Then Indianapolis
would want a game, and the last of the
serles would be played in Columbus.
In case some club down low in the list

felt that 1t bad been handicapped at the |

end of the first season by poor men, the
general secretary would manage to give
the club stronger material for the sec-
ond season, thus giving It a better show.
It is believed all around that this will
strengthen the organization and add
much 1aterest on the part of the public.”

The members of the Morton syndicate
nave not returned to Minneapolis and
have not shown their hand further than
to Indicate that they have sufficient
Loodle and brains to run a elub in Min-
neapolis. It is understood they have
an option on a large tract of ground at
the corner of Thirteenth street and
Nicollet avenue. In case the franchise
is awarded to Morton, it is understood
the grounds will be purchased outright.
They will have the advantage of bLeing
full regulation size, and it will not be
possible to there develop tiie pop up fly
into a full-fledeed home run.

The owners of the Milwaukee base
all club think that the club will make
ome money next season and retrieve
hae losses of several years past, says the
Milwaukee Sentinel. They figure on a
salary limit of not over $15,000 at the
most., The sense of the meeting in Chi-
cago Thursday was that the salary limit
should be kept down to the lowest pos-
sible figure, and that each club should
be required to give a bond that no viola-
tion of the salary law should occur. It
was suggested that the limit be placed
at $12,000, but there is some doubt
whether this figure will be adhered to.
Some of the delegates wanted to make it

$15,000, they considering that it
would require at least that sum
to get a strong club together.

While it is a fact that there are a num-
ber of good players idle just now, it 1s
also a fact that a number of minor
leagues ar to be organized before the be-
ginning of mnext season, which will
necessarily create more or less compe-
tition, so that some of the players will
be able to hold out for tairly large sal-
aries. 'I'he question of a salary limit
will be discussed by the committee on
organization, which will report its sug-
gestions to the meeting to be called
some time next month. When it is
taken into consideration that the saiary
list of the Milwaukee club last season
was over $30.000, it can readily be seen
that the club’s chances for declaring a
dividend would be extremely favorable
under a limit of §12, or $15,000.
- »

The Milwaukee club officials have al-
ready taken steps to secure a strong
teamn for next season, and to this end
have signed Pitcher Nicol, of last sea-
son’s Chicago team. Hugh Nicol, the
mauager of the Rockford, Ill., team,
also claims to have signed Nicol and
given him advance money. Without re-
gard to the merits of this case it is
doubtiul whether either club eould se-
cure Pitehel Nicol if any of the clubs of
the big league wanted him. The theory
of the league people, as expounded by
President Hart at the Chicago meeting,
is that when the two big leagues com-
bined the whole tabric of the base ball
structure was overturned, and that
there was after that no existing base

ball organization in the couutry,
and that the big league could
take any player it wanted from
any of the clubs which had

formerly made up the minor leagues. 1t
was acting on this principle that Chi-
cago gobbled up Dungan, who was
signed by Kansas City, and Meakin,
who was under contract with Sioux
City. President Hart said that the
Chicago eclub held these men under
base ball law, and did not care a rap for
the common law in the case. Under
this novel theory neither the Milwau-
kee nor any other minor club has a
right to sign a player now, if the leazue
chooses to dictate the matter otherwise.
The fact is the' League and American
association is all powerful, and what-
ever minor leazues are organized will
have only such rights as this big mon-
opoly sees fit to vest them with.
= A

Discussing base ball with the Central
league delegates at Chicago Jim Hart
said:

“Never mind about the backing; find
the place where base ball has the most
patronage, and where the public is most
interested. Backing don’t amount to a
row of pinsin a poor base ball town.
When base ball begins to lose it loses
rapidly, and no matter how great the
backing is it will soon be exhausted, as
nobody is going to throw money away
for the sake of keeping up an unprofit-
able club. A base ball club must draw
its own backing through the gate or else
it will never live.”

CHICAGO WILL TRADE,

But Wants Glasscock in Exchange
for Preffer.

CnicAaco, Jan. 9.—The New York
club is flattering itself over the fact
that it will secure Fred Pfeffer in ex-
change for Bassett. 1t is reckoning
without its host, however. The deal
that is on is the exchange of Pfeffer for

Jack  Glasscock, who is under
contract to St. Louis. After
the Indianapolis meeting Jim Hart

met Von der Ahe and asked him if he
would exchange Stricker for Pfeffer.
Von der Ahe declined the offer, think-
ing Fred was to draw $7,000 the coming
season. That was all there was to it at
the time. A few days ago Von der Ahe
wrote here saying that he had decided
to accept the Chicago club’s offer, and if
Pfeffer’s release was sent him he would
forward Stricker’s. Hart wrote back
that Pfeffer would not be exchanged
for Stricker, but that he could be
had in exchange for (Glasscock.
Now Von der Ahe is making an awful
fuss over the matter, and claims that
the Chicago club is breaking its solemn
promise in the matter. He can gain no
point by this kind of talk. If he wants
to exchange Glasscock for Pfeffer the
Chieago eclub will consent to the deal.
Otherwise a deal will be arranged else-
where. Glasscock has always been
anxious to play in Chicago, and his wish
may be gratified.

BARNIE VERY HOPEFUL,

Manager Barnie, in & recent inter-
view, had the following to say of the
Wa shington club: *I am confident the
team of which I will be in charge will
prove a winner.

VERY NEAR THE END.

The Big Billiard Tournament
to Close Next Wednesday
Evening.

Either Wilmot or Thayer
Now Sure to Win the
Foley Emblem.

Clark’s Defeat Last Night by
Partridge Removes Him
From the Race.

A Twin City Tournament to
Come Off in the Near
Future.

