HEARD THEIR WAIL.
Discharged Workhouse Em-

ployes Complain to the C.
and C. Board.

But They Show No Reason
Why They Should Not Be

Dropped.

Further Awards of Premiums
to of Fancy

Poultry.

Annual Report of Clerk Alt-
now?News of a Quiet

Saturday.

The workhouse commission of the
board of charities and corrections as-
sembled yesterday to hear the protests

of ilie recently deposed employes at the
workhouse, and to formulate a report

to the board upon this question, which
has caused so much controversy. The
discharged employes were all present
with the exception of the guard Sand-
6trom, who was too HI to appear, and
their case was handled by Attorney
liri&rgs,who appeared before the board
in their behalf at the last meeting.

Attorney Bribes called for ex-Supt.
John West, but I'resldent Cloutier ob-
jected to the taking of his testimony on
the ground that this was not a general
investigation of the affairs of the work-
house, but simply a meeting of the
committee to act upon the matter of the
discharge of the guards by Supt. Gross.
West was nut one ot these, so he ob-
jected to his testimony.

Mr. Biiggs fell back upon the act
creating the boaid and denning its du-
ties, which states that employes may
only be discharged for cause, and stated
that it was upon this point that he de-
sired ex-Supt. Weit to testify. The
testimony was taken. Mr. West stated
that the men whom Supt. Gross had
discharged had always, during his term
of office, been competent and fully able
to perform their duties and that he had
not recommended the discharge of any
of them.

Mr. West, in reply to a question from
Commissioner Cloutier, stated that he
did not attribute the escape of prison-
ers between the workhouse and quarry
in November to carelessness, but to the
fact that the guard had too many pris-
oners tolook after.

William West, the discharged driver,
was next called and stated that he had
been employed for about two years
?when discharged. He had asked Supt.
Gross the reason for his discharge, and
had received no reply except a partial
statement to the effect that the position

was wnntpcl for another man. Here |
Supt. Gross took a hand in the proceed- t
ings, stating that he had Informed Mr.
West that he was discharged for In-
competency. He asked .Mr. West if he
had not receipted for several prisoners
which he never received at the time of
the Schwaab affair, and the latter re- !plied that he hod not. The names might
have been added to the receipt after he
had signed it. Here .Mayor Winston en-tered into an explanation of the ques-
tionable actions of Mr. Schwaab during
his term as court sergeant, the facts of
which are already familiar lo the pub-
lic. Engineer Bentley stated that he,
too, had been referred to the board -for
the reason for his discharge, lie wassure he had not neglected his duty, as
the steam plant had been Inspected
and pronounced in good condition just
before his discharge. This brought on
a lively discussion between Supt.
Gross and Mr. Bentley, the for-!
iner insisting that the steam plant was
in bad shape, and the latter that it was
not. The argument became so animated
that the chairman finallycalled the gen-
tlemen to order with the reman* tfiat
the board did not piopose to go into
these details. Ex-Guard Beck was next
called. He said that he would like to
hear the charges against him. and Chair-
man Martin read a report frona Supt.
Gross, which stated that Beck had been
foind asleep at his post no less than fif-
teen times.

This Beck denied, and stated that the
report at police headquarters would
show tluir. he had reported reguiarlv by
telephone. Three communicatioiis froth
Assistant Superintendent Whaien, the
cook and one of the guards respectively
were submitted, all of which tended to
show that Beck had been found asleep
at his tost.

D. T. Knight, ex-gtiard, said he had
simply come before the board to ascer-
tain the reason for his discharge. The
report of Supt. Gross upon Knight was
read, which staled that he was difficult
to dicipline and. furthermore that Supt.
West hau intended to descharge him
anyway.

Alexander Avers, a 200-pound speci-
men aDuarently inrobust health, stated
that he had understood that he was dis-
charged because he was dicrepit. He
strutted abcut and said he would like
to put on the gloves with the
man who said he was deeripit.
Htf believed he could cause him
to Ichange his opinion. This
concluded the testimony and the balance
of the board, with the exception of Dr.
Woodwa.-d, assembled inspecial session
to hear the report and to transact other
business of importance.

After a few moments of deliberation
the committee submitted a report find-
ing that the best interests of the city
and the maintenance of proper disci-
pline and efficient conduct of the work-
house could be best served by the dis-
charge ot the employes removed by
Supt. Gross and the appointment of the
men named by him, whoare as follows:

Alex Gallesspian. Herman Gross,
Charles 11. Hopper, William Burns and
John Hacini, guards; John C. Poacher 1,
driver, and E. R. Mobler, engineer.

In the matter of the appointment of
P. M.Hall lo the position of second
assistant city physician, as recom-
meiuled. by Dr. Chase, came lip,but in

the absence of Dr. Woodward, chair-
man of the hospital committee, more
time was asked and granted, the mayor
agreeing in the meantime to look up
the law on the question. ? \u25a0

John Beek rs chances against Assist-
ant Superintendent Whaien were not
taken up,nor were they referred 10 dur-
ing the testimony.

The .manufacturing interests locatta
all along the line can illyafford to ba
left without track facilities, and these
interests are increasing year by year.
The people who are continually advanc-
ing arguments for the removal of the
tracks do not represent South Minneap-
olis sentiment, unless it be a few who
have residence property adjoining the

!road. .Their only argument is an
:occasional accident, which, in nine
times out of ten is caused
by the victim's own careless-
ness. With gates and flagmen at every
crossing, the only real excuse for an ac-
cident would be in case of a runaway
team, and in that case the street cars
are anelement of danger to as great a
degree us are the steam cars. There is
an element of danger upon every street
of a . crowded city whether there be
railroads or not :"and there is really
more peril in driving on Nicollet, Hen-
ncpin or Washington avenues than in
crossing any of the short line tracks. We
have canvassed this matter considera-
bly among business men and manufact-
urers, and have yet to find a man who
wants the tracks removed or who would
Insist upon raising or lowering.
