I
met a good many of them inChicago re-
cently^ and they have trot the money,
and are .-pending it, too. Ifmoney will
get that convention they will come
pretty near capturing it. They say that
they are soin£ to set it. and they are
doius a good deal to substantiate their
statements."

was beaten. Thai hurt his pride, he- ;he senior alderman from the
Seventh ward. Then Woodward added

council chamber. That insult, fall-
ingupon the wounds that Parry had rt-

eeiveu. made his sores too deep and
virulent in their uleeratlon to be healed
Ly a little apology such as Woodward
offered. Both of these aldermen will
be seeking a re-election next fail, and
t::ey will be pitted against each
other in the fight for the Repub-
lican nomination. At this time ir
looks as if Woodward would be the man
to be nominated. Ineither case, it is
rot Improbable that the defeated candi-
date willrun independently. Parry will
make the tight a hot one for Woodward,
lie is satisfied that he has right on his
side and that he spoke nothing but the
truth when he announced that Wood-
ward's man had been agreed upon by
tne caucus through a combination.
Parry is not the onlyman who thinks
that "the combination story was correct.
Itwill take more than one denial from
Woodward couched in his elegant coun-
cil chamber diction to remove that idea
from their minds. It is stated on very

. for a lodge in scrae vast wilder-
is the wail that lies in the hearts

6f the local Republican leaders. What
do they want with the lodge? Why,
they want to gather in it alltheeii-
t stic lovers of lav.- and morality
who are leading the tight on the saloons
and on the Sunday theaters. Tuey want
to get all these people in the lodge and
then burn the lodge. This Sunday ques-
tion is going to enter into the next cam
paiirn locally, not only as applied to the
paloons, but as applied to ti:e theaters
and all places of business or pleasure
that open their doors on Sunday. This

d is being brought forward in
such shape that the Republicans are
compelled to tacitly indorse it. They do
not believe init. but they are forced to
seem to believe init. The sentiment of
the city is. of course, against it.
There has never been any public
demand for such a crusade against the
saloons as has been inaugurated, or
against the Sunday places of amuse-
ment, such as is promised. When itis
made an issue in this city,as it will be,
whether the city shall return bodily to
the blue laws of the New England
colonial ilays or remain a progressive
American city, the verdict of the people
wilJ not be couched in unmeaning
terms.

The aldermen who voted for the in-
crease in the salaries of the firemen
have incurred the enmity of the police-
man on the beat. The policeman does
not cut much of a figurein politics, but
he figures a little. A few officers have
had the temerity in the past to work
openly in political campaigns, and.
with the example of these men doing
that and not suffering for it be-
fore them, more are likeiv to
ndopt that coarse in the future. "They
may try to get even with the aldermen
\u25a0who have raised the salaries of the fire-
men. But the tiremen are not kicking.
2vor do they feel very thankful for tlfe
raise. Their salaries are now only equal
to that of the policemen. And they have
not the "gn»ft" that the man on the beat
is supposed to enjoy. More than that,
they work, or are on duty twenty-four
hours a day, while the policeman pets
©ffwith less than half that time. Just
now the firemen are objecting: todoinz
\u25a0work for the police department. They
are put to work laviug wires for the po-
lice signal system that the council has
ordered put in. Tney do not relish the
labor of handling picks «nd shovels
either.

There is a good deal of cariosity felt
as to how the Tribune will get "along
withcertain leading men in the Repub-
lican party after nominations are made
next summer and fall. For national,
state and municipal offices will certain-
lybe put in nomination some of the
men who have recently been referred to
by the Tribune as "Blalne's fool
friends." \\ ill the Tribune be able to
swallow that expression and several
others equally as tender, and hold these
men up as model statesmen and candi-
dates to vote for whom should be con-
sidered an honor? Wait an see.

TWO SETS OF PLANS.
They Were Presented to the

National Subcommittee in
Chicago Saturday.

Significance of the Approval
of Allbut the Local Prsss

Committee.

Simmons Preaches for Don-
nellyites, and Wilkinson

for Inquirers.

Lowry Banquet Particulars—
S. W. Sample on Decay of

Liberalism.

