FOR A MARKET,

West Third Street Designated a
Standing Place for Wagons.

The joint committee on public build-
ings held a meeting yesterday afternoon
tor the purpose of considering the peti-
tion of the Third Street Property Own-
ers’ association, that the city designate
certain property on West Tnird sireet
for market purposes and locate the
places for wagons of market gardeuers
to  oceupy. Messrs. Gehan, Cope-
land, Dielenberg and MeNamee, Van
Slyke and Baubholzer represented the
two  DLrauches of the  council.
Messrs. Tarvox and Robinson appeared
on behalf of the Third street property
owners, and explained the desires of
the association. The property on St.
Peter street, running from Third to
Fourth street, with a depth ot 100 feet,
would be improved and adapted for
market purposes. The rental of stalls
would be not more than the rents
charged at present in the market house,
and if the city designated West Third
street, from Wabasha to Seven corners,
as standing places for market wagons,
the property owners would not charge
any reutal for frontage use. The pro-
posed market would be supervised by
the market master, whose salary would
be paid from the fees he would collect
from the wagons using the streets.

Petitions were read from property
owners and tenants on Third street,
market gardeners from all parts of the
city, commission merchants and gro-
cerymen, asking for the location of a
market on West Third street as above
deseribied.

After a short debate as to the advisa-
bility of establishing market days, to be
held in various parts of the city, the
committee unanimously decided to rec-
ommend to the council that if the own-
ers of the property on West Third
street, corner of St. Peter, improved the
same so as to adapt it for market house
purposes that a market would be located
there, and-that Thirda street, from
Wabasha to Seven corners, be desig-
nated as the place tfor market wagons to
stand. -

BY DESIGNING MEN.

The Opposition to Great National
Park Scheme.

The state forestry association was
shated for a meeting at the capitol yes-
terday afternoon. The members met
to the number of half a dozen, butas
the state agricultural association was
in session at the time and several of the
members desired to take part in the
meeting of the agricultural association,
an adjournment was taken to next
Monday.

Subsequent to the meeting, J. O. Bar-
rett, the secietary of the forestry asso-
siation, stated to a reporter that the
public had been purposely misled by
designing and mercenary men as to the
character and intent of the proposed
national park scheme. The imperartive
necessity, he says, of setting aside a part
of the domain at the headwaters of the
Mississippi is obvious and is only op-
posed by those who wish to denude the
forests, even at the expeunse of our
water supply. He says the plan sug-
gested by the forestry board is not to
forbid the cutting of any timber on the
proposed park or to entirely suppress
farming or mining operations, but to
allow timber to be cut only under the
supervision of a duly constituted au-
thority and in places where it wouid not
leave the ground entirely unshaded.
One great objection to the removal of
the timber which Mr. Barrett suggests is
the fact that it will leave us at the
mercy of the cold northern winds, He
thinks theplans suggested by the board
will ultimately be accepted, but admits
that the opposition is quite formidable.

The further exten-
sions of business that mast naturally
accompany the rood conditions of trade
that now prevail give abundant promise
of additional activity in finanecial circles
in the near future.

The most notable event in connection
with the elections was the aceeptance of
How. Peter Berkey s resignation from
the p:csidency of the St. Paul National
bank. ‘I'his was. of course, voluntary
on the part of Mr. Berkey, who seeks a
period of retirement from the cares of
aetive business. Since his serviee in
the common council, from 1859 to 1871,
he has held many responsible positions,
including county commissioner, legis-
lator, president of a railroad, diree-
tor in . banks, insurance and trust
companies, Indian commissioner. The
Penunsylvania boy and once canal boat
captain now retires from the presidency
of the bank which he founded. It is
1ot so surprising to those who knew of
his resigning from the treasurership of
the chamber of commerce and other or-
ganizations some time ago. The St.
Paul National was established eight
and one-half years aco. Mr. Berkey’s
resignation has been in the hands of the
directors for twelve months, and in his
ast letter to the directors he says:

Having a desire for quiet and retitement, I
would again respectfuh_\' tender my resigna-
tion as president and director of the St. Paul
National bank. T'he businessof the bank
never was in a moreprosperous coudition
than now. The number of depositors is
larger than ever before. having largely in-
creased within the last six months, The ag-
gregate deposit is over 5 per cent higher
than a year ago, and the bills receivabie have
increased 1n a like ratio, while the earnings
have uever before been as large as at pres-
ent.

it is thought by many that F. W. An-
derson, now vice president, will take
Mr. Berkey’s chair in the St. Paul Na-
tional when the new board organizes a
few days hence.
