SILVERMANSKXTENCKD.

Despite His "c ing in Court He
Gets One \' :*r and a Half.

Ben lie Silvernun, the shoplifter, is
an actor as well. About as touching a
piece of dramatic work as has been seen
for some time by those who were pres-
ent came off before Judge Lochren
yesterday afternoon, Silverman plavinc
the title- role, lie knew that it was all
up with him when the Kosenthal and
biussen women were given nine months
each Monday. Inhis iron-bound dress-
ing room all Monday night he studied
his line*, unit! every gesture and inflec-
tion of voice in the part he essayed was
as plain to him as itcould nave'been to
Clara Morris. As the srray dawn streaked

[ in through the jail windows he felt that
Ihe was ready to tread the boards of the
Icriminal court room as soon as the dep-
uty rolled up the curtain, and laid down
upon his cot for a few hours' sleep. To
play his part better the support or Mrs.
Silverman and his little child were en-
listed. Their parts needed no study,
for the love that both seem to feel for
the unfortunate man told them how
their lines should be read.

At2 o'clock the deputy conducted the
three to the court room. The first act,
the trial, was veryshort and uninterest-ing. When the testimony was all in
Silverman keyed himself for the effort
ot his life, In piteous tones, with
great, tears streaming down his cheeks,
he pleaded for mercy, and asked that
the sentence be but one year. His wife
wept, moaned and tried to kiss the
judge's hand. Toe little child, know-
ins something must be wrong, wept
bitterly. Judge' Lochren was inclined
to be touched by the scene before him,
but County Attorney Thian, the critic,

S ventured to suggest that Silverman was
a bad man. even though a good actor.
The court heaved a subdued sigh, and
sentenced ihe weeping man to one year
and six mouths at Stillwater. The few
spectators sinned as the court had
sisrhed. and ventured that if Silverman
was as good at shoplifting as he is at
acting, he was certainly deserving of
his sentence.

There is little doubt that a good piece
of work was done when Bennie Silver-
man was sentenced yesterday to the
penitentiary. Silverman and his female
accomplices, itseems, were members of
a sort of trades assembly of shoplifters
and other brands of thieves. A few days
after Silverman and the women were
arrested a man claiming to be from Cni-cago called on E. J. Rose, whose store
Silverman and the women had robbed,
He --aid that he was a scrap iron dealer
of Chicago and referred, "by pennis-
siou," he said, to J. SkolJ, the clothing
man, and Harris, tbe scrap iron dealer,
as men who would vouch for his
honesty. He told a lone tale to Mr.
Rose about Silverman being a hard-
working man who had been led astray
through the evil influences of the two
women. Then he drew a tearful
picture of a weeping woman.
Silverman's wife, and sobbinir
babes, Silverman's children, throwing
themselves at his. the Chicago man's,
feet and imploring him todo something
to save the husband and father from
prison. He, in the goodness of his
heart, had come all tiie wav from
Chicago in the inteiest of the afore-
said weeping woman and sobbing chil-
dren. He even tried to enlist Mr.
Rose's sympathy on the secret order
plea. It so happened that Mr.Rose
had a brother in Chicago, who was re-
quested to look up the record of the al-
leged scrap iron dealer and Silverman.
The scrap iron man was discovered to
be the proprietor and manager of a low
saloon, a notorious Chicago "fence,"
and a sort of managing director of a
stock company of thieves. Skoll and
Harris had never heard of him. silver-man was discovered to be a thief, well
known to the Chicago police. He wasonce a workingman but he hid been
discharged from several places because
things would stick to his fingers. Blind
justice's instinct seems to have been in
working order when Silverman was
tried.

MISS JONES, OF CLAY.

The Sixth Ward School Principal
in the Witness Stand.

The board of education held a special
meeting yesterday afternoon for the
purpose of investigating: tne charges

made by Miss Emily L.Jones, the prin-
cipal of the Clay school, regarding the
sanitary condition ofher school; also to
{rive her an opportunity to explain
wheiefore she closed the school on a
certain day without the proper author-
ity. Miss Jones was subjected to the
most rigorous oatechiratiou, yet she
proved equal to the occasion. She testi-
fied mat previous to the time it was
fixed by the workmen and plumbers
sent by the board, the Clay school was
ina very bad sanitary condition. She
notified Supr. Bradley and Capt. Dun-
can ot the condition of affairs, but it
did no- good. Many of the children
who atteiidfd the school were sent
home sick because of the foul air aris-
ingfrom the closets. Itwas because of
this state of things that she dismissed
the school without the seeming proper
authority.

The board finallydecided to exoner-
ate Miss Jones of the charge of not
obeying the rules, for under the cir-
cumstances she was justified in closing
tne school when she did. The board
also agreed that no doubt the Clay
school had at one time been in a pretty
bad sanitary condition, Out it was due
to an oversight, and in no manner the
fan itof the board.

Health Officer Kelly visited the Clay
school yesterday and made a thorough
examination, lie found everything in
a pretty fair condition and nothing to
warrant the sensational charges made
by an irresponsible evening paper.

IXCOjIE TAX.

This Question Is Ably Discnssed
Before the Single Tax League.
A regular meeting of the Single Tax

league was held at the West hotel last
night, at which Ulysses Hertig read a
paper on "Income Tax." The speaker
advocated in the strongest terms a
graduated income tax. starting with the
point which he said was generally con-
ceded thatcivil government necessitates
the collection and disbursement of pub-
lic funds. He held that taxes on
personal property were generally
evaded, the wealthy thereby gaining
great advantages over those of more
modest means. The rich, he contended,
had enjoyed special privileges and
should therefore pay special taxes. This
tax, however, he would not have the
chief source of revenue. No system
could be absolutely perfect and itwould
be absolutely impossible to ascertain
the exact amount of any mans income,
but he favored having penalties sogn*at
as to make it precarious for a man to
falsify reports as to his income. He
read from the writings of Henry Georee
several passages insupport of his argu-
ments.

The other side of the question was
discussed by Maj. Bassett. who present-
ed many iorcibte arguments. He pro-
claimed himself as in favor of those
property holders who enjoy the pro-
tection of the law paying a fair share
toward the support and maintenance of
the law. Mr. Hertis's point that "the
property in sizlu was the moat gen-
erally ar.d most heavily assessed"
he turned to bis own account by
insisting that as that was generally the
property of the wealthy itwould be un-
just under the same argument to make,
the wealthy pay an income tax on top of
that on the property insiatt.v. :.
