Influenza Continues to Spread
in Europe--Albert Victor
Gaining,

Loxpox, Jan. 12.—While the columns
of the London newspapers are bristling
with accounts of the illness of the Duke
of Clarence aud Avondale, with the
preparations being made to celebrate
his-marriage to Princess Mary of Teck,
and with the dreary reports as to the
spread of 1nfluenza, the provincial
newspapers are devoting much atten-
tion to the tariff question as outlined in
Howard Vinecent’'s speech yesterday
afternoon at Sheffield, which city he
represents in parliament as a **national
couservative,” in favor of *‘‘progress
with peace, empire and liberty,” as an
advocate of lmperial federation and as
an upholder of the church and of re-
ligious education.” 'Lhe address is one

of the most notable made in
years, and has been converted into
a regular Dboom for “fuir trade.”

Amoung those present were a very large
number of the leading employers of la-
bor at Sheflield and elsewhere, who lis-
tened most attentively to Mr. Vincent’s
remarks, and who, by their repeated
vutbursts of applause showed them-
selves to be warmly in syvinpathy with
the speaker. Mr. Vincent, among other
things, said that he had seen with his
own eyes the
Enormous Prosperity

of the United States and that he had
almost complete ab-
sence of the ill-fed, under-paid workers
who were to be seen on every side in
other countries. England’s cry for free
trade, Mr. Vincent added, was like ery-
ing for the moon. . The speaker then

existing commercial

denounced the
treaties which govern the commerce of
Engzland and her colonies as being hand-
cuffs which fetter British trade.

did not want union with the United

States, saying that, on the contrary,
Canada

desired to enter a fair trade
At another portion of his ad-
Mr. Vincent declared that ex-
resident Cleveland and his programme
of radical tariff reform had been sent to
the rear by the Americans, who would
not hear of a reduction of the United
States tariff. The doctrines advocated
by Gov. McKinley were, according to
Mr. Vinceut, as delusive asthose of Mr.
Cleveland’s. The British people, con-
sequently, had reason to hope that an
era of free trade was approaching the
United States. The remarks of the

| speaker were so felicitous in the opin-

1on of his hearers that they fairly car-
ried the audience by storm, and he was
repeatedly cheered to the echo.

VATICAN AND QUIRINAL.

Satisfactory Offers Alleged to
Have Come From Humbert.

Paris, Jan. 12.—La Paix says today
that King Humbert has made overtures
to the pope, offering to compromise the
questions at 1ssue between the state and
the vatican. La Paix further says that
the terms offered by King Humbert,
while maintaininz the rights of the
crown, are fully satisfactory to the vat-
ican. The paper adds that the pope is
much pleased that the ice has been
broken, and that important results will
probably follow the opening of negotia-
tions between the government and the
vatican.

INFLUENZA SPREADING.

Hundreds Are Down, Lady Brooke
Among Thenm.

LoxDpoN, Jan. 15.—Lord and Lady
Brooke are ill with the grippe. Thirty
deaths from the same disease have oc-
curred at Tiverton within the past
fortnigiit. At the Catholic college at
Teignmouth the faculty and over one
hundred of the students are prostrated.

There is no abatement whatever in
the epidemic of influenza which is
sweeping over Eungland. On the con-
trary, the reports received from hun-
dreds of places throughout the country
show that the disease continues to
spread with increasing violence. Lord
and Lady Brooke are both prostrated
at Warwick castie, their residence in
Warwick. Lady Brooke, it will be re-
called, is a particular favorite of the
Prince of Wales.,

The present influenza epidemie, both
in the United Kingdom and on the con-
tinent, has been marked by the large
number of ecclesiastical dignitaries it
has claimed as its vietims. The latest
victim of influenza’s ravages was Rt.
Reeves, D. D., of the
Church of Ireland (Protestant), bishop
of Down.

Dispatches from Berlin and Vienna
state that the disease shows no signs of
abatement in Germany and Austria,
though it is now as a rule ef less violent
type than previously. In Belgium in-
fluenza continues to be wide-spread 1n
its ravages. A peculiar feature of the
disease ln that country is showu by the
fact that large numbers of insane per-
sons have been attacked. A dispatch
from Biarritz, France, announces the
death at that place today of the Earl of
Carlemont, from an attack of influenza.

