FACTS FOR FARMERS,

HOUSERKEEPLRS' HELP.

The Art of Cooking Over Meats.

The greatest mistake the beginner
makes in cooking over meats is to
harden them by cooking them again
instead of simply warming them up, as
she should, says the New York Tribune.
Hashes, stews, croquettes and all dishes
of meats should be rapidly prepared.
‘The sauce which is to moisten the re-
chauffe in all cases should be prepared
first, mixed with the eold meat and the
whole simpiy heated to the boiling point
and boiled upa moment or two to in-
sure the meat being warmed through.
This is all the cooking required fora
stew. Inthe case of a croquette the
mineced mass is allowed to cool again so
that it becomes firm and can be moulded
into rolls, and can be rolled in beaten
egg and in bread crumbs and fried at
any time in the next twelve hours.

Hash should be cooked more slowly
than either of the other preparations in
order to produce a fine erust, so it may
be folded and served like an omelette,
but it is kept at s low a temperature
that it is merely cooked through in the
haif-hour it is left atthe back of the
stove to brown, and is not hardened as
mueh as the meat of a stew would be
by boiling ten minutes. There is a
deftness with which a skilled cook re-
cooks meat that shows her ability more
than a perfectly broiled steak does, or
the serving of a brace of chops. The
seasoning of recooked meat requires
special skill. A hash requires rather
more seasoning than stews or cro-

uettes.

The addition of a little onion juice is
required in croquettes, but is not neces-
sary in a hash, and may be used with
discretion in a stew. Some persons who
are fond of the flavor of onion use it
also in hash. The juiee of an onion is
obtained by grating a cut onion. An
earthenware grater is better for this
purpose, as the metal grater turns the
onion juice dark. A chopped pickle
with a teaspoonful of its vinegar, ora
ehopped olive, or a tablespoouful of ca-
pers is a good addition to a lamb or mut-
ton stew.

Cold beef makes a fair stew, with the
addition of herbs and seasoning of to-
matoes. It makes a good hash with po-
tatoes added in the same proportion as
the meat. Cold corn beef makes the
best hash we have. Neither of these
hashes requires any seasoning except

epper and salt. Cold veal makes a de-

icious eroquette, stew or hash. When
served as a hash it should be simply
minced fine without adding potatoes.
A minced veal is excellent served with
tomato sauce or in a nice brown sauce.
In the latter case serve sippets of brown
toast around 1t or under it. Cold mut-
ton or lamb makes a good stew, butis
not good for hash or croguettes.

Altogether, veal is the very best meat
we have, recooked. Beef is the next
best, while lamb and mutton task the
resources; but a liberal use of condi-
ments makes them into palatable
dishes. Venison and game are usualliy;
cut in slices and warmed up in the
own sauee in a chafing-dish, or after
the manner of a chafing-dish in a sauce-
pan. Game hashes are always minces
of meat served with rich sauce with the
addition of acid jellies or other acids.
Turkey and chicken, when minced cold,
make excellent croquettes and minces
of meat on toast.

HINTS BY A FARMER.

Agriculture in the District School.
To the Editor of the Weekly Globe.

On meditating on the future of our
agricultural system I have come to the
conclusion that the present must un-
dergo a change if we mean to make ita
success. It1s apparent that land tilled
- for the last quarter of a century without.
any system of rotation, and without re-
turning anything in the way of fertiliz-
ers wil-ere long fail to pay for the la-
bor of cultivating it. *‘Always taking
out of the meal bag and never putting
in soon comes to the bottom.” have
often heard old settlers say with a cer-
tain degree of pride *‘that such and such
a field is broke for the last twenty-five
years and never manured.” Such,a
system while exhausting the soil of fts
productiveness may have satisfied the
farmer in the past, but will 1nevitably
prove disastrous to his pecuniary inter-
ests in the future.

To remedy this evil system I propose
laying before vour invaluable journal
my views on the matter: and if you
deem them worthy of your attention,
you may give them to the public with
the appropriate remarks.

