Lima. 0., Jan. 16.—Louis Cookley
was stabbed to death last night by
Thomas Tigner, as they were ou their
way home from church, some distance
from town. Cookley was a model young
man ami was on his way home in com-
pany with Tigner's daughter, to whom
he was engaged to be married. Tigner
was averse to the match and last night
assaulted Cookley, who was beating
him, when Tigner drew a knife and
stabbed Cookley twelve times, one of
the blows penetrating the heart. Miss
Tigner tried to separate them, but her
lover had received iiis death blow and
died in his sweetheart's arms. Tigner
Rave himself ii]> to the authorities.

SCARED THE GOULDS.

Arrest of An Unarmed Vagrant
in New York.

New Yobk, Jan. 10.—Leopold Wan-
derer, a German said to be a curbstone
broker, was arrested and locked up a
littlebefore '.' o'clock tonight by a de-
tective from Inspector Byrnes' office,
for acting in a suspicious manner* in
front of Jay Gould's residence. Onsev-
eral occasions lateiy Wanderer has been
sround Mr. Gould's house, and lias an-
noyed the butler of the family by ring-
Ing the bell and asking to see" Mr.
Gould. .Monday last Detective Reilly
saw Wanderer lounging, but when he
saw the detective had his eyes on him
he crossed the street and shook hands
effusively with a gentleman whoat that
momeiit came out of the Windsor hotel.

Tuesday last Miss Helen Gould was
returning from an "at home" when
Wanderer doited her to the very door
of the Gould residence and afterwards
walked backwards and forwards in
front of the nous.?, now and then gazing
upinto the windows. A detective ar-
rested him for suspicious conduct butije was afterwards allowed to go.

Tonight he took up his post opposite
the Gould residence again and his ac-
tions occasioned so much alarm tojhe
Gould family that he was taken in
charge. Wanderer protested against
being locked up. No wjapona were
found on him. II>? willbe arraigned in
court in the morning.

HAIIRISON AT A FIIIE.

Charch <;!' the Covenant Suffers
From a Klax:;.

WAsnixoTOx, Jan. While T)r.
Ilaiiilin.the pastor of the Church of the j
Covenant, was engaged in his study in
the church this afternoon, 113 noticed a
smell of smoke coming apparently from
the direction of the basement of the
chapel immediately adjoining the
church in the rear, lie made a hurried
investigation and found that a fire had
broken out in the basement. The front
door of the church was open, a car-
penter being at work renairing it,andDr. Hainlin at onne gave the alarm, to
which the whole lire department re-sponded promptly.
It was >.» nascertained that the flames

had started in a room in which is lo-
cated a gas engine. They spread very
rapidly, and it was not long before they
had worked their way up to the second
lloor and Ignited the woodwork in thelarje Sunday school room. Thence tlr:
fire progressed upward,and soon the ceil-ing and roof of the chape! wereburninir,
but after an hour's vigorous work the
lire was got under control.

Although the entire interior of the
chapel is gutted, itis believed the dam-
age will not exceed $10,000. A thick
brick wall forms the partition between
the chapel and the church proper, and
itwas owing to this factthat the lire did
r.ot gain more headway. As itis, the
Ruditorium of the church suffered littleor no damage except from smoke. Dr.Hamlin's valuable library wr.s saved.

The Church of the Covenant is situa-
ted in the mosl aristocratic portion of
the city, and many of the higli^ govern-
ment omcials and prominent residents
of Washington attend services there.
The President and Mrs. Harrison have
also made ittheir church home. Itwas
rot very long before the fact that the
church was on fire was generallyknown, and the streets and doorsteps in
the vicinity were crowded with people.
These included the president and vice
president, who witnessed the progress
of the lire from a position of advantage
near the burning church.

This is the second time in three years
that the Church oi the Covenant has
suffered misfortune. InISB9 the large
front tower, then in process of construc-tion, suddenly collapsed. The loss sus-
tained by that accident was about120,000.

DIKDINTHE FLAMES.

Two Workmen Perish in a New
York Fire.

New Yobk, Jan. IG.-E. M. Van Tas-
Bel'a biz grain elevator and warehouse,
corner of Thirteenth avenue and West
Eleventh street, was destroyed by fire
this morning, together with the old
stables of the Knickerbocker Ice com-

'
pany, on Bank street, involving a loss
of about §100,000. Itis known that two
workmen perished in the flames, and it
Is feared that others lost their lives.
Henry Kopp. a carpenter, was burned
to death on the top floor;John Kinslov,
also a carpenter, is missing, and is sup-
posed to have been burned.

