Mr. Gould, of New York, in
Dead Earnest in His Kick
on Cuts.

If Offending Officials Are Not
Dropped Trouble Will
Ensue.

No Indication That He Will
Gain His Point as to the
Discharges.

Secret Agreement Said to Ex-
ist Between All the Other
Lines.

Cnicaco, Jan. 19.—Those who ex-
pressed the belief that Jay Gould was
“blufling” when he threatened to \\'l(‘ll-
draw from the Western Traflic associa-
tion are now beginning to doubt the
accuracy of their judgment. The ac-
tion of the Missouri Pacific directgrs in
calling upon the chairman of the ad-
visory board to call a special meeting
within thirty days to pass upon the
charges of rate cutting made against
certain 10ads, is accepted as an indica-
tion that Gould is very much in earnest.

Unless nie relents thie association will
almost certainly go to pieces, because
the withdrawal of the Missouri Pacific
would surely kill it, and it now looks as
if this could ouly be prevented by the
discharge of the responsible officials of
the Burlington, the Atchison and the
Southern Pacific, which will not be
done. 2

President Cable, of the Rock Island,
who has just returned from New York,
was interviewed today on the situation.
He said: “I notice in the reports that
the Missouri Pacific directors, at their
meeting yesterday afternoon, pg\ssed a
resolution asking President Miller to
call aspecial meeuniz. Mr. Miller is still
in New York, and 1 do not know what
he will do about it. -1f the accused
roads are found guilty of rate-cutting
they cannot refuse to discharge the
men who are responsible for It without
completely ignoring the agreement,
which provides for the dismissal of any
or every official from the president
down.” “Is there a president in the
association who would be likely or lia-
ble to be thrown over?” *Why not?
Presidents are no more entitled to be
excused than anybody else. The mere
fact that some of them are stockholders
should make no difference. 1t rests with
the board of directors of each company
to see that this agreement is carried out.
1 do not care to express an opinion as
to whether the association will
survive this unpleasantness or not. Une
thing is certain, however, unless the
provision which provides punisbhment
for violations of the agreement can be
enforced the agreement is worthless,
and might as well be abandoned.”

Commissioner Midgley has issued a
circular letter to the members of the
Western Freight association, in which
he undertakes to show that the West-
ern Traffic association has been of great
service to the railroads, and should be
kept alive. e claims that during the
past season of navigation the existence
of the association saved the roads be-
tween Chicago and St. Paul about
£3,000,000, because it prevented tha
usual reduction of rates between those
two points.

GOULD IS MAD.

Offending Officials Must Be Dis-
ciplined.

NEw YORK, Jan. 19.—1he Herald says
that there is no doubt that Jay Gould
is thoroughly angry at the refusal of
the Western Traffic association advis-
ory board to discharge the officials of
the Atchison, the Burlington and the
Southern Pacifie, who are responsible
for the cutting of rates on sugar and
wool. At a meeting of the board of di-
rectors of the Missouri Pacific it was
voted to sustain Mr. Gould in the posi-
tion he has taken, and that the same
justice shall be meted out in his case
as was done in the case of Mr. Leeds,
who was responsible for the rate cut-
ting on the Missouri Pacific. A mes-
sage to this effect was sent to the ad-
visory board by the Missouri Pacific
board of directors.

The Herald’s special from Chicago
says that none of the delegates who
were present at thie meeting in New
York of the Western Traffic association
are certain that the association will live
beyoud April. It is said that Jay Gould
could gain no advantage by withdraw-
ing the Missouri Pacific road from the
associatian,it being said that on the day
that Mr. Gould left the meeting, all the
other lines secretely agreed that they
would resign in a body on the day that
the Gould line dropped its membership.

MILLER IS MUM.

He Will Say Nothing on the Spe-
cial Meeting.

NeEw Yorg, Jan. 19.—-Roswell G.
Miller, president of the advisory board
of the Western Traffic association, de-
clined to say this afternoon whether he
should comply with the request of the
Missouri Pacific railroad to call a spe-
cial meeting of the advisory board to
consider the charges of rate cutting
against the Atchison, Southern Pacifie
and Chicago, Burlington & Quincy rail-
roads. *I decline to be interviewed on
the subject,” said Mr. Miller, *‘or to say
one word about it one way or the
other.”

