ALL ABE HAPPY NOW.
Hayes' Plans for the Conven-

tion Have Been Practi-
cally Accepted.

Now the Executive Commit-
tee Begins to See Its

Way Clear.

Closing- Up the Affairs of the
Minnehaha Driving- Park

Association.

Young- Forgers Up in Court—
Round-Up of Minne-

apolis.

The convention hall plans have been
adopted at lust, George A. Brackctt
ami \Y.K. Steele returned from Chicago
yesterday. They left LJ. F. Brown in
Chicago, Thomas Lowry went on to
.New York and K. B. Langdon went to
Hot Spriups. These men represented
Minneapolis at Tuesday's conference
withConger and Payne, of the Repub-
lican national committee, on the plans
for the convention hall. George A.
Brackett says theconference was a most
satisfactory one in all' respects. It re-
sulted in the adoption, practically, of
the plans drawn by Architect Hayes.
of Minneapolis. Mr. Brackett was
well pleased with the stand taken
by Architect Adler. of Chicago. Said
he yesterday:

"Mr. Adler mads a very manly state-
ment at the meeting. He said that he
recognized the fact that the people of
Minneapolis might have some local
pride ivthe matter, and mightthnk it
strange that he was called in to consult
in regard to the plans. He said that he
had no desire to interfere with any ar-
rangements which we might care to
make: that be had a high regard for
Mr. Hayes personally and profession-
ally, and that he was* perfectly willing
to withdraw entirely, and leave the
whole matter in Mr. Hayes' hands. We
decided, however, tohave the twoarchi-
tects work in conjunction with one an-other; Mr. Adler will act for the na-
tional committee and Mr. Hayes for us.
Mr. Adler would have come on with me
last night, but his father, who is quite
an old man. is ill, so Mr. Adler could
not leave. lam expecting a telegram
from him shortly, telling me when Ife
can be here, and 1haw no doubt but he
will reach Minneapolis within a few-
days, then the two architects will Ret
together and decide what changes will
be necessary, the contract will be let,
and the work pushed to completion."
Itis useless, however, to assert that

the plans will be either Mr. Hayes' or
Mr.Adler's. 'lliere willbe such changes
made as will make the plans composite
atfairs.

"We will use the best features in
each." says Mr. Brackett. "The main
floor willbe used for the convention,
the seats will be tiered back, and, ifnecessary, a portion of the gallery will
be cut out. The hall when completed
will scat about twelve thousand.

Fur-
tliur than that 1cannot say, for itis un-
advisable to go into details until the
architects have looked over the plans
and decided what changes they will
make in the minor details, What we
want to do, of course, is to get the best
results for the least money. Mr. Adler
said yesterday that when the changes
were made we would have the best con-
vention hall in the country, and he is an
expert in those matter.-, as you know."

The executive committee" is feeling
better than at any time since it began to
put Minneapolis into shape to care for
the convention. The members of the
committee are now able to see where
they stand. They have completed the
preliminaries in connection with the
convention hall, and they are tretHiig
along well with the work" of assigning
the delegations to their rooms. The
hotel coir.mittee has already assigned
twenty-four state delegations to their
quarters. Twelve hundred out of the
I,6oo delegates and alternates have thus
been provided for. All of these dele-gations have been taken care of without
calling upon any of the St. Paul or Min-
netouka hotels. In fact, all out two of
them are quartered either at ttie West
or the Nicollet. This would seem to in-
dicate that the city is going to be able
to hold all the people who may choose
to come. George A.Brackett says the
members of the Illinois and Wisconsin
delegations have assured him tnat they
willbe satisfied with whatever the com-
mittee is able to do for them. They
know how it is themselves. The Illi-
nois people, especially, have a gooddeal
of experience in taking care of conven-
tions.

The committee willset the associate
architects to work on the plans of the
buildingat once, and will endeavor to
have the alterations on the builain"
complet-d by the Ist of March. If the
hall be put in shape there willbe so
much more time for decorating it.. The
plans call for a seating capacity of12,2:25.

association is soon to bs made by the
district court. The necessary complaint
in the case was tiled yesterday. The
Minneapolis Trust company appears for
the plaintiffs, who areas follows: H.
F. Brown. C. C. Goodrich, Clough Bros.,
Samuel Hill. J. C. Oswald, Miller &
McKinney. C. S. Lantrdon, F. C. Piils-
bury, Ortu Bros., A. C. Bruce, C. Mor-rison, W. E. Steele, A. T. and K.R.Rand, A.J. Sawyer, 11. W. Phelps, C.
A. Pillsbury. L. Christian, C. J. Martin,
M. J. Bofferding and Horace Pratt. \V.
B. Aukis, assignee, and W. W. and L.
L. Haywarct. owners of the driving
park property, are made defendants..
The above list of plaintiffs are the mem-
bers of the association who advanced
money for the construction of buildings,
fences, etc., and the payment of rents.

