JUMPED THE TRACK.
An Omaha Train Strikes a

Broken Rail Near
Hamilton.

The Passengers, With One Ex-
ception, Escape With

SI ight Injuries.

First Regiment Officers Elect
Lt. Col. Reeves to the

Colonelcy.

Minnesota Institutions as
Compared With Those of

Other States.

A railroad wreck, fortunately free
from loss of life or serious injury to pas-
sengers, occurred yesterday morning
near Hamilton, at a point twenty miles
west of St. Paul on the Chicago, St.
Paul, Minneapolis & Omaha railway.
Omaha passenger train No. 2, known as
the Kansas City train, coming to St.
Paul, struck a broken rail at 7:20. The
first-class coach and four sleeping cars
were derailed. Two of the sleepers
were thrown oji their sides and badly
damaged. The other two, together
with the first-class coach, will need ex-
tensive repairing. The Kasota sleeper
•'Tracy"' ran over the ties about 2GO
feet and landed thirty-fivefeet from the
right of way in a hay field, but itkept
side up. The Sioux City sleeper was
thrown on its side with one end across
the track. The Omaha sleeper was also
on its side close to and parallel with the
main track. The Kansas City sleeper
was thrown partly on its side. The
first-class coach was oft' the track but
not turned over. There were thirty-
four passengers in the sleepers and the
coach was reasonably well filled. The
passengers were remarkably quiet in
view of the great danger they
were passing through, and only
one. Dr. J. F. Blackwell,
required the services of a physician.
He had been sitting up on account of
being ill,and was thrown against the
side of a berth. His hip was bruised,
though not very seriously, and he suf-
fered from the effects of the shock. The
smoker, baggage and mail cars brought
the passengers Into St. Paul about 10
o'clock, where Dr. Blackwell was at-
tended at the Merchants' hotel by Drs.
Murphy and lloyt,who soon placed him
out of danger. His wife and child had
accompanied him from Salt Lake City.

When the accident happened no cries
were heard, although there were sev-
eral ladies In the wreck, and some of
Them were pinned down for a time by
the debris. The porter of the "Tracy"
sleeper freed himself from the mass of
bedding that had covered him, and,
crawling over the berths, he put out the
lights before they set fire to the car.
He received a slight cut across the
hand.

Gen. Supt. W. A. Scott, of the Omaha
line, gave the particulars of the acci-
dent when called upon. He said: "Our
reports show that the break was in a
sixty pound section of steel rail, and
the fact that so few passengers sus-
tained injuries is largely owing to the
fact that on the Hamilton bottoms the
level of the ground is about level with
the tracks. We feel very thankful that
so little injury was caused and espe-
cially that no lives were lost."

E. W. Johnson, agent for the Mer-
chants' Dispatch, wtio was on the train,
said that while the experience was
startling, itwas surprising how soon the
efforts toget the imprisoned travelers
out of danper were effective. The dam-
age to the cars is estimated at about
?:20,000. A wrecking crew was put at
wolk promptly, and the track was
cleared in the afternoon. Several of the
passengers, namely: C. F. Sylvester,
D. I.Hillson and Ansel Hecht, of New
York, together witii C. E. Willard and
H.S. Penfield, of Chicago, reached the
liyan hotel before dinner, and were
able toattend to business iv the after-
noon.

P. Tierce, of Red Wing, to the lieuten-
ant colonelcy, andTlie election of Capt.
W. G. Bronson, of Company X, Still-
water, to the position of major. The
only strife was for the latter position,
and ouly two ballots were necessary to
elect Capt Bronson. There had been a
caucus in the afternoon, at which Capt.
Price, of St. Paul, whose name had
been mentioned, decided to become a
candidate unless itwas apparent by the
first ballot that Capt. Bronson could
not be elected. Inthat case, he was to
come into the contest and receive the
support of the Bronson men. ButCapt.
Bronson had a majority on the first in-
formal ballott, and was elected on the
first formal ballot.

