A Wheat Deal in Court.

Edwin W. Dana, the well known
young real estate dealer, has com-
menced suit against the wheat firm of
Pressey,Wheeler & Co., now defunct, to
recover $2,312.50 he claims to be due him
on two wheat deals. The complaint al-
leges that Dana bought 10,000 bushels of
wheat from the defendants in August,
1888, at $1.074. to be delivered Jan. 1,
1889, or sold if the price reached §1.18.
He paid 300 to bind the bargain. On
Oct. 2, 1888, he bought another 10,000
bushels on the same terms, and made a
binding payment of $400. The wheat,
Dana says, was sold at $1.18, netting a
Erom of £2,312.50. None of this amount

as been paid to Dana, and the defend-
ants have also failed to return the $700
paid to bind the bargain. Dana there-
fore sues for £3,012.50, Mark P. Hayne
appears for Dana.

FLOUR CITY EVENTS,

Another Patient Dies Under
Drv. Gierbach’s Notorious

Baumschied Treatment.

Friends of the Dead Man Ask
the Coroner to In-
vestigate.

Good Deal of Feeling Bsing
Worked Up Over the Wash-
burn Bill.

After Ten Years a Girl Brings
Her Bstrayer to Jus-
tice,

Dr. G. F. Gierbach, the *needle doc-
tor,” who attained considerable unfa-
vorable notoriety and experienced some
itde difficulty with the authorities a
few months ago through his methods
of treatment, has again been brought
into notice by the death of one of his
patients.

It will be remembered that Gierbach
was arrested during the sumwer for
practicing medicine without a license,
but it was found impossible to convict
him under tiie present law,as he proved
that he had practiced previous to its en-
actmert. He was released from custody
and resumed operatioes with his “*baum-
scheid,” or, as it is more generally
known, needle lanecet.

T'he case which has again brought
him into notice is that of O. D. Blair,
who died Wednesday morninz of ery-
sipelas, produced, it is claimed, by the
use of the *‘Laumscheid.” Yesterday
Coroner Byrnes received the following
letter:

MiNNeAProLis, Jan. 21, 1802.—To the Coron-
er of the City of Minneapolis—We the rela-
tives and triends of the deceased A. D. Blair.
who died at 7:05 a. m. this date, do respect-
fully ask yon toexamine into the cause of
his death. On or about the 15th of December,
1891, a certain man calling himself Dr. G. F
Gierbach called at the residence of the de-
ceased aud promised to perform certain cures
for him, aud to his treatment we think the
death can be tracea. We wish vou to come
and make a thorough and complete examina-
tion into this case. Hoping you will give
this matter your immediate attention, we re-
main, vours respecifully, Friends and Rela-
tives of the deceased, 2509 Twenty-ninth ave-
nue south,

The coroner at once proceeded to in-
vestigate the case, aud found that Gier-
bach began the treatment of Blair about
Dec. 15, as stated in the above letter,
and between that time and about a
week ago gave him eleven applieations
of the baumscheid, also using what he
calls an electriec Lrush and rubbing the
wound made by the “baumscheid’ with
a preparation which lhe calls electric
ointment. On the latter date, when
Gierbach called he told the patient that
he had dropsy of the heart, and he
would have to use a lancet with ionger
needles.

By this time, however, the friends of
the patient had decided upon a change
in the treatment and another physician
was called. He found that Blair was
suffering from erysipelas iu the leg,
which had alieady reached an advaunced
stage, and although every possible
remedy was used he continued to grow
worse until Wednesday, when he died.
Aun inquest will be held today.

THE POT BOILING,

Washburn®s Option Biil Is Creat-
ing Quite a Furor.

A. J. Sawyer, the well-known ele-
vator man, has worked himself up toa
fever of excitement over the Washburn
option bill. ‘T'he new bill, he says, is
practicaily the same as the first one and
the result of the two would be identical.
Either bill will destroy the markets if
passed, and both are drawn in favor of
Pillsbury, Washiburn and the English
syndieate. The alleged modification of
the bill, he says, was all a blind to 1n-
tfluence public opinion.

