ROSSENDALE VOTING.

All England Is Anxiously
Awaiting the Deecision of
Today’s Vote.

The Seat Has Been Vigor-
ously Contested by Both
Factions.

Russia Being Importuned to
Desert and Isolate Her
Ally, France.

Kaiser Wilhelm Excites the
Anger of His Relatives in
England.

LoNpox, Jan. 22.—The result of to
morrow’s polling in the Rossendale
division is awdited with strained anx-
iety. No bye election was ever before
fought with such vigor on each side.
The Unionists ceased operations on the
day of the funeral of the Duke
of Clarence, but the Liberals
did not, and this faet will alienate some
votes from the Liberals. However, as
the Liberals calculate upon a majority
of 500 at least, they can afford to lose
ultra-loyal and doubtful votes. Their
candidate is ill in bed with influenza,
but he is supported by the -ablest Glad-
stonian speakers and canvassers.

The letters of Mr. Gladstone and the
Duke of Devonshire exchanging re-
erimipations on the origin of the home
rule policy will not affect the issue. The
Unpionist papers describe Mr. Glad-
stone’s letter as characterized by un-
blushing effrontery and serupulous
mendacity, while the Gladstonian press
says that the Duke of Devonshire’s let-
ter is disgracefully disingenuous. 1t
must be admitted that both criticisms
have some justification.

ISOLATING FRANCE.

Russia Being Pressed to Desert
Her Ally.

Loxpox, Jan. 22.— Lord Salisbury
having suddenly taken an extraordinary
step in canceling Sir R. D. Morier’ ap-
pointment as ambassador to Rome
and deciding o retain him at
St. Petersburg, a foreign office
anthority is instructed to state that Sir
R. D. Morier’s health is improving, and
he had expressed his wiliingness to re-
main in Russia. This explanation was
offered touight as all that could be otii-
cially given out.

On inquiring into the genuine causes
of Lord Salisbury’s action, points were
elicited which indicate that the reten-
tion of Sir R. D. Morier at St. Peters-
burg is due to the fact that the govern-
went is co-operating with the German
and Italian governments in trying to
persuade the czar to abandon the French
alliance and join the European pact,
leaving France isolated.

Sir R. D. Morier, who is persona
grata at the Russian court, being much
liked by the czar, is using his influence
to arrange a couference between the
emperors of Russia and Germany, at
whieb it is hoped the old harmony of

relatious may -be re-established.
It 1s now reported that the
German emperor will send either
a new ambassador to St. Peters-

burg or a speclal envoy. The intricacy
of the questions requiring solution be-
fore a permaunent agreement can be ob-
tained must involve prolonged negotia-
tions. Baron Vivian, who was nomi-
nated for St. Petersburg, has in the
meantime had his appointment to Rome
approved by the queen.

HOT AT THE KAISER,

The Death of His Cousin Did Not
Affect Wilhelm.

Loxpox, Jan. 22.—The neglect of the
German Kaiser to. observe the respect
due to the Duke of Clarence is reseated
in the court circle here. The emperor
went on a shooting excursion to Buchs-
burg on the eve of the duke’s death
although he had been apprised that s
condition was desperate. Even after re-
ceiving the telegram announcing the
duke’s death he continued his sport and
had another day’s shooting, returning to
Berlir on Friday evening., Instead of
immediately hastening to express s
condolence the emperor did not call on
the British ambassador until Sunday
afternoon.

Finally, the nearness of relationship
justified the court here in expeating
that the emperor would order mourning
for three weeks instead of only ten
days, The ex-empress is believed to
have written to a personage in the En-
glish court that she had been pained by
her son’s want of consideration, and
that she also had cause to complain,
as the emperor did not call upon her,
as custom and duty dictated, until the
third day after the Duke of Clarence’s
death. The best interpretation puton
the behavior of the emperor is that he
had a fit of eccentric humor, such as
now and then frequently occurs, and
that he allowed his Jatent ill will to-
wards the Prince of Wales to display
itself.

MET TO MOURN.

Albert Victor's Coffin Viewed for
. the Last Time.

Loxpox, Jan. 22.—The Prince of
Wales passed several hours at Marl-
borough house today and returned to
to Windsor castle this evening
in time to attend the private
serviee in St. Georze’s chapel, at
which all of the members of his
family and those of the Dukes of Fife
and Teck were dresent. After the serv-
ice all proceeded to the memorial
chapel. It was the final family zather-
ing around the coffin of the Duke of
Clarence. No otherperson was allowed
to be present, even intimate friends and
members of the household being ex-
cluded.

During the Prince of Wales’ short
stay in town today he saw several inti-
mate friends. Alluding to the sugges-
tion that the money subscribed for wed-
ding presents to Prineess May be made
the nucleus of a national  pension,

he said that this _proposition
could not possibly be  enter-
tained. Being thus disapproved, noth-

ing more will be heard of the proposi-
tion. The entourage of the prince now
favor the idea of submitting to Princess
May what may be done with the money
in the interest of charity as a memorial
to the Duke of Clarence.

CO-OPERATIVE FARMS,

Russia Will Experiment to Pre-
vent Famine.

St. PETERSBURG, Jan. 22.—The gov-
ernment. with the view of averting
a repetition of the famine, has de-
cided to make experiments in eo-
operative farming. Piots of ground
will be allotted for this purpose to
communes in the provinces of Saratoff
and Samara,and if theenterprise proves
successful, other plots will be allotted
in other provinees. The plots, it is in-
tended, will be cultivated by all the
inhabitants, while the yield will be
devoted to refilling the communal stoeks
and the proceeds of the surplus wiil be
applied to the repayment of loeal public
debts. The authorities are busily oecu-
pied with measures to relieve the
distress.

Left No Earthly Riches.
Loxpox, Jan, 22, — Cardinal Mau-
ning’s will leaves his books and papers
in charge of. his executors, Dr. Butler

and Rev. Father Bayley, of the Oblates
of St. Charles.

THE POPE'S HEALTH.

Reports Are Contradictery as to
His Condition.

Royy, Jan. 22.—The pope gave audi-
ences at noon today, as is his usual cus-
tom. Conflicting reports concerning
the health of his holiness are still cur-
rent, The Liberal papers state that the
pope’s physicians remained for five
hours at the Vatiean last night. In the
chamber of deputies today the minister
ofthe interior announced that while
the health of the pope was not good,
neither was it alarming, and the minis-
ter had ordered the public censor to
stop all alarm telegrams.

Princess May’s Plight.

LONDON, Jan. 22.—Prince George of
‘Wales, instead of leaving the navy, is
likely to be promoted to the command
of the queen’s yacht Victoria and Al-
bert, and after a short interval will be-
come a rear admiral. Researches for
precedents enabling Prince George to
marry Princess May have disclosed the
fact that it is a rule that, in the event of
the death of her betrothed, a royal
Brmcess must wait five years before

gcoming again betrothed.

Suffering in Ireland.

DusrLIN, Jan. 22.—There is terrible
suffering in the mountainous part of
Northern Ireland owing to the deep
snow and the severe cold. Mauy pear-
sons are reported as frost-bitten, and
cattle have perished in the storms. In
Tyrone two girls named Quinn were
lost in a snowstorm. A searching party
was organized, and atter a long and dif-

ficult search the girls wert found frozen
to death.
