THE ALLOTMENT SCHEME.

ItIs Not Pleasing to the Milwau-
kee Sentinel.

The Milwaukee Sentinel isnot pleased
with the scheme of signing and allotting
players by the secretary. Itsays:

"By adopting the report of the com-
mittee on organization, the Western
league of base ball clubs have taken
another step in the path which base ball
is traveling. The report suggested that
the teams which made up the league
should be assigned among the -eight
cities by lot. No city, in other
words, can hereafter show any
enterprise in securing players.
The management of each 'club
can do its best with the material as-
signed to it. More than this it cannot
hope todo. Inthis way the Milwaukee
club, lor example, becomes not in the
least representative. It will be man-
aged by a man chosen by the club own-
•rs. Except for this it willbe connect-
ed with the city only by its name.
Changes tending in the same direction
with this last step have been going on
ever since base ball became professional.
Inold times, when players were natives
«fthe cityin whose team they played, the
base ball enthusiast would have scouted
the notion of buying the services or a
player from some rival city, and would
have predicted, ifthis practice were in-
troduced, the speedy cessation of all in-
terest in base ball. "But the old times
are cone and the enthusiasm for base
ball remains, though the character
of the enthusiasts has altered. The
old-time enthusiasts were all Borts
and conditions of men, and their enthu-
siasm was akin to that of college boys
today. The latterday enthusiasts are
drawn from the class that worships a
name. "Ifyou call a dog Hervey," said
Dr. Johnson, "Ishould love him." If
you call a base ball nine Kansas City or
Milwaukee there willbe plenty of peo-
ple to shout for it. Intheir eyes the
very man who seemed little better than
a robber when he stole second as an
Apostle becomes a conquering hero
when he performs the same feat as a
Brewer."

'•That the Merchant Tailors' Associa-
tion of Philadelphia recommend and in-
dorse the Tuxedo or sack coat, with
long and rolling or shawl collar, and
made in plain white material, as a coat
in every way suitable for a waiter's
full-dress coat."

Atthe annual banquet of the as-
sociation on Jan. 21. the reform first
went intooffect, and the waiters on that
occasion were provided with the new
uniform at the expense of the associa-
tion.

It is hardly necessary, since
nowadays it is universally conceded
that iti9the coat and not the trousers
that makes the man.
