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A FEMALE BUTCHER.
Tearful and Premeditated

Crime of a Memphis So-
ciety Belle.

Seizing a Beautiful Enemy,
She Draws a Keen Razor

Across Her Throat,

Cutting: the Jugular With
Deadly Precision, With-

out a Tremor.

Hate Filled Her Heart and
Nerved Her Arm to the

Awful Deed.

Memphis, Term., Jan. 25.—The most
feensational tragedy which has occurred
in Memphis for years was committed
this afternoon. The victim was a young
lads', and her slayer was of the same
sex. Both were familiar tisures in so-
ciety, and the awtul affair is tonight the
talk of the town. A fewminutes before
4 o'clock a baggy containing Misses
Alice Mitchell and Lizzie.Johnson drove
up to the broad sidewalk around the
custom house block leading tothe levee.

Tlie Hues were in the hands of Miss
'Johnson, and oesid« her, calm and self-
possessed, sat .Miss Mitchell. Coming
lowly up the steep incline from the

river were Miss Freda Ward, of (.lold-

dust. Ark., aiiil her sister Jo, who had
-just put another sister aboard the
steamer Rosa Lee for Clolddust. The
young ladies were soon opposite the
carriage, chatting pleasantly and pay-
ingno attention to their surroundings.

Suddenly from the carriage, at a
bound, cause Miss Mitchell. Grasping
Miss Ward by the back of the neck, she
drew a bright razor from out the folds
of her dress, and, without a word,
'drew it.

ArroM tlio Throat
of her victim. Miss Ward sank to the
pavement in an instant, the blood pour-
>fiiKin torrents from the severed jugu-
lar. The murdered girl's sister, who
ihad by this time recovered from her as-
|tonisliment, grappled with the woman
'and tried to hold her, bnt in twinkling
[she, too, received a cut, but. luckily
\u25a0only a triflingone. near the ear.

Miss Mitchell being freed from Miss
Ward, jumped into the bugtry in an in-
stant, and with the exclamation, "Drive
on, I've done it!"'seized the whip, and
\u25a0with Miss Johnston still holding the
lines, the pair were soon around the
corner and away from the scene of the
tragedy.

Miss Ward was tenderly picked up by
the gathering crowd, and a passing car-
riage which was pressed into service
conveyed ncr to an infirmary. She was,
however, beyond hun.an aid, and ex-
pired just as tlie infirmary was reached.

,I'he body was then taken to an under-
taking; establishment. At(io'clock this
•veilingChief of Police Davis had ar-
rested Miss Mitt-hell, who was found at
fesr home on Union street, and conveyed
*to the jailin a carriage. The

Cause of the Killing

Is tonight not positively apparent, as
Miss Mitchell refuses to say a word to
anybody. Itis said, however, that Miss
"Ward, whois visiting in this city, had
on former trips to Memphis been the
Ituest of Miss Mitchell. Lately, how-
ever, she refused to partake of tlie hos-
pitality of The Mitchell household, and
refused also to recognize Miss Mitcheil
on the street.

it is alleged further by several per-
sons that Miss Ward has made remarks
cfidecidedly uncomplimentary nature
regarding Miss Mitchell, and this latter
allegation is supposed to have been the
cause of the tragedy. Miss Mitchell is
the ninetee n-year-oid daughter of
George Mitchell, a retired furniture
dealer, and she and Miss Johnston, in
the latier's stylish "turn-out," were a
familiar sight on the different drives
ftboiit the city.

Miss Ward is the daughter of JohnWard, a planter and worthy merchant
of Golddust, Ark. At the inquest this
evening the jury rendered a verdict
charging Miss Mitchell with the killing,
and that itwas premeditated.

The Public Examiner's Report

on the American Loan As-
sociation.

He Criticises Certain Realty
Investments of the So-

ciety.

And Thoroughly Lays Bare
Its Present Financial

Status.

St. Paul Scotties Appropri-
ately Celebrate Burns'

Anniversary.

Public Examiner Kenyon has finally
completed his investigation Into the af-
fairsjof the American Buildingand Loan
association, of Minneapolis, and yester-
day submitted his report to Gov. Mer-
riani. The report is a voluminous one,
going into every detail of the associa-
tion's aftairs and showing complete
statements of the liabilities, assets and
all financial transactions. The resources
of the association are given at $1,633,-
--2.">:;.(>4. of which sum $1,051,740.25 are in-
terest-bearing investments, and of these
investments §203,310 are delinquent in
interest payments six months or more,
leaving 5701.424.25 as the earning cap-
italof the association and tm,829.89, or
more than half the resources, idle or
nearly so. The real estate stands on
the books as 1371,235.97, nearly ail of
whicli is located in Minneapolis
and East Newport, Washington
county. The real estate In the lat-
ter paece is assessed on the
boots of the company at $256,270.79,
which, Mr. Kenyon considers, is f100,000
more than it is worth. The Minneapo-
lis real estate is also greatly overvalued.
The saiaries and bonds of the officers
were given as follows:

