RULES AND SILVER.

Cross-Firing by Debaters on These
Sabjects.
WAasniNgToN, Jan. 26.—Mr. Catch-
ings, of Mississippi, called up in the
house today the report of the committee
on rules, containing the proposed new
code of rules, zeneral debate being lim-

i ited to seven hours. Mr. Catchings made
! a brief explanation of the new code,
| stating that it was composed substan-

tially of the rules governing the Fiftieth
congress, the modifications being 1n the
iuterest of the dispatch of business and
a retrenchment of public expenditures.

Mr. Reed, of Maine, criticised the
proposed rules and extolled the rules of
the Fifty-first congress. As far as the
introduction of bills was conecerned. the
proposed changze would result in a
consumption of the time of the house,
an annoyance to members and exceed-
ing irregularity. Under the proposed
rules whenever the committee on rules
wished to cut off filibustering it could
do so; and it was right that 1t should.
But the majority of the house should at
ail times have the same right. Under
the rule the minority might rule, ex-
cept where the committee took the in-
itiative. I'he minorTty was sacred when
it had the committee on rules on its
side, and it was of no account when the
committee was opposed to it.

Mr. Lanham, of Texas, availed him-
self of the wide scope given to general
debate o make an earnest but brief
speech in favor of the free coinage of
silver. If congress failed to pass a
measure for tree silver coinage, popular
condemnation could not be escaped,
and the respousibility for such failure
could not be avoided. No threadbare
excuse would be in order before the
bar of publie opinion. The demoneti-

zation of silver had been covertly,if not’

frauduvlemly, accomplished against the
interest of the people.

Mr. Bowers, of California, eriticised
the proposed rules. His people wanted
some appropriations for their harbors.
1f he understood the report of the com-
mittee aright, unless he could geta
pull on the committee on rivers and
harbors, he was “not in it.”

Mr. Raynor, of Maryland, replied to
Mr. Lanham. “History,” he said, **had
been read in vain; the cardinal doe-
trines of political economy had been
misapprehended, if it was believed that
there was any truth and logie in the
proposition for free silver coinage.”

Mr, Burrows, of Michigan, brought
the debate back to the subject under
consideration and entered into a critical
analysis of the proposed rules; and Mr.
Mills, of Texas, made a brief reply. Mr.
McKenna, of California, also addressed
the house in criticism of the new code:

WORLD'S FAIR FUNDS.

The Avppropriations Committee
resents a Resolution.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 26.—The house
committee on appropriations today
agreed to report to the house a resolu-
tion providing that the committee on
appropriations be ordered to inquire and
report to the house whether those obli-
gated and undertaking and now en-
gagzed to do so, have justly and properly
complied with the requirements of the
act of congress approved Avpril 25,
1890, and whether all expenditures
of whatever character for said exposition
have been judiciously made; whether
the number of employes and appointess
to carry out effect into the law is exces-
sive, and their compcensation reasonable
or otherwise, and to ascertain and re-
port the salary or compensation paid
to each officer and employe, from what
states the several appointments have
been made, and generally whether in
the care and conduct of said exposition
proper management has been had; that
they obtain a full report of those in
charge of the expenditure of money of
all such expenditures, together with
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copies of monthly pay rolls of all offi-
cers and appointees, and that the report
of the committee based upon said in-
quiry may be made at any time to con-
gress, but at the earlict day possible,
consistent with the necessities of tne
inquiries involved in this resolution.

BIMETALLIO CONGRESS,

Senate Financiers Report a New
Joint Resolution.

WasuINGTON, Jan. 26.—Senator Mor-
rill, from the committee on finance,
today reported the following substitute
(prepared by Senator Aldiich and unan-
imously abproved by the committee) to
the joint resolution introduced by Sena-
tor Teller, to provide for an interna-
tional bimetallic agreement:

That the policy of the United States
to use gold and silver as full legal ten-
der money, and to maintain at all times
a parity in the value of its coins of both
metals, is hereby reafficmed, and the
president is authorized to invite the
governments of such countries as
e may deem advisablie to join the
United States in a conference, to be held
at a time and place to be agreed upon,
such conference to be called witha view
of securing a permanance in the rela-
tive value of gold and silver at a com-
mon coinage ratio to be mutually agreed
upon through the international agree-
ment, providing for the enlarged mon-
etary use of silver and for giving to that
metal equal mintage rights with gold (a
permaunance in the relative value of gold
and silver) at a common eoinage ratio to
be mutually agreed upon.

