A New Phase Imminent in the
Much-Talked-of School
Question.

Mill City Ministers Appeal to
the State Officials Inter-
ested,

And Call for a Legal Inter-
pretation of the
Case.

Can These Schools Legally Be
Supported From the State
Purse ?

Attorney General Clapp and Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction Kiehle
were waited upon yesterday by a com-
mittee of Minneapolis clergymen who
were seexing legal information as to
the legal status of the school question
in Farlbault and Stillwater.

IN A CRITICAL CONDITION.

Mrs. Davis, Who Is Under an In-
dictment for Murder.

Application was made to Judge Cor-
nish late yesterday afternoon by Mr.

Judge Cornish said it did not
seem clear how an order could be made
taking a prisoner from the custody of
the sheriff 1 such a case, and sug-
gested that the sheriff mizht use his
discretion in providing for suitable
quarters for the woman prior to the op-
eration "and until recovery from its ef-
_fects, and the question of extra com-
pensation considered afterwards.
