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THE WAR ON RATES,

Beginning Monday the “Sco”’
Will Neither Give Quarter
nor Receive It.

Competitors Predict Early
Weariness of the Cutting
Programme,

While the “So0” Men Confi-
dently Remark, “Walit
and See.”

Move to Start a Flour Trade
With the Island of
Cuba.

The big cut in rates which the Soo
line has announced to offset the boyecott
of the Michigan Central and Grand
Rapids roads goes into effect next Mon-
day, and from that time on it will be
war to the knife, with the Soo on the
defensive, and the two roads mentioned,
tozether with all the St. Paul and Chi-
cago lines, as the aggressors.

The latter look upon the Soo’s latest
action as a costly experiment, and say
that the road wiil be forced to give in in
the end, as their direct connections will
be broken and passengers will not sub-
mit to lay over twelve hours at Macki-
naw, waiting for either a Michigan

Central or Grand Rapids train to
take them to their destination.
Then, again, Soo line tickets will

not be accepted by either road, and pas-
sengers will be forced to buy new tick-
ets and have their baggage rechecked.
These disadvantages, thev say, will
offset the reduced rates, and before
many weeks the stubborn Soo will be
glad to have the boycott lifted, and en-
ter the St. Paul and Chicago rate sheet
with its competitors.

To all of this the Soo people merely
reply: **Wait and see.” Their passen-
gers. they say, will be as well cared for
as before, and their connections will be
such as to cause no possible trouble in
that direction. Said one of the officials
yesterday: *‘The Soo line knows just
what it is about. It is a very easy mat-
ter to station an agent in Mackinaw who
will look after our interests and those
of our passeugers. Our competitors
should profit from the Chicago & Alton
affair. We will not give 1n under any
cousideration, and it does not lie in the
power of any other road to make us.”
CHICAGO, Jan. 28.—I1t is eclaimed by
some that the *Soo” cut will have the
eflect of bringing down rates between
St. Paul and Chicago, but representa-
tives of the Chieago-St. Paul roads say
that the amonut of first-class business
between St. Paul and the East that wiil
come via Chicago in any case, will
awount to more in a week than that go-
ing via Mackinaw will in a year.

NEW B. & O. LINE.

It Will Connect With the Omaha
and Kansas City.

St. JosErir, Mo., Jan. 28.—Surveyors
are now locating a line for the Balti-
more & Ohio through Hancock county,
I1l., from Havana to Keokuk. and the
work is progressing with all possible
speed. From Keokuk a line will be
surveyed to some point on the Omaha
& Kansas City road, probably to Edina,
Mo. Connection will be made with that
road, the latter now reaching Trenton,
fifty miles east of this city. It is said to
be under the control of the Baltimore &
Ohio since last year, when they secured
the road for the purpose of reaching the
Missouri river by the way of St. Joseph.
From this point the road will cross the
river, and a net-work of lines wiil be
built to the West. The line from Tren-
ton to St. Joseph can be built at a nom-
inal outlay, as no very serious grades
will be encountered. The scheme has
been contemplated by the Baltimore
& Ohio for some time.

CASPER TO THE COAST,

The Northwestern Will Build a
Through Line.

Sroux Crry, Jan. 28.—The informa-
tion sent from herea tew weeks azo to
the efiect that the Chicago & North-
western Railroad company proposed to
build a through line of its own west of
Casper, Is being confirmed., The com-
pany is accumulating immense supplies
of iron, ties and other construction ma-
terial at and in the neighborhood of
Casper. It has been collecting these
materials for some time. Soon after the
Union Pacific came 1nto the control of
the Gould interest the Northwestern
foresaw that its exclusive arrangement
could not last, and began to prepare for
the change that was inevitable. Nego-
tiations have been {n progress for some
time looking to the occupation of the
line of the Sweetwater & South Pass vy
the Northwestern. This line was se-
lected by the pretentious Pacific Short
Line, and was taken possession of by it.
but there is no prospect that it will
ever build. The Northwestern bas a
bridge here, and an extension from Og-
den would give it an independent
line of its own tot he coast. Theseand
many similar facts are pointed out by a
prominent official of the Northwestern,
who declines to permit the use of his
name.

