FIGHT OVER A SITE,

Much Heart-Burning Caused
Over the Wood Harvest-
er Works.

It Is Said the Factory Will Be
Located at Beaver
Lake.

Business Men Protest Against
an Outside Site for the
Works.

Four Central Sites Which
Meet With General Ap-
probation.

The location of the Wood Harvester
works is just now considerably exercis-
ing the business men of the city. A
great deal is expected from the opera-
tions of these works when completed,
and upon the selection of a site not only
depends the success of the corporation,
but largely the benefits which the city
is zoing to derive from its operations.
The fact that $750,000 were subscribed
to the stock of the company by citizens
of St. Paul indicates to some extent the
local interest in the works. Much of
this money was not subscribed purely
as an investment. Manv citizens sub-
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Sites for the Wood Harvester,

scribed stock because of the belief that
it was going to add materially to the
growth of the city. There is no
doubt that the investment is a good
oune, but, as one subscriber remarked
yesterday: “Ican find pleniy of open-
ings for the investment of my money
and had 1 been asked to place my
money in the Wood Harvester works
as a pure investment 1 do not think I
would have done so. Not that the in-
vestment is not a good one, but because
I prefer to put my money intoother
channels. 1 look at the matter from
this point: Here isa great corporation
proposed to be located in the city,
which wiil furnish employment for
many hundred citizens. While I care
nothing for the investment, it will,
certainly, in the end be advantageous
to mé to put some money into the organ-
ization to help it along.” In this way
a vast amount of money was subscribed
tothe stock of the company, and ac-
cordingly the benefit to acerue to the
city from the works will be
keenly watched. It largely depends
upon the success attending the Wood
Harvester works that support will be
forthcoming for other enterprises
offered the city. If the benefits from
these works come below the anticipa-
tions of business men, it is manifest
that little support need be expected for
new ventures. ys

There is a vrobability that the direct-
ors of the Wood Harvester works are
zoing to have considerable difficulty in
selecting a site. Kive sites are being
particularly canvassed for the works—
that is, five particular sites; the number
offered the directors range into hun-
dreds. Every owner of a few acre lots
in or near the city limits is clamoring
for the selection of his piece of proper-
tv. Outside of this general scramble
are four tracts of land, one of which is
almost certain to be selected as the
Wood Harvester site. These are:

1. Beaver Lake.

2. The Stees tract.
3. Mississippi street.

4. Rice street.

5. J. J. Hill tract.

The Beaver lake site appears to be
the one ‘most favored by the Wood
Harvester people, and on account of its
situation a terrible howl is being raised
by business men. Beaver lake is just
five wiles from the city hall and court
house. It is situated in theeastern
part of the city, away beyond Dayten’s
bluff, and is on the Omaha line. Itis
two miles east of the East Seventh
street cable line. The feeling against
this location was forcibly expressed by
O. L. Taylor. He said:

Against Beaver Lake.

1t would be very short-sighted policy
on the part of the men at the head of
this manufactory to locate on any of the
outlying property. It would render it
impossible to awaken enthusiasm for
any subsequent manufacturing enter-
prise that might be desired. The sub-
scribers to this concern became enthusi-
astic owing to the fact that it was the
expressed intention to locate the works
in the city. They did not mean by that
strictly within the corporate limits of
the city, but in such a location as wouid
render this enterprise couspicuous,
both to outsiders and the residents of
St. Paul. Itis only in this way that
the full benefits of such an institution
accrue directly to a city. If this project
degenerates into a real estate scheme,
all further attempts at co-operation in
the development of manufacturing in-
dustries will be futile, and the Minne-
apolis remark will be extremely perti-
nent that St. Paul has paid “all her
money for one big institution, and it
will be a long time before she gets any-
thing else.

