'!>:) men's peculiarities crop out In
making their last will and testament?"
was asked of Frank Robert, chief cleric
Inthe probate court, for over a dozen
years. A merry twinkle came to the
eyes of the person nddrcsssd, and he
replied: "L will siiow you enough to
convince you that worldly matters are
viewed in a varied lielit by different in-
dividuals when contemplating death."
Going to the vault, Mr.Robert took
from a pieeonbole a will probated June
SO, 1873. 13v examination it was found
that the testator w;is thirty years
old and owned considerable prop-
erty. Running through the in-
tlrument wero frequent refer-
ences to the possibility of his
widow marrying again. He seemed to
look withdisfavor on such a course,
nnd provided that she was t<> have two-
thirds of his real estate and all personal
property in case she should not remarry,
otherwise she was to receive but one-
fourth of this land, and ifshe should re-
marry she should not remain as the ex-
ecutor of his estate, but another should
be named in her stead who was in-
structed to cive her as a wedding gift a
6500 piano, or, if she preferred. $500
worth of silverware. Ineither case the
piano or each piece of ware should be
engraved with* the following: inscrip-
tion: "From your beloved husband. S.
F. (Jrifhth, as a last token of his affec-
lion." Unless these directions should be
Btrictlicomplied with tl.o gift was to be
Void.

Other wills were selected from pigeon
holrs which contained provisions indi-
cating peculiarities of the testators. In
Mie case a large bequest was made to a
noil which v. as to be void in case he
should chew tobacco. Another named
his executor, and provided further that
incase of the person named dying be-
fore executing the trust, that any other
suitable person mightbe named to carry
out the provisions of the will, except
one person who was particularized as
an unfaithful friend.

The willof Cornelius Cary, probated
Dec <\u25a0'. l* ti, provides that his wife was
to have the bulk of his valuable prop-,
erty, but in case she shouid remarry
she was loreceive only (1.000. He noes
on record in the statement: "1don't
want any stepfather over my children."

Another testator bequeaths $10,000 to
Annie McCabe. who lives inNew York,
to support a ehildof which she claims
him to be the father.

May S. Dayton, who left a valuable
*siate in Dakota and St. Paul, provides
Inher will that her executors -'pay to
Mrs. Wentenhall, or whomsoever she
shall appoint, on the first day of every
i:;oiii!tiito cure for my dog fasso, and
to pro\ide him a dog to:; the first day of
every mouth so long as my dog'fasso
Bhall live."

A will probated July 5, ISSO. shows
tlie religious enthusiasm of the testator.
The document is lengthy and begins as
follows:

1, Joseph Smith, do make

this, my last willand testament, where-
in1 first desire to record my gratitude

to my God.' and my father's (Jod, for all
liis eooduess to me, and for the abund-
ance ofearlhiy comfort vouchsafed to
me. And more than all do 1 call to
mind with sincere thankfulness how lie
has given to m<! the consolation of the
religion of Jesus Christ, who has, in His
£bspel, brought life and immortality to
light,1 wish in this, my last act ot mv
busine.-s life, tobenr'record of my faith
in Christ as the only savior of,maukind,
and that in him alone as he is made
known in His gospel can any human
poul find a sure ar.d steadfast hope.>
Commending this hope to my children,

and trusting my soul in the hands of
Him in whomIhave believed, 1dispose
«f my earthly affairs as follows: 1de-
vise to my son, William, the farm on
which he resides, which 1 bought at
fhi'rifi's sale' for £20,000." Then follow
other bequests.

The reader may draw his own con-
clusions from the application made to
the probate court for permissioirto sell
certain property In order to close. up an
estate. The application was made
through John 11. Ives\ a wellknown at-
torney. It states that the executor has
converted all the property Into money
except a barrel of whisky, which was
appraised at £75. which he has been un-
able to sell, although the applicant
had worn out considerable shoe
leather and consumed valuable time in
endeavoring to make a sale of the whis-
ky.;He had used much persuasion for
the purpose of getting saloonkeepers to
go to the place where the whisky was
stored. He had spoken highly of said
whisky, especially to saloonkeepers
who had confidence in affiant's judg-
ment in those matters, but had not suc-
ceeded in selling it,and the best offer
he could get was sr>o. The probate .court
was recommended to authorize the
whisky to be sold forfso.

