Reminiscent Retrospect and
Passing- Remarks Along*

the Track.

An Expert's Views Touching
the Possible Speed Limit

of Trotters.

Great Fields for the Windy
City Events— Phenoms

and Pick-Ups.

The "old guard" of Northwestern
horsemen, and all who remember the
old-time, fatuous and exciting days with
the monarchs of the trotting track, will
have many pleasant memories recalled
by a perusal ot the following backward
glance by the Turf, Field and Farm,
even though the pleasure be tinged by
a shade of regret for the noble men and
great animals which have ceased to be a
part of life:

The Turf. Field and Farm of May,
1574, is before us. and many of the stal-
lions there advertised have now rilled
their mission on earth, and live only in
their descendants. At Woodburn the
great Lexington, son of Boston and
Alice Carneal, was announced as a pri-
vate stallion, and bis thoroughbred asso-
ciated in the stud were Planet, Asteroid
anil Glen Athol. Not one of these is
now alive. In the trotting stud were
Belmont and Harold. The sire of Nut-
wood stood at gIOO, ami the sire of Maud
!5 at 550. Belmont is dead and Harold
is enjoying a green old age. Nutwood
himself was then in the stud at Enon,
Ta., and his fee was $7.j. Today, under
the speed-producing test, he is the
greatest of livingstallions, and his fee
is $1,000. The Stony Ford stallions
were Messenger Duroc fooo, "payable
in advance:" Abdullah Star, Idol. Bol-
ton and Electioneer, each iiiriied to
forty mares, at SIOO the season, and
Ellwood aud Ridge wood at SSO each.

Only three of these. Electioneer. Mes-
senger Duroc and Idol, obtained reputa-
tion in the stud. Messenger Duroc is a
brood mare sire, as tue achievements of
Cheyenne and Egbert clearly show, and
lie still breathes the air of Orange
county. Electioneer, who was accord-
ed lower iank than Abdallah
•Star, Idol and Bolton, was taken to
California, where his success in the
etud was phenomenal. One hundred
trotters are now placed to his credit, in-
cluding Arion, '2:10^, at two years old:
Sunol, 2:08#, at five years old, andl'alo
Alto, whose 2:08% places him at the
head of performing stallions. If Elec-
tioneer had been open to the public be-
fore he passed away, he could readily
Lave commanded a fee of £2,500. At
Spring Hillstock farm, Dictator,brother
of Dexter, and Blackwood, were adver-
tised at $200 each.

Blackwood came from Kentucky and,
although a sensational horse, his suc-
cess in the stud was not pronounced.
Dictator, after 1574, went from Long
Island to Kentucky, and there he got
Jay-Eye-See, 2:10; Phallas, 2:13%; Dic-
tator, 2:17; sire of Direct, 2:00, aud the
dams of Nancy Hanks, 2:09, and Lock-
heart, 2:14,;v Harrison purkee, the
founder of Spring Hill,is dead, and the
%-tock farm at Flushing nolonger exists.
Blackwood's days are over, aud Dic-
tator, at the age of twenty-nine, re-
ceives visits at Ashland. AtUainble-
tonlan stud farm, Worcester, Mass., the
stallions were Pierson, $70; Dauntless,
f.JO, and (llenair,$30. Onlyone of these
is now deemed worthy of remembrance,
and that isDauntless," who is the sire of
»uch trotters as Gene Smith, 2:15)^;
Thorniess, 2:16%, and Hendryx, I:Yi)i.
The breeding establishment at Wor-
cester was broken up long ago.

