‘the recall of Minister Egan has again
been made, but this time it does not
come from the republic of Chili. A
Democratic member of congress is the
person who seeks to bring such a re-
quest officially to the attention of Presi-
dent Harrison, and it is no secret in
Democratic quarters that the political
advisability of introducing a resoiution
prouiding for an inquiry into Minister
Egan’s conduct is being discussed, and
that such a resolution may be presented
at any time, :

Of course, such an investigation, if
made, would be made by the house
committee on foreign affairs, and the
Repvblicans who have spoken on the
subject say that such an investigation
will be courted by Mr. Egzan’s triends
asa step which will but lead to the
total vindication of the United States
representative in Chili. The resolution
today introduced was by Mr. Arnold, of
Missouri, and is as follows:

Arnold’s Recital.
Whereas, The present minister of the

| United States toChili, Patrick Egan, by his

general course of action toward that govern-
ment, and more especiailly by his action in
giving asylum to Chilians in the late strife
between the Congressional and Balmacedist
parties, has rendered himself obnoxious to
that goverument and alieuated in a marked
degree the former friendship that the people
haq for this government; and,

Whereas, By reason of the existing facts,
the unfortunate and unjustifiable attack by a
Chilian mob upon a body of American sea-
me{il in thne streets of Valparaiso, occurred;
and,

Whereas, By reason ot such unfortunata
and unjustifinble atiack upon American see
mmen grave apprehension ror atime existed
in the public mind that this nation of 62.000,-
000 of people wason the eve of war with
about 2,500,0)0 Chilians,unless ample apology
and reparation were made by the latter
power, which said grave appréhensions ex-
isting in the public mind arose from the fact
that the apology hourly looked for did not
reach congress, the country, so quickly as
ihe president’s message: but,

Whereas, The said apology has arrived and
the president has informed congress and the
country that all fears of impending war are
at anend; therefore, in order that the putlic
tranquillity of thejUnited States may in the
future be better assured, and thas the bonds
of friendship, which ought to exist among
all the republics of the Western hemisphere,
may be further cemented, regardless of its
defects upon any political party, be it

%csolved. That the president be respect-
fully requested to recall said minister to
Chiili, to the end that reciprocity of amicable
rglations between the countries may be had
aund mainiained between Chili and the
‘Thited States.

o A Question of Courtesy.

;I think on the surface of our corre-
spondence with Chili,” said Mr. Arnold
tonight, “‘that while there may have
been cause for . war, there was really
never any probability of hostilities be-
tiWeen the government and that coun-
try. . The apology of the latter, coming
as it did so close upon the heels of the
president’s message, I will not say in-
lieates duplicity on the part of our gov-
ernment, but.evinees undue - haste.
That, however, is not germane to the
spirit of the resolution. International
caurtesy demands especially in this case
tire withdrawal of an obnoxious minis-
ter, such as Mr. Egan appears to be in
the estimation of the people of Chili.

“I am not deciding that Mr. Ezan’s
course vas wrong. L'simply say ander
the existing state of facts, if we are sin-
cere in our professions of friendship for
a young and struggling republic, we
should be willing to meet her half-way,
and not impose upon her a minister dis-
tasteful to her people. We are a great
and powerful nation, and can well af-
ford at this time to be generous. My
resolution is not intended to be disre-
spectful to the president, but is merely
to call hisattention to the public opinion
of this country, which is thatall the
proprieties of the occasion demand the
recall of Minister Egan.” Mr. Arnold’s
resolution was referred to the commit-

ee ou foreign affairs.

UTAH STATEHOOD.

Admission Fight Likely to Be-
come Political,

WasmiNGgToN, Feb. 1.—The question
of Utah statehood is likely to become ot
the political issues of the present con-
gress. Already a bill is pending in the
Louse committee on foreign affairs for
the admission of Utah, and today Rep-
resentative Bushuell, of Wisconsin, in-
troduced in the house a resolution stat-
ing that Utah has a larger population
than the three adjoining states of Wyo-
ming, 1daho and Nevada combined, and
declaring as follows:

““Whereas, - The president, in his last an-
nual message to congress, substantially rec-
ommended that this territory should still be
kept out of the Union until we have ‘satis-
factory evidence’ that, after admission, they
would ‘make, enforce and maintain’ effective
laws against polygamy, because, as a terri-
tory, the Iaws of congress can reach ana pun-
ish polygamy there, while, asa state, they
coald not; and

“Whereas, Under such rule, and all the
circumstances and possivle contingencies, it
is difficult to determiue what would be sueh
‘satisfactory evidence,’ or whether the time
for the admission of said territory into the
TUnion would ever arrive; and

Whereas, An amendment to the constitu-
tion forever prohibiiing polyamy in the
United States, and empowering congress to
enforce it, would have no longer any reason
or excuse for refusing statehood to this great
territory: and whereas, such an amendment
would besides guard the small states adjoin-
ing Utah against an inundation from its
polyzamous minority who may thus now
edasily gain control of one or more of them,
and so change their constitutions and laws
ag to sanction and legalize polygamy there,
beyond the power of the general government
uzder our present constitution to gainsay,
deény, orin any manner interfere with: and

