WASHINGTON, Feb. 2.—-There was a
sather small attendance of senators (less
than two dozen) when prayer was said
and yesterday’s journal read. Many of
the memorials preseanted during the
morning hour were for the closing of
the Columbian exposition on Sunday.

House bill to amend the act for the
construction ot a railroad and wagon
bridge across the Mississippi river at
South St. Paul, Minn.,was reported and
passed. It extends the time and
changes the location about one mile.

Mr. Mitchell, from the committee on
privileges and elections, made a report
on the Clageett-Dubois contest for a
seat 1n the senate from the state of
Idaho. The resolutions declare Mr.
Dubois entitled to retain his seat, and
that Mr. Claggett is not entitled toit.
He asked that the report and resolu-
tions lie on the table and that he would
call them up at an early day.

Mr. Voorhees, rising to a personal
question, sent to the clerk’s desk and
had read a Washington dispatch to the
Philadelphia Press, stating that the sen-
ate judiciary committee had

out of *senatorial courtesy” to Senator
Voorhees: that the attempt of Senator
Voorhees to form a coalition with the
Republicans was a flat failure; that
some of the Republicans, like Quay,
Cameron and Higgins, were opposed to
the nomination of George M. Dallas, of
Pennsylvania, and that Mr. Voorhees
had proposed that *if these disgruntled
Republicans would induce enough of
their party to aid the Democrats in de-
feating Judge Woods® nomination, the
Democrats would reciprocate and aid in
deteating Dallas.”

Mr.Voorheessaid that his prineipal ob-
ject in having the article read related to
the paragraph where the statement was
made, exphicitly and unqualifiedly, that
he had made a proposition to certain
senators that for their assistance in the
defeat of Judge Woods’ confirmation he
would favor a movement on the Demo-
cratic side of the chamber to defeat
Judge Dallas, of Philadelphia. A
grosser lie than that it would be hardly
possible for his satanie majesty to con-
ceive. Such a wish, or thought, or sug-
gestion, had never entered his mind, or
emanated from his lips. On the con-
trary, bad as he thought the appoint-
ment of Judge Woods was, improper
and unfit as he coneeived and knew that
judge to be for a judicial position, he
would feel himself

Dishonored and Disgraced
beyond redemption, if he received—let
rlone made—a suggestion to defeat a
competent man like Judge Dallas for
the sake of getting clear of the appoint-
ment of a man like Woods. If any sen-
ator could say that a single suggestion
or thought of such a corrupt combina-
$ion had come from him, he wanted him
to say so. If he (Mr. Vorhees) were
capable of making such a suggestion he
would be a proper subject for expul-
sion. He branded the story as the mis-
erable concoction of a dishonest Leart
and brain.

Senators Cameron, Quay and Higgins
said there was no truth in the dispatch
and the matter ended.

The following bills were passed:
Appropriating £11,000 for a public build-
mg in Grand Forks, N. D.; to inerease
the endowment of the Louisiana staie
university and agrieultural and me-
chanical college and the Southern Uni-
versity of Louisiana, granting 92,160
acres of the publie lands in Louisiana.

T'he bill to prevent the adulteration
and mistranding of food and drugs was
laid aside until the printing bill was
disposed of. The latter bill was then
taken up for consideration. The bill
was discussed for over two and a half
hours, was amended in some particu-
lars and went over without final action.

On motion of Mr. Teller, the house
bill to define and punish blackmailing,
which was reported from the judiciary
committee last week and placed on the
calendar, was taken from the calendar
and recommitted to the judiciary com-
mittee, Mr. Teller stating it had been
reported through mistake. The senate
then went into executive session, in
which some nominations were referred
to committees, and then adjourned until
tomorrow.

EXCHANGING SHOTS,

Bharp Talk, but No Progress in
the House,

Wasmx~eTox, Feb. 2.—The house of
representatives is still being treated to
daily reminders of the Hoar-Morse ri-
valry in the state of Massachusetts.
Representative Hoar, although a Dem-
ocrat, is the son of the distinguished
attorney general of the Grant adminis-
tration, Hon. E. R. Hoar, and nephew
of the present United States senator
from Massachuseits, Hon. George F.
Hoar. That a member of such a dis-
tinzuished Republican family should be
& Democrat. is an offense which, Mr.
Hoar insists, has never been quite for-
given by the leading Repuvlicans, and
is the cause of the somewhat frequent
political assaults made upon him.