Either Thayer or Wilmot will sport
the Foley emblem. That is now a fore-
gone conclusion, even though they lose
all their remaining games, for Clark fell
down a prey to Partridge last evening.
This was the
surprise of the
entire tourna-
ment, and any
one who had
had confidence
in  Partridee
winning could
have made a
barrel of money
at good odds.
But there was
no betting—for
the record of the
two thus far in
the series
marked Clark
an easy victor.
But it was his

W ALTER WiLMOT. ‘‘off night,” and
it was in vain that he tried to brace up
and do himself half justice. Subsequent
to the championship game, however, re-
covered himself and played amazingly
strong. This is the peculiarity of “the
grand game.” Schaefer is an exempli-
fication of the fact. His brilliancy and
speed at times is phenomenal and agaln
he can do nothing above mediocre.
George Slosson, however. seems to be
an exception to the rule. His is a steady
and tolerably even tempered game
under all conditions.

‘I'he honor of third place in the St.

Paul amateur handicap will be divided
between Clark and Hardacre, and it
seems pretty certain that Monroe will
have an equal per centage with them.
Then comes Sibley, who made a rather
unhappy begin-
ning. Capt. Hard-
acre is the only
contestant who
has played his al-
iotted games. He
has met every ad-
versary, and de-
feated seven and
been iaid low by
four. Clark has
yet to meet Thay-
er, and the odds
arelargelyagainst
him, and as he
must win thais
to leave Hard-
acre behind, the talent is willing to
wager that Hardacre is a tie with him.
Monroe has won but six games, but he
has Wilder only to defeat to make it
seven, and be even up with the party.
Sibley is not so fortunate. Ilis remaining
contest is with Walter Wilmot, and it is
almost a hopeless case. He has six
games to his credit. Partridee, with
five games in, has yet to play Markham,
and at the handicap aliowances, judg-
ing from past play, Markham has the
best of it, so the chances seem to be
against Partridge’s improving his posi-
tion.  Green, with three won and seven
lost, has yvet to meet Barry, who has
failed to score a victory in the tourney.
The credit shown in the table below is
from Bensinger’s forfeiture. Markham
has only won three games, but he is
stronzer every day, hence the prophesy
that he will increase his average in the
play with Partridge. Wilder has two
more battles—one with Monroe, as
stated above, and one with Barry. He
should win one of the two with cer-
tainty, and Barry has a game with
Green also, and the guessing favors the
latter. The tourney will conelude
Wednesday evening, when the great
battle of the series will be the finale. It
will be between Walter Wilmot and
Frank Thayer. The excitement in-
creases as the tournament nears the
close, and last evening Foley’s larze
billiard hall was literally thronged by
enthusiasts and partisans.
. The Twin City tournament, suggested
in these columns some time ago, has
taken definite shape. A Minneapolis
team has already been organized and is
eager for the fray, under the experi-
enced and skilled tutelage of Jules
Mayer, the Minneapolis brofessisnal
champion. It s to be confined strictly
to awmateur performers, and no *‘ring-
ers’” will be permitted.

Thomas Foley will have charge of the
St. Paul team, which has not yet been
determinea, but which will be named
in a few days. It is positively
certain that Wilmot and 'Thaeyr
will compose two of the number, and it

should be related right here that the
teams will be composed of four per-
formers each. Whether or not the re-
maining two will be chosen from the
ranks of the contestants in the struggle
now drawing to a close for the St. Paul
champinship is unsettled. Naturally,
Mr. Foley is anxious to put in the
strongest team of players that are wiil-
ing to make the undertaking, as he will
battle for the credit of St. Paul. This
question may depend largely upon the
condition of the tourney—whether it will
be a handicap. or a full scrateh game.
1t is realized by the principals that it
will prove a difficult task to arrange
handicap allowances that will prove sat-
isfactory, and that will give neither
team the coign of vantage in “‘buttons.”
Should a wide discrepancy occur it
would possibly create hard feelings, and
it is of the utmest importance that good
fellowship and congeniality temper the
contest. Considering this aspect of the
case, one is inclined to the belief that
no allowances will be made, and that
every contestant must play a tull hun-
dred pomnts for a game. This being
true, again, the dificulty may arise that
some of the lesser lizhts in the ama
teur firmament may feel loth to make
an undertaking that can possibly profit
him nothing. For illustration: It
has been clearly demonstrated that
none of the contestants in the present
series would be “in it”” at even up with

either Wilmot or Thayer. Then it may
be that Foley will be obliged to take in
new talent, for instance Farrington
and Calahan, or Harry Ash, or Al Sib-
ley or Chnrlely Fairchild—some others
w ﬁ're there is still a possible element
of doubt concerning relative strength
when it comes to the crucial test.
There are many other speedy amateurs
in St. Paul who are not included in this
review. These are merely quoted per
force of illustration,

The Minneapolis men are not an-
nounced but Mayer assures Ioley
that they are ready and that they are
amateurs. ‘Their names will be made
public at the time of making the final
agreement, which will be in the course
ot the present week. 'I'hey play for a
trophy similar to the Foley emblem,and
it is to be hung up by the proprietors of
the Brunswick hotel, of Mlnnenp?lls.
and Thomas Foley, of this city. Itis
worlh 50, and a jewel that any amateur
might pardonably covet. The medal
will be open to challenge three times,
when it passes into the permanent
ownership ot the victor of three battles.
There being four players in from each
city, and as each St, Paul man must
meet a  Minneapolis man, sixteen
games will constitute the series, barring
atie, and one-half of the games will be

layed in St. Paul and one-half in the

runswick billiard hall in Minneapolis.
‘I'he player in the winning team having
the largest percentage will be deeclared
the winner of the emblem.