Members of the local subcommittee
that went to Chicago to confer with
representatives of the Republican na-
tional committee on the plans for the
convention hall were expected to return
yesterday, but none of them came back,
so far as could be learned last night
Ihe Chicago Tribune says, however,
that the conference was held. Saturday
nightPowell Clayton left forWashinetou
with two sets of plans carefully tied
up in a shawl strap. lie went to
\\ asblncton to submit the plans
to Chairman Clarksou. The two sub-
committees examined the plans pre-
pared by Architect Hayes, of Minneap-
olis, and those prepared by Sullivan, of
Adler iv Sullivan, Chicago. Mr. Sulli-
van's plans do not provide for nny nai-
lery. He makes provision for seats for
800 delegates, mk) alternates, 400 in-vited guests and 200 newspaper
correspondents, the multitude to betaken care of in an amphitheater rising
around the seats of the classes men-
tioned. Mr. Hayes' plans contemplate
a gallery. According to either, the con-
vention hall willseat about 12,000 per-sons. The estimated cost ot making thenecessary alterations is £20,000. Thomas
Lowry told the conference committee
that the contract would be let and the
work of alteration begun as soon as the
plans were approved. R. B. L;m::don
informed the world through the Chicago,
papers that Minneapolis expected 75,000
guests and would take care of them all.

The Chicago Tribune, in its report to
the conference, also mentions that the
list of subcommittees appointed by the
local general committee was lookedover and the appointments approved.
And right here something peculiar is
r.oticei. Among the list of committees
that the Chicago paper says were ap-
proved the local press committee is not.
Now the press committee has an impor-
tant work, and as much of it as any one
ofthesubcommitteescan havetodo. The
members of that committee have been
working hard and expect to work
harder. They may lose a littleof their
ambition, at least until after they are
made certain as to whether their ap-
pointment is to be confirmed. Several
days ago itwas intimated that G. A.Pierce might be asked to resign the
chairmanship of the press committee
on account of the editorials that
appeared in the Tribune in con-
nection with the publication of the
matter relating to the divorce case ofyoung Jim Blame and its possible bear-
ing upon the campaign -of his father
should that gentleman be nominated to
lead the Republican party. Mr. Pierce
has not been asked to resign as yet. but
this failure of the conference committee
in Chicago to approve the appointment
of the press committee as it now stands
is pregnant with significance.

FOR DOXXELLY AND FISH.

Key. H. M. Simmons Preaches on
••The Threatened Social War."
Rev. H. M. Simmons dropped a few

chunks of wisdom for "calamity nunt-
ers." His subject was "The Threat-
ened Social War." He sajd:

"1have been requested to review a
book just published in Chicago under
the title of "The Coming Climax," and
telling of a terrific social war that
threatens America. The author. L. C.
Hubbard, pictures 8,000,000 farmers ana
woikingnien filled with intense and
steadily growing hatred toward what
he calls the "triumphant piutocrats.'
He holds that unless this hatred is soon
cooled by wise legislation, bombs will
begin their deadly work, and we shall
have a war by which this continent will
be "drenched in blood from sea to sea, r'
and our great cities may be inundated
by the revolutionary lava and vanish as
completely as did Pompeii and Hercu-
laneum. The chief preventive meas-
ures, he urges.arethe government own-
ership of bank=,railroads and coai mines.

"Thcbook does not merit our atten-
tion, e\i-ept as representative of a large
class of publications today. As such it
doubtless indicates a wide and deep dis-
content. Doubtless, too. theie is reason
enough for the discontent. Poverty
still wideiy prevails, and the multiply-
ingmillionaires make it seem more un-
just than ever before. Doubtless, too.
there is danger enough in the discon-
tent; and probably itis well to have the
danger exaggerated now and then, as in
this book, to wake men to a sense of it.
There may be some wisdom, also, in
these proposed remedies. Rich mines
ought to be owned by the public,
and. perhaps, it would be well for
railroads to be. Not long since I
rode on a car where five women
sood on the rear platform, wedged
in among the nieu, and an old
lady was clinging on the outer step.
When a company with vast profits
makes half its passengers stand, show-
Ing no consideration except for their
coins, and continues to do this month
after month without any sign of a com-
ingchange of heart, itseems an argu-
ment for public ownership. But ifgov-
ernment is as bad as Mr. Hubbard rep-
resents, we should gain little by puttiug
industries under its control. He says
'piutocrats' 'own the government,' 'o.vn
the judiciary," 'own both the rotten old
political parties.' If poiitics is as cor-
rupt as that, we do not want to extent
it? sphere. Itis not more laws that we
wr.nt. but more honest men. Million-
aires do not monopolize corru ption. Itis
bad for them to bribe, but just as bad for
ociiers to be bribed. The 'plutocrats'
live by the same principles as half the
people wiio complain of them. The
n.illionaire may worship wealth, but
most of his abusers show by their envy
of him that they worship it too. We
should stop abusing each other and see
a brother in every worthy man, be he a
biiionaire or a bootblack.