United States Minister Lincoln has
been obliged to take to his bed. He is
suffering from influenza, but the attack
is said to be of a mild nature.

Paris, Jan. 12.—In this city and in
Germany, Austria and Belgium the in-
filuenza is steadily increasing. At Lou-
vaine, in Brabant, 400 inmates of the
insane asvlum are down with the dis-
ease, while many of the nurses are also
ill. Many members of the lunatiec asy-
lum at Gheil, in tbe province of Ant-
werp, have died, and the disease still
rages with great violence.

BRITISH ANARCHISTS.

One More Alleged Bombmaker
Taken In.

LoxpoN, Jau. 12.—Ianterest in the
Walsall dynamite plot received an im-
petus teday by the arrest of John Wes-
ley, aged thirty-two, a brushmaker,
whose last employer was Cailles, who
was arrested together with Slaughter
and Deakin in connection with the
dynamite conspiracy. Wesley, who is
also a member of the Walsall Socialist
club, is charged with complicity in the
bombmakiug plot, which is believed to
involve many persons who have not yet
been apprehended.

Murdering the Jews,

St. PETERSBURG, Jan. 12.—Anti-Jew-
ish outbreaks have occurred in many
villages in Pensa and Saratov. Tne
houses of a number of Jews suspected
of hoarding cern for the purpose of rais-
ing the price in the market have been
burned and many Jews have been
killed.

PARis, Jan. 12.—The funeral of Miss

RISING IN REVOLT.

and Algerians Growing
Bolder in Rebellion.

ADEN, Jan. 12.—It was announced
some time ago that the Arab insurvec-
tion in Yemen had been quelled by the
Turkish troops and that the country

Arabs

was quiet again. It is now
stated that the rebellion is re-
newed, and that the insurgents are

under the leadetship of Ahmed Addin,
a deseendant of the former rulers of
Yemen, The rebels are marching upon
Sanaa, the capitol city of Yemen, and
-the turkish forces are advancing to re-
pel them. The sheiks, who have been
licited by the fanaties of their religious
sects, are, with their followers, rising
everywhere against ‘Turkish authority,

TaNGIER, Jan. 12.—The rebels are
evidently gaimng in strength and bold-
ness. They have hitherto confined their
operations to a radius some little dis-
tance from Tangier, but are now ap-
proaching the city. The announcement
that the insurgents are moving on the
City has added greatly to the excite-
ment prevailing here.

ALBERT VICTOR GAINS.

Reports Are Favorable,
Anxiety Is Great.
Loxpox, Jan. 12.—A bulletin 1ssued
from Sandringham hall at 8 o’clock this
evening states that although there is no
marked change in the condition of the
Duke of Clarence and Avondale, ke has
grown somewhat betrer since morning.
Though the physicians in attendance
take a very cheertul view of their pa-
tient’s condition, there is a general
opinion abroad that the duke is more
seriously ill than his tamily and physi-
cians would have the public believe.
Occupying the position he does, it is
but natural that the English people
should feel deeply concerned regarding
the outcome of his illuess, and there is
iittle doubt that their fears of a break
in the line of royal succession have
much to do with the belief that the full
extent of his illness has not been made
publie.

M'CARTHYITES MAD.

Edmund Leamy Makes a Serious
Insinuation.

DuBLIN, Jan. 12.—Edmund Leamy,
member of pariiament for Sligo, today
made a number of serious charges
against the anti-Parnellites. Among
other things. he hinted at an agreement
said to be in existence by which the
leaders of the McCarthyite faction were
assured of comfortable offices whenever
home rule should be declared, it the
change in government should come
about through their aid. These remarks
have roused the McCarthyites to the
highest pitch of indignation, and they
declared that Leamy weuld, if possible,
be compelled to give names in support
of his assertions, and then libel actions
would be brought at once.

Bonaparte in the Toils.

LoxpoxN, Jan. 12.—Louis C. Bona-
parte,
Lucien Bonaparte, was charged today
upon a warrant at the London police
court with conspiring with William
Alexander Thompson todetraud Rosalie
Clovis Bonaparte out ot a diamond
necklace and other jewels valued at
$100,000. The charge is one of many
outcomes of the suit for aivorce brought
by Mis. Bonaparte against Louis Clovis
Bonaparte. The prigsoner was remand-
ed, bail being allowed.

Beresford Scents War.