It is the opinion of many farmers that
little or mo education is required to
rur a farm properly: but I hold that
education and brains are as necessary
on the farm as on the platform and pul-
pit. It is needless to say that unless a
proper system of rotation is maintained
on the farm, it cannot be made to pro-
duce a fair crop in the future. Hence
it is that an agricultural education is as
necessary to ale farmer as a medicinal
or theological is to doctor or divine.
The young man growing up on the
farm accustomed to the old-fashioned
ways, and devoid of such an education,
cannot be expected to make a model
farmer. with adverse seasons, close
prices and forelgn competition to con-
tend against.

Now, I have come to the conclusion
that if a text-book describing in a con-
densed way the different soils, the pro-
ductive qualities of each under certain
systems of rotation, the most feasible
methods of keeping up large farms
where there is not sufficient manure for
the same, the best seeds to be selected
suiting the various soils, the best breeds
of stock and the most improved methods
of feeding and caring for the same; and
in short, all that is necessary a success-
ful farmer should know, aud the same
taught in our country schools, would
have beneficial results. If a half an
hour of each school day were devoted as
described our young men on leaving
school would be more apt to become
successful farmers than if they were to
continue the old style.

‘Whether the present school Ilaw
would permit of such an exercise I
know not at present, but, if so, those in
authority would be deserving puablie
merit by inauguorating such a system.
Should, however, the contrary be the
case, our lawmakers could not better
employ their time than in passing reme-
dial agricultural measures. ithout
‘agriculture, what is a country? LestI
may be trespassing on your space, I
1imit these few remarks for the present,
with a desire that they may stir up pub-
lic sentiment more or less in favor of
the expedients suggested.

The Feeder's Art.

A writer in the Western Swineherd
says: *“‘The best breed is the trough,”
is old, butas old as it is we must admit
that 1t is more than half true, says the
Indiana Farmer. How many times
have we seen men make a start in
breeding by purchasing the best blood
obtainable, while in a few years their
stock will be but little if any better
than mongrels? Why'is this the case?
Simply from the fact that they have

laced their entire dependence upon
Blood and neglected this all-power-
ful element of food. Our breeders,
recognizing the benefils derived from
careful matings and liberal feeding,
have so combined them that we possess
an almost perfect animal, the true iaeal
of the porcineenthusiast. We might as
well breed our highly bred sow to an
old time slab-sided boar and expect her
to produce pigs that will makeas fine
individoal anlmals as she is as expect a
sow to raise a famlly of pigs upon in-
sufficient food ration. he mongrel
sow that has had to hustle for herself
all her life will nme better pigs.without
food, only that which shé gathers, than
will the pure-bred one uuder similar
circamstances.

Many heavy feoiders are' not what we
would term judicious feeders.. We may

too much, or give it to themina
wasteful manuver and not receive full
benefit for dmount of food consumed.
Ths is the point where the feeder’s art
crops out. To feed tor Yrofit we must
feed no more, no less, than they will eat

E

up clean before laaving the trough. To
do this requires much experience. The
young feeder is not expeeted to be as
good a feeder asthe man of more ex-
perience, yet I’ve seen the boy of fif-
teen that was a much better feeder
than the father of sixtyv, simply because
he took a liking to swine and conse-
quently gave them better and closer at-
tention and learned their requirements,
while the father just threw them some
corn and paid no attention whether
they ate it up or left half of it lying in
the mud. - -

Feed regularly, have stated times to
feed ana let nothing keep you from
feeding at those times. Regularity and
punctuality are the keys to a successful
business life, and what is true of the
banker, merchant or other Dbusiness
man is equally tfue of the farmer and
pig feeder. Feed liberally, but this
does not medn to feed wastefully. There
are millions of dollars lost annually in
the United States by wasteful feeding.
When fatting plgs we should make
them eat all they will. We cannot
make them eat more by keeping corn
lying berore them all the time. I don’t
believe they will do near as well as if
fed only what they will eat up eclean.
What is usually wasted, if saved, would
make a very handsome profit.