When the fire was discovered six menwere at work on Ihe top floorof the ele-
vator, and the first warning they hadwas when thick clouds of smoke poured !
In upon them. They made a rush toescape by wav of the stairs. Two ofthem, MartinWeihert andJohn Guense-
leir, tumbled headlong down the fourth
Ftory.aiid made for the windows on the
Eleventh street side. There was a rope
attached to one of the windows, and
down this they slid to the street. An-
other of the men, Henry Spittlar,
climbed down a wire cable attached tothe grain shine to a telegraph pole, and
thus reached the street. He was pros-
trated by smoke, and removed to St
Vincent's hospital. Henry Kopp fellback, overcome by smoke, and perished
in the tlauies. John Kinsley, another
of the carpenters, is also supposed to
have been burned to death. All others
Inthe building itis believed made their
escape. \u25a0

The mill was started only last week,
luui there were 30,000 bushels of oats
and 10,000 bags ot wheat, bran and flax-
eeed on hand. At1:45 the entire block
on Thirteenth avenue from West
Eleventh street to Bank street, and ex-
tending 100 feet back in the block, was
a mass of flames, which shot high into
the air and sent clouds of smoke'rolling
over the city.

MINERS 3IASSING.

Bloody • Work May Yet Occur at
Coal Creek. .

Kxoxvn.u:. Term., Jan. 16.— 11
o'clock tonight alarming reports are

received from Coal Creek. A man just
in from Keathly ou a late train
says the miners to the num-
ber of 2.000 are assembling on
the mountain overlooking the soldiers'
CADip with a view of making an attack.
At 11:30 a telegraph operator in the
camp telegraphed that many miners
were massing on the mountain and that
there hail been some liiinic by the
pickets. The miners were doing a good
deal of shooting, but at that time no
one had been hurt.

The camp was in much confusion ex-
pecting an attack, but the men were in
good trim to hold the fort at all costs.
The operator then said he would Inves-
tigate and report, hut at 11:50 nothing
further bad been heard from him. To-
day was pay-day at Goal Creek and some
persons had been predicting trouble.
V number of miners from Blocton,

Ala., went to Coal Creek last night and
this morning one of them, who was
drinking, said they were going out
there to "clean up" the militia.

At this hour*Ul:ss) the wires seem to
be up and working.- Something definite
is expected every moment. The fact
that the wires have not been cut is con-
strued to menu no trouble, and what
tiring has taken place by the miners is
simply for a demonstration to harrass
the troops. Should the wiies be cut it
may be taken for grained that there is
trouble.

MINE HILL DISASTER.

Imprisoned Victims May Be Found
Very Soon.

PiTTSBtiKG, Fa., Jan. Within the
next few days the mystery of the Hill
Farm mine, at Dunbar, willprobably be
solved. Within that time the miners
who have been working for months are
expected to penetrate the rightheading,
where twenty-two miners are known to
have been entombed on that fatal June-
morning in ISOO. in the clip heading it
is now known that the other seven men
of the ill-fathd twenty-nine met their
doom. All these months Mine Boss
Doran has been at work with his force
quenching the lire and lowering the
waters,

tuntil now the lire is known to
be compressed within a small area,
though itwill take perhaps years to
finally extinguish it,as it is supplied
withair from numerous lissures, which
cannot be smothered. Months will be
consumed before the mine will be
cleared of water, but the fate of the im-
prisoned miners, together with just how
and when they died, may be learned at
any time.

A COWARD'S WORK.

One Postoffice Clerk Treacher-
ously Shot by Another.

Ci.\( i.nxati, Jan. 10.—John P. Shee-
han shot David Pattoli in the postoffice
here tonight at 7:30. Both were distrib-
uting mail clerks. Sheehan was angry
because Patton had not attended a post-
office ball some weeks Lefo.e. Today
Sheehan handed in his resignation,
which has not yet been accepted. This
evening he came to the rear room of the
postoffice drank and called for Paiton.
When the latter appeared Sheehan said:
"We've been having trouble." "I
haveu't been makiug trouble of it,"
said Paiton. -Well,* take that," said
Sheehan, drawing a revolver aiul firing
at Patton. The ball entered the right
side, and coursed around to the spine,
but itis thought he will live. Immedi-
ately after thy shooting Sheehau ran
away, ami has not yet been found. The
postmaster willdischarge Sheehau in-
stead of accepting his resignation.

LiBERAI/,Kan., Jan. 10.— The prelim-
iuarary hearing of the men charged
with the killing of Sheriff Dunn was
continued at 11 o'clock today until
Thursday, Jan. 2S. The court discharged
Robert tlutchinson, of Haskell county,
one of the defendants, because no evi-
dence was produced against him. Carey
Anderson, chairman of the county com-
missioners cf Seward county, and Lee
Estes were admitted to bail inthe sum
of 83,000, and the four remaining pris-
oners were hold for further

'
examina-

tion. They willbe held under the sher-
iff's guard at Springfield until the hear-
ing is resumed. Gov. Humphrey author-
ized tlie removal of the troops at noon
today, and it is believed now that quiet
has been permanently restored in the
turbulent county.