Under the ruies of the Western Traf-
fic association it requires the board of
directors of three companies to unite in
acall foraspeelal meeting. But that
would be no obstacle to Mr. Gould, it
is said, as he controls the directors of
at least three railroads in the associa-
tion. It wassald by a director of one
of the railroads in the Western Traffic
association today that he did not think
a special meeting of the advisory board
would be held, or that if held it would
not be until next March, a month before
the time for holding the regular meet-
ingz.

This gentleman, who occupies a lead
ing position in the great railroad coun-
cils, said: *‘Some people are said to be
short of stocks now, and the disruption
of the Western Traffic association just
at this time wouid be a very good thing
for them. All the conditions for forcing
a disruption of the association are favor-
able now; and, if Mr. Gould wishes to
d? i;‘. ihe may, perhaps,be able to accom-
plish it.

*Mr. Gould’s assumed indignation at
the alleged slowness or unwillingness
of theadvisory board to take up or set-
tle the charges of rate cutting is ver
edifying. but it does not deceive Walil
street. There is no parallel between
the Leeds case and the cases now under
consideration, except in just one par-
ticular, and that is that the same word
occurs in both, namely, ‘sugar.’ This
is the only similarity in the cases,

There was a technical violation of the
rules by one of the three roads, against
which charges of rate cutting have been
made, and that-is the only ground for
Mr. Gould’s assumed virtuous indigna-
tion. There was no tariff in force be-
tween the pomts in which the road is
charged with cutting the rate on sugar,
and the road made a rate, instead of
wasting some weeks or months while a
rate was made by the commissioners
and “agreed to by the other roads in the
association. That is all there is to one

case.”

WINTER WHEAT.

Summary of the Condition in Sev-|
eral States, i

CuicAGo, Jan. 19.—The present eon-
dition of winter wheat is summarized as
follows in the Farmers’ Review to be
issued this week: In 1lhnois winter
wheat is generally in good condition.
About 10 per cent of the counties report
the condition as a full average; 40 per
cent give the conditions as good: 25 per
cent report fair, and the rest report the
outlook as bad. The condition in Indi-
ana does not differ greatly from that in
1llinois. '

In Ohio the wheat is in a condition
slightly below that in the two previously
named states. In Michigan the out-
look is encouraging, 12 per cent of the
counties reporting a full average, 60
per cent good, and in the others it is
fair. Kentucky presents a diversity of
conditions.. An average is revorted
from 15 per cent of the counties: good
is reported from 50 per ceut, and the
rest of the counties are evenly divided
between fair and poor.

Ot the counties reporting from Kan-
sas, 18 per cent give the condition as
average, 10 per cent as good, 25 per cent
as fair, and the rest poor. Nebraska
shows a slightly befter condition than
Kansas. In Missouri 30 per cent of the
counties reporting give the condition as
good, while the others are about equally
divided between faiv and poor. In Wis-
consin about 35 per cent of the corre-
spondents report good, 40 per cent fair,
and the other as paor. 1n Iowa the re-
ports are generally good and fair.

The Chilian-United StatesIm-
broglio Has an Effect on
Chicago ’Change.

Wheat, With Strong Senti-

Holde’rs Were Offering Freely
and the Demand Limited
Nearly All Day.

An Active but Very Weak
Market for Stocks on
Wall Street.

Cuicaco, Jan. 19.—Today for the first time
the relations between Chili and the United
States bad an appreciable effect on the
price of wheat in this market. It was
near the close of the session, and the result
was the price, which had been 1¢ below the
closing price yesterday, jumped to a point I¢c
above that figure, and closed strong.

‘The market was rather quiet during most
of the session. Nearly everything in the way
of news was-unfavorable to holders, and the
offerings were free with only a limited de-
mand. Cables reported a decline abroad, and
domestic markets were nearly all heavy and
lower. T:f generous snowfall in the South-
west had dllayed all apprehension growing
out of the cold weather, and the amount on
passage showed an increase during the week
of 2,528,000 bushels,

There was also a cable from Liverpool
giving an estimate ot European wants dur-
ing tne balance of (he season and estimating
that the United States alone can easily sup-
ply them. All these considerations, together
with the large Indian shipments reported
yesterday, made a very weak marketfrom
the start.

About the only bullish feature early in the
day was the decrease of 500,000 bu in the
English sungl{, as shown by the figures of
imports and deliveries. Pardridge did some
big scaloin&io Near the opening he bought
about 400, bu_ at 9Y%e and sold
it out at 9J%ec. Baldwin and Farnum,
Schwartz-Dupee and Mitchell were free
sellers most of the day. and the
crowd at large were also on the gelling side.