They bring suit for the foreclosure of
the mortgages th»y hold and the sale of
the buildings and other saleable prop-
erty, the proceeds to be used to satisfy
the mortgages, as far as possible. The
morteaires held by the gentlemen
named amount to528,400. In addition
to this there is an indebtedness of S'J.OOO,
making a total of $37,400. The proceeds
from the fixtures cannot amount tomore
than $I,oCO.

BEGINNING EARLY.

Three Small Boys Under Arrest
for Forgery.

Henry Bout-gene and Alphonse Flo-
rant, the two young fellows arrested
Tuesday night, were arraigned in the
municipal court yesterday morniug for
vagrancy and sentenced to thirty and
ninety days respectively. Later these
sentences were suspended, and they
were arraigned for uttering forged
paper and bound over to the grand jury
in £)00 bail each. The boys, it is
claimed, passed upon P. Hoban, a
grocer at 1410 Western avenue,
a check for 120.71, payable to
John Smith, and purporting to bear
the signature of Robinson &Mead. Toe
check was pronounced a foreery at the
Security bank, where Mr. Hoban pre-
sented it, and he at once started to find
the boys from whom he received it. He
found them playing pool in a neighbor-
ing saloon, and, although they ran away
from him, lie succeeded, withthe aid of
Ofiicer Merrick, in capturing Fiorant,
who claims to live at 575 St. Anthony
avenue, St. Paul. He gave the names
of his companions as Henry Bourgerie
an usher at the Bijou, and W. D.
Genevy. He stated that Genevy had
several forged ctiecks, aud gave him ft

for keening quiet about It. Boureerie
was afterward arrested at the Bijou,
and yesterday afternoon Genevy was
brought in by Detectives Howard and
Haiikinson. The last named has not
had a herring, but willbe arraigned to-
day. Itis said the boys have operated
quite extensively in forged checks lor
small amounts.

EXPOSITION BUSINESS.

Satisfied With Convention Plans
—A Pure Food Kxhiblt Talked
Of.
The meeting of the exposition board

was but slimly attended yesterday
morning. The meeting of a convention
committee in Chicago and the Bending
of a delegation to Washington to help
get the Democratic convention drew off
many of the directors. C. 11.I1. Lovell
presided. One of the pleasantest pieces
of intelligence that the. board received
came from W. K. Steele, just arrived
from Chicago. He told the committee
that the plans of Architect Hayes hud
been accepted. The board was much
gratified by the receipt of that informa-
tion. Itdoes away with the fear that it
might be necessary to make so many
alterations in the building that itwould
be injured for exposition purposes.

W. M.Regan called attention to the
success of the pure food exhibits in the
East and suggested that such a depart-
ment might be interesting at the expo-
sition. Tne matter was referred to a
committee for investigation. A.P. Kel-
ley was elected to a place on th» board
to till the vacancy caused by the. resig-
nation of Capt. O. C. Meniinan. Secre-
tary Byron called attention to some
minor defects in the title of the board
to the exposition property, lie also
suggested that itmight "be a good thing
to amend the articles of incorporation,
raising the limitof indebtedness. Ihese
matters wiilbe made the special order
of business at the next meeting of the
board.

HENDERSON DENIES IT.

He Explains the Reasons for the
Issuance ofPeddlers' Licenses.
Chief ofPolice Henderson feels highly

indignant at the assertion made b> an
evening paper to the effect that he is
issuing permits to certain peddlers to
do business without paying a license
and refusing that privilege to others.
He asserts positively that this statement
is false, and that during his entire, term
ofoffice he has opposed the issuing of
any such permits. In some few cases,
he states, the license committee of the
council has granted permission to one-
a'nued men to sell leadpeneils and other
small articles without paying the regu-
lar peddlers' license, and he has fur-
nished them with permits to save them
from tiie humiliation and annoyance of
belne arrested. He denies having issued
any permits excepting on orders from
the committee on licenses.

SEETHING POLITICS.

Duluth Works Up a Sweat O\ er
Municipal Election.

Dri.UTii, Minn., Jan. 20.—There wrs

great excitement this evening at the
Republican caucuses held to elect dele-
gates to the convention, which will be
held tomorrow afternoon to nominate
candidates for mayor and aldermen.
Alderman Charles A. Long and Mayor
Davis had their henchmen out working
.like beavers from morning till the polls
closed at U p. m. The fact that
Davis was nominated by the peo-
ple's party and accepted the nomination
was used by Long's friends as a reason
for throwing Davis over and nominat-
ing a straightout Republican, and it
seems to have had its intended result,
for Long carried a large number of pre-
cincts and claims to control two-thirds
of the delegates elected. Davis and
Long were the only known candidates
in the field. Best judges say that L.ong
willbe nominated on the first ballot to-
morrow, though last year's experience
must not be lost sight of. At that time
H. W. Pearson captured the primaries,
but M. O. Hall, the banker, carried oft
the nomination. Long's nomination
will draw from the Davis vote and
help elect D'Autremont, the Democratic
candidate.