The nomination of Lieut. Col. Reeve
for the position of colonel was made by
Capt. Ed S. Bean, of Company D, St.Paul, and was seconded by representa-
tives of every company. The nomina-
tion of Maj. Pierce" for lieutenant
colonel was made byCapt. Diggles, of
Company B, Minneapolis, and was like-
wise unauimously seconded. In each
ease the election was by the casting of
a single ballot for the officers named.
Following the election of these two of-
ficers, Capt. Bronson nominated Capt.
Ed S. Bean, ofCompany D, St. Paul, for
the position of major, and said he was
not only the senior captain, but was a
man who had worked harder than any
other man, except the late Col. Bend, to
make the regiment known at home and
abroad. Capt. Bean thanked Capt.
Bronson for the complimentary allusion
to himself, but said be had been with
Company D nearly twelve years, was
wedded to it,and could not think of
leaving it. He concluded by nominat-
ingCapt. Bronson, as the second senior
captain inline,and paid a tribute to the
Stillwater officer's interest in the
guard. The name of Capt. Ames, of
Company A, of Minneapolis, was
presented, by Capt. Diggles, and sec-
onded byCapt. Grow, of Company G, of
Ked Wing. Afterthe ballots as above
announced, Capt. Ames and Capt. Dig-
gles made and seconded respectively a
motion to make the election of Capt.
Bronson as major unanimous which was
carried. This concluded the real busi-
ness of the meeting, but there was a
general discussion of matters of interest
to the guard. Gen. Bend, who presided
at the election, said that the governor
had decided to take the three regiments
to Chicago in October, and to abandon
this year's encampments. There is not
money enough to the state fund to pay
the expenses of an encampment, but
there willbe sufficient to pay the trans-
portation of the brigade to and from
Chicago. The subsistence while there
willbe furnished by the fair manage-
ment.

There were present and participating
in the election twenty-eight of the
twenty-nine officers entitled to vote-
Lieut. Niel, of Company C, beiug the
only absentee.

As soon as the newly elected officers
appear before the examining board and
pass examination, their commissions
will be issued. Upon assuming com-
mand Col. Jleeve will remove the regi-
mental headquarters to Minneapolis,

but Itis not yet known where they will
bo located, as there is no room in the
armory in that city. Col. Reeve will
name W. B. Palmer, of Minneapolis,
purchasing agent of tho Albert Lea
road, as adjutant, and Dr. R. A. Whea-
ton, of St. Paul, as second assistant
surgeon to till the vacancy occasioned
by the death of Lieut. Spencer. Mr.
Palmer is not now a member of the
guard, but was formerly a lieutenant of
Company I.

GIRLS NOT SATISFIED.

The Strike Among McKibben's
Fur Sewers.

The machine girls who until recently
were employed in the McKibben & Co.
manufactory, met the joint executive
board of the Knights of Labor at Labor
hall yesterday afternoon and stated
their grievance in relation to a
reduction of wages which had
caused them to quit work.
Itappears that prices of machine work
had been reduced about 20 per cent on
certain classes of goods. After a dis-
cussion of about an Hour a committee of
six of the girls went to the factory and
conferred with Joseph McKibben, who
informed them that whilesome of the
places had been filled, yet he was
willing to employ some, if notall, of the applicants on the

;

present scale of wage?, and to after-
wards take a reasonable request into
consideration. His review of the situa-
tion took nearly an hour, when the com-
mittee returned only partly satisfied
with the result.

During the interval music and sing-
ingenlivened the proceedings at Labor
hall. When the committee returned
the meeting went into executive ses- .
sion, which lasted until 6 o'clock, and
an adjournment was taken until this
afternoon at no definite course
of proceeding having been adopted.

Joseph McKibbin, seen last evening,
said:

"We have bad no difficulty with our em-
ployes, excepting that some of our machine
girls, considerably less in.number than an
evening paper has stated, did not continue
work at tho present scale of wages. We havereally been paying as much, and more, than
has been paid by other houses Insimilar
lines of manufacture. The matter has
caused us no noticeable inconvenience, and
our foreman reports that me places of those
that left are partly filled, so that wehave
about as many hands as we require. We are
willingto be fair and reasonable in these
matters, but unless the operatives return
foou the business wiilhave to go on without
them. Iurn inclined to take them on and
give fair claims a reasonable consideration.
We have no difficulty whatever among our
men.