*They don’t propose,” said Mr. Saw-
yver in an interview yesterday, *‘to pro-
hibit the selling of flour for future de-
livery. Why don’t they put that under
the same head of gambling? Seventy-
five per cent of all the flour 1s sold for
future delivery, from one to three
months. These schemers propose to
wipe out the elevator men and prevent
them from selling wheat in advance. At
the same time they take advantage of
selling futures in flour, making the
gambling in that staple instead of in
wheat. It is the most complete scheme
of robbery [ ever saw, and then they
have the assurance of asking congress
to indorse it. Nearly every miller on
the falls sells thousands ot barreis of
flour when they have not a bushel of
wheat to make it from., taking the
chances of getting the wheat later.”

The entire chamber of = commerce
voices Mr. Sawyer’'s sentiments. L. R.
Brooks, of the Brooks Elevator com-
pany, says that the idea of compelling
legitimate handlers of grain to take out
licenses and report all their business to
a revenue officer, is outrageous. Col.
Rogers, editor of the Market Record,
characterizes the bill a rank humbug,
and Manager Perry Harrison, of the
clearing house, has sent out a circular
to every clearing house in the country,
besides a large number of bankers, ask-
ing co-operation in opposition to the
Washburn measure.

HE WAS TRICKY,

After Ten Years a Girl Brings Her
Betrayer to Justice,

A bastarday case with unique features
and interesting details is now penaing
in the municipal court of this city, the
parties being Louis Larson and Jennie
Gyllenberg. The complainant fixes the
date of the offense as July 4, 1882, and
from her story it would appear that
during the nine and one-half years
which have intervened the memory of
the wrong practiced upon her has not
faded one whit, and she has continually
and untiringly pursued the author of
her shame and misery with but indiffer-
ent success. She states that when she

learned her condition she went
to Larson and he promised to
marry her. This he failed

to do, and she took out a warrant for
his arrest. Both were then living in St.
Paul. but before he eould be arrested he
had tled, and she did not see him again
for several years. When she did meet
him hLe renewed his former promises,
gave her $3. and again vanished. After
several more years of weary waiting

and searching she again found him only-

to learn that he had been married in the
meantime. He was still ready to make
promises, however, and declared he
would support the child and contribute
to her own maintenance. Then, giving
her $ as a guarantee of good faith,
he again went merrily on his
way, and was lost to her sight
until she succeeded a few days
ago in locating him in Minneapalis and
securing his arrest. Now a question of
jurisdiction has arisen to further gom-
plicate matters, 1t being claimed that as
the offense was committed in St. Panl
and the child was also born in that city
the Minneapolis courts have no jurisdiec-
tion, and the case must be tried in St.
Paul. A continuance has been taken
until this morning, when it will be de-
cided whether Larson will be tried here
or taken to St. Paul.

FIRST ON RECORD.

Judge Elliott’s Instructions Set at
Naught by a Jury.

Before Judge Elliott, in the eivil
branch of the municipal court vester-
day, there was a termination to a case
that is believed to be the only one of
the kind on record. The judge in-
structed the jury to bring in a certain
verdict. The jury thought it should be
allowed to exercise a little judgment in
the matier, and sent out from the jury

room to ask if the judge meant it when
he gave the order for the verdict. He
returned the answer that he did mean

-it. Thereupon the jury refused to carry

out the instructions of the court.
were discharged.

The title ot the case is George Som-
mers vs. Mary Phillips. It is an action
brought to recover rent under the fol-
lowing circumstances, according to the
attorney for the defendant:

Mrs. Phillips rented a house from
Sommers, agreeing to pay him a certain
rent. She found that she could not
make both ends meet and pay the rent.
She explained the circumstances and
asked to be allowed to give up the lease.
The house was part of a tenement row
that Sommers desired to sell. He told
her that he could sell 1t more readily if
all the houses were occupied. It is
claimed that he told her to stay in the
house and pay whatever she felt able
to pay. She took advantage of the of-
fer and paid varying suins per month,
always getting a reeeipt in full, it is
said. Then the building was sold. Now
Sommers brings suit to recover the dif-
ference between the amount paid and
the amount that would have been paid
under the original contract, $320.