President, Sr,f)oO peranuum; bonds. 8-5.000.
Seeretan-. 85.000 per annum; bonds. Si"i.ooo.
Treasurer, $\!, 500 per annum ;bonds, ?;5,000.
The report states that in view of the

fact that since the above salary and
bond schedule was made out," heavier
bonds have been required, and the mat-
ter of an insufficient bond is no
longer open to criticism. With ref-
erence to the alleged collusion between
Williams &Co. and the Bishops no cvi
deuce of any such collision could be
found, the representatives of Williams
&Co. denying in toto the charges which
have been made. In the matter of the
investments withKdinond &Co., of Ed-
mond. Wash., which have heen the sub-
ject of considerable advers comment,
the examiner finds that the investments
were made upon a conservative and
equitable basis of values and within
reasonable bounds. In conclusion, the
report recommends the immediate sale
of all the unimproved or unproductive
real estate for such values as can be re-
alized at present, explaining that, while
this property might increase in value
with the lapse of time the rate of in-
crease would not be sufficient to justify
leaving the large amounts of money to
the slow process of increase by that
method. He also suggests a system of
foreclosing mortgages which will brine
some immediate returns, but thinks the
figures given by the association as its
assets will have to be scaled down at
ieast $100,000.

He spoke of his life,his associations
and his character and the admiration
the people or his day and "since had for
him. He also spoke of the universal ad-
miration of the works of the poet.

The union men at-
tacked them as they went to dinner, and
a squad of policemen had to be called
in to keep the peace. A. J. McDaae, of
St. Louis, the new foreman, was hit in
the eye. He drew a revolver, but was
arrested before doing any harm. Eleven
of the non-union men consented to
leave town, and were escorted to the
depot. The others are scattered. The
Commercial asked the union to reduce
from 45 to 40 cents. The union re-
fused, hence the trouble. The Com-
mercial is determined to fightit out.

Col. Hernandez Let Garza Escape

WITH DUX DECORUM.

Senators Receive Harrison's Mes-
sage on the Chili Difficulty.

Washington, I).C, Jan. 25.—1t was
evident at the senate end of the capilol
today that a large number ot American
citizens hail come to the conclusion that
they could "sniff the battle from afar."
Agreat many people— male and female
—felt convinced that war withChili was
imminent, so they crowded into the gal-
leries some time before the senate as-
sembled. There was little interest taken
in the routine proceedings; everybody
was waiting for the message and no one
would be satisfied with anythiug less.

Mr. Hoar, from the committee on
privileges and elections, made a report
In the ease of Senator Chilton, of Texas,
concluding with the resolution that Mr.
(Jhilton is entitled to retain his seat.
He said that ho would not ask action
upon it at the present time.

Private Secretary Ilalford entered
the chamber at 1-2:40, and he was closely
followed by Secretary Pruden. Capt.
Bassett lost no time in getting to the
door, and then the regultir order was
interrupted by \ tee President Mor-
ton's announcement that the senate
would receive a message from the
house of representatives. He instantly
corrected himself and said "the presi-
dent of the United States." Itwas but
liveminutes short of 1o'clock when the
presentation of petitions for the passage
of the Torrey bankruptcy bill,or the
closing of the world's fair on the Lord's
day came to an end. Then the message
was formally laid before the senate,
and a minute" later Chief Clerk Johnsou
started to read the interesting docu-
ment. Ordinarily, a presidential com-
munication attracts practically no atten-
tion, and its reading is the signal for
senatorial disappearance to attend to
otuer duties. Things were different to-
day. Twenty-live Democrats and forty-
six Republican senators were in their
seats when the reading commenced, and
but one of them moved; that one was
Senator Sawyer, and he, that he might
hear more distinctly, moved down the
center aisle and took possession of a
chair alongside of Mr. Hayes, the vet-
eran Associated Press reporter. There
was no break, in th» general attention
paid by senators. Conversation was
not indulged in at any time, the Demo-
crats being evidently as much inter-
ested as the Republicans. No one
seemed to regard the matter under con-
sideration as being in any sense
political. Senators Manderson and
Faulkner followed the reading,
they having printed copies of the mes-
sage in their hands. Occasionally a
senator would be moved by a particu-
larly strong point, and would say a
word or two of assent to a neighbor.
When mention was made of the fact
that one sailor had been dragged along
the streets of Valparaiso with a lasso
around his neck. Senator Vest gave in-
voluntary utterance to a sound which
was esaily construed into an expression
of sympathy for the sailor and a demon-
stration of an anti-Chilian nature. The
reading of the message was concluded
at 1:30, when Mr. Sherman, chairman of
the committee on toreign relations, rose
and said:
Imove, Mr. President, that the message

and accompanying documents be printed
and referred to the committee on foreign re-
lation. Inview of the gravity and impor-
tance of the subject matter, Ido not think it
expedient to lnaice auy remarks.

The motion was agreed to and 500 ad-
ditional copies were ordered to be
printed.

Mr. Turpie, from the committee on
privileges and elections reported a reso-
lution in the case of Senator Call, of
Florida, declaring that senator duly
and lawfully entitled to hiaseat.

Executive Clerk Pruden at
1:3:40 o'clock entered the house with
tne long-expected document. The read-
ing of the message was listened to with
eager attention by members, and the
quietude of the house manifested the
Interest felt in the all-absorbing topic of
the hour. The reading of the message
was concluded at 1:35, and was followed
by loud applause on both sides of the
iloor. On motion of Mr. Blouut the
message was referred to the committee
on foreign affairs.