The president shall, by and with the
advice of the senate, appoint three com-
missioners, who shall attend suech con-
fereuce on behalf of the United States,
and shall report the doings thereof to
the president, who shall transmit the
same to congress. Said commissioners
shall receive $5.000 each and their rea-
sonable expenses, to be approved by the
secretary of state, and the amount nee-
essary to pay such compensation and ex-
penses is hereby appropriated out of any
money in the treasury not otherwise ap-
propriated.

REID WILL RESIGN.

Journalism Holds Irresistible At=
tractions.

Wasmi~GTon, Jan. 22.—The report
whiech has been eirculated with more or
less regularity for some time past that
Whitelaw Reid, the minister to France,
would resign that position and return
to the United States to re-enter the field
of journalism, was confirmed at the
state department today. Mr. Reid is
expected home early in February. The
cause for his resignation is a desire to
resume his lifetime labors in the news-
paper profession. and is in accordance
with the understanding, reported at the
time, that he probably would uot remain
in Paris for the full term of this admin-
istration.

Judge Woods' Case.

WaAsHINGTON, Jau. 26.—In executive
session today the senate authorized the
cominittee on judiciary to send for per-
sons and papers in investizating the
charges preferred agzainst Judge Woods,
nominated to be additional cireuit judge
in the Fifth circuit. Judge Woods has
been furnished with a copy of the
charges against him, and a reply is ex-
pected before the next meeting of the
committee.

Duli Day for Senators.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 26.—The proceed-
ings in the senate today were dull and
uninteresting. Mr. Morrill, from the
finance committee, reported baek, with
a substitute, the joint resolution to pro-
vide for an international bimetallic
agreement, which was placed on the
calendar. After passing three minor
bills the senate discussed the La Abra
bill until adjournment.

New Post for Montana.

WasHINGTON,Jan. 26.—Senator Haw-
ley today introduced a bill to establish
a military post near Helena, Mont.,
upon the aequisition without cost by
the Unitea States of 1,000 acres of land.
For the erection of né'cessary buildings
£300,000 is appropriatea.

Express Companies Object to a
Messengers' Union.

St. Louis, Jan. 26.—The express com-
panies have combined, not in the shape
of a trust, but with a view of killing in
its infancy the new labor organization
going under the name of the Express
Messengers’ Brotherhood. Since the
strike or the Southern Express messen-
gers, the fact has been developed that
the organization is not a local one, but
is national in scope and secret in char-
acter. It originated in the East and
worked West. According to a member
of the brotherhood three-fourths of the
messengers east of the Mississippi are
members, but the West has not been
fully canvassed as yet, though the ex-
pectations are that all those west of the
river will be within the fold within six
months. Application has been made
for admittance to the Federation of
Railway Employes. aund after that, it is
admitted, certain demands will be made
uron various companies to right cer-
tain wrongs which the messengers com-
plain of.

A SIGNIFICANT MOVE.

Breckenridge, of Kentucky,
‘Proposes to Amend the
House Rules

So That a Tariff Bill Can Ride
on Any Appropriation
Measure.

Senator Sanders Disclaims
Any Part in Power’s At-
tack on Field.

John Sherman Denies With
Seorn All Allegations of
Bribery.

WAsHINGTON, Jan. 26.—The flood o
Chilean news yesterday caused to be
overlooked a very significant amend-
ment to the new code of rules offered
by Mr. Breckinridge, of Kentucky. It
appears in today’s Record, and reads as
follows:

“Provided further, that whenever any gen-
eral appropriation il is under considera-
tion it shall be in order to move as an
amendment any amendment reducing taxa-
tion or providing out of what fund or taxes
such appropriation shaitl be paid.”

This proviso Mr. Breckenridge pro-
bosed to add to the Holman rule, whose
adoption was recommended by the
rules committee, permitting riders, or
legislation on appropriation bills, when
in the interest of retrenchment. If
enacted it would enable a complete
tariff bill to be appended to any appro-
priation bill under consideration in the
house. The significance of it is readily
seen.

Members of the ways and means com-
mittee who are in favor of attacking the
McKinley tariffi act by separate bills
were afraid that it indicated a purpose
to take the revision of the tariff out of
their hands and propose a general tariff
biil, like the Mills bill ot the Fiftieth
congress.