NEW FLOUR TRADE.

Important Move to Start In in
Cuba.

CnicAGo, Jan 28.—Preparations are
being made by the Illinois Central road
for an event which the officials think
1s fraught with importaat results, not
only to the road, hut with very largely
increased prosperity to the northwest-
ern section of the United States. It is
an_ excursion of millers to Havana,
Cuba, for the purpose of opening up a
trade in flour between Minneapolis and
other points in the Northwest and Cuba.

The duty ou flour going into Cuba up
to Jan. 1, when the reciprocity treaty
went into effect. was 5.8 fper 2J0
pounds. Such a duty was prohibitory,
and the Cubans had to import their flour
supplies from Spain. By the treaty the
duty has been reduced from §5.83 to $1
per 200 pounds. and it now becomes pos-
sible for the flour-producing distriets of
this country to compete for the trade.

It has been ascertained that in Jan-
uary of last year the imports of flour at
Havana amounted to 41,000 barrels, and
the consumption for the whole year
amounts approximately to 1,000,000
sacks of 203 pounds each. The larger
part of the trade can now, it is believed,
be secured for the Northwest, and it is
with the view of captaring it that the
excursion has been arranged. Should
it prove as_successful as is expected
similar excursions may be arranged
with the view of working up a tradein
other lines of commerce.

The excursionists will number not
less than 50 nor more than 100, and will
start from Minneapolis Feb. 26, being
joined en route by parties at Chicago
and St. Louis. The world’s fair build-
ing here, tne Mardi Gras festivities at
New Orleans and nine days’ visit at
-Havana will be the features of the trip,
A special train and special steamer will
be provided for the excursion.

MONTREAL ARRESTS.

Canadian Roads Must
Customs Officers.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 28.—There is
much indignation at the treasury de-
partment over the arrest of two of its
officers at Montreal upon a charge of
conspiracy preferred by a tailor of that
city. Strong intimations are said to
have been given that unless the Cana-

dian authorities ean protect the United
States customs officials who are sta-
tioned there for the convenience of the
Canadian ruilways from persecutions of
this sort, those oftficials will be with-
drawn, and the examination of baggage
and other services now rendered by
them will be performed at the froutier,
requiring deYays of their trains for
that purpose,

MAPLE LEAF GRIEVANCE.

President Egan Is Not Very Jubi-
lant Just Now.

CuicAaco, Jan. 28.—President Egan,
of the Chicago, St. Paul & Kansas City
road, was at his office in this city today,
having returned from a trip involving
important business in the southwestern
territory of the line. He is not feeling
articularly jubilant over the outlook.
Vhen questioned Mr. Egan said:

*‘The volume of traffic from Kansas
City and other Missouri river points, as
well as the country beyond, naturally
tributary to Chicago, is not what it
ought to be, because the flow of too
much export grain has been turned
towara New Orleans. 'T'here is a difter-
ence of 4 cents per 100 in the rates from
Kansas City to New Orleans as com-
pared with Atlantic seaboard points.
Shippers get the benefit of that ditier-
ence, consequently they are sending all
the grain they can South instead of
East. It has been going in such quan-
tities recently that I understand there
1s now a blockade at New Orleans.”

Charlton Sits and Smiles.
Cmicaco, Jan. 28.— The Michigan
Central, L.ake Shore, Big Four, Lehigh
Valley and Nickel Plate railroads will
immediately resume the sale of Alton
tickets. 1t is expected that the Penn-
sylvania will follow at once. ‘This will
end the famous boycott on the Alton
road, of which there has been so much
talk during the past few months.

Duluth & Iron Range Earnings.
The Duluth & Iron Range railroad re-
ports its gross earnings for the year
ending Dec. 21 at §1,154,120.53, the state
tax on which is $28,082.59. The Duluth
& Winnipeg in the same time earned
$88,183.43, payving the state a tax on the
same amounting to $881.83.

FATAL PRIZE FIGHT.