This interview expresses the general
feeling of many business men and sub-
scribers to the stock of the company. It
is thought that quite sufficient money
has already gone out of the city to build
up manufacturing suburbs, and that it
is time, if sites can be secured,that
manufactories be located in quarters of
the city where some good will be done
toward its general upbuilding. This lo-
cating of factories in the woods, making
it almost necessary for would-be visitors
to the work to procure atrusted guide
to find them, is played out—or, at least,
it ought to be. That, at least, is the
sentiment of the business men inter-
viewed yesterday. For instanece, Will
Read said:

*It is absolutely foolish to go into the
farming districts to locate manufactor-
ies, especially if sites can be secured
nearer the center of the city, as 1 under-
stand they readily can. To select a site
five or more miles from the court house
is not going to give the city the full ben-
efit of these works. It simply means
this: That in the locality selected there
will be a sort of a boom in real estate.
This will be good for the owners; it will
stimulate trade in one section of the
city, but the prosperity of the
whole will be lacking. 1t sim-
ply means the upbuilding of
a suburban district at the
expense of the city generally. Iam op-
posed to these suburban freaks. It 1s
time we paid more attention to the gen-
eral weal of the city, 1t is oniy morey
and time foolishly wasted to attempt to
build up an unlimited number of small
manufacturing centers.
not what we want. What we do want
is to enlarge the manfacturing import-
ance of St. Paul. Here is the beginning
of our development in this line—the se-
curing of the Wood .Harvester works.
Shall we take a retrograde step and
locate these works in the woods where
only a section of the people would be

Besides that is

benefitted, or shall we have the site
within an easy radius of the center of
the city? Thatis the real question at
issue.”

Other Sites Favored,

The criticisms of these and other gen-
tlemen solely apply to the Beaver lake
site. The other four sites are In close
proximity to the business parts of the
elty, and the transit facilities are simply
superb. It 1s stated that forty acres of
land will be required for the site. This
is taking the lowest estimate; 100 acres
being desired if obtainable. There are
many questions to be considered in the
selection of a site. Lt is a necessity that
the land offered shall be sufficient to ac-
commodate the needs of these great

works. Then there is the ques-
tion of facilities. To Dbegin with,
the land must be pretty level;

this reduces the switehing charges,
and there must Dbe the best of
railroad accommodation, two or more
lines if possible. So far as the railroad
facilities are concerned, the Beaver lake
site is not in it. The great pull of
Beaver lake is said to be on account of
the large tract of land which can be of-
fered the factory. In this respect the
other sites are limited. ‘I'he most favor-
able one is what is called *‘the Stees’
tract.” This property is just off East
Seventh street cable, and adjoins Lake
Phalen. The Arlington Hills district
is also near by. The Mississippi site is
just off Mississippi and innehaha
streets, and is tapped by the Northern
Pacific railroad and the Manitoba rail-
road. The Rice street site is what  is
known as the lumber yard, a few blocks
west of Oakland cemetery. The J. J.
Hill site is situated on Minnehaha and
Grotto streets. Both the latter are con-
nected by the Manitoba railroad.

These four sites are favored generally
by business men, who are under the be-
lief that the Harvester works would
properly benefit the city if any one was
selected. Many subseribers of stock are
quite outspoken thereon. Chester R.
Smith says the Stees tract is undoubt-
edly the best location for the works.
There 1s plenty of land, it adjoins the
Arlington hills, where the workmen can
find homes, and the electric lines bring
the district within touch of every busi-
ness man. He favors any site in the
city in preference to Beaver lake. *‘I
am opposed to this manutacturing sub-
urban idea,” he pertinently remarked.
*Let us make the city a manufacturing
center.” Col. R. M. Newport was dis-
posed io take a moderate view as to the
location. - Of course, he thought the
works should be centrally located,
if that was possible. But it was a mat-
ter for those at the head of the company
to decide. The question of facilities
was an important one, and had to be
carefully weighed. The cost of hand-
ling the manufactured machinery, ete.,
must be kept down to a minimum, and
to do that the switching and other de-
tails had to be carefully considered. He
was disposed to allow the directors to
decide the site from a business point of
view. It was ouly in that way that the
works could be made a success, and un-
less they were made a success they
would not add much to the benefit of
of the city wherever located.

The selection of a site will not be
made until after the 10th prox., by
which time all proposals must have
been furnished the directors.

WILDE IN THE TOILS,

The Fly Cashier of the St.
Paul Trust Company Is
Nailed at Buffalo.

A Very Cute System of Fraud
That Was Not Easily De-
tected.

The Police Hot on the Trail of
a Brute Across the

River.
Heartrending Accident by
Which Two Children Were

Killed.