TO PREVENT OVERLOADING.
Weights Instead of Carloads to

Obtain inCattle Shipments.
The Montana cattlemen, and, in fact,

all dealers in range cattle, are particu-
larly interested in a meeting of the
Western roads to be held in Chicago on
Feb. 10. Itis proposed that range cat-
tle shall be charged freight at so much
per 100 pounds instead of by the car-
load. Inother words, the rates are to
be merged from even dollars per car
into cents per 100 pounds, as in carrying
out the arrangement for weighing, the
rales now inuse could not be continued
without raising rates on Street's stable
cars, and reducing rates on common
cars. The minimum weights heretofore
in force were: Common, 30-foot cars,
19,000 pounds; common, 33-foot, 20,500
pounds; Street's, 30-foot, 22,000 pounds.
On the present basis the weighing would
raise the rates from Miles City," Mont.,
on Street's, about SI per car, and would
reduce the rates on common cars about
£3 each. In order to equalize these
differences the meeting on Feb. 10 is to
adopt rates that will leave the figures
for carrying range cattle about the same
as the rates that are at present in force.

The adoption of this system of weigh-
ing range cattle has probably been
brought about largely by the practice of
overloading the JStreet's cars which has
been noticeable of late. In fact, so
eager ware the stockmen to crowd all
the cattle they could into the stable cars
that they tied the partition gates to the
sides of the cars, and frequently took
them out altogether in order to make
room for the greater number of "head."
Thus the comfort of the cattle, for
which Street's stables were introduced,
was disregarded, and the roads found
difficulty in running stock trains to
good advantage inthe matter of speed.
The new system will undoubtedly les-
sen the tendency to overload.

FINANCE AND TRADE,

The Washburn Bill Tends to
Koep Down Deals in

the Cereals.

Better Opportunities for Trad
ing1in the Various Act-

ive Stocks.

Collections, as a Whole, Re-
portedto Be a Little

Q Too Close.

Practical Application of the
Home Patronage Prin-

ciples.

Tlfe wheat market keeps in Hue with
the Gi.obr weekly reports, the decline
being two cents per bushel during the
past seven days.

Wheat prices should advance now
but for the depressing effect of the
Washburn option bill, which makes
buyers of options for future delivery
afraid to go in for a lengthy deal. Of
course, the opportunities for selecting
industrial shares, mining stocks and
Rood railway securities, which are so
much easier to manipulate (or handle)
than grain, are so good at present that
they also reduce operations in »he
wheat markets.

The farmers have made sales enough
to put them into reasonably easy cir-
cumstances, and they don't want to sellany more grain than they Can help at
the present range of prices. These
prices, however, induced an increase in
the foreign demand during the week.
With the enormous stocks still in sight
and the features that prevent bullopera-
tions, itis evident that the foreigners
willnot have to pay much of an ad-
vance for what they want during the
coming week. It would take more
money than was ever needed before in
such a case to run a bull movement (or
corner) in wheat to success on the pres-
ent situation.

Regarding the stocks that can be
drawn from, look at the Northern Pa-
cific tor instance. A conservative esti-
mate of the wheat to be moved by that
road between now and May 1puts the
figures at G.500,000 bushels." This may
be used as a key to the entire situation,
and the results of figuring the wheat
that may yet come forward over all the
roads, will make a total too great to
tempt bull speculation while the Wash-
burn bill hangs fire. The prices of
good stocks and bonds give promise of
advance.