Col. Richard Wtst, then in command
of Edge Hill,at Georgetown, drew pub-
lic attention to Almont, S100; West-
wind, ?30, and Tattler Chief, ?20. But
one of these stallions will live inhis-
tory, ami that is Almont, who founded
a family including such trotters as
Fanny Witherspoon, 2:1B1£; Piedmout,
2:17^, and Belle Hainlin, 2:12%. Col.
West and Almont are in the shade of
the beyond. Gen. W. T. Withers, to
whom Almont was sold, is also at rest.
Bluff old Capt. Isaiah Rynders, whose
farm was at I'assaic, N. J., advertised
Aberdeen at $150. This celebrated son
of Widow Machree was later taken to
Fairlawn, and he outlived both Capt.
Rynders and Gen. Withers. Such reso-
lute trotters as Hattie Woodward,
2:I">-J; Alabaster, 2:15. and Abbie \,
2:i>... came from his loins.
In1874 Col. R. S. Strader was located

In Boone county, Kentucky, and his
stallions were C M Clay Jr, Draco. Dr.
Heir and Ohio Volunteer. Judith, the
dam of Young Rolfe, 2:213i,sire of Nel-
eon, 2:10, was a daughter of Draco; Joe
Davis, 2:17;.;, came from the loins of
Dr. Herr, and Roving Nelly, the
iam of Mambrino Boy, sire of
the dams of Allerton, 2:00.14,
and Axtell, 2:12, was by Cassius M
Clay Jr., and the dam of Margaret S,
2:12.;-, was got by a son of C M Clay Jr.
The snow falls gently on the grave of
Col. Strader, of Lexington. At Cedar
Park Stud farm Robert Steel advertised
only Happy Medium, and his fee was
£100. This great stallion, like Almont
and C M Clay Jr, died at Fairlawn, Ky.,
but not before he had founded a distin-
guished family. The fastest of his get
are Nancy Hanks, 2:09, and Maxey Cobb,
B:ISJ*.

Edwin Thome announced thatThorn-
tiale by Alexanders Abdallah, "sire of
tioldsniith Maid, record 2:1(5%," would
make the season atThorndale in Dutch-
ess county, at £100, and William B.
Smith, of Hartford, drew attention to
Thomas Jefferson, fee £150. These two
stallions met with but moderate success
in the stud. Edwin Thome, whose name
was a tower of strength on the trotting
turf, isdead, and Thomas Jefferson is
dust. At Preakness, Nelson Dudley,
superintendent for M. 11. Sanfortl,
advertised Glenelg at ?100 and Bay wood
at $75. A.Welch announced that Leam-
ington would stand for mares at Chest-
nut Hillat $250 the season; Gen. A. Bu-
ford invited attention to Enquirer at
Bosqne Bonita at §100, and A.Keene
Richards informed the public that War
Dance stood at Blue Grass Park at (50
the season, £100 to iusuie. Dudley,
Sauford, Buford and Richards are with
the silent majority, and the fame of
Glenelg, War Dance and Leamington is
as enduring as the hills.
Oher stallions before the pu blic eight-

eon years aso were Hyias. *00; Mam-
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brino Pilot, *100; Knickerbocker, $100;
Schuvler Colfax, ??5; Doctor Pannley,
$75; Sweepstakes, $100; Mohawk, Jr.;
$101); Garibaldi, $7.">; Middleton, $150,
Deucalion, $100; Mambrino Champion,
$100; Nicotine, $.">(); Mamtnine Lance,
$100; Administrator, *1<K); Dexter Brad-
ford, $100; Baron Luff, $100; Wiikins
Mlcawuer, $100; Hatnbletonian Prince,
$50, ami Confederate Chief, $75. The
two greatest successes among all the
trotting stallions were introduced with
extreme modesty. WV refer to Elec-
tioneer and Nutwood, the mingling of
whose blood has given us a young stall-
ion which has sold for more money Than
was ever before paid for a horse in the
history ot the world.

THE TROTTING LIMIT.

Possible Conditions That May Af-
foot the lteault.