Whereas, it wovld seem part of wisdom to
so deal with this question of polygamy ss to
effectually and finally dispose of # now while
yet it may be easily done; therefore

Resolved, By the senate and house of rep-
résentatives of the United States in congress
assembled (two-thirds of each house con-
curring thereon), that this congress hereb;
proposes to the legislatures of the severa
states the following amendment to the con-
stitution of these United States. to be known
as article 16 of the amendments there:o,
to'wit:

‘&Seetion {. Polygamy shall never exist
within the United States, or any place subject
tq‘.\’heir jurisdiction.

.sec. 2. Congress shall have power to
n%;.ike all needful laws to _enforce this article
a (d punish its violaticn.”

Sherman Hoar Wants Postmasters
to Be Fixtures.

WasHiNaeToxN, Feb. 1.—Representa-
tive Hoar, of Massachnsetts, appeared
before the house committee on reform
in the eivil service today in support of
his bill to fix the tenure of postmasters
and to regulate their appointment, pro-
motion and removal. Mr. Hoar argued
that the bill, if enacted into law, would
greatly increase the efficiency of the
mail service. He called attention to the
efficiency of postmasters who were not
removed by the change of administra-
tion, and ecited cases of inefficiency of
new postmasters until they became
thoroughly acquainted ~ with their
duties. The bill might not, he said,
entirely stop removals for poiitical pur-

(

oses, but it would prevent them toa
arge degree, and, by so doing, would
be a benefit to the service,

FAMINE

DISTRICTS.

Large Areas and Vast Numbers of
People.

WasmineToN, Feb. 1.—In response
to many symbathelic inquiries and
proffers of aid received from friends in
the United States, the department of
state has received from Minister Smith
at St. Petersburg an interesting report

;of the actual conditions of the stricken

distriets of Russin, prepared from evi-
dence of eye witnesses, and most trust-
worthy sources, of which the following
is epitome: The territory afflicted by
the drought comprises thirteen province
of Enropean Russiain which the famine
is general. viz: Kazan, Niji, Novgorod,
Orendov.Ogfa, Penza, Riasean, Samara,
Saratof, Simbirsk, Tamboff, Toula, Viat-
ko and Voronege. In five other prov-
inces the famine prevails in part, viz:
Kursk,Olonetz,Orel, Perm and ‘T'auride.

.One or two others, like Kharkov, have

_suffered to some extent, but are notin-
.cluded in the official reports.

‘I'ne first thirteen provinces are one-
third greater in area than all Germany.
‘They cover an area equal to the states of
Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont, Mas-
sachusetts, Rhode Island, Connecticut,
New York, New .Jersey, Pennsylvania,
Delaware, Maryland, » Virginia, West
Virginia, North ~ Carolina, South Caro-
lina, Georgiaand Kentucky all together.,
The population 1s about equal to 27,000,-
000. The other provinees named, if in-
cluded 1n the comparison, would equal
the combined area of Indiana, lowa,
Michizan, Wisconsin, Minnesota, Illi-
nois, North Dakota, South Dakota, Ne-
braska, Kansas and half of Ohio.

The total population of these last five
proviiees is nearly double that of the
eleven states. ‘This vast section is ag-
rieuitucal, and the richest and ordinar-
ily the most fruitful soil of Russia. The
destitution is not universal, as there are
those whose accumulations have saved
them from want, and there are some
spots preserved from blight by irriga-
tion, where a good harvest was reaped;
but at the best estimate the proportion
of suffering is enormous.

ANTI-LOTTERY DECISION,

Supreme Court Upholds the Law
of Congress.

WasHiNGTON, Feb. 1.—The United
States supreme court today upheld the
constitationality of the recent anti-lot-
tery act of the last congress, aifirming
the decision in the case of Deyne &
Rapier, the publishers of the New Or-
leans States and Mobile Register, who
were lndicted on charges of sending
through the mails newspapers contain-
ing lottery advertisements. By common
consent the cases were made test suits
as to the censtitutionality of the laws.
Chief Justice Fuller announced that,
owing to the death of Justice Bradley,
to whom the writing of the opinion in
the anti-lottery cases had been given,
the court would postpone any elabora-
tion of its views and confine itself to the
expression of thie general ground on
which the decision proceeds. :

The court then said that the power
granted congress was complete and ear-
ried with it power to forbid the use of
mails in aid of the perpetration of crime
or immorality. ‘T'he court says there is
no distinetion between mala prohibita
and mala in se, and that it must be left
to congress 1n the exercise of a sound.
discretion to determine what shall be
excluded. There is no abridgment of
the freeaom of the press, for the reason
that thie government dees not prohibit
communication by other means, but
simply through the government agen-
cies which it controls.