Scarcely had the spirited proceedings
of yesterday between the two members
from Massachusetts been read from the
congressional record this morning be-
fore the controversy was again revived
by Mr. Morse, who arose to a questlon
of privilege immediately, after the read-
ing of the journal, and rebuked Mr.
Hoar for presuming yesterday to recall
from the public printer the record of
the manuscript speech previously made
by Mr. Morse. *“I claim that the gen-
tleman violated proprieties that should
obtain among gentlemen.” said Mr.
Morse. *“By what authority does he
carry my manuseript away from the
public printing office? Some of the
oldest members tell me that this pro-
ceeding of the young gentleman from
Massachusetts is without precedent in
the history of this body. And I deny
the right of the gentleman from Massa-
chusetts to remove government prop-
erty or documents, or my manuseript
from the public printing office and bring
it into this house for exhibition, or to
carry it around in_ his pocket. I think
the presence of this young gentle-
man, who, I repeat, has violated the
proprieties that obtain among gentle-
men, is an accident that is not likely
to.ofc,ur again in Gen. Banks’ old dis-
triet.’

There was a dead silence for a min-
ute after the appause had died away as
the house awaited the answer which
was to be made by Mr, Hoar to his Mas-
sachusetts colleague. “I think, Mr.
Speaker,” said he, *“‘the gentleman from
Massachusetts has Dbeen advertised
encugh.” With that Mr. Hoar took his
seat and the Democrats loudly applaud-
ed his brief retort.

The Burrows amendment, giving the
speaker the right to counta quorum,
was rejected, the demand for the yeas
end nays having been withdrawn. ~Mr.
Reed, of Maine, offered an amendment
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{o vote on any question there shali be a
call of the house and the yeas and nays
shall at the same time be ordered. As
each member answers to his name he
shall vote on the yeaI; and nays.

Mr. McMillan, of Tennessee, opposed
the amendment, and inveighed against
the action of the last congress in lock-
ing the doors during a call of the house.
He referrea to the celebrated foot of.
Mr. Kilgore, of Texas, in kicking open
the door, and declared that he had done
just right, The free representatives of
a free people should never be called
upon to legislate under lock and key.

Mr. Mills, of Texas, said that he was
a Democrat. He went back to the funda-
mental  principles of representative
government, that it was a government,
not of force, but of consent. [Applause].
Its power came from the will of the
people. Were the people to be com-
pelled to vote? Congress had the same
right to do that as to compel their repre-
sentatives to vote.

The amendment was rejected, and so
were several others, after which, pend-
iag action on one by Mr. Boatner, the
house adjourned.

THE SILVER PROBLEDM.

Propesed Caucus Abandoned, and
Reasons Therefor.

Wasm~yeron, Feb. 2.—The Demo-
cratie caucus whieh was to have been
called Friday evening next has been
abandoned for the present, at least.
The Democratic caucus Saturday night
passed a resolution increasing to thirty-
five the number of signatures necessary
to secure the issuance of acall. Mr,
Harter, of Ohio, at first thought of se-
curing the number of additional signa-
tures thus rendered necessary,but today
he said: *I have decided not to push
the silver caucus for the reason
that Democratic opinion is changing

very rapidly, mnot only upon
the wisdom of passing a silver
bill, but wupon the merits of

the question. While last Thursday nine
out of ten men would have predicted
that a free silver bill wouid pass the
house today,1 venture toexpress the
opinion that no bill providing for the
free and unlimited coinage of silver
will pass this session. »
Mr. Bland, when told of the decision
to abandon the proposed caucus and
Mr. tiarter’s reason’s therefore, said:
**Mr. Harter was the chief promoter of
this caucus. He has ascertained to his
satisfaction that the Dewocratic party
cannot be bulldozed by the national
bankers, nor the money power of this
country, and that if a caucus
were called he would be in a woful mi-
nority. This house will pass a free
coinage bill, and the country ean rest
assured of that.” The senate commit-
tee on finance has at last resolved to
grapple with the subject of free coinage
of silver. At the meeting of the com-
mittee this worning there was a dis-
cussion of the matter, and it
was decided that the issue had
better be met at once, so that the com
mittee could not be charged with smoth-
ering the bill relating to free coinage.
~ Accordingly it was resolved that at the
meeting next Tuesday the Stewart free
coinage bill snould be taken up and re-
ported to the senate. There is little
doubt as to the nature of the report, for
the discussion showed that two Dem-
ocratic senators would probably join
with the Republican majority in recom-
mending adyerse action on the bill,