"And how foolish for any people to
talk of settling social wroncs by war,
in a republic! In Russia itmight be
sensible to appeal to war. or even to
throw a bomb now and then. But what
need of it where every man has a vote?
These 8.000,000 workingmen would be
foolish to put down -plutocrats' by
bombs or bullets, when they could do it
so much more neatly and cheaply by
ballots. Let them agree what they want
and they can carry itat any election. Let
have the majority to fill every legis
lature with their own labor leaders

—
and these, of course, could never be
bribed. They couid abolish old laws and
rodHtutions, and make others to bring
in their millennium in a month without
any destruction of property. Howmuch
better that would be.' For working-
men to bury Chicago and New York,
like Pompeii and Herculaueti:u, under
'revolutionary lava' would not be half
so sensible as" to save those cities for
themselves, and holdtheir meetings and
banquets in the marble palaces of the
millionaires. Even to blow up a 'pluto-
crat' by a bon;b would not be so sweet
a vengeance as to reduce him to a state
of dependence and galling servitude by
due process of law. And revolu-
tionists should remember how apt
they are to turn against each
other. Think how well-meaning French-
men could hardly keep from hugging
each other at that great confederation
celebration 100 years ago. Y«t they

soon began to crowd and crush ea«fe
other, as Mr. Tame says— on reaching
their visionary temple of liberty 'found
themselves in a slaughter house,' and
through their maxims of universal lib-
erty' "inaugurated a despotism worthy
of Dahomey, and raised human heca-
tombs like those of ancient Mexico,'
We want, of course, to worn for wise
laws that shall relieve old wrongs and
allow every man toget his share of the
wealth of the world. But we want more,
a public sentiment that shall make men
ashamed to live in luxury at the ex-
pense of others, and make others
ashamed to envy them for it—that
shall civilize and humanize and soften
the hearts of rich and poor alike."'

ONE XOr ENOUGH.

Rev. William Wilkinson Says Dif-
ferent Men Want Different Re-
lisjions.

The rector of St. Andrew's church
gave last night his second address on
the spirit of question as applied to re-
ligion,and said:

"Itmust ever be remembered, if we
are to judge rightly, that itis the intent
which gives quality to action and to
thougnt. If men come to revealed re-
ligioninits historic presentation with
the determination to tindin it nothing
to admire, to love or to practice, it is
small wonder ifthey end by saying it is
a 'root out of the dry ground.' There
is init r.o beauty that we should desire
it; it has no claims we are bouud to re-
spect, and so cast Itaside.

"Religion, 1< oked at In any honest
way. at least deserves at the start of all
inquiry recognition of the fact that it
has charmed the thought and won the
enthusiastic admiration of vast numbers
of the noblest men and purest women
who have lived inall the ages; that the
peoples who have followed itmost per-
fectly have been in the lead, of the na-
tions, in all which go^s ts the true ere-
vation of manhood a::d the highest glo
ritication of womanhood; that the men
who have understood itbest have been
leaders inevery walk of life: and tnat
amongst the literature which is most in-
fluential, the Christian literature is at
the head. This recognition will save
men whobegin to inquire from falling
into the sad and utterly groundless mis-
take of thinking and of speak-
ing as though defenders of the
Christian faith have been enter
aupes or fools. Itwillbe well also for
the man who is seeking truth, ifhe
honestly desires to findit,ifhe willnot
forget that a nvan who has given his
hie to the painstaking study of any one
subject may be presumed to know more
about it than the man knows who
is only beginning to think seriously
aboutit. For lack of this just condition
in the minds of men who interrogate
the Bible and the church men fall in:o
strange errors. Does not a trade assem