Loxpox,Jan. 12.—Lord Charles Beres-
ford has forwarded his formal deciina-
tion of the candidacy for parliament
from North Kensington. Itis no secret
that Lord Charles is one of those who
believe that war cannot much longer be
postponed. He expects the outbreak to
occur before the expiration ot his pres-
ent term of service, in 1893, and prefers
his command of the great battle ship,
Undaunted, to a seat in the house of
commons during the stirring times that
he anticipates.

Miilais’ Mansion Burned.

Loxpox, Jan. 12.—The mansion of
Sir John »Xiillais, the distinguished
English painter, near Perth, Scotland,
caught fire yester lay worning and was
partially destroyed. Last night the fire
uvroke out again and the mansion was
burned to the ground.

The Czar’s Craziness.

Loxpox, Jan. 12.—Advices from St.
Petersburg show that though the czar
may declare that there is no famine in
his dominions, and though he believes
that the suffering among the peasantsis
due entirely to a slight shortage in the
crop. which the government can easily
rectify, it will be found that in making
such rectification the treasury of the
empire will be subjected to a very
heavy decline.

New Movement in France.

PARis, Jan. 12.—-There is a movement
on foot here to secure the popular ob-
servance of Sunday, and a veryv strong
society has been formed to further their
cause. The honorary president of the
society is Senator Jules Simon, and the
president M. Leon Say.

Persecuting Hebrews.

VIENNA, Jan. 12.—In the recent anti-
Jewish riots in the governments of
Pensa and Saratoff, in Russia, several
hundred Jews were wounded, ninety
houses were destroyed, and 2,000 Jew-
ish families were reduced to beggary.
The police made no attempt to interfere
with the rioters.

Crime Rampant in Russia.

St. PETERSBURG, Jan. 12.—Crime is
becoming rampant in towns as well as
in the country. A peasantin a village
in the Tula government, incensed at the
refusal of a rival tradesman to give him
breaa to save him from starving,
drenched his rival’s house with kerosene
and set fire to it at midnight, three
women and seven children perishing in
the flames.

A Step in Advance.

BERLIN, Jan. 12,—The German impe-
rial diet met today. A resolution intro-
ducec by the Freisinnige party, favor-
ing the payment of the members, was
adopted, the Conservative right and a
few National Liberals voting against
the measure.

JACKSON AT WORK,

The Ebony Australian Slug-
ger Shows His Style at
Chiecago.

He Polishes Off Two Ambi-
tious Boxers in Very
Short Order.

Wilmot Has a Hard Time to
Win His Game at Bill-
iards.

Cnicaco, Jan. 12. — Four thousand
people gathered in Battery D armory
this evening to witness a series of
sparring matches, the chief attractions
being two contests in which Peter
Jackson, the champion heavyweight of
Australia and the Pacific slope, was a
principal. These contests were the
more interesting on account of
Jackson’s coming fight with Sla-
vin. After several preliminary
wrestling and sparring contests
Jackson met Jack King, a local middle-
weight, in a four round contest. This
was a rather tame affair, King con-
stantly backing to the ropes to keep out
of Jackson’s reach. The third round
started viciously, and in a few seconds
King went down from a heavy right-
hander. Onrecovering he accepted the
suggestion ot a friend that he had “had
enocugh.”

Con Riordan, a California middle-
weight, and Henry Baker, the middle-
weight champion of Michizan, then in-
dulged in a four-round contest, which
resulted in a draw after some vigoroas
blows were exchanged. The event of
the evening was Jackson’s contest with
John Dalten, late of Philadelphia. Dal-
tol was evidently hustling for a reputa-
tion, and 1n the first round did all the
rushing, Jackson now aud then getting
in a telling blow. In the second round
several severe blows were exchanged.

When time was called for the third
round 1t could be seen that Jackson was
determined to accomplish his attempt
to knock Dalton out in four rounds.
The sarcastic smile with which he re-
ceived a light right-hander from Dalton
irri‘ated the latter, who made a vicious
lunge for his opponent’s neck. This
gave Jackson an opening which he
improved by landing a right and lefton
Dalton’s neck and heart. Dalton fell,
and, failing to rise within the required
time, Jackson was declared the winner.
When Dalton was revived he insisted
on continuing the contest, performing
several acrobatic feats to show that he
was in good condition. He was, how-
ever, forced to give up.