Color of Milk and Butter.

An exchange puablishes the testimony
f an intelligent New York dairyvman to
the effect that the butter made from s
cows was of a hightened yellow tintin
winter, approaching that made in
summer from the pastures, and attrib-
utes the cause to an abundance of sun-
light adwitted to his stables through
glass windows with which they were
generously supplied, and continues by
saying that one reason why winter but-
ter is whiter than summer batter is that
cows do not receive as much light in the
stable as in the tields, and he believed
the light and consequent heat decreased
the eonsumption of food.

The latter part of - this assamption is
troe, beyond a doubt,thinks the Indiana
Farmer. Less food Is required to sup-
port the animal syvstem: in comfortable,
well-lighted stables, with good ventilla-
tion, than in exposed quarters., and
more of the food consumed is diverted
to the milk yield, but it is the nature of
what the cow eats that influences the
color of her milkand butter,and nothing
contributes to the golden yellow color—
not only of her product, but of her skin,
—as the naturul grasses of the summer
months. Ensilage comes next, and ap-
proaches nearest, in its effects, to grass,
and the milk and cream will continue
yellow longer through its use than with
auy other winter food. Yellow eornmeal
and oilmeal will help, but the milk of
cows making butter in summer of the
deepest yellow color will in winter—
when fed upou dry feod—fade to white,
as will the skins of their udders and in-
side the ears; a feature so handsome

-and attractive in some herds during hot

weather on green food is eutirely ab-
sent in winter.

The color of milk by no means in-
dexes its quality. White milk often be-
ing more heavily laden with oil and fat
than yellow and producing more cream,
but in commercial value and desirability
the color of the butter certainly sus-
tains a more important part, else the
use of artificial coloring substances
would be abandoned.

The number of packages grading 80
or better, as by the judges’ report, was
forty-eight, of which ‘thirty-nine were
salted with Genesee salt, the other nine
beine distributed among the other salts.
Of the eight packages to which the
judges awarded the highest score, seven
were salted with Genesee salt. The
grand sweepstakes piize was taken by
butter salted with Genesee salt.

Winter Laying.

Yesterday we were talking with a
breeder whose hens always lay remark-
ably well in the winter time, says a
writer in Poultry Fancies. Last winter,
according to his statement, his Buff
Cochins *laid a barrel of eggs.” His
Brown Leghorns and the few common
hens -around the place also lay well in
cold weather. He attributed their good
laying to warm and dry roosting quar-
ters. We visited his place and found
that he roosts his fowls under his house
in a dry and dusty cellar. The house
is high enough from the ground to ad-
mit light and sunshine into the cellar
through small windows. and underneath
there we found several fowls content-
edly dusting themselves in thesunshine
—they are fed most anything handy,
corn, oats, table scraps, ete., and have
good runs in which there is some grass,
and through which a stream of water
from a natural spring flows.

We attribute their good laying 1n cold
weather to their dry and comfortable
roosting place. We have several times
noticed that hens that roost warmly lay
well, no matter what they are fed, pro-
vided they are not entirely neglected.
But theyv lay best when givena warm
breakfast of soft food, and in cold
weather there is nothing better for this
purpose than boiled oats and coarse
corn meal mixed, the latter to be stirred
inraw. We have tried this so long as
an egg food that we know it to be
strictly first-class. The oat fiber is a
substitute for grass, and the kernel of
the oat is veryrich and nutritious. Corn
will fatten and make the hens sleek and
pretty in feather. Wheat will keep
them in pretty good coundition, but it
takes boiled oats to make them lay: at
the same time, corn at roosting time is
good, and keeps crops full far into the
night, and so assists in keeping the
hens warm, and warmth is absolutely
necessary to egg formation. The hen
that shivers on the roost at night will
not lay the next morning.

The subject of wiuter laying is worthy
of the attention and careful experiment-
ing of our most extensive experienced
breeders.

Grease spots may be taken out with
weak ammonia in water; slay soft white
paper over, and iron with a hot iron.