DISEASE AMONG CATTLE.

Report of the Veterinarian of
North Dakota.

Bismarck, N. D.. Jan. 20.—The an-
nual report of Dr. W. C. Langdon, state
veterinarian, shows that 2.510 horses,
512 cattle and 24,4b~ head of sheep were
shipped into the state last year. Five
of the horses proved to have glanders,
and were destroyed and the exposed
ones quarantined. Alarge number of
t!ie sheep had the scab, and they were
quarantined in the '.inorganized coun-
ties, and after being thoroughly
"dipped," were allowed to be distributed.

Among the thousands of cattle owned
in the state but six outbreaks of symp-
tomatic anthrax (blackleg) were re-
ported. There were but four cases of
tuberculosis. From the diseases among
cattle the doctor reports the losses as
slight, probably not over 100 head. This
speaks volumes for North Dakota as a
cattle country. The loss from disease
this year is practically nothing. The
cattlemen have learned that it pays to
put up hay for cattle at a cost of $1per
ton, and millions of tons go to waste
every year. Besides the work done by
his three deputies, the doctor traveled
11,437 miles by rail and 7."4 by vehicle.

HE WAS TOO SMOOTH.

South Dakota Horse Thief Given
Fifteen Months.

Sioux Falls, S. D., Jan. 20.—Or-
lando Hastings Burch was sentenced to
fifteen months iv the state's prison for
grand larceny. Burch's offense whs pe-
culiar in that he took the horse?,
secreted them, and then was employed
by the owner to find them, being given
?T5 for the service. Burch shot himself
in the leg while after the horses and
then said he had been wounded by the
thieves. Inhis shoes was found a let-
ter, torn into thirty-three pieces, all
numbered, which he took pains should
be found. The letter was reputed to
have been written by- one saloon man
to another, and mentioned a plot gotten
up by the saloon men to steal the
horses, hire Burch, Chapman and Reed,
prohibition detectives, to hunt for them,
and then to murder all three. The let-
ter was undoubtedly written by Burch.
The defendant was dismissed from the
penitentiary last May, having served a
sentence from Day county for horsfc-
stealing.

JAILED THK BEER.

Remarkably Queer Proceedings
in an lowa Town.

Emmetsbueg, 10., Jan. 20.—0n Sat-
urday last the saloon keepers here had
a car load of beer shipped in, which
was stored in private cellars of the
town. Monday the temperance people
served notices ot injunction on the sa-
loon men. Two search warrants were
also sworn out for two private cellars.
Inone were found thirty kegs of beer
and in the other 12, making 42 kegs
altogether. The saloon keeper got no-
tice of the affair in some way and hid
about 20 kegs before the officers arrived.
The 42 kegs were put into the jail for.
safe keeping, but during the night the
jail door was broken open and the beer
mysteriously disappeared. This morn-
ing 18 kegs were seized, when it was
discovered that the 42 Kegs had been
stolen. The officers are now in search
of the stolen kegs. The injunction will
probably be granted.

Lithographic Stone in lowa.
Independence, 10., Jan. 20.—Anim-

portant discovery has been made in this
county. Trof. Calvin, of the state uni-
versity, recently found in large quanti-
ties the peculiar limestone usedso ex-
tensively inlithographic art, and which
at present is obtained only in Germany.

EMERGENCY RATES.

3nch Were the Cuts That Mr.
Gould Kicks On.

Chicago, dan. 20.— Anofficial of the
Atchison ro&dBald this afternoon that
tnp charges of rate cutting made against
that road were built on a very flimsy
foundation, and it Mr. Gould expected
the dismissal of any officer of the com-
pany he would probably be disap-
pointed.

To be sure, they did not obtain the au-
thority of the commissioners to make
the rate, but it was a matter in which
none of the other roads was interested,
and no objection was raised. But it
seems that the Northern Pacific failed
to get any of the sugar. The Southern
Pacific and the Atchison got it all, and
now they are accused of violating the
\\ estern Traffic association's agreement
in making the rate without proper au-
thority."

Technically, perhaps, we violated the
agreement, but nobody was harmed, or
eoulu be harmed, by our action. 1see
a report going around that Vice Presi-
dent Springer is the man who willbe
sacrificed in this case.