Anaudience of ordinary size is sim-
ply swallowed up ami lost sight of io
the People's church, but the audience
there last night was large enough to de-
serve the name even in that auditorium.
The occasion was the second annual
conceit of the St. John's church choir,
and the programme, although decidedly
too long, was very pleasintr, and was
listened to withattention.

First on the programme was Guil-
mant's Grand Choeur in D, played by
T.Warren Andrews. The composition
was rendered with fire, and with
breadth of treatment so many organists
lack. The Apollo club followed with
"Twilighr,"by Dudley Buck. The club,
as ever, sane: admirably. The finale
was a trifle uncertain, but the remain-
der of the chorus was given with
delightful delicacy of shading and ac-
curacy of phrasing. Franz Wagner
played as a violincello solo thefantasie
•'La Fielle dv Regiment," l>y Barvala.
Mr. Wagner's playing is remarkable for
its mastery of technique and its firm-
ness and purity of tone. As an encorea dainty littlePopper gavotte was given.
J. F. Merrill was in excellent voice, andsang "The Beating of My Own Heart,"
by Strelezski. in a clear, admirably
sustained tenor voice of pure quality.
The song is not calculated to display
Mr. Merrill's voice to advantage. The
singer refused an encore. The organ
number by T. Warner Andiews,
"Marche Funebre et Chant Sera-
phique,'' by Guilmant, was not well
selected. Itis difficult or comprehen-
sion, aud although admirably played
was out of place in a mixed programme.

Mrs. Agnes Stalberg Hall is compara-
tively a stranger in St. Paul, but is a
welcome addition to the musicians of
the town. She. sang the familiar so-
prano solo and prayer from "Der Frei-
schutz." Her voice is uiarvelously
clear and sweet, though not especially
heavy. She sings as easily and natur-
ally as a bird, albeit with evidences of
excellent training. As an encore Mrs.
Hall sang a gay little Swedish song.
Next came the Apollo club with Mac-
Dowell'a grotesque "Dance of the
Gnomes,' 7 which the club has given be-
fore. The second part of the number
was "The Goslings," a quaintly comic
song by Bridge, in which a strain from
Mendelssohn's "Wedding March" is in-
troduced withodd effect.

The important part of the concert was
the old ballad, "Lord Lorel," set to'
music in cantata style by George Fox.
The soloists were Mrs. Hall, A. S. Wil-
loughby, F. J. Shepard and Charles he-,
Lacy, with Fletcher Wheeler as di-
rector.

SHIPS BURNED AT SEA.

Fears That Two Are Lost With
AllHands.

London, Jan. 21.
—

The Imperial
Prince, a British steamship, lias arrived
at Portland on her way to Leith. Capt.
Cox, her commander, reports that when
in latitude 48 degrees north, longitude
48 west, the morning of Jan. 10 about
11 o'clock, he saw clouds of smoke and
a volume of flame which ascended
heavenward as though caused by an
explosion. He subsequently discovered
that a ship was on fire quite a distance
away and immediately made prepara-
tions to go to the rescue, but after a
struggle of two hours or more with the
elements had to abandon the project.
Finally a heavy squall came up and the
atmosphere became so thick that the
ship in distress was lost to view. When
the mist raised no trace of the burning
shipjcoulu be seen.

Itis the general opinion that the crew
of the ship must have perisheq, as Capt.
Cox says it would be impossible for a
life boat to live in the tempestuous sea
that prevailed. Nothing could be found
to Indicate either the name or national-
ity of the burned ship. Jt will be re-
membered that the City of Dundee,
which arrived at Liverpool yesterday,
observed a large steamer on fire, but
could not see any boats in the water nor
the slightest sign oflife about the burn-
ingship. Considerable anxiety prevails
io maritime circles over these reports,
and itis concluded on all titles that two
ships may have recently been destroyed
by lire at sea. Persons aboard all in-
eominc steamers are closely questioned
for news that would eive ah inklingas
to the indentity of the lost ships.