The case was tried once before and
resulted in a verdict for the defendant.
That verdict was set aside. Yesterday,
on the second trial, Judge Elliott in-
structed the jury that it must take no
cognizance of the second agreement be-
tween Mrs. Phillips and Sommers, by
which she was to pay whatever she felt
able to pay, on the ground that there
was no consideration involved, no value.
The judge further instructed the jury
to return a verdiet for the plaintiff for
not less than $150, and for the full
amount, 320, if it saw fit. Some of the
jurymen were willing to abide by the
Judge's instructions, but others re-
fused. They would not obey the judge.
The jury was dismissed.  The case
stands a disagreement of the jury and
must be tried again.

1t is the tirst instance of the kind that
the Minneapolis attorneys ever heard
of. The judge could have sent the
jury back, refusing to discharge them,
and in that way might have coerced
them into returning a verdiet according
to his desire, but further be couid not
0. 1t could not be made contempt of
court. as the jury was a part of the
court under the circumstances.

FINANCIER IN FLIGHT,

Germany Again Disturbed by
a Magnificent Steal of
a Banker,

A Million Marks Missing, and
the Crash Will Ruin
Many People.

Russia’s Autocrat Will Use
His Power on Malicious
Speculators.

Last Loving Tribute of Sor-
rowing Thousands at
Manning’s Grave.

BrrLiy, Jan. 21.—A financial secandal
of great magnitude has been revealed at
Carlsruhe by the failure of Banker
Leopold Bloch and his sudaen flight for
parts unknown. The liabilities of the
vanished bauker are stated at 1,000,000
marks, and scores of depositors and
clients are ruined by the crash.

THE AUTOCRAT'S PO WER

Likely to Be Used for a Good Pur-
pose.

St. PETERSBURG, Jan. 21.—Owing to
the fact that speculators are amassing
wheat in the eastern provinces, to the
detriment of the thousands of famished
people in that part of the empire. the
czar has instructed the mayor of Mos-
cow to purchase 15,000,000 roubles of
wheat, all of which will be distributed
among the starving. The czar is deter-
mined to have no nonsense about this
matter. He has empowered the mayor
to offer a fair price for the wheat, and
if speculators refuse to sell at this price
to confiscate the amount required.

The government has decided to try
the experiment of substituting military
officers for the civil officers in the dis-
tribution of relief to the family suffer-

ers. This action is taken to prevent

the embezzlement of the funds.

LOVED AND MOURNED.

Rich and Poor Pay the Last Trib-
ute to Manning.

Loxpox, Jan. 21.—In some respects
the ceremonies at the funeral of Car-
dinal Manning were more impressive
than those yesterday at St. George’s
chapel. Windsor castle, upon the ocea-
sion of the funeral of the Duke of Clar-
ence. Today the services were invested
with all the xrandeur of the Rowman
ritual, and were attended by all the
pomp befitting the last ceremony over
the body of a prince of the church.
Fifteen prelates attended the funeral,
including Archbishops Walsh, of Dub-
lin, and Croke, of Cashel.

The somberness of the black drapings
were heightened by the black fog, and
it appeared as though nature mourned
the loss of one so good ané great. Hun-
dreds of wax tapers and gas jets shed
their light on the solemn scene, and dur-
ing certain portions of the service tie
clergy ana the sisters in attenaance
lighted additional tapers on either side
of the sanctuary. The whole scene was
altogether a most striking and impres-
sive one, aud this was especially the
case when 500 priests, marching two by
two, entered the oratory from behind
the funeral hangings under the dome.
The bishops, who led the procession,
wore their mitres and wererichly robed.
There were present also representa-
tives of the Benedictines, Franciscans,
Carmelites, Dominicans and other re-
lizious orders attired in their different
garbs, each carrying an unlighted taper.