Can’t Get Together,

The Democratic members of the com-
miitee are at present divided onthe
subject of the method of attacking the
tariff, and the new and the old members
of the commitiee have not yet heen able
to get tozether on the question, Mr.
Springer and his friends favoring sep-
arate bills, and the members of the
committee when Mr. Mills was chair-
man, Wilson and Turner, favoring a
general revision in one comprehensive
measure,

Mr. Breckenridge, when seen this
afternoon, said that bis resolution did
not contemplate any move against the
chairman of the ways and means com-
mittee. He said that he did not believe
in legislation on appropriation bills, but
was in favor of keeping appropriation
bills confined to government expendi-
tures strictly. At the same time, if
there were going to be any such rule
adopted as the old Holman rider of the
Forty-eighth congress. he wanted to add
to it a rule relative to taxation. He
said he wanted to keep any single tariff
bill or any general tariff bill from being
pocketed in the senate, and if the house
sent the senate a lot of single shots at
the tariff law (which he personally did
not favor, being himself a believer in
keeping faith by a general revision) he
wanted to put the rules in such a shape
that the senate could be compelled to
act upon them, and not be permitted to
pocket them in committee,

TOM POWER'S SPLEEN.

Senator Sanders Disclaims His
Alleged Authority.

WAsHINGTON, Jan. 26.—The Post this
morning publishes the correspondence
between Justice Stephen J. Field,of the
supreme court of the United States, and
Hon. Thomas Power,United States sen-
ator from Montana, in reference to 2er-
tain imputations against Justice Field,
also correspondence between Justice
Field and Senator Sanders, who does
not sustain his colieague.

In bis first letter to Senator Power,
dated Jan. 13, Justice Field calls atten-
tion to the interview in which Senator
Power charges the judge with being a
lobbyist to get certain judges appointed,
and with arranging so that land grant
railroads stiould get Montana mineral
lanas. The judge assures the senator
that he is mistaken, and expresses sur-
prise at the charges being made. On
the next day substantially the same let-
ter was sent to Senator Sanders.

Jan. 21 Senator Power replied, saying
his remarks had been in some respects
inaccurately reported. The judge’s
opinion in the Davis-Weiboldt mineral
land case had been regarded by the peo-
ple of Montana as wrong, and as making
an encroachment upon their right. No
one would be more happy than himself
to put the judge right before those so
deeply interested. The letter closed
with the words: “If agreeable to you,
will take pleasure in calling upon you
to talk over the question at issue.”

Justice Field replied Jan. 22, regret-
ting that Senator Power’s letter was ir-
responsible and evasive of the matter of
which the judge had eomplained. It did
not deny the offensive language, nor
cite the statements said to have been
mcorrectly reported. The suggestion
about being set right before the people
of Moutana was unnecessary. he

judge had no complaint to make against
them, and did not believe they would
knowingly repeat untrue statements
about him. Ho could not consent to an
interview so long as the charges were
not withdrawn. Senator Power has
made no reply to this letter.

Not deriving any response to his let-
ter to Senator Sanders, the judge again
wrote that gentleman Jan. 22, asking
for a replg to his first letter. Jan. 23
Senator Sanders replied, saying that
the published reports citing him as the
authority for certain chm('res made by
SenatorjPowerjagainst Judge Field were
wholly unfounded. He had waited
with some impatience for his colleague
to correct the erroneous report. Sena-
tor Sanders added:

*Mr. Power has returned to the ecity,
aud from your letter I judge has not
made to you such amends as are possi-
ble, as 1 had hoped he would,
and while 1 preferred that he should
clear this matter up himself, I can
not permit further time to expire with-
out denying the imputations upon you
which the report said were made on my
authority. Nothing that ever transpired
between us would justify such a sus-
picion, and you do not need my certifi-
cate to your character after the long
and honorable service to your country
rendered in conspicuous positious, or
any defense against thoughtless impu-
tations.”

Justice Field, on being asked if he
he had anything further to say for pub-
lication, replied that in the letters ad-

ressed to the Montana senators he had
explicitly and emphatically denied Sen-
ator Power’s slanderous charges, and
that he had nothing to add.

BRIBERY IS DENIED.

Daughterty Courts Investigation,
and Sherman Also.

CoruMmBus, 0., Jan. 25.—Represeénta-
tive H. M. Daughterty, of Fayette
county, today asked the house that the
charges be investigated that he had ae-
cepted a bribe of $3,500 to vote for Sen-
ator Sherman in the senatorial caucus.
A resolution was adopted for the ap-
pointment of a committee of four to in-
vestigate the charges and report to the
house. The committee consists of two
Democrats and two Republicans. The
following letter has been received by
Mr. Daughterty bearing on the subject:

Senate Chamber, Washington, D. C.—I no-
tice that you intend to pnsh to a trial some
of the men who most unjastly libeled you
and indirectly libeled me. Ithink so clear
and strong a case of gross injustice ought to
be punished if the law can furnish any re-
lief, and I sympathize with you and will
stard by you in the effort to reach the guilty

arties. No one can know better thau I the

rank, manly and disinterested course you
pursued in the contest for the organization
of the house and the election of senator, and
no one can know better than I how false the
imputation against you was.