An Amateur Cruelly Slugged to
Unconsciousness.
CINCINNATI, Jan. 28.—Charles Vokes,
a well-known prize fighter, and Bob
Brown,a young man who never foughtin
a professional ring before met last mght.
It will probably prove fatal to Brown.
About 150 Cincinnati sports boarded
a ferry boat with the contestants and
went down the river. When ten miles
below a ring was formed on the lower
deck, and the fight began. For thirteen
rounds it was a bruising contest, the
honors being even. In the fourteenth
round Vokes gave Brown a full length
uppercut which met him full on
the jaw. He staggered and tried
to keep his feer, but in vain.
Time was called for the fifteenth
round and Brown, more dead than
alive, tried to stagger in. Vokes hit
him again and he fell in a heap.
Brown’s father, who was a spcctator,
then rushed in and stopped the fight.
The contest was given to Vokas.
Brown was unconscious, and on the trip
back to the city every effort was made
to resore him, but in vain. Arriving at
Cincinnati after midnight Brown was
carried away on a stretcher, apparently

in a dying condition,
Featherweight Match.

CricAGO, Jan. 28. —A fair volume of busi-
ness was done in wheut today. The o ‘ening
was lower, but that proved to be about the
bottom price of the day. Thereafter, with
oneor two breaks, the market was strong
and the close was near the top and at an ad-
vance of ac compared with the close yester-
day. The weaker opening was_due to the
receipt of weaker cables, a beariSh summary
of the winter wheat situation by the Cincin-
nati Price Current, which said that the con-
dition of the plant had not deteriorated dur-
ing the past week, and to the pacific tone of
the Chilian dispatches in the morniug pa-
pers. May opened lz2c lower at 9)lz¢, but
Cutler, Logen, Schwartz-Dupee and other
large operators began to pick up the offer-
ings and the market hardened. Cutler pur-
chases were thought to be for Pardridge,
ana, as he has quige a following, his buying
caused others to fall in, and there was a
slow, but gradual improvement.

The news of the liberal export business at
New York, where 83,000 bu ot wheat was
cleared yesterday,with reported engagements
for 600,000 bu. put a little more life into the
market, as it began to look as though for-
eigners were willing to take the market at
present figures. About the same time unex-
pected but very decided strength began to
show itself in the corn, oats and provision
pitsy, which imparted some additional
strength to wheat.

Early short sellers began to take back their
wheat, and there was a good deal of firmness
displayed, and May finally touched 01@91%sc.
At this point a good deal of the wheat Pard-
ridge had taken early at 9084¢ and under be-
gan to come out, and prices were forced off
some, May reaching 0U3gc. Rather active
buying of cash wheat 13 foreigners was then
reported at the seaboard, though they were
said to be selling for future delivery., This
and the streng?h in corn caused a sudden
rally: the price went to 913gc, and closed at
91lze.

NEW Yorg. Jan. 28.—Although the stock
market still continues broad, its activity and
strength today were in spots, and while in the
few shares which received special attention
there were marked advances scored, the gen-
eral list was held withia narrow limits, and
during the greater (forlion of the day dis-
played no decide tendeuc{ of prices in
either direction, though developing a strong
temper toward the close. The bears made
frequent raids on the list and the which
stocks were subject to their attacks were the
most active as a rule.

The attempts to get prices down, however,
met with very little success and that of a
temporary character only, prices rallying at
once from any pressure. On the whole, it
was a strong market. Special attention was
called to Manhattan, which continued its
rapid upward movement and touched 119,
and though it was not held at that figure it
established a gain of about 12 per cent from
its price before the rendering of the last de-
cision in favorof the company.

The coal stocks were much more quiet
b than usual of late, and Lackawanna became
a shining mark for the bears, and after the
most successful raid of the day it showed
& loss from last might's priee of 13
per cent, but rallied rapidly and
effectively, showing only a slight loss at the
close. The others were stronz within com-
paratively narrow limits. The features of
the day, in addition to those shares, were
the grangers and Gould stocks, together
with the Northern Pacitic preferred. In all
of these there was a marked increase in ac-
tivity toward the end of the session, and all
made handsome gains at the time, giving for
the first time a positive strong temper to the
spec?latiuu. and bringing prices all along
the line up beyond the level of the opening
figures.