The 8t.Paul Trust company is hot
on the trail of Louis Wilde, the fly
young cashier who so suddenly de-
parted last fall with a very respectable
shortage charged up against him. Night
before last the chiéf of police of Buf-
falo, N. Y., telegraphed to Supt. Hen-
derson, of Minneapolis, asking if Louis
Wilde was wanted in that ecity. The
description given of him tallied almost
exactly with that of the swift cashier,
though the defect in his left eye was at-
tributed to cross-eye. Henderson tele-
graphed to Chief Clark, who in turn
notified Secretary Henderson, of the
trust company. Mr. Henderson tele-
graphed Buffalo that Wilde was de-
dired here and asked for details, but up
to last night had received no reply.

The Wilde case was kept very quiet at
the time and the public bhad little
knowledge of the affair. ‘I'he American
Surety company covered his bond and
protected the trust company against
loss, and the latter has been leisurely
checking up the books to discover the
exact amountof the loss. No figures
are given out, but the shortage will
amout to something like $6,000. Wilde
was cashier and enjoyed the confidence
of the company to'a remarkable degree.
His system wasau exceedingly clever
one, and experts say he might have
gone on indefinitely robbing the com-
pany if he had not exposed himself
by carelessness. Naturally enough with
a young man, he spent his stolen money
lavishly on wine and women and this
excited suspicion. It was, however, the
merest suspicion until confirmed by his
sudden tlight about the first of last No-
vember. is folks live near Lockport,
N. Y., and it was correctly supposed he
would gradually gravitate in that direc-
tion. The police have been on the look-
out for him and his arrést is now con-
sidered certain.

A FIEND FOILED.

The Police Chasing a Brute Across
the River.

to capture a fiend in human shape who |
attempted to assault the little ten-vear- | .

old daughter of Mrs. Joseph St. German
last Thursday evening. Three arrests
on suspicion have been made, buton
each occasion the child could not ident-
ify the prisoner as her assailant, and it
is probable the real criminal has by this
time made good his escape and will not
be brought to justice. The story of tne
affair, as  learned by a GLOBE
reporter from the mother ot the
girl, is as follows: Mrs. St. German,
with three small children, lives ina
cabin on Fillmore avenue near the Wa-
basha bridge on the West side. She
supports herself by washing for several
of the neighbors. Her oldest child is
Virginia, a remarkably pretty and
bright little girl. Thursday afternoon a
man called at the house, and after mak-
ing several inquiries induced Mrs. St.
German to send the little girl with him
to secure some washing which he said
was at his mother’s home, a few blocks

away. Totally unsuspicious, the
mother let her child go with
the stranger, After they had

walked a considerable distance he
enticed her into an open field just west
of the high bridge, and there attempted
to assault her. The child sereamed and
ran, but the brute called her back and
succeeded in reassuring her that he
meant no barm. ‘They proceeded some
distance into a more secluded spot than
before, and here the assailant threw his
young victim to the ground and sup-
pressed her -screams. He had only
partly succeeded in his designs when
the approach of a team scared him
away and saved the girl from his
clutches. As it was, she was nearly
frightened to death, and it will be some
time before she recovers from the effect
of the brutal treatment. The police
were at once notified, and Dr. Cogswell
was summoned, who stated that the
little girl had sustained no serious in-
jury. The motber was half distracted
over the occurrence and public senti-
ment in the neighborhood will deal hard
with the man if he is apprehended.

A HORRIBLE ACCIDENT.

They
were returning home and attemoting to J
cross Rice street at the corner of Mag- 4
nolia when struck by a Rice street elec- 1
tric car coming up the street. ’l'hei
children had crowded in between an ice
wagon and another vehicle and stepped
upon the track directly in front of the J
car and before the motor man could at-
tempt to stop it. They were both in-
stantly killed. The little girl was
struck in the head and the wheels
passed over the voy’s body, nearly sev-
ering it. The bodies, were taken to
O’Halloran & Murphy’s, and the cor-
oner and parents notified. The father
is a wood turner by trade, and is deaf
and dumb. He was not at home when
the messages reached there, and the
poor mother became distracted with
grief. The motoneer, George Shaw.was
also deeply distressed by the sad affair,
but was entirely blameless, as the acci-
dent could not have been averted. Dep-
uty Coroner Darline attended the case,
and after consultation with Coroner
Quinn decided to hold no inquest, and
the funeral will be held from the under-
takers on Monday, as the mother’s con-
dition makes it aangerous and unad-
visable to remove them to the house.