General business is good for the sea-
son, naturally a quiet season Inthis sec-
tion. Collections are slow with some,
but they do not feel uneasy over that.
The farming districts are eood for
reasonable lines of credit. Some houses
report collections good, to very good.
The banks call the collections good all
round. The new wholesale houses and
manufacturing concerns should add
greatly to the receipts of the banks this
year as compared with a year ago. A
few interviews willbe found below:

P:. 11. Bailey, cashier First National
bank:

Money continues easy, plenty in the banks
and lij^ht deinaud from borrowers. Good
paper is indemand by lenders. Collectionsare good. The wholesalers here are wellpleased with the trade and tbe prospects.
The clearings and the general runof banking
business are going along about ns usual for
this season of the year, which is naturally
expected to be quiet.

Chamring Seabury, of the jobbers'
union, wholesale grocer:

Collections are very good with our firm,
better than they were when the real cold
snap was on. We are alleujoyiug great an-
ticipations.

C. Heinnch, Foot, Schulzo & Co.,
manufacturers boots and shoes:

Our traveling men are sending in good
orders both forpresent and future (or spring)
delivery. We notice the demand for a better
class of goods than has usually been ordered
heretofore.

R. H. Stevens Jr., C. Goczian & Co.,
manufacturers boots and shoes:

Our collections are the poorest wehave
had for ninety days. The farmers are evi-dently taking things easy and inno hurry to
sell more wheat at present prices.

W. S. Conrad, wholesale cigars:
We want to be careful to notTiin this homeindustry agitatiou into the ground, and build

a Chinese fence around the trade of our
cities. The object was to lessen the Easterncompetition wiih goods of this district. We
must interchange goods of various kinds
\u25a0with our neighbors, and no false feeling
should be engendered.

John F. Broderick, vice president of
the commercial club:

We must meet the Iome industry question
square inthe face and help our own popula-
tion. God helps those that help themselves.
\\ hile St. Paul was getting ready years and

IN liABOR'S REALM.

The Other Side ofa Strike—Labor
Bulletin—Other Notes.

The striking fur sewers at McKibben
•feCo.'s have presented an answer to
statements made by the firm, as pub-
lished inan evening paper of Thursday.
This reply csntradicts the figures fur-
nished by the company. The contra-
diction is based on a report made by a
delegation from the Trade 9and Labor
assembly that waited upon McKibbeu.
It is claimed by the uirls who went
out that the old scale as given
out by the comuauy is mere
guess and not accurate, and that Mr.
McKibben admitted itto be guess work
in speaking with the committee. The
girls claim that, if as Mr.McKibben
claims, they were paying more than
other firms for piecework, then other
firms are paying very slim wages. Itis
claimed that McKibben &Co. are only
paying good wages to a few men who
have been working for them for ten or
twelve years, and that they did not
treat all employes alike, or, in other
words, that the average is much below
the wages claimed by the firm to be paid.
The statement that employes earn from
*6to $12 a week is only true as to the
few old workers, and then in busy sea-
sons when they worked till9p. m. The
statement that one girldrew $12 a week
does not negative the statement that
tickets for work done the previous week
were earned over to the next week,
making pay for more than aix days. The
committee from the assembly reported
that their examination showed that the
highest weekly wages paid any girlwas
$7.50 and the lowest $2.50. making an
average of $5. Inreference tothe state-
ment that the company gave the girjs
an opportunity to work, the reply is
made that the agent told them that if
they were not satisfied with the new
scale of wages they could go home. The
girls claim" they are locked out because
they are not warranted in working at
such reduced rates.

The Trades and Labor Bulletin made
Its third appearance Saturday evening.
Itis a decided improvement on the Jan-
uary number and maintains its standard
of excellence in it? reading matter. It
is outspoken in the advocacy of the re-
forms desired by the worklngraen, and
amone them, relating to the city of St."
Paul, is a demand for the continuance
of the present eight-hour municipal or-dinance, the establishment of a system
of public baths and the divid-
ing of public contracts so
as to give an opportunity for
co-operative workingmen's institutions
to figure upon them. Itopposes the
suggestion of the legislative committee
upon a new capitol building to have the
cut stone work done by convicts, and
declares that organized workingmen will
turn out eh Bias'se to the fuueral of the

political party that advocates it. Thepaper is conservative In tone aud is a
credit to the labor organizations of St.
Paul.