Concerning the limitof trotting speed
so much talked of at present, "Truth-
seeker'' concludes a well thought-out
article in the New York Sportsman as
follows:
Itis held that all horses gallop nat-

urally, even the most ;inveterate trot-
ters. Itis perhaps reasonable to be-
lieve that the trotter is approaching
very nearly by square trottinsr the run-
ning speed of its own class. When
he shall be improved to as great
a degree as the thoroughbred
gallops, why should he not be capable
of as nearly approaching in trotting
speed the thoroughbred, as he now does
the best average running speed of the
ordinary horse under like conditions.

hen the trotter has become such a
perfect trotting machine that he may
take two strides a second. as does Nancy
Hanks— and each stride be as Uloster's,
twenty-tinea feet— a horse would in-
deed be very much refined on the pres-
ent model. His muscular development
would then need to be of the best
adapted, for powerful, , rapid and
continued propulsion. He would be
divested of all superfluous encumbrance
in the way of unnecessary flesh, bone
and fat. He willneed to be bred more
"to a feather" than at present. His
head will require to be balanced for
trotting and nothing else. He must
lend all the aid.of his own mentality to
the mental genius and contrivance of
man. These, aided by the sure proc-
esses of nature, willin time reward
those who are willingto wait as surely
in the future as they have in the past.

Mentally picture in one horse the
stride of Gloster and the celerity of
Nancy Hanks, the perfectly adapted
and absolute trotting inclination of the
coming trotter and the staying quality
of the thoroughbred, Ifa horse could
take Nancy Hanks' two strides of Ulos-
ter's twenty-three feet each in a second
and keep itup for a mile, his time would
1:54 4-5. Ifsuch a horse were capable
of trotting a mile to rule in1:544-5, what
might be expected of a horse under sim-
ilar circumstances divested of the hand-
icap of dragging a heavy weight and
vehicle around the turns ofa track?

This object may be accomplished
when the trotter is sufficiently naturally
inclined to maintain one gait to the ex-
clusion of all other means of swift loco-
motion. When he becomes such, a
jockey may be placed on his back, and
with the encouragement of voice, whip
and spur urge him to his greatest flight,
the same as runners are dealt with at
the present time. There are innumera-
ble things to be considered, incalculable
thoughts to aid and an infinite variety
of suggestions and devices to be brought
to bear to make the trotting horse the
swiftest of his kind and the finest crea-
tion next to man. " *

GREAT FIELDS.

Washington Park tries Numer-
ous and Good. H^H

Judging from the exceedingly liberal
entries which the Washington Park
Jockey club, of Chicago, have thus far
received to their important stake events,

the cry of the croakers who predicted a
decided fallingoff onaccount of the in-
creased number ofWestern race tracks
and clashing of dates is not verified,
says Turf, Field and Farm. On the con-
trary, present indications are that the
entries, when they shall all be
in, will: be more numerous than
last year. The day after the en-
tries closed in1891, the total number of
nominations received for the eight
principal events aggregated 302, whereas
for1892 the aggregate number for the
same stakes is 069, divided as follows:
Wheeler handicap, 92; Great Western
handicap, 63; Oakwood handicap, 87:
Dearnborn handicap, Cl;Lake View
handicap. 97; Boulevard stakes, 83;
Maiden stakes, 58; Quickstep stakes,

Inthe list willbe found the names of
all the Western horses that have per-
formed withdistinction. Inthe Whee-
ler handicap so far there are nominated
Marion C, Kiley,Verge dOr, ."Santiago,
Poet Scout, Kingman, Santa Anna, Gal-
indo, AlFarrow, Joe Black burn, Chimes,
Dungarven, Georgetown, Vallera. Ban
Chief, Palestine, St. August, Ed Bell,
Balgowan, Duke ofMilpitas, Longshot,
Robespierre, Tulla Blackburn. Dona-
tello. Ethel, Huron, Phil Dwver, Vor-
tex, Yo Tambien and Van iJuien, be-
sides others ot lesser note. By this
showing it is more than probable that
"allhands" will find plenty togo round.

THE PHESOMEXOXS.

Arionand Sunol and Their Broth-
ers.