THE MODUS VIVENDI

To Be Extended for 1892 in the
Seal Waters.
WAsHINGTON, Feb.2.—At the cabinet
meeting today it is said the presenta-
tion of Chihan affairs was very meager,
most of the session being occupied with
the Behring sea matter. Considerable
progress was made in disposing of
the preliminaries of the case. In-
asmuch as it is manifestly im-
possible to conclude an agreement
upon the subjeet before the season for
the taking of seal begins, Secretary
Blaine was requested to arrange an ex-
tension of the modus vivendi in force
last year to serve the season of 1892,and
to get the necessary notices to the fl-et
before they sail. 1t is expected that the
arrangement to extend the modus vi-
vendi will be made within a few days.

DIPLOMATIC DINERS.

Orchid Decorations, Watteau
Bows and Good 3Music.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 2.—The president
and Mrs. Harrison gave a dinner this
evening in honor of the diplomatic
corps. The full marine band was in
attendance, and the parlors were pro-
fusely decorated with flowers, ferns
and tropical plants. The table decora-
tions were exclusively of pink orchids
of different varieties, rearly all of them
being the product of the White house
conservatory. The ladies’ places at the
table were marked by Watteau bows
in  mauve satin, with the guests’
names painted on them in artistic style.

The Free Wool Bill.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 3.—The Springer
free wool bill was under consideraeion
today by the Democratic majority of
the ways and means committee. No
conclusion was reached. The discussion
was entirely harmonious and conducted
in good spirit. "There is a good deal ot
sentiment among members on the Dem-
ocratic side of the committee in favor of
a larger reduction on -woolen manu-
factures than is proposed iu Mr. Spring-
er’s bill.

Postmaster Field Will Stay.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 2.—1It is learnea
at the postoffice department that there
is no foundation for the statement that
trouble exists between the postmaster
general and Postmaster Field, of Phila-
delphia. ‘The resignation of Postmaster
Field, sent 1n some days since, has been
withdrawn at the request of the post-
master general, who prevailed upon the

postmaster Lo continue in his office.

Mail Subsidy Repeal.

*~ WasHINGTON, Feb. 2.—The house
committee on postoffices and post roads
today authorized by a strict party vote
a favorable report on Representative
Enloe’s bill repealing the mail subsidy
act of last congress. Mr. Enloe was
authorized to prepare a report embody-
ing the majority views on the subject,
which be will Jay before the committee
on Tuesday next.

Anti-Pinkerton Resolution.

WAsH INGTON, Feb. 2.—The Watson
resolution, ealling for an investigation
of the Pinkerton system, which has
caused considerable agitation, es-

cially in Farmers’ Alliance circles,
as been recommitted to the subcom-
mittee for further consideration. This
gctlon was taken by the committee to-
ay.

German Reciprocity.

WAasHINGTON, Feb. 2.—The president
today issued a proclamation in regard to
reciprocal trade relations with Ger-
many and making public the modifica-
tions of the tariff laws of the German
empire as to certain products of the
United States. The schedule of articles
to be admitted into Germany at modi-
fied rates has already been published.

Corporations Citizens.

WasmiNGTON, Feb. 2.—The house
committee on the judiciary today
authorized Mr. Culberson to report the
bill which provides substantially that a
corporation shall be deemed and held a
citizen for all judicial purposes of the
state in which 1t may ecarry on its busi-
ness.

IRELAND THE KEYNOTE

Lord Salisbury Orates to a
Multitude of Devonshire
Conservatives.

Liberals and Radicals Held
Insincere and Parish
Counell_s Bad.

The Irish Difficulty Is Still
the Burning Question of
the Hour.

A Daughter of Cobden Weds
Late in Life--Europe in
General.

Loxpox, Feb. 2. — Lord Salisbury
spoke today at Exeter, where he met
with an ovation from Devonshire Con-
servatives. He began his remarks by
alluding to the magnetic feeling which
ran through the nation, its bitter sorrow
at the loss of an amiable prince, and
its bheartfelt sympathy for the royal
family in their deep affliction. Lord
Salisbury eriticised the Liberal pro-
gramime as being obscure, indefinite and
full of empty promises. The Radicals,
he said, were specially ready to assure
the voters that they could obtain meas-
ures at the expense of their neighbors
aud the eighth commandment.