-
bly of bricklayers, or carpenters, or
artists know more about building and
art than an assembly of priests and
clergymen? Does not reason teach that
It is just to look for this? On this
principle it is not reasonable to
expect that an assembly of
priests and clergymen would be
better qualified to judge the value of
any fact,doctrine or principle as related
to the religion of Christ, than a gather-
ing of men who had neither the historic
knowledge nor the theological training

heedful for exhaustive study of tfae
claims presented? In this view it will
be seen that at the foundation of re-
ligionis reason, and so far from reason
being a power to be discussed, denouueed
and repudiated as itoften has been, it is
a faculty to be exalted into the very high
piaces of our life, and as it is
given its true province, ie willbecome a
powerful factor in the determination of
what form our creed and faith shall
take. Yet it willnot always determine
them, for whether we are aware of it or
not. sentiment has often as much to do
with the religion a man holds, and
which holds him. as logic, lcquiry
should teach us also that we are not
safe insaying that honest men of edu-
cated thought will come to the same
convictions from the same facts or
principles presented for consideration.
And so it is hopeless to expeot every
man willthink alike on the question of
reiigion: hence the absolute folly of
men whosay. 4Oh, just settle amongst
yourselves, gentlemen, what is faun,
then come to us.' These men do tmc

see. apDarently. how far their
theory would lead. "Do all men
look at social, political, philosophical
or scientific questions with oneness of
vision. Think if no man would vo'.e
tillevery man were a Democrat or a Re-
publican; that no man would cake any
medicine tillail the doctors held either
the allopathic or homeopathic faith, «r
that a man would not send his ch!rl o
school tillall the educators in the world
had concluded which is the best of
many systems of teaching. No, this is
askinz too much; it is complete folly.Ir
is not necessary to the assimilation of
the religious spirit and work for
every man to think as every other man
thinks, to see as all men should see. It
is not indispensable for every man to
ask questions till he understands all
mystery in the Christian doctrine,
any more than it is needful for
a "man to b? able to te»l the
chemical properties of food before he
can receive refreshment and strensrth.
from his dinner. Is he for this reason
to denounce chemistry? Not at all.
Rather he is to cultivate a love for it.

"When we realize that every man can
ask questions; that every man ought to
encourage a reverential spirit of in-
quiry; that in matters so important as
the religion he holds is, he is, by every
sanction of duty, bound, to try to have
his lakh built upon evidence

—
then

willour work and worship stand, as it
now, alas, often does not, aDon a sure
base. We do not need to fear for the
truth. As wellmight a mm on shore,
who sees a little boat In the surf being
cast against a rock, say, 'Ifear for that
rock: the boat willdamage it.' He may
wellkeep calm ifhis interest is only in
the rock. That will stand. So it is
with the eternal truth of God. That
abides a fixture. Men come, live their
day, pass on into the, from us, covered
world. And the pure truth. blessin?
and blessed, sings sweetly on. The
darker the day. the stormier the eight,
the sweeter the song. 1have found it
so. It is not inmy life either of mind
or of heart that the things Ihave never
questioned give me most" joy: itis that
which 1have questioned most seriously,
pondered most deeply, that today gives
me the most comfort, satisfaction and
hope. The spirit of St. Thomas, who
said, 'Unless Isee Iwill not believe.' is
at least as safe as that of St. Peter, who
said, 'Though all men should den}'
Thee, yet will not I.' Underneath all
there must be authority somewhere.
The supreme authority is truth, and our
maker is its God. For a 'God of truth
and without iniquity,' just and right
is He."

STATISTICS IN RELIGION*.