When the solemn mass of requiem
was commenced the oratory was filled
by notable personages, representing the
churei, the state and civic authorities.
The queen and the Prince and Prinecess
of Wales were represented by high mem-
bers of their households. All the am-
bassadors of foreizn powers were pres-
ent also. The coffin reposed in front of
the altar, surmounted by the hat of the
cardinal. The algar was draped with
black, the only orniament visibie being
a solitary gold cross. The singing of the
choir and the intoning of the priests was
simply superp, and rendered most re-
markably harmonious by the grand
pealing of the organ. Charles Santley,
the great baritone sinzer, sang the solos,
which were exquisitely rendered.

Bishop Hedley preached the funeral
sermon, opening his remarks with a
touching tribute to the late Duke of
Clarence and Avondale. He said that
an era had closed in the history of Cath-
olicism in England with the death of
Cardiral Manning, and a new one had
opened. He made special reference to
the cardinal’s efforts to secure the Cath-
olie education of children, and deeclared
that the struggle was not yet over. He
added that perhaps the hottest and
deadliest hour of the educational battle
which is raging throughout the world
would soon Le fought,

“*Who,” he asked, ‘shall lift the
lance fallen from Manning’s hands, or
wear the armor which Maunning bore so
long and sd bravely? Cardinal Man-
ning was never weary of saying that
England and Wales had never rejected
the faith, but rather had been robbed of
their allegiance to the holy see.”

The preacher recalled at length the
late cardinal’s eminent service for the
poor and 1n the causes of labor, temper-
ance and other social reforms. Pro-
ceeding, he said: *“Like St. Paul, Car-
dinal Manning loved every one in the
bowels of Jesus Christ. The Holy
Father loved him and leaned upon him.
The fiery star has set, but the luminous
trail of glory which it scattered in its
passage across the sphere remains and
will remain to gaze apon, and gazing,
to thank God for one who served so
loyally the Heavenly Father, and who
loved with such devotedness the creat-
ures whom the Father loves.”

At the conclusion of the service the
body of the late cardinal was removed
to the hearse, and the procession started
for Kensal Green cemetery. It was led
by the clergy and distinguished mem-
bers of the nobility, members of parlia-
ment, delegates ot temperauce societies,
the labor bodies, ete.

_Enormous crowds lined the streets
aiong the route, and all heads were
bared as the funeral cortege, one of the
largest ever witnessed in London,
passed along.

**He was good to the poor,” people in
the crowd were heard to exclaim. Hun-
dreds of times was this repeated through
the vast crowd, many of the members
of which had a personal knowledge of
the kindness of heart of the dead car-
dinal, which had taken in people of all
religions. No higher praise could be
spoken of any man than that *“he was
good to the poor,” and the poor of Lon-
don have good reason to mourn his loss.

As the procession entered the ceme-
tery the cofhin was borne straight to the
Frave, which was an ordinary brick-

ined one situated near the grave of
Prince Louis Lucien Bonaparte. Here
there was a brief ceremony. The
priests chanted the *‘Benedictus,” a
prayer was said for the repose of the
cardinal’s soul, the coffin was sprinkled
with holy water and lowered into 1ts
final resting place. Then the wvast
crowd slowly departed as the darkness
of night was closing in.

SPANISH ANARCH ISTS.

¥ears Entertained of a Disastrous
Rising.

MADRID, Jan. 21. — The organized
anarchist movement in the province of
Malaga, for the suppression of which
troops are being concentrated at
Ronda, in that province, has been
found to be a more serious affair
than was at first supposed. It has been
found that the ramifications of the con-
spiracy extend to San Ferrando, where
trouble is looked for, and there are signs

he troops at San Ferrando and at
eres are held in their barracks in
readiness to attack any bands of
anarchists who may be so beld as fo at-
tempt to attack those places. Alarm is
generally felt throughout the disturbed
rovinces, for it is feared that the law-

WONDERFUL BREAD.

Chemists Failed to Recognize the
Article.