I am glad to say that in the whole contest
I never used one dollar of money to corrupt
or influence the vote or judgment of any
mempber of the legislature, and the charge
that you received, or were to receive, $3,500.
or any other sum of money, Is absolutely
false and malicivus. Whenever you desire
me to testify to tois, I will gladly do so.

BUTLER’'S ARGUMENT.

The Supreme Court Crowded to
Hear the Old Warrior.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 26.—Every seat
within the bar and in the space reserved
for spectators in the chamber of the
United States supreme court was.occu-
pied today when the court met, and
crowds of personsunable to secure seats
stood around the room. The unusual
attendance was the announcement that
Gen. Benjamin F. Butler would de-
liver the closing argument on the pro-
ceedings instituted to secure the release
of the Chicago anarchists, Fielden and
Schwab, who are now confined in
Joliet  penitentiary for complic-
ity in the Haymarket tragedy.
Attorney General Hant, of Illinois, who
appeared for that state in the case, and
Moses Salomon, of Chicago, who is as-
sociated with Gen. Butler in behalf of
the anarchists, occupied seats within
the bar.

Gen. Butler, attired in evening dress,
begaun his argument by telling the court
that he believed he could aid it by first
stating the exact case as 1t seemed to
him to appear. The aged lawyer spoke
slowly, but not so feebly as he did when
argument in the case was heard last
week. Mr. Salomon read all extracts
for Gen. Butler throughout the argu-
ment. :

The general reviewed the cases from
the beginning of bproceedings 1mme-
diately after the Ha;market tragedy.
In his argument he held that no sen-
tence had been passed on any eriminal
in England in an appellate or other
court without first being asked what he
had to say. The first sentence in cases
similar to that before the court could
not be passed, he said, because the time
for its execution had elapsed. The
second sentence could not be passed un-
less the prisoner was present. That
had been the universal rule of com-
mon law.

At Gen. Butler’s request, Mr. Salo-
mon read several decisions of English
coarts affirming the priuciple that a
prisoner should be present and asked
what he had to say before sentence was
pronounced. One of the cases cited
was that of Sir Walter Raleigh, in
which it was held that it was not a
legal execution if the prisoner had not
been present when sentence was pro-
nounced and asked what he had to say.
There could not be found a case in the
reports of English law when sentence
has once lapsed, from whatever cause,
the question was not put. *“And your
honor will see,” added Gen. Bautler,
“that it is a vital question.”

The general dwelt upon the effect the
treaties had upon the right of the men
to have the whole case reviewed by the
United States supreme court, and in
this respect his talk was on new ground,
for Mr. Salomon passed over this phase
of the case very briefly last week, leav-
ing its treatment to his leadsr. Gen.
Batler admitted that his clients, be -
cause they were foreign subjects, had
no greater rights than Amerieans, ex-
cept that that fact, under the treaties,
gave them a right to bave the case
passed upon by the United States
courts, and in this way there was creat-
ed federal jurisdictio n over all the do-
ings of the state courts, including the
right to go behind the record of the
state supreme court, which showed that
the men were present when its judg-
ment was pronounced, when, in fact,
they were not bodily present. He
argued that in this way the question
was presented for review here, whether
or not the absence of the wen consti-
tutes a violation of that due process of
law guaranteed by the counstitution.

BEHRING ARBITRATION.

Preliminaries as to Basis and Per-
sonnel Settled.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 26.—The secre-
tary of state has arranged with the
British minister for a conference at
Washington between the commissioners
representing Great DBritain and the
United States who visited Alaska last
summer for the purpose of obtaining
definite information in regard to the
-seal fisheries. 'I'nese commissioners are
as follows: On the part of the United
States, Prof. T. C. Mendenhall and
Prof. C. Hart Merriam; on the part of
Great Britain, Sir George Baden-Bow-~
ell, of England, and Dr. Dawson, of
Canada.

The two Ilast-named gentlemen are
now at Ottawa. but it is expected that
they will arrive in Washington for the
purpose indicated in a few days. This
conference is undesstood to be merely
preliminary to the formal submission of
the Bebring sea gaestion to arbitration.
The basis of arbitration and the per-
sonnel of the arbitrators have been prac-
tically settled. but no official announce-
ment on the subject will be made for
some time vet. It is generally under-
stood that Hon., E. J. Phelps, of Ver-
mont, will be one of the arbitrators.

Alabama Convention.
MoNTGOMERY, Ala.,, Jan. 26.—The
state Democratic executive committee
met here today and called the state con-

vention to nominate general state offi-
cers and delegates to the convention te
meet here June 18.