The holder of the two-year-old record,
Avion, 2:10^, has arrived safely in Mas-
sachusetts, and willstand at Forbes'
farm, near Keadville, Mass., for' ten
outside mares at $2,500 each with return
privilege, season to begin Feb. 15 and
end July 1. Of these ten, six mares
have been booked to Avionalready, 30
that* it looks as if his book would soon
be full for 1892. As to racing or letting
Aiiou trot exhibition miles, Mr. Forbes
willdecide the point later on. He states
that the price paid for Arion was $125,-
--000. and Senator Stanford confirms this
statement.

Frederick P. Olcott, president of the
Central Trust company, is the owner of
the brother of Arion. He paid $25,030
and this was below the limitof his agent.
The colt will not hereafter carry the
name of Baby McKee. Mr. Olcott will
breed him this season to three or four
mares. Two of these willbe Serene, by
Nutwood, and Nena, by Nutwood. The
brother of Arion is larger for his age
than the holder of the two-year-old rec-
ord. 2:10%, and Charles Marvin thinks
that he willmake a fast horse.

Speaking of Sunol the past week.
Senator Stanford said: "1am afraid to
say how fast Ithink she can trot. She
should certainly beat 2:06. She is
the despair of all horses." Of the
holder of the stallion record he re-
marked: "1shall have Palo Altotrained
again, and shall be disappointed ifhe
does not beat 2:08% one or two sec-
onds." Speaking of Baby McKee he
said: "Ithink that he willmake a great
stock horse. Ihave a lillyone year old,
his fullsister. 1shall breed Palo Alto
to Manette, and expect to get a world
beater."

Worth, the two-year-old brother of
Suuol, passed under the hammer

and after spirited compe-
tition was knocked down to the bid of
A.H. Moore, which was $14,500. His
home from this time forward will be at
Cioverdell farm, Colmar, Pa. He will
be developed inharness and used in the
stud. Four of the brothers of Sunol
are now owned in the East. Two of
them are located inNew York,one is in
Maine, and one in Pennsylvania. As
the sister has shown such astonishing
flights of speed, none of the brothers
will lack for stud patronage. Worth
should take a fast record.

0. 13. Richardson, 2:16%, by George
Wilkes, won eleven races out of fifteen
starts in 189 L This is a good record
when it is remembered he was fourteen
years old, and has come down the Grand
Circuit lor three or four years. He is
without question one of the greatest
campaigners that ever wore a bridle.

During the year ISUI forty trotting
meetings were held in England, at
which £8,830 was given in prizes and
1,203 animals competed. There was
also £745 tor matches under union rules,
the totals for the three years since the
formation of the union being: ISS'J,
£2,188; 1890, £3,074; 1891, £4,5b0. In1888
£1,348 only was ottered.

When'Manette, the dam of Arion,
2:10%, was at the Coutts place, before
Senator Stanford bought itwith all the
stock and improvements, she used to be
always able to set out of. the way of the
men, who, because of this and on ac-
count ot her miserable appearance,
nicknamed her "The Louse."

The old time custom of hanging up
the money for each race in a silk purse
on the wire drawn across the track is
in vogue at New Orleans. The money
is paid after each race.

Blundell Maple, of England, the rac-
ing man, owner of the sensational horse
Common, has presented a hospital and
a recreation ground to the people of St.Albaifs, Eutr., the whole costina §75,-
--000.

The service fee of Guy Wilkes, 2:15^,
for 1892 lias been mci eased from $500 to
SI,OOO. Nutwood, Allerton, Mambrino
'Kingaud Ked Wilkes stand at the same
figure. But one thoroughbred sire
stands for as much— St. Blaise, whose
fee of f'2.500 is the highest.

Parisians plunge heavily in betting on
horse races by the mutual system. The
government receives 2 per cent of the
amount wagered, and this percentage
during the six months ended on Dec.
ol was £400,000, which shows that $20,-
--000,000 were wagered on that system of
betting alone during the racing season
of lb'Jl.

When the Presideut and Mrs. Harri-
son were at Palo Altolast summer each
was asked to name a colt. The presi-
dent was asked to name Arlon's full
brother and called himBaby McKee.