The Liberals appeared to rely on the
creation of parish cguncils as a means
to improve the condition of laborers by
adding interest to village life. It was
not the duty of the government, the
speaker declared, to take care of the
amusements of citizens, and if it were,
there were other and more effectual
ways of accomplishing that end. The
evil arising from

Multiplied Local Bodies

was overlooked bv the advocates of
parish councils. He had himself assist-
ed in the work of creating county coun-
cils and probably would Le responsible
for the formation of district councils,
but he could’not approve of a council
in each parish. He commented on Mr.
Chamberlain’s old age mmsurance meas-
ure, and said he was hopeful that this
scheme would remedy the distress pre-
vailing among the working classes.

It would be effective, however, only
when carried. out ou sound business
principles. 1t must not impose serious
burdens on the rest of the communuity,
nor involve presents of public money.
The government would assist the
scheme if in detail it was found to be
practicable. Another remedy for re-
lieving distress was the creation of
small rural holdings, which the govern-
ment trusted would confer great advan-
tage by relievinge the sufferings of the
poorer classes. The existence of small
holdings would provide the strongest
bulwarks against revolutionary changes.
Ireland, however,remained the burning
guestion of the hour—on which would
rest the issue not only of the next elec-
tion, but perhaps of others. and he ap-
pealed to the country to uphold the
union.

JANE COBDEN WEDS.

Worthy But Modest Daughter of
a Great Man.

Loxpox, Feb. 2.--The wedding of
Miss Jane Cobden was celebrated today
at Heyshott. The ceremony took place
at 2:30 p. m. Only the immediate rela-
tives and friends of the bride and bride-
groom were present in the church, but
the edifice was crowded for all that.
Miss .Jane Cobden, now Mrs. Unwin, is
by no means in the first blush of ycuth,
though it might be unfair, as well as
ungenerous, to speak of her as middle-
aged. Her father. the late Richard Cob-
den, died in London twenty-seven years
ago.

As regards looks, Mrs. Unwin is by
no meansa typica! advocate of women’s
rights. She is good-looking, with a
fine, intellectual brow, bright eyves and
an animated countenance. She dresses
her hair in a severe classical style,
eschewing sueh frivolities as bangs and
fringes, and altogether suggests the
idea of a maiden Hypatia. Mrs. Unwin
is of good stature, but there is an unde-
fined coutour of figure in her case,
which has created a suspicion that she
has left off wearing stays. As a mem-
ber of the London county council Miss
Cobden has by ne means lagged behind
her most progressive colleagues in that
body, and has favored every sweeping
reform moeted.

Cute French Farmers.

PAR1s, Feb, 2.—In Paris, where an
extra duty of 25 centimes is imposed on
mutton, prices have been almost in-
variably raised 50 centimes, The new
tariff will cause a serious diminution in
the importation of dressed mutton from
Austria and Germany. The duty, for-
merly 3 francs, is now32 francs. French
farmers are holding their supplies of
mutton for an expected rise in prices
when the reserve stocks are exhausted.

Millions for Wine,

OroRrro, Feb. 2.—Extensive transac-
tions in port wine are reported here.
One London broker alone has purchased
15,000 pipes of the wine, valued at £500,-
000, and Count Burnay, the financial
agent of the Portuguese government,
has bought a similar quantity on behalf
of a syndicate of foreign bankers. The
payment for the wine, itis reported,
will be made in silver. The privilege
will be given of coining this silver,
from which a profit of 30 per cent is ex-
pected.

Miss Mitchell's Wedding.
PARis, Feb. 2.—Miss Mattie Mitchell,
daughter of Senator Mitchell, of Ore-
gon, who was reported yesterday as be-
ing 80 seriously ill that her marriage to
the Duke de la Rochefoucauld would
have to be postponed, is very much
better today.

WHEAT ON THE SLIDE,

Dullness Added to Weakness
Encourages a Declining
. Market.

The Leading Wheat Future Is
-Nearly Two Cents Lower
on the Day.

Pardridge Bought, but With
Such Ease, That He Soon
Turned Seller.

Restricted Activity and De-
creased Dealings on Wall
Street.

Cuicaco, 11, Feb. 2.—Wheat dQeclined
nearly all day and closed easy at bottom fig-
ures with a loss of 13c on May, the active
future, compared with yesterday’s last price.
Besides being weak, the market was dull,
About all of the news was unfavorable to
holders, and discouraged longs were gener-
ally inelined to let go. Cables brought lower
quotations and foreigners were said to be
selling generously at the seaboard. Receipts
at the Northwest were liberal, and weather
in the Southwest was moderating. There
was & good deal of buying at the start about
92¢, but 1t did not take long to satisfy the de-
mand, and. as the offerings continued liberal,
weakness soon appesred. The on-passage
report showed a decrease of only 89,000
bu of wheat and flour during the week,
where 6000,000 to 802,000 tu had been ex-
pected, and export clearances were light.