S. W. Sample Combats Statements
Made by Rev. W. r.McKee.

At the People's meeting last evening

Rev. S. W. Sample preached upon the
subject "Has God Cursed Liberal
Christianity".'" devoting the major por-
tion of his discourse to the points made
by Key. W. P. McKee, of Olivet Baptist
church, in which he quoted statis-
tics to show that God had
prospered Methodism and baptism
and had cursed liberal Christianity.
These points the speaker took up one
by one and proceed to show that sta-
tistics could not be taken into consid-
eration in this question, and that votes
upon a subject of this kind should be
weighed and not counted. He said:
••We will take my brother's own sta-
tistics". Ido not say that they are cor-
rect, but just for the sake of argument
we will use them. They show that
the Universalists numberonly 40.000 and
the Unitarians only 20,000." while the
Methodists are 4.000,000, but let us 20
stlil farther. Upon his own argument
my brother must admit that Gol nas
blessed Spiritualism, for the followers
of that creed have increased amazingly
of late years. Gad has also blessed
Roman Catholicism, another religion
which Iguess my biother has little
sympathy with. In ISOO the Roman
Catholics of this country numbered less
than 100,000, but now its followers are
one to every seven of the population.
Then by this method of reasoning God
has cursed Christianity inAfrica and
blessed Mohammedanism, which has
greatly exceeded it,aud has really ac-
complished the more good. Itwou'd
als;> appear from this standpoint that
God has abundantly blessed Buarihism,
the followers of which uumber over
500.000,000/'

He then proceeded to speak of liberal
Christianity and its growth and pros-
perity, citins as examples of this, Plym-
outh church, Indianapolis, and Plym-
outh church, Broooklyn.

Speaking of the principles of liberal
Christianity he said: "Ido not deny or
question the divinityof Christ, but Ido
not think and do not believe there is a
man ofscience inany church today who
does think that the God who lay in
Mary arms was the same who created
the galaxy of stars above us, and the
world in which we live. An argument
in favor of liberal Christianity,
is that its followers are very
rarely to be found among criminals. ,
Go to our penitentiaries and prisons.
and you will find very few Sweden
bnrgians, Unitarians and Universalists.
The great growth of "the orthodox
churches is largely due to the decline

'
orthodoxy itself and the adoption of
liberal principles. 1 can say to you,
my friends, that if tbe orthodox
churches were to say. 'in order to be 1

one of us you must believe strictly in
all oar doctrines, and we willnot ha Ye'you if you do not. there would be a!
greater exodus than Moses ever led out

'
of Egypt. '*"H-'1

THE M'ALLISTER HORROR.

Unidentified Dead Are Buried by
Number.

McAllister, Ind. Ter., Jan. 10.—
This was a day of mourning at Krebs,
the scene of %he recent mining disaster
hi which so many lives were lost.
The funerals of most of the victims
whose bodies have been recovered, were
held today. 'J here were no religious
services, excepting in a few cases, and
the only ceremony observed in connec-
tion with the funerals was that of
secret organizations, of which most
of the victims were members.
Fifteen of the dead bodies were buried
yesterday. All the coffins available
were then used, and the other burials
were delayed until today, when cofhns
were received by expresstrom the near-
est towns in the neighborhood. The
caskets were of the simplest plain vari-
eties, and were furnished by the mining
company. There was only one hearse
in the town of Krabs, so that it was
necessary to use every sort of vehicle
to convey the bodies to the cemetery.
Ordinary lumber wagons were the
greatest in number, and in some
cases dumping carts from the mines
were brought into requisition. The
funerals took place at 10 o'clock this
morning:, thirty-seven bodies being
placed under the ground. The craves
of the identified dead were marked by
plain headstones of wood with the
names and ages of the victims printed
upon them. The unidentified were
placed in graves by number. Their
clothes found upon them and the con-
tents of their pockets were retained by
the mining officials, and are all marked
with numbers corresponding to the re-
spective numbers of the craves, for the
purpose of future identification.

Death added three more victims to
the list of killed,today, making the total
fifty-eight. A canva.ss among physi-
cians attending the injured discloses
the fact that seventeen injured are
likely to die within the next twenty-
four hours. Rescuing parties discon-
tinued work at noon today, satisfied
there were no more bodies buried inthe
debris, and none confined within the
chambers of the mine. A joint commit-
tee of the miners and officials willbegin
tomorrow on au official inquiry into the
cause of the disaster.

SNOW INTHE SOUTHWEST.

Trains Reported Delayed in Every
Direction.