Loxpoy, Jan. 21.—The Lancet pub-
lishes an analysis of the bread in com-
mon use in the famine stricken districts
of Russia, showing that 10 per cent, and
probably more, of the article is com-
posed of woody fibre, husks, leafy mat-

ter, seeds, silicia, sand and other foreign

substances. The so-called bread is of a
dirty brown color and resembles peet.
Chemists to whom it was submitted
failed to recognize it-as bread.

Austria’s Heir Is IIL

VIENNA, Jan. 21.—It is announced
that the Archduke Francis Ferdinvand,
the heir to the Austrian throne, isill.
Archduke Francis Ferdinand is the
son of Archduke Charles louis and
Princess Maria Annonciata, daughter of
Ferdinand 1L, king of the Two Sicilies.
He was born at Gratz in 1863, and is un-
married. By the death of Crown Prince
Rudolph and the abdication of his
father, he became heir to the throne of
Austria.

Protection Denounced.

LisBox, Jan. 21—In a speech in the
cortes today Senhor Martins, minister
of finance, denounced the prohibitive
tariff,-the object of whieh, he said, was
the protection of some manufacturers
who earned excessive dividends. He
was in tfavor, however, of reasonable
protection. Dividends, he said, ought
not to exceed 8 or 10 per cent.

Prayed for Their Dead.

LoxpoyN, Jan. 21.—The Prince of
Wales and his family drove to Windsor
castle at 4 o’clock this afterncon and
prayed in the Albert memorial chapel
for the soul of the late Duke of Clar-
ence. At 7 o’clock this evening they
drove to the same spot and prayed for
over an hour by the remains of the late
heir presumptive.

Suspicious of Every One.

St. PETERSBURG, Jan. 21.—One hun-
dred Polish military officers who were
stationed in tho Warsaw district have
been transferred to stations far to the
eastward of Warsaw. 'The reason of
this change is that tne officers are sus-
pected of revolutionary tendencies.

The English Way.

Loxpoy, Jau. 21.—Arthur Smithers,
fifty-two years of age, until recently
manager of the English Bank of the
River Platte, was sentenced today to
four years’ penal servitude for embez-
zling the sum of £7,184, the property of
the bank, and falsifying the accounts of
that institution, which suspended pay-
ment in July last.

Enveloped in Fog.

Loxpoy, Jan. 21.—The city today is
wrapped in an almost impenetrable fog
equal to that which prevailed at Christ-
mas time, and which caused much loss
of life. Traffic is much impeded, and
so dark is it that the use of electric and
gas light has been resorted to through-
out the cities in nouses, shops and fac-
tories. —

Argentine Strife.

Buexos AvRrEes,Jan.21.—The troubles
between the governor of Mendosa and
the legislature have resulted in a seri-
ous outbreak. Many persons have been
killed or wounded. The national gov-
ernment has sent a commission with
full powers to restore order.

Constans Is Safe.

PAris, Jan. 21.—The public prosecu-
tor has refused M. Lauer’s demand to
prosecute M. Constans, on the ground
that only the president of the chamber
of deputies can empower the public
prosecutor te act in the matter.

Rudelph’s Widow Engaged.
VIENNA, Jan. 21.—The announce-
ment is made of the betrothal of Arch-
duchess Stephanie, widow of Crown
Prince Rudolph, whose death on Jan. 80,
1889, caused such widespread scandal, to
Prince Miguel of Braganza.

Will Hold the Railroads.
BERLIN, Jan. 2l.—Chancellor von
Caprivi announced in the lower house
of the Prussian diet teday that the state,
on military grounds, would never re-
linquish its control of the railways.

Bulgaria’s Apology Accepted.

PARrs, Jan. 21.—The French govern-
ment has accepted Bulgaria’s note of
apolozy for the expulsion of M. Cha-
dourne.

The committee on shore 1ightand
priviteges of the park board will meet
tomorrow to decide the question of
more boats for Lake Harriet. A reso-
lution 1s now pending which provides
for fifty new row-boats ata cost not to
exceed £35 and one new sail-boat not to
cost more than 225, and it is likely
that this will be favorably acted upon.

The prisoners were there-
fore fined $ each, and hereafter they
and others of their class will be re-
quired to pay license.