Miller&Sibley seem to have an abid-
ing faith about the future of the trot-
ting horse business when they are in-
duced to pay $10,000 a year for a trainer.

The yearling colt of Minnehaha, by
Stamboul, 2:11, has died at Kosemeade,
Cal. He had been sold for §10,000, but
had not been delivered before he died.

Senator Leland Stanford is so confi-
dent that the thoroughbred cau be made
to trot fast that he has in training a
yearling thoroughbred filly, bhe is
named Experiment.

The principal trainer, driver and colt
breaker at the Woronoco Stock Farm of
Fairfield, Mass., is Bey. I.W. Smith,
who in his career has broken about 3:25
colts, and lias marked a good number
in 2:30 or better.
Itis reported that Allerton will,in his

races next season, pull a thirty-nine-
pound sulky. Ifthis sort of business
is kept up alittle while longer the sulky
of the future will be apfto consist ot
simply two tires with a stripe of sun-
shine.

Ata recent meeting of the Mason
City Turf club. Mason City, 10.. it was
decided to give $12,000 in stakes and
$15,000 inpurses for its fiveday meet-
ing, Aug. 30 to Sept. 3. The club's
first meeting is announced for July 1, 2
and 4.

Guy Wilkes has won fifty-seven heats
in 2:30 or better. His sire, George
Wilkes, trotted fifty-six better than the
standard mark.

Successful trainers of horses, profes-
sional base ball players and United
States senators now get about the same
salary.

Dexter trotted eighty-seven heats bet-
ter than 2:30, which is more than any
other son or daughter of Hambletonian
10 has ever done.

Gentlemen: The work of another year is

under even more favorable 'auspices than
have ever before existed.: The', ever-con-
stant, never-ceasing march of this associa-
tion rrom success to success, from victory tovictory, astonishes even its most • enthu-
siastic friends, while its enemies beheld its
triumphs with amazement and seem para-
lyzed with its progress.

The natural premium system of life insur-
ance as exemplified try this association, of
which it is th'jauthor, originator and prac-
tical exponent, has tor the past eleven years
been tested as by fire, aud it has not "been
found wantingiv any particular.

\u25a0 We have increased our gross assets durin"
the year 1891 from 53,8 178.93 t054.319,20:> 09.being nn increase for the year within a frac-
tion of half amillion dollars.
\u25a0 RESERVE EMERGENCY OR SURPLUS TJjSV.

Our Reserve Emergency or Surplus Fund
has boon increased daring the year 1891 from$2,772,285.80 to $3,155,220.04, a net increase for
the year of $382,935.14. This amount willbo
still further increased by the apportionment
of the December Bi-monthly Call, which is
not included in this report.

INTEREST RECEIPTS. ;\-
"

Our interest receipts for the year have
been 5123,:J3<5.64. As this amount has been
realized from investments made upon the
over-payments of the members and largely
contributed by those who have, been mem-
bers of the Association for many years, it
•will be observed that to this extent tfic Asso-
ciation has received increased payments
from its older members without increasing
their rates above the age of entry. This
amount added to the increased receipts from
the Bi-monthly Mortuary Calls realized from
new members, amounting to more than 8125,-
--030, has materially assisted in the payment of
the extraordinary death claims caused
through the excessive mortality ex-
perienced dv the Association by
reason of "La Grippe," which has
almost assumed an epidemic form in very
many sections of our country, and has thus
enabled the Association tomaintain its rates,
as heretofore, at the age of entry and yet
promptly.paying its death claim's in fullusually long before the same were due.

SPECIAL EMERGENCY FUND.
As provided by the resolution of General

Isaac H.Shields, of Philadelphia, and unani-
mously adopted at the annual meeting

-
held

an. 23, Ibß'.t, the Special Emergency Fund
has been increased within the year from$250,000 to $400,000, which amoauut is
held in six of the slrougest and lead-ing banking corporations of our coun-
try. The object of this Special Emergency
Fund, as provided In said resolution, is toenable the Association to anticipate the pay-
ment of its death claims after an assessment
has been made without being compelled to
wait for the payment of such Mortuary Callsby the members, and the practical experience '

of the Association in connection with the
Special Emergency Fund has fullydemon-
strated the wisdom displayed inthe "adoption
of the aforesaid resolution.