Pardridge, who had been a good buyer at
90c, soon found that he was getting it too
easily, and quickly drew out, hurried around
among his brokers and cancelled all buying
orders: he then put his earlier purchases on
the market and followed it up with liberal
selling. The tailers soon got in his wake,
and as the market went off stop-orders and
liquidation helped the down turn, and May,
which opened at 90igc against 90lac at the
close yesterday, soon deciined to 868ge.
There was rather free covering by shorts at
the decline and some investment buying.
with a reaction on to 89lsec. The market
weakened again on free selling during the
last hour, and closed easy at 89%zc. Late
cables sho wed some advance in Berlin, but
Paris was lower.

Corn was fairly active and showed a good
deal of strength. The liberal export move-
ment, the brisk Eastern and New England
demand and the continued poor grading
were all strong factors. Short sellers were
showing a great deal of concern and a gen-
eral inclination to cover. One of the notable
Jeatures of tne market was the strength dis-
played in the near futures, which are very
close to May. Thisis because of the contin-
ued poor grading causiug fears of a scarcity
of grain to fill near-by contract: in fact there
are fears ot a natural corner. Of the 372 cars
of corn inspected into store today not one
graded contract; of the 2,300 cars during the
last ten days only 10 have been contract.
As a result of this condition of affairs Febru-
ary shows an advance of 1c over yesterday,
closing within ¥gc of top figures, while May
closed ynchanged, after having been Bgc
higher. The advance was steady with very
little reaction.

Oats were quiet, steady and without feat-

ure.

NiEw Yorg, Feb. 2.—The dealings in the
stock market continue to show a decreased
volume. and the activity tends to restrict
itself for the present. London was a factor
in the market today during the morning
hours, and the selling was free in the special-
ties in which that center is interested. and
while there was a suspicion that the lower
figures sent from London before the opening
here were rigged from this side of the water,
it seemed to have no immediate influence on
the speculation. ]

Later in the day the covering of the shorts
became more promounced, but all through
the day the buyinug was seen 10 be
of a much better character than the
gelling, and with the professionals ranged
on the side of lower figures and investors on
the other, aided by the scare of the shorts,
there was a decidedly strong temper devel-
oped in the final trading. The teature ofthe
late rise was Western Union, which continued
its advance with a constantly increasing busi-
ness, and at the close it was the most active
stock on the ist. The buying was believed
to be stimulated by the insiders. and this fact
had much to do with the strength of the gen-
eral list at the time, though in none was the
movement of sFecinl significance.

The selling of Louisville & Nashville in the
forenoon did not assume large proportions
and the impression made on the stock was
no greater thau that in any other part of the
market, the concessions under the frec cov-
ering being alike in ail cases. The demand
at the loan crowd wss very marked
and the selling at the opening was
seen to be tor the purpose of buying stocks
in different portions of the list so that the
temper o changed for the better, and w hile
the advances in the forenoon were slight in
all cases except Distillers’, which was sud-
denly advanced 2 per cent and as quickly let
off over 1 per cent, the movements in this
stock, however, failed to affect the rest of
the market, and the other industrials were
strong, Sugar rising 2 per cent on small
transactions.

As the afternoon wore along the selling be-
came less and less and the market drifted
into dullness, which at one time became
quite oppressive, The last hour was ;nnrked
by awakening .ot new demands. The de-
mand saw no abatement up io the final sales
and the market closed fairly active and
strong at the best flgures. Western Union
shows a gain of 2 per cent, Distlilers 15§ and
Sugar 12, while other changes are in most
cases fractional gains,

The Post says: The Suly really noteworthy
movement in any standard stock during the
forenoon was in L. & N., which.the bears
were handling in very gingerly fashion, and
which advanced materially on the receipt of
a few buying orders. ‘The caution of the
bear leaders here arose from their absolute
failure to catch stop orders in the course of
their experimental attacks on prices. In the
afternoon they gave up the attempt, and left
the market to rally. A demonstration of
great strength in Western Union late in the
afternoon stirred the general market into
increased activity. There were various ex-
planations for this sudden advance in West-
ern Unio:n. but the chief cause was easily
found in the prompt support given to any
dividend-paying stock the moment it shows
activity. Outside of Western Union the re-
covery in the general market was slight.