KaxsasCity, Mo.,Jan. 10.—Dispatches
from various points in Kansas and
Oklahoma territory state that a severe
snowstorm prevailed there today. The
weather, which has been very cold for
the past few days, began to moderate
last night. The wind changed from
north to east, and snow began >ofall
early this njornintr, continuing until
late this afteruoon. The Texas ex-
press, of the Santa Fe. is bulletined in-
definitely late. All tne trains from the
South on the Missouri Pacific are de-
layed from one to three hour. The
Rock Island in Kansas reports late
trains. All the trains here were sent
out tonight as usual. A dispatch from
Guthrie, Oiila., says that the lons spell
of cold weather, followed by tlie present
storm, willcause much suffering among
the new settlers, who occupied claims
on the Indian lands recently opened to
settlement in that vicinity. A dispatch
from Arkansas City, Kan., says the
"boomers" who are waiting along the
borders of the Cherokee strip for the
opening of that coveted land are suffer-
ing from the same causes. They. How-
ever, have to undergo the added incon-
venience of livingin tents and prairie
schooners, which are of less protection
from the elements than the rude huts
of the settlers in the new lands.

Omaha. Jan. 10.—Reports from all
sections of Nebraska show that today :s
storm was general over the state. Snow
commenced faliinir early last evening,
and continneri through the night and
nearly all of today. Astrong wind has
been blowing, drifting the snow badly.
The trains on all the Nebraska roads
are delayed from one to two hours. To-
night itis clearing and tlie thermometer

( is falling rapidly. So far no reports of
loss of lifehave been received.

Petersburg, Va., Jan. 10.— A heavy
snow storm set iv here this morning
about 3 o'clock, and continued without
intermission until dark tuis evening.

But Hia Pocket Has a Bis Hole
in It.

The
count also showed Suva live
certificates of stock in the Illinois
Building and Loan Association of
BloomingtoG, 111., for $100 each, which
he represented were fullypaid up and
negotiable. This stock" he offered to
Suva for $335, and Suva took it, paying
*38down and promising to pay the bal-
ance in a few days. Meauwnile he com-
municated with the secretary of the
association, and, pending an answer,
not only boarded the count, but also
liquidated anold board billof$50. The
count explained to Suva that the
reason he was willing to sell
the certificates was because he
was engaged to marry his cousin, a
beautiful girlof Atlanta. Ga., worth
1200,000 inher own right, ana he wanted
to consummate the engagement as
spefdily as possible. A tew days ago
Suva received an answer from the sec-
retary of the building association in-
forming him that the certificates were
worthless. Then Suva had him arrest-
ed. Justice Ryan remanded the count
furexamination tomorrow.

The
gang had its headquarters one block
from the police station and made ?1,500
incounterfeit coins. They were making
preparations to visit Denver, Kansas
City, Omaha and other Eastern cities
when arrested here by the authorities.
The design: and weight of the money
were perfect. The true ring ofthe gold
coin made itone of the most successful
attempts at counterfeiting ever perpe-
trated.

§ QUIET IN KANSAS.

Very LittleLikelihood of Further
Bloodshed.

Arkalox, Kas., Jan. 10.— per-
manent presence of troops has removed
all further apprehensions of trouble in
this section. The uneasy feeling oflast
week has all disappeared and men are
resuming their usual vocations as though
nothing had happened, content that the
courts should settle all disputes.

A few seconds after she was
taken out, fourteen other members of
the congregation fainted and were car-
ried to the parsonage adjacent to the
church. The cold air had the same ef-
fect on them as it had on the young
laay who was first overcome. Physicians
were immediately summoned and the
sufferers were restored toconsciousness
with great difficulty. It Is supposed
that all will recover. The physicians
say that the people were asphyxiated
by natural gas escaping from a flue into
the church. The entire congregation
was affected and are still suffering. Dr.
Hilsehman. pastor of the church, is un-
able to preach this evening, and Is com-
pletely prostrated fiom tne effects of
the gas.

BOTH WERE MURDERED.

Riggin and Turnbull Foully-
Dealt With at Valparaiso.

San Francisco, Jan. 10.

United
States District Attorney Garter, who
has been assisting Judge Advocate
General Reniy in the Baltimore
investigation at Valiejo, said to-
nisht: » "There is no doubt but
that Rigsin and Turnbull were
foullymurdered ; that the assaults on
these men were.unprovoked, and that
many others were outrageously treated.