INVESTED ASSETS. ;'
As willbe shown by a detailed statement

which willbe presented to each member of
the association, £194,000 have been investedduringthe past year in bond end mortgage,
being a first lieu upon improved property
in the city of New York, increasing the
amount of such loans held by the
association to 83,287,9JO and produc-
ing an interest income to the Association ofmore than 8109,000 a year. An examination

LAPSING.
The number and mode of termination ofmembership in the Mutual Reserve Fund

Life Association for the past twelve months
harmonizes with the experience of the vari-ous old system life insurance companies ofAmerica, showing that the law of tenniua-
\u25a0tious by death is scarcely more ritrid or cer-
tain than the law of terminations from othercauses. There alwnys willbe a certain per-
centage of tho insured who willfail to con-
tinue their insurance through the first year
There will be nnother percentage to whoni
the object of life insurance will no
lon-rer exist, and another percentalv,ho become unable to rmike pavmentof
their premiums if they desired. This is illus-
trated by me fact thai the old svstera com-
panifs issued in18!»0 J860.711.253 of insurance
yet their increase in tho volume of businessinforce nt the ena of the year was but $41(7 -
028.000, showing a disappearance from their
books ofan amount equal to more than half
the insurance written tor the year, or nearlySSOVWO.OOO, wnile their death claims for thesame period were but a fraction greater than
10 per cent, of their terminations, and the
business of the lnmi.igement of a lar^e tife

insurance company is largely occupied in
supplying freshly examined applicants totake the pluce of those of ths older mem-
bers who shall have terminated theirmembership for the various other causes
than bydeath, but it should he stated that
such terminations are not an unmixed evil,
foras these older members pass off the books
of the Compsny the new members, freshly
from the hands of the medical examiners,
lake their places, and thus a constant change
is occurring, .which no doubt explains the
fact fiat the mortality of a lifeinsurancecompany forty or fifty years ofage is scarcely
greater than the mortality of the same com-
pany in the tenth or fifteenth year of its ex-
istence. For instance, the mortality of the
Xew York Life in the seventh and tenthyear of its existence was 50 per cant greater
than was the mortality of the same company
in the forty-eighth year of its existence.

OFFICIAL EXAMINATIONS.
Outside and beyond the six examinations

made by the Auditors of the Association dur-
ing the past twelve months, the results thereof
having been furnished to the members with
their bi-monthly Mortuary Calls, Iam pleased
inbsins able to report that early in the sum-mer of 1891 lion. A.L. Carey. Commissioner
of Insurance of the State of North Dakota,
and lion, William O. llayden. Actuary of
that dapttrlment, appeared at the office of the
Association and notified the President of
their intention to proceed with an official ex-
amination ot the affairs of the Mutual Re-
serve Fund Life Association. Being clothed
with the authority ot law. the books
were at once placed at their disposal
and the heads of the various departments
were made subject to their orders. After a
thorough investigation of all the various de-
partments of the Association, including the
Death Claim, Investment and Medical De-
partments, and upon the completion of their
work they handed to the President and offi-
cers of the Association a report of the results
of their findings.

The Commissioners 1 report concludes asfollows, and iv these words are embodied
the views ofboth officers:

As a whole Iwish to state that the busi-
ness of your association has been conducted
upon strict business principles, with ex-
treme liberality and promptness inpaying
every honest death claim, and simply quote
from the report ofmy actuary, whichreport
Imost heartily endorse, "that the accounts
of the association are bo well arranged aud
its system ofchecking from one department
to another so thorough that any errors can
be easily detected."
Iam so well satisfied with the honesty and

ability of the management and excelleut
financial condition of the association that I
6hall be pleased to recommend the Mutual
Reserve Fund Life Association to the citi-
zens of the State of North Dakota. Respect-

Fraudulent Death Claims.
That there exists an organized band of con-

spirators whose object itis, through fraudu-
laut combinations, to rob the treasuries of
the various life insurance companies by the
palming offof sick, diseased aud dying men
upon such organizations bysubstitution and
other fraudulent means will not admit ofa
doubt. The management ofa lifeinsurance
company that fails to pay its honest death
claims should be branded before the world as
fraudulent, unworthy of rflflpect of honest
men, and itis equally true that the manage-
ment of alifeinsurance company that will
peunit a gang of insurance swindlers aud
conspirators to rob its treasury of the money
contributed by its members is equally un-
worthyofrespect or confidemce of the p'ubllc,
Ithas been our privilege during the past

twelve monthi to expose and bring to light
some of these fraudulent attempts to rob the
treasury ofouf association.
[President Harper has mentioned some of the

fraudulent claims whose promoters had been
frustrated Dybis association. He also anim-
adverted to a libel suit that had been success-
fullyprosecuted by the association. He re-
ferred to the fail treauncm accorded HUe M-

soclmion rty the Insurance Commissioners of
other States, and he reported satisfactory
progress regarding the new buildingthat the
association is to erect for im new home office
at the corner of Uroadway aud Duune street.
He then took up the controversy that has
always existed between what is known,
on ono side, as a Stock or Semi-Mutual
Life Insurance Company ana, on the
other side, a Purely Mutual Company, buch
as is the Mutual Reserve Fund Life Associa-
tion. He pointed out the advantages, as tho
members understood, of the Purely Mutual
Company, aud suggested that if the Semi-
Mutual Companies persisted In their unjust
and unpopular crusade it would be but right
to liglu them with retaliatory legislation,
which public sentiment would readily in-
dorse.j

Mr.Harper concluded:
The foundation principles of the system

presented by the Mutual Reserve Life Asso-
ciation continue tho same today as in the
past, which ere to collect from the members
the actual sum required for the payment of
its current death claims and legitimate ex-
penses, the same equitably apportioned
among the members according to ihe age of
the member and the amount of insurance
held by each.

The Reserve or Emergency Fund is ad-
mitted to ba an excess over the current cost,
and therefore it Is held, first, for the payment
of excessive death claims, its object being to
prevent excessive payments from the mem-
burs i;iany year; second, if not so required,
to be returned to the members by credit on
their future piemiums, or ill cash at stated
periods, as their contracts provide.

SUCCESSFUL AGENTS.
On Oct. 10, 18)1, a requisition was made

upon our entire agency force requesting spe-
cial efforts for tho next ninety days. Iam
pleased to report that the followinggentle-
men nave won distinction, and have by their
earnest efforts secured a warm place in our
hearts, and are entitled to the highest com-
mendation fromour officers and directors.

UNPARALLELED SUCCESS.

What the Report ofHenry J. Rein-
mund, Second -Vice President,
Showed*
Next in order came the report of the Sec-

ond Vice President, Henry J. Reiumund,
which was heard with close attention aud
manifest pleasure. Itmerits reproduction in
its entirety here:
To the President. Directors and Members of

the Mutual Reserve Fund LifeAssociation.
Gentlemen: The report of our esteemed

President, which you, like myself, have
doubtless been gratified and pro'uu to hear,
aud which is so highlysatisfactory and so
comprehensive indetail that Iwill encroach
upon your time only to point out a lesv facts
which indicate the steady progress aud sta-
bilityof this great Association, and which
consequently substantiates the permanence
and success of the Natural Premium System
of LifeInsurance.

The success of any undertaking is meas-
ured by its achievements and by the cora-
uarison of its results with those of similar
enterprises; and when these results eclipse
those already pronounced successful, we are
compelled to acknowledge thnt the pros-
perity of tho undertaking is established.

Therefore, in order to impress you with the
fact that the Mutual Reserve is a successful
institution, Iwill contrast the history of its
eleventh year with that of the eleventh year
of the New YorkState Life Insurance Com-
panies. Eliminating from this comparison,
for the time being, the three largest level
premium companies, the Equitable, theMutual, and New York Life, thus combining
the remaining eignt State companies, we
find, as per the State Insurance reports, that
the Mutual Reserve during the past year
wrote over S3,00.),000 of new Insurance more
than all the other New YorkState Life Com-
pnnies, the total new business of these com-
panies for the eleventh year of their exist-
ence being 541.180.77 i.whereas the new busi-
ness written by this Association last year
amounted to 544.315.0e5.

Again,at the end of theelevemh year these
companies had but (154,458,081 of insurance
in force, as against SilS.^W.dlO shown by the
Mutual Reserve's statement, an excess in
favor of this Association of 550.748,949.

Furthermore, the Mutual Reserve during
the year IWIdisbursed inDeath Claims over

1805,000 more than did all these companies
combined during the corresponding year of
each, the said disbursements by these com-
panies amounting to 51,484,422.0], while this
Association paid to the beneficiaries of its
deceased members $"',~!W,108.S0, aud still its
income was less than three-fifths of the com-
bined income of these companies, the latter
being $6,007,676.71, against our income of
53,704,1^;.41.

Notwithstanding the additional expense
naturally resulting from the'excess of newbusiness, and the greater amount of insur-
ance at risk, the expenses of management of
this association for the year 18:ilwere near-
ly33W,t00 less than the combined expenses
of these Level Premium organizations, they
being (1,343,357.30, or $8.70 to each §1,000 of
insurance in force, while our expenses were
but '5i>59. 759.46, or §1.4(5 to each $1,000 inforce
Dec. 31 last.

The figures for the eleventh year of two of
the three largest of the Level Premium com-
panies mentioned are uot siven, as the New
York Insurance Department had not been es-
tablished until several years after they com-
pleted the year in question, but In order to
show that the success which the Mutual Re-
serve has already attained is paramount to
that of these Companies, we iind that it was
not until the twenty-fourth year of the
Equitable, the twenty-eighth year of the
Mutual Life, and the forty-third year of the
New York Life that each of these companies
could show as large an amount of insurance
in force as the Mutual Reserve had at the
close of its eleventh year.

Not aloue in this country has the Mutual
Reserve been an unparalleled success, but
the results already achieved in foreign fields
indicate sreater future prosperity, and itis
with pardonable pride that we point to the
followiugevidences of our steady progress
and substantial erowfh in other countries.

Oar record fliows that we had in Canada,
at the beginning of the year 1891, insurance
in force amounting to 812.931). 300, and at the
close of the year this amount reached $14.-
--615,800, the mortality on which was but $7.42
to each §1,000 of Insurance in force 32 st De-
cember last. Again, we had in force in Great
Britain at the beginning of the year $11,485,-
--050, and in France, Sweden and other For-
eign Countries $4,310,761, which amounts
were increased so that at the close of the
year they reached 514,490,800 and 5'j.275,135
respectively, and the mortality for the year
to each $1,000 of this business In force at the
end of the year ISOI was respectively but
$3.92 and §2.90.

In the report of Cousellor Frederick A.Burnhamhesaid: One of the most important

State in relation to life insurance, and the

an excess of$143,610.80 over 1890. This mor-
talityshowing compares favorably with pre-
vious years, when the enormous increase of
business, about $40,000,000, is considered.

The presentation of the reports from the
foreign agents of the Association was listened
to with intense interest. The extension of
the MutualReserve Fund Life Association to
European countries is one of tho recent:proofs of the beneficence and the success of
the idea on which the Association is estab-
lished. Itwas made necessary by the request
fromEuropean peoples that the advantages
of the Association be made availablo to them,
and their wish first reached extended realiza-
tion upon the memorable visit of President
Harper abroad, less than two years ago.
